It was decided sob
Statin and Orillia, 38 _____
that the Local Legislature hell the power 
to regulate the liquor traffic end to con­
fer that power upon municipalities. Very 
much it said by the learned chief jus­
tice in that case,as to the licensing power 
having been a portion of our municipal 
institutions prior to confederation. I 
have already referred to this mode of 
argument, and what I understand from 
the Hodge cam, where their lordships 
refer to clause 8 ot section 92, ‘ ‘Municipal 
Institutions in the Province,"is, that the 
Local Legislature of Ontario had full 
power under clause 16 of section 92 to 
deal with the subject of licensing, and 
the general regulations of taverns, etc., 
and that having the full legislative power 
they might exercise it, through the mun­
icipal institutions of the Province, over 
which, by clause 8, they have the ex­
clusive legislative control. The fact that 
the.licensing power was a portion of the 
municipal institutions of the province 
prior to Confederation does not affect 
the question, as the Legislature can only 
confer upon municipal bodies such pow 
ers as it possesses, oy virtue of the re­
maining 16 clausss of section 92. Prior 
to confederation some matters were dealt 
with by municipal regulations, the sub­
ject matter of which is now under Dom­
inion control. The Temperance Act of 
1864, known as the Dunkin Act. was a 
part of the municipal institutions of the 
Province, and this act lias in a great 
measure been repealed by “The Canada 
Temperance Act of 1878" '

The effect of the decision in Russel tv. 
the Queen appears to be that “The Tem­
perance Act of 1878"' was held to be 
infra vires of the Dominion Parliament, 
the subject matter not coming within any 
of the en numerated clauses of section 92, 
end the objects and scope of the Act be­
ing general, vix: to promote temperance 
by means of a uniform law throughout 
the Dominion.

What then is the effect of “The Liquor 
Lkenee Act of 1883," Dominion, upon 
previous snd subsequent local legislation 
upon the same subject ?

It may appear to be a strange result of 
legislation that upon any subject the 
power is either in the Dominion or Prov­
incial Parliament, according to particular 
circumstances, and that an Act of Par­
liament passed by a local legislature and 
within its competence at the time, may 
be rendered nugatory by an Act of the 
Dominion Parliament subsequently pass-* 
ed; but is not this what is meant by tlie 
Privy Council when they say sa I have- 
before quoted, “Subjects which in one 
aspect and for one purpose fall within 
section 92, may in another aspect and 
for another purpose, fall within section 
91,' and this is certainly the effect of 
‘The Canada Temperance Act of 1878,” 

for when the provisions of that Act are 
brought into force in any county or city, 
the consequence is any local license law 
must for the time being give way. The 
Temperance Act of 1878 contains s pro­
vision that no license shall avail to ren­
der legal any ait done in violation of it, 
and the Ontario license law provides that 
no license shall issue in any license dis­
trict where the Temperance Act is in 
force; but the law would have the same 
operation without these provisions, for 
as remarked in Russell va Queen, “The 
provision it only the expression inserted, 
probably from abundant caution, of 
what would be necessarily implied from 
the legislation itself.”

The effect then of the legislation by 
the Domini jn Parliament in passing the 
Liquor License Act of 1883 is not to re­
peal the local license lews of the differ­
ent provinces, but to remove for the 
time being this particular subject of leg 
illation from the scope and opera­
tion of the 10th class of subjects, en­
umerated in section 92, viz: “generally 
all matters of a merely local or private 
nature in the province," and this subject 
matter no longer remaining within the 
scope of that clause, it follows that past 
local legislation must remain in abeyance 
until the subject matter is restored to its 
former position, and that subsequent 
local legislation upon thisJ subject is 
ultra vires. I have already pointed out 
that the Canada Temperance Act of 1878 
did repeal many of the provisions of the 
Temper# W» Act of 1864. and that the 
latter Act was in fact part of the muni- 
pipal law of Ontario, and in my view 
might have been repealed or amended 
by the Local Legislature, U a matter of 
local concern, at any time prior to the 
passing of the Temperance Act of 1878 
by the Dominion Parliament,

I am clearly of opinion that the Liquor 
License Act of 1883, was within the leg­
islative competence of tlie Dominion 
Parliament, for the reasons given by the 
Privy Council in Russell vs. the Qiltseh 
in deciding upon the validity of the Can 
ada Temjieranee Act of 1678.

