MORE THAN EVER
COMING FROM U.S.

This Year’s Indications Are That Last
Year's HKecord of Imymigration
From “the United States Will be
Surpassed.

Ottawa, July 17.—Immigration into
Canada from the United States during
“the present year will exceed last year’s
lﬂgures by a considerable margin. For
the finst few months of the year there
was a considerable falling off, as
compared with 1910, but for the six
months ending with June 30, the
némber of arrivals exceeds slightly
those of last year.

-Another increase is expected for the
last ‘six months of the year, particu-
larly in view of the heavy advertis-
ing campaign which is being entered
into to secure the necessary labor
to arvest the western. crop.

’\\HE KICKED A BOMB,

New Yé‘i'k Policeman Thought It a
Keotball—Is in the Hospital,

Vancouver, July 14—While no offi-
cial announcement that the strike has
ended has been made the building
trades tie-up which started in Van-
couver on June ‘4th, virtually ended
tciday.

Four thousand men quit work cn
that day at the request of the car-
penters, who had struck for an in-
crease of wazes from four to four
and half dollars per day, and for
closed shop. The strike -was con-
ducted by the trades and labor coun-
cil whose dominating officers are
frankly socialist.

The contractors were willing to
grant increased wages but insisted
upon open shop and. the fight has
been on this point. As many stayed
absolutely with wnion but scores
deserted every day, many non-union
men were given jobs and the work
was  proceeding o many buildings
in fair shape, though sometimes in-
terrupted by vigits cf sympathizing
strikers mobs who beat up non-union
workmen. 1

This week gntire unions started
to break aw from the coiftrol of
the labor council, with whom the
master builders association refused to
negotiate after the workmen had de-
clined to accept hnding of tivic ar-
bitraticn committee which decided in
favor of employers.

XYesterday the marble workers and
plasterers went back to work and this
afternoon their unions were fully re-
presented on the dcwn town jobs.
The cutters and the plasterers labor-
ers reiurned at noon. All over the
city carpenters are working, bleing
taken on rgeardless of whether ihey
are union o¥ non-union men. Leaders
of the unions returning to work today
declare they will form a new build-
ing trades council free from the
socialists. leading cf the present cor-
ganization which called the strike
and started a campaign to ‘tie up
the town.”

After a period of more than two
manths during which the water sup-
plied  throughout the city has been
better fitted for the consumption of
ducks than men, Dame Nature has
at last intervened in the interests of
the long-suffering stomachs. The
river, swollen for so long, has fallen
back into its natural course. Con-
fined to its well-worn gravel bed it
no. lcnger washes, sand, loam, turf
and dead wood from the upper banks
only to transmit them, through the
medium of a filtration plant which
refuses to perform its functions, into

the city’s water mains. The assurance |

of thé analysts that the forbidding
fluid contained no hostile microbes
was dcubtless a source of mild com-
fort, while the condition of turbidity

prevailed. No expert opinion was
asked or given on the dietary value
gf Saskatchewan mud, and the lay-
man may be pardoned for wondering
whether it can be beneficial save for
the creatures endowed by nature with
the extra stomach, or gizzard. The
sight of a duck, however, need no
Icnger excite envy. Unless swollen
again by heavy rains, the river will
maintain its present course, and the
water supply will be comparatively
clear whether the fllters work or not.

If operators and miners had a proper
sense Of thelr responsiblity to - e
public—who pay for their operations
and who must have coal or suifer—
an agreement ¢ some kind would be
ccme to. On the statement of the
board the operators have done no-
thing to cultivate in the minds of the
mincrs a sense of that responsibility—
which is pretty good evidence
the operators ar/e lacking in that re-
spect themselves.