The subject matter dealt with by the 
two Acts is the same, the traffic in intox­
icating liquors; this is shewn by the pre­
ambles, which are as follows :

The Act of 1878: “Whereas, it is very 
desirable to proerote temperance in the 
Dominion, aitA that there should be uni­
form legislation in all the Provinces, 
respecting the traffic in intoxicating 
liquors.” The Act of 1883 “Whereas, 
it is desirable to regulate the traffic in 
the sale of intoxicating liquors, and it is 
expedient that the law respecting the 
same should be uniform throughout the 
Dominion, and that provision should be 
made in regard theretolfor the better

While, as I have observed, the local 
laws prior to Confederation do not 
afford a guide for construing the powers 
conferred by the R. N, A Act upon 
Local Legislatures, yet these la we may 
well be referred to as shewing how 
former Parliaments dealt with certain 
subject matters of legislation ; and by 
reference to “The Temperance Act of 
1864,” it will be seen that partial pro­
hibition was there treated in the same 
manner as the licensing power. Tl e 
preamble to that Act reads : “Where­
as it is expedient to amend the laws in 
force in this Province, respecting the 

of intoxicating liquors, and the 
issue of licenses therefor, and otherwise 
to provide for the repression of abuses 
resulting from such sale."

“The Temperance Act of 1878” was 
intended ss an amendment and a sub­
stitute as it were, for the Act of 1864, 
the machinery of which was found to be 
behind the age. and it being advisable 
that the principle should be extended to 
the whole Dominion, instead of being 
confined to the Provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec.

That party selected 
the ground, and invited the combat 
They had all the advantage of a “ 
eter” petition—a monster it has proven to 
be—and they became the aggressive 
peaty in the conflict, forcing their op­
ponents to the tight. Even under such 
circumstances, a victory might have 
called forth a eertain amount of admira­
tion for tact and dash. But being de­
feated, they must bear all the odium 
that falls to the lot of beaten braggarts, 
for free a hundred platforms they boast 
ed of the crushing defeat in store for the 
Act in Halton.

Had this ill-advised contest not come 
off in Halton. that county would have 
still furnished powder and shot ad libitum 
for future campaigns.

Junes Tom’s decision on the validity 
of the Crooks Act is a bold one for 
o inly judge to make. It it rendered in a 
ve.y able manner, and will rank among 
one of the important judgments given on 
the license question. Taking it for 
granted that the Dominion Government 
has the power to legislate on the question 
of license, the Jjudge holds that at a 
superior legislative body its laws over­
ride that of a Provincial legislature on 
the same question, and that the Crook’s 
Act is therefore ultra rires.

jflPtie birds ere known to fly long 
<e*nces carrying their young on their 
basks. Small birds take passage across 
the Mediterranean Sea on the backs of 
larger and stronger ones. They could 
not fly so far. Their strength would 
give out and they would drop in the 
water. Aloug the northern shore of the 
sea, in autumn, these little birds assem­
ble to wait the coming of cranes from 
the north, as people wait for the train 
at a railroad station. With the first 
cold bleat the cranes arrive, flock after 
flock. They utter a peculiar cry, as of 
warning or calling. It answers the same 
purpose as the ringing of the ball when 
the train is about te start. The small 
birds understand it They get eseited. 
They hasten aboard, ecramkliag for 
places. The first to come get the beet 
seat» If the passengers are too many, 
some will have to flit beck to the hedges 
till the next train, flow they chatter 
good-bye*—those who go and those who 
ataj. No ticket have they, but all the 
atm* they are conveyed safely. Doubt­
less the great birds like this warm cover­
ing for their backs. In this way the 
small birds pay their i fare. And it is 
thess last who must be out in the wet if 
It storms. The little passengers are of 
different species, like Americans, Irish, 
Germans and Chinese traveling together 
in care or steamships. Their journey 
takes them through the air, high above 
the wide sweep of waters. They are 
dose companions on the way. By-and- 
by they reach the beautiful south coun­
try. There they build nests and sing 
sweetly, ae they build here and sing for 
as In our happy summer time.

Why Our Teeth Decay.