The commissioners will ask the
council to exercise ‘“in certain cases”
indicated by the Medical Health Offic-
er the pcwer to compel the installa-
tion of water and sewer services. As
a beginning, this is welcome news,
but it must be regarded only as a be-
girning. The idea no doubt is to at-
tenq firsi to the cases which most need
attention, those in which the necessity
of sanitation is most pressing. DBut
when these have been attended o
the good work should not stcp. 1n-
stallation should be enforced whecre-
ever there is a dwelling house stand-
ing on property adjacent to the mains.
By that means and that alone- can
proper sanitary conditions be secured
within measurable time in all parts of
the- city where population is at all
dense, and the public safeguarded
against epidemic. It would have been
better if acticia along this line had
started earlier, and the installation
work rushed ahead with a view to
having it completed and the, city in
sanitary condition by the close of the
present season. The city secured from
the Legislature last year power to
install services where .ue property*
cwners are not in position to do so,
and to collect the cost in annual in-
stal/inents of s8pecial taxes. ‘'hat
makes it possible to insist on sanita-
tion without imposing hardship.

The conflagration in the Porcupine '
district of northern Ontario must be
! -
counted among the most terrible dis-

asters which have visited Canada. One
hundred seems to be at present about
the accepted estimate of the number
of those who perished.
is the new <Cobalt of Ontario, and
towns have sprung up in the woods
during the past year with a rapidity
which perhaps exceeds the establish-
ment of new communities on the
prairies. Beside these towns, .four
or five of which are reported to be
in ashes, and where heavy loss cf life
is known to have occurred, the woods
were full of prospectors and miners,
and the mortality among these will
probably not be known for months, if
ever accurately known. Fortunately
the district is comparatively close to
the largest centres cf population in
the Dominion, has railway connection
with them, and the needs of the desti-
tute survivors will be
speedily as possible. The catastrophe
serves to emphasize the impotence
of even a good forestry service to
prevent an occasional forest fire. On-
tario has perhaps the most compre-
hensive and costly system of fire rang-
ing and forest patrol in Canada.

He recited the evidence that led him
to believe that Gennaro Cuoccolo and
his wife were murdered by their fel-
low Camorrists. The body of Cuoc-
colo, the witness said, bare the marks
which the Camorrists always left
upon their victims.

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THE UNITED KINGDOM
IS GROWING IN SIZE

Nearly 2,000 Acres Gained Each Year
From Sea in Tidal Estuaries—In-
tercsting Data in Report of
Royal Commission.,

London, July 14.—The fact that
the United Kingdom is growing in
size yearly instead of shrinking is
proved in the final report of the
Royal Cémmission on coast erosion,
the reclamation of tidal lands and
afforestation, which has now been
printed. .

It is estimated that during the last
thirty-five years about 6,640 acreg
have been lost by coast erosion, while
48,000 acres have been reclaimed
from the sea. The losses have been
chiefly on the open coast, - and the
gains almost entirely in the tidal es-
tuaries.

Erosion has been most serious on

the east coasts of Ireland and Eng-
land. and would have been far more
serious but for extensive works car-
ried out by local authorities. From

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CROPS AND LIVE STOCK
ARE IN FINE CONDITION

Census and Statistics Office Report
Condition of Growing Crops Up to
June 30—Spring Wheat and Oats
Show to Best Advantage.

Ottawa, Ont., July 13.—A bulletin
on the crops and live stoc kof Can-
ada was issued today. The condition
of the field crops of Canada for the
month ending June 30, as compiled
in the census and statisucs office,
from reports of a large staff of cor-
respondents, is on the Wwhole quite
satisfactory, although on account of
uneven- rainfall it is not for all pro-
vinces. Even in parts of the same
province, as in Ontario, there is a
considerable inequality. For the
most part in that province excellent
reports are made, but there are dis-
tricts. in which grains and hay -have
been not badly affected for-want of
rains in May and June H

For the whole of Canada the con-
dition of winter wheat is only 75.2
per cent., as compared with 100 for a
full crop. This is ten per cent. less
than last year, two per cent. less than!
in 1909, and nearly 14 per cent. less!
than three years ago. In Ontario,
it is only 73 per cent. of a full crop,
as compared with 94.29 last year,
78.6 in 1909, and 88. in 1908. In
Alberta, the only other province in
which winter wheat is largely grown,
conditions this year are 83.22 per
cent., compared with 63.62 in 1910,
65.65 in 1909 and 95 in 1908

Rain fell at Cochrane and Porcu-
pine last night, which helped the situ-
aticn. Nearly all of the missing min-
ers and prospectors have been ac-
counted for. The death list now
reacnes 65, and it i not believed the
total will exceed 70 or 76.