‘Doctor, I’ve taken so much strong 
medicine, that----- '

'Oh, please stop ! Pardon me, but I 
see you arc beginning the same old story.
Now let me do this talking. I suppose 
you think your physician is wholly re 
aponaiole for your decayed teeth, because 
you casually learned that the iron tonic 
as prescribed contained muriatic acid.
Or possibly he prescribed hydrochloric 
acid. It is always well to take such me 
dictnea through a tube and then rinse the 
mouth thoroughly, But not one of these 
agents, however carelessly administered, 
is capable of doing one quarter of the 
mischief which an examination of your 
mouth reveals.

Some time ago you dis­
covered several decayed spots, which 
rapidly grew worse, so that your teeth 
seemed fairly to melt away.

‘Take a mirror and examine one of 
these. The enamel is translucent,breaks 
down easily, and reveals a larger cavity 
than you suspected. This cavity is part­
ly filled with a whitish pulpy debris, and 
when yvU probe it the walls are quite 
sensitive. Hot and cool drinka hurt,and 
food lodging in the cavity starts the 
tooth to aching. Nitric acid did it.

The Rev. H. R. Haweis writes thus in 
the Pall Mall Gazette :—The balloon shot 
up majestically amid the cheering of the 
people as the clock struck six.

A swallow of vinegar 
and water at night will do much to pre­
vent tartar,’

‘But the decay in my teeth is brown, 
not white,’ you say. ‘The spots are ex­
quisitely sensitive.
, ‘Hydrochloric acid is the little mis- 

' chief-maker this time. Have you several 
, large fillings extending to the gum and so 

situated that food ledges in contact with 
them ? Perhaps you wear a plate with 
clasps around one or two teeth. This 
favors galvanic action, and thence re- 
t)UUs hydrochloric acid in its nascent 
condition. But independently of these 
considerations this acid often nbounds 
in the mouths of persons who use salts 
or salted meats immoderately. It has 
no direct relation to ammonia.’

‘The decay . of my teeth is not. like 
either of the above varieties,’ you say. 
‘It is black as ink.’

‘Sulphuric acid, then. The decay pro­
gresses very slowly, and you suffer very 
little at the hands of your dentist, anil 
perhaps wonder why people make such a 
fuss about having teeth filled. This acid 
is less destructive than the other two 
named, still, if you are greatly alarmed 
nt its inroads, avoid the use of eggs and 
such food us abounds in sulphur. Your 
breath is likely to betray the presence 
of sulphurated hydrogen, which does not 
Stall resemble tartar of roses.

‘Lactic and acetic acids also affect some 
teHthu The former acid causes an erosion 
af th« surface of the tooth—without de­
finite lines of decay. The lactic fermen­
tation of saccharine matter used in pre­
paring tobacco explains its presence in 
the mouths of old in veterates. The 
remedy is fruit acids.

SWITZERLAND.

Mruggüug With Me Miner ««ration.

Beenr, Sept. L—The Federal Coun­
cil has sent the blue book to the Assem­
bly, embodying the results of the official 
injury into the liquor traffic induced by 
petitions sent up from various cantons 
for legislation against such traffic. The 
petitions gives statistics which show that 
the consumptions of alcohol in Switzer 
land ia greater net head than in any 
other country of Europe. The statistics 
akw «how that the consumptions of 
brandy among the Swiss is increasing, 
and that parallel with this there is an in­
crease ef mental diseases and an increase 
of misery and want. In spite of all this, 
the council refuses to recommend restric­
tive legislation. It statua that the sales 
of liquor in Switzerland represent an an 
nual return of 160,000,00 francs. In 
one clause of the report, headed “the ad' 
vantages of spirituous drinks," the coun­
cil is outspoken in defence of social 
drinking. It says : “The practice of the 
social drinking of spirituous liquors 
bridge a cheerful temper into society, ef­
faces the traces of daily labor, opens the 
heart to other impressions, and is inti­
mately associated with the development 
of public life. The public house fosters 
intellectual activity and is a remedy 
against misanthropy, egotism, vanity,

There is a wide difference in the esti 
mate of justice and right among men. 
Some have an instinctive sense of jus­
tice ; others always have distorted or 
shaded viewa of right and wrong. The 
difference ia that there ia an intention to 
do wron™, but that each has learned to 
view all moral questions from hit parti 
cular standpoint Yet right and wrong 
are immutable. Each ia stamped with 
its particular characteristic, and these 
do not change. Hence if different views 
of the moral quality of a given act are 
taken it is evident that one or the other 
is wrong. Hence a right view of justice 
and all the moral issues is a matter of 
training. How may it best be dsne ?