‘I'wo hundred expert bushmen have
been «ver the burned area, and their
search showed that as was expected
the prospectors in a great many in-
stances ‘escaped. 'In many cases the
supposed dead®men’ that refugees saw
lying on the trails were men who:toek
this means of escaping the ™ heat,
and after the flanmies passed over made
their way to places of safety.

Fourteen bodies in all were found
of men who had perished in attempt-
ing to reach Porcupine. As quickly
as bodies were found in Porcupine
they ‘are either shipped out or bur-
ied there. On Saturday afternoon all
the men who were burned to death in
the West Dome mine were buried. A
cemetery was laid out at Deadman’s
Point, where most of the dead were
buried. Fourteen of the .bodies
which were interred were of men who
had died while attempting to get into
Porcupine.

As he has
failed in this attempt he has brought
upon himself weakness and disease.

One of the first to occupy himself
with this thesis was Professor Ernst
Haeckel, the Jena biologist and Dar-
winian, who broke a leg the other
day in the museum there, as if to de-
monstrate the contention. The preb-
em has now been brought much
further by the experiments which Dr.
H. Gerhart has lectured on at the
Berlin University Polyclinical insti-
tute. In order to see what was the
effect upon man when he first took
to upright walk, Dr. Gerhart placed
quadrupeds in a similar position, and
observed them. He forced a large
number of different animals to stand,
walk, and, as far as possible, live on
their hind legs.

A typical test was made with a fox
terrier, which stood and walked on
its hind legs fcr seven hours a day
for twenty-eight weeks. The terrier
was then killed and dissected, and
compared with an ordinary dog of
the same race and sex. Examination
proved that the change from four
legs to two legs had radically trans-
formed the terrier’'s anatomy. In
order to counterbalance the tendency
to fall forward, the dog had continu-
ally bent its spinal column back-
wards. The result. was a marked. de-
formation of the vertebrae, particu-
larly of the lumba vetebrae.

Standing upright had also“deform-

'ed the thorax and pelvis. But the

greatest changes were in the bones
of the hind legs, all of which had
bent outwards in a way suggesting
rickets or degeneration of the bone.
The internal organs also showed
changes. The left lung had fallen
slightly; the heart was enlarged ow-
ing to the constant exertion of stand-
ing as a biped, and it had turned
round partly on its axis. The liver,
stomach and Kkidneys had also' re-
ceded further from the head. This
was merely under the action of grav-
ity.

A very remarkable change had taken
place in the dog's muscles. As a rule
in a dog the flexor and extensonN
muscles of the hind legs are equally
heavy; whereas in a man the extens-
ors predominate over the flexor
In this dog, nowever, as a result of
the strain, the extensor muscles had
grown heavier than before, and the
flexor muscles lighter. In other words

THE ROMANCE

The Life of the Hon. Walter Scott by A Vernon
Thomas.

OF A PREMIER

Like other prominent Canadian
politicians, the Hon., Walter . Scott,
the premier of tne province ' of
Saskatchewan, entered the field' of
politics by the pathway of journalism.
Sir /Willrid Laurier himseélf] gained

] mifeh of his facilée power of expres-

sion during the year in which - hel
edited ‘“Le Defricheur.” Alexander
Mackenzie, the only other Liberal
prime mijnister that ~Canada ' ever
had, was also an editor, while the
Hon. W. 8. Fielding, formerly pre-
mier of Nova Scotia, and now the
trusted lieutenant of Sir- Wilfrid at,
Ottawa, grew politically wise while
wielding the editorial pen on the
Halifax Chronicle. /

A very humble position introduced
the present prime minister of Sask-
atchewan to journalistic life, for it
was none other than.that of printer’s
devil. The young ' ‘‘devil” roge
quickly. He was soon at the ‘‘case,’”
and a year or two later saw him
mechanical foreman. With mech-
anical foremanship he combined lea-
der writing, for in those days there
were no nice distinctions between the
different+* departments - of western
newspapers. Ten years after “hift:
.ng” the West Mr, Scott was editor
and proprietor of two newspapers,
fhere is cause for gratification . in
Jhe fact that men like Mr. Scott are
constantly rising from the ranks tu

After
2 hard day’s work he would read the
newspapers from Ottawa, Montreal
ind Toronto well into the small hours,
of the morning.