We answer, by inculcating clear per­
ceptions of the fundamental principles of 
right. These are simple and ,plain. It 
is right to tell the truth, to deal honest­
ly, to respect others' rights, and to ob­
serve the rules of commercial morality. 
To injure another's reputation ia wrong ; 
and to despoil another of pr< -petty, even 
if legally done, ia Wrong. The original, 
fundamental principles of right and 
wrong are simple and plain. It ia when 
we obscure them by special influences 
that wo are befogged. There is always 

special plea for an act of spoliation, 
whether it be of character or property.

white vinegar prepared the same as fur 
eaione.

Mustard Pickle—Two quarts cu­
cumbers, two of green tomatoes, two of 
onions, two of cabbage or ceilliflower ; 
soak in a weak brine over night, cook 
each separately until tender. For the 
paste ; Une gallon vinegar, one large cup 
flour, one pound mustard, oae and one- 
half pounds sugar ; stir the peste till it 
bells, then pour it over the vegetables 
This pickle will keep a year.

Mixed Pickle or Hiodox. —Chop a 
gallon of green tomatoes, sprinkle oyer 
them half a pint of salt, and let them 
stand uver night. In the morning drain 
eff the water end add to them six -onions 
chopped or sliced, six peppers chopped, 
half a cabbage cat coarsely and then 
chepped, half a pint of grated horse rad­
ish, the same of mustard wed, oaettable- 
spoonful of ground cloves, one of black 
pepper, two of diy mustard ; mix all 
well together, pack in jars three-fourths 
full, and fill up with cider vinegar.

OecuH Syrup.—8. A. B. sends the 
following : For making the beet oough 
syrup take one ounce each of thorwugh- 
wort, slippery elm, flax seed, gum arable 
and stick liquorice. Simmer together in 
one quart of water until the strength ie 
entirely extracted. Strain carefully ; 
add one pint beet molasses and half a 
pound of loaf sugar ; simmer all well to­
gether and when cold bottle tightly. 
Dose : a tablespoonful from three to six 
times a day, according to the urgency of 
the case. I have tested this syrup in my 
own ease; it is safe and the bast syrup I 
ever need.

He 
was stunned for the time, and his wrists 
were severely strained, as he struck the 
tank with his hands, with what force 
nay be imagined when the prints of his 
knuckles were plainly to be seen next 
day.

Died in London.—Mr. L. McMillan,» 
former resident of the 14th concession of 
McKillop, but who has for several years 
been confined in the London asylum,died 
there a few days since. He was between 
40 and 60 years of age, and had many 
friends in this county.

A Sad Blow. —The Wingham Advance 
says :—It is with feelings of sorrow we 
have this week to record the untimely 
and we may say sudden death of the eld 
est son of our most highly respected 
Reeve, Mr. Wm. Elliott. From what 
we can learn, the boy named George 
Arthur, aged 8 years and six months,was 
playing lacrosse on Tuesday of last week, 
and after heating himself, cooled off by 
lying down on the grass, and it is believ­
ed became chilled, which ultimately de­
veloped into alarming inflammatory 
symptoms, the stronghold ot the inflam­
mation being the bowels. To this the 
youth succumbed on Sunday last.

Aciident.— A week ago last Friday, 
while assisting in some work on his 
brother Andrew’s farm, Mr. Thos. Mil­
lar, of the Howick Mutual Insurance 
Company, was thrown out of a wagon by 
a runaway team, and picked up in an un­
conscious condition. On examination it 
was found that one of ribs was broken, 
but the full extent of hio injuries was 
not 'ascertained, as he complained of 
severe pains in the upper part of his 
body. Although still confined to bed, it 
is hoped that he will soon be moving 
about again.

Death.—Many people, says the Sea­
forth Expositor, were surprised to hear 
of the death of Miss Marion Landsbnr- 
ough, on Tuesday last, as she had been in 
tolerably good health a week before. The 
cause of her death was an abscess in her 
head, which had exiated some years be­
fore, but healed, leaving her quite deaf, 
and which broke out afresh recently, and 
could not be checked. She was a gene­
ral favorite with all who knew her. This 
is the second death in Mr. Landsboi- 
ough's family within a short time, and 

nch sympathy is manifested for the 
family in their bereavement.

Accident.—On Wednesday, of last 
week, while Mr. James Bennett w;