It must be explained that in thiogej

atchewan, the then North-West Terri-.
.ories being divided into political
areas known as. Alberta, Assiaiboia
and Saskatchewan. A good many
British people still..look valnly for
Assiniboia on ‘maps“of Cgnada,  and
wonder what has become of it. The:
vast area of the Territories was at
iirst under the Lieutenant- Governox
of Manitoba, but in 1883 it was given,
o Degislative .Counecil, and in 1888 an
clective  Legislative Assembly. The
whole region looked to the Conserva-
tive government at Ottawa for as-
sistance and development. As the
tll-powerful Ottawa government was
~onservative, -the inhabitants of the
Territories deenved it the part of pru-
.ence to be Conservative also. « The
ecmployees of the Canadian Pacific
Railway leaned naturally to the gov-
srnment which was subsidising -their
smployers; the servants of the Hud-
son’s Bay Co. were nearly all  Con-
servatives; the .government officials
vere, of course, Conservatives; and
hus the whole -country was _over-
~helmingly Conservative. The Lib-
:ral party was next to unknown.

Those were the condition in which
Vr. Scott, a Liberal by instinct, found
aimself. . The West sent members to
Jttawa, but, until the fall of 'the
Jonservative government in 1896, no
tiberal was" ever:electéd. The mem-
ser ‘for West Assiniboia, the district
in which Mr. Seott’s sphére of activity
Ay, 'was a brilliant, witty Irishman
named ‘Nicholas Davin. -~ He was the
sditor of -the Regina Leader up fo
1895, when-Mr: Scott ‘bought it from
aim. Previous to that the: t&wo. had
vorked harmonigusly together. As a
natter of . faef, there Were no burn-
ng questions to split the people “into

In the election of 1896, Mr. Davin
was elected only by the casting vote
of the returning officer. When the
next Federal election came along, in,
1900, Mr. Scott was chosen to oppose
Mr. Davin. Although the advent of
the' Liberals to power under Sir Wil-
frid Laurier had given heart to the
Liberals in the Territories, yet, for
the reasons already stated, ' it was
still extremely difficult.to elect a
Liberal. Mr. Davin’'s -opponent in
1896 had not run as a Liberal, but as
the candidate of a new farmers’ move-
ment. It was not thought that Mr.
Scott, the young editor, without any
experience of public life, would have
much chance against such an 0ld
hand at politics as Mr. -Davin, But
everyone knew that there were ele-
ments of strength in Mr. Scott, and a
battle royal, which is stil] well re-
membered .in Western Canada, en-
sued. When the votes were count-
ed it was found that Mr. Scott had
defeated Mr. Davin by a handsome:
majority.  The, victory of the boy
editor, as Mr. Scott was called, was
‘hailed with delight by the Liberals,
and it was indeed a great triumph’
for' Liberalism.

Mr. Scott was a member of the
Federal House from 1900 “to ° 1905,
ife was quietyand unobstrusive, work-
ed hard, and observed still' harder.
He bore the brunt of the fight oyer
the .famous Autonomy- Bill, the plece
of legislation “Swhich in 1905 created
the provinces of Saskatchewan and
Alberta out of “the Northwest Terri-
tories. - Mr. Scott fought hard against
the continuation of the exemption of
the Canadian Pacific ‘Railway from
taxation on its lands within the pro-
vinces, lands which had been given
to it to aid in the building of the
railway. He was uhsuccessful, and
so indignant yas he at what he con-
sidered a grave injustice to the two
young provinces that he tendered his
resignation to Sir Wilfrid Laurier. And:
although the requisition remained in
abeyance at the request of Sir Wilfrid
it was never withdrawn. 2

Perhaps the chief seryice which
Mr. Scott rendered at Ottawa was
in connection with the drafting of the
Manitoba Grain Act, for the text of
which he was largely responsible.
The provisions of this Act today gov-
ern the shipment and inspection " of
western wheat, and they have done/
much to give the prairie wheat its
present high standing in the mar-,
kets of the world.

In. 1905 Mr. Scott was unanimously
tendered the leadership of the Liberal
party in the province of Saskatche-
wan. In that year the first Saskat-
chewan provincial election tookK place.
Of the bitter political warfare and of
the Teligious animosity introduced
into it by Mr. Scott’s opponents much
might be written. Suffice it to say
that Mr. Scott was @gain victorious,,
afid as” the result of his victory he
became ‘the first. prime minister of
Saskatehewan. He still ‘occupies the
position, and it is dA “this ‘capacit
that, accompanied by Mrs. Scott, he
is .attending the coronation.. cere-
monies.

Ever since. 1905 Mr, Seott and his
colleagues have presided over the
destinies' of Saskatchewan, a - DPro-
vince comprising 250,000 square
miles. With jymuch sagacity he has
surrounded himself with other able
men. The Hon. W. R. Motherwell,
who is also present at the coronation;
ig a successful Saskatchewan farm-
er whom Mr. Scott persuaded to be-
come minister of agriculture. Mr.
Motherwell -had no.. wish Lo, . enter
polities, and was about to settle dewn
to a less strenuous life on his beauti-
ful farm. Mr. Scott appealed to him
to leave his farm and learn tol farm
a province. Mr. Motherwell respond-
ed. What he has since done in
raising the status of agriculture in
Saskatchewan would  take another
article to- tell. The crown of @ his
work is the splendid agricultural col-
lege at Saskatoon, created as a eor-
porate part of the-provincial unjver-
sity. The Hon. J. A. Calder was
2 school inspector under the old terri-
torial regime.

$20,000 Addition to the
Edmenton Foundry. '

(From Tuesday’s Daily.) |

A permit was issyed Saturday
by Building Inspector Drabble for an
additional storey to the re-enforped
concrete block in course of erection
by Robert Tegler on First street.
As originally planned, with six
storeys, the building would have been
the tallest in the city. It will now
rave seven storeys, the seventh being
added +at a cost of $10,000.  Its
supremacy, however, will probably
be short-lived, as it is understood
that the new Grand Trunk hotel, to
be erected on McDougall avenue, will

be an eight-storey building. Plans -

for this hotel have been practically
completed, and will probably be in
the hands of the building inspector
within the next few days, together
with an application for the necessary
permit.

The proposal has beeg made several
times in the past six months to es-
tablish regulations limiting the height
of buildings. This proposal Wwas
discussed at a meeting of the Board
of Trade, when six storeys were
suggested as the limit which should
be imposed. The matter was also
discussed at a meeting of the' com-|
missioners a few weeks ago, but it
was decided that it was a question
for the council to deal with. It is
understood that up to the present no
limit to the height of buildings has
been fixed by the new building by-
law, the provisions of which are un-
der  cansideration. The principal
reason given by those who advocate
imposing a limit to the height of
buildings is the difficiulty in provid-
ing proper fire protection. o

While owing to weather conditions
and the shortage of cement the per- |
mits issued during the last few weeks
do not represent in the aggregate a
very large amount, building opera-
tions in the city are mnot inactive. It
is understood that in the near future
very extensive additions may be made
to the Bmpire Théatre, providing al-!
most double the present seating capa-
city. s

Expansion of Iron Works. !

Expansion of the <business of the
Edmonton Iron Works has  necessi-,
tated the enlaiging of the big foundry
built on Kinistino street, south of the
C.N.R. tracks, just two years ago.
Work will be staried next week on
an addition to the foundry and a
warehouse.

In the rear of the present foundry
building a foundry addition, 66 Teet
by 33 feet, will be buiit. This udd_i-
tion will be separate from the main
foundry and will be used for the
erecting 0. plows.
