#e7= Prince of Wales.”

Though the Prince of Wales attain-
ed jiis majority three years ago, to-day
he reaches the age of twenty one, the
recognized age of majority for others.
Appropriately enough he will not
spend the day at home but at the
front, where he is about the nation’s
business, just as hundreds of thous-
ands of other young men of his age
and spirit. It is a long time since a
Prince of Wales took an active part
on the battle fields, though in other
ages and with more primitive usages
of warfare, there have been Princes
of Wales whose names live in history
as pre-eminent on the battlefield. At
Crecy a Prince of Wales distinguish-
ed himself and in after years whilst
still the Black Prince was the victor
of the field at Poictiers. Another
Prince of Wales distinguished himself
in battle against Owen Glendower, and
afterwards as Henry V. was the hero
of Agincourt near Crecy and not far
from the lines where the Prince of
Wales is at present serving. What
commends itself most about the Prince
is his desire to do his ‘“bit” as other
young men are doing it, and his
modesty in serving in a most subor-
dinate post just as thousands of young
officers of his age are doing. This
~.spirit of subordination to official su-
periors, who are.seniors to him in
knowledge, in experience and ability,
this modest service in a place he is
held by those above him as most fitted
for is the height of patriotism and
serves as an example to his fellow
countrymen.

RELINQUISHMENT OF
SALARIES.

LONDON, To-Day.

The voluntary relinquishment of
their salaries by members of the Com-
mons for the period of the war was
suggested to-day by Sir Arthur B.
Markham, Liberal. Premier Asquith
promised to consider the question, al-
though he said he thought it was a
matter for the House itself to decide.
Markham’s plea is based on the ne-
cessity of economy and retrenchment
in all branches of the public service,
but he said that he was willing that
members with private incomss less
than $2,000 should continue to draw
the emolument of $2,000 paid to mem-
bers of the House, 2

TURKS ASSUME OFFENSIVE.

LLONDON, To-Day.

On the evening of June 19, says an
official communication from the head-
quarters of the Mediterranean Expe-
ditionary Force, the Turks expended
some 450 high explosive shells on our
left centre trenches and were seen
massing for attack. The enemy’s
heart failed them. The attack degen-
erated into fire action. At seven-
thirty one of our brigades attacked
the Turkish trench but were unsuc-
cessful. The Turks counter-attacks
effected a lodgment of their lines at
an awkward salient ecaptured by us
on the fourth. As the brigade was
unable to recover the ‘lost trench,
fitty of the Royal Scots assisted by a
company of the Worcester Regiment,
came to their help. This attack was
ably organized and brilliantly carried
out to a successful issue. Prisoners
state the Turks expected this bom-
bardment with high explosives would
have cleared us out altogether and
were much disappointed at so little
impression being made, though the
trenches were much damaged. The
Turkish dead are estimated at three
hundred at the front of one brigade
alone. A thousand in all parts is a
low estimate.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

interests. The memorandum although
not a reply to the American contra-
band Note gives a summary of the
measures adopted by Britain with the
purpose of enforcing with as little
friction as possible the policy of shut-
ting off Germany from the rest of the
world. The Foreign Office sets forth
the methods whereby neutrals may
trade without coming into . conflict
with these regulations. The text of
the Note will not be published here
until it is given out at Washington.

THE LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-Day.

The French gains in the west .and
the battle for Lemberg are the only
struggles which can be isolated as
distinetive during the present stage
of the warfare. Many unconfirmed re-
ports reached London that Lemberg
has already fallen to the Austro-Ger-
mans. Despatches from Petrograd in-

dicate the evacuation of the Galician

capital by the Russians may be looked
for at any time. In the Vosges the
Germans retired to the east bank of
the Fecht, according to their own ad-
mission, but they assert all French
attacks have been repulsed. Fighting
around Arras continues to be desper-
ate and sanguinary, the Germans
counter-attacking offset the recent
French gains. The Commons to-day
adopted a measure designed to check
supplies reaching Germany through
neutral States. The Bill when it be-
comes a Statute may have a marked
effect on American exports. The fea-
ture of the new war loan issued by
Britain, enabling the general public
to invest as low as five shillings, bids
fair to prove immensely popular. Sev-
eral firms announce that they will pur-
chase these vouchers for all their
workmen as a nest egg towards sav-
ings.

O’LEARY DECORATED BY KING.

LONDON, To-day.

Sergeant Michael O’Leary, Irish
Guards, went to Buckingham Palace
vesterday and received the personal
congratulations of King George, who
pinned the Victoria Cross on the
soldier’s breast. O’Leary won this
most coveted British military decora-
tion during the winter campaign in
IFrance. According to the official ac-
count, O’Leary formed one of a storm-
ing party at Cuinchy, O’Leary rushed
to the front and killed five Germans
who were holding the first barricade,
which he captured, after killing three
more Germans and taking two others
prisoners. The official report added
O’Leary virtually captured the Ger-
man position by himself and prevented
the remainder of the attacking party
from being fired on.

IIAD TO JETTISON FOOD STUFFS.

NEWCASTLE, To-day.

The Norwegian mail steamer, Venus,
arrived here to-day minus her cargo
which was thrown overboard, the Cap-
tain asserted, under a threat of the
German submarine commander that
otherwise the Venus would be sunk.
The. Captain says the Venus was hail-
ed by a submarine and given the al-
ternative of jettisoning all foodstuffs
on board or being sent to the bottom.

A DUTCH STORY.

HAGUE, To-day.
Handelsblad in an edition to-day as-
serts Japan has been prevented from
sending 300,000 troops to Europe as a
result of an unofficial hint to Britain
from Washington that such an ex-
pedition would be undesirable.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Iling George’s tour of the leading

ITALY’S COMMANDER-IN-CHIEF.

Not very much is known in this
country of General Caneva, who is to
take command of Italy’s main army
in the field. Those who have met him
during the annual manceuvres of the
Italian Army, however, have been
much impressed by his erect military
bearing, despite the fact that he is
now seventy years of age, and the
deep knowledge he shows of the art
of mwodern warfare. He has visited
.ondon once or twice, and has dis-
played a great admiration for our me-
thods of military training and or-
zanization. Tt is rather curious that
he should have been born under Aus-
trian rule, being a-native of Tarceiu-
to, in Venetia. He had command of
unportant operations in Africa five
vears ago, and is regarded as one of
the finest cavalry leaders in Europe,
though it was his masterly handling
of a large force of all arms during
the Italian manceuvres that gained
for him the position of Commanaer-
in-Chief in Tripoli. Since then he
has devoted almost all his time to the
reorganization and improved train-
i ing of the Italian Army, which owes
to him not a little of its present effi-
cient condition. Though it is under-
stood that King Victor Emmanuel is
| prepared to take the field in person
| with his troops, he has no intention
| of 1éading his army personally, being
content to leave the active command
to General C(Caneva. He, therefore,
will, for the time at all events, adopt
a role similar to that of King George
,and the Czar, and act as a kind of
inspecting and inspiring officer of the
trocps in the field.

from crime,; in proportion to the size
of the population, as it has been dur-
ing the past nine months. It is ob-
served, indeed, that the Central Crim-
inal Court promises to become known
as the Central Crimeless Court; and
a recent session there was not a
solitary case which demanded, as of
legal right, the jurisdiction of a Higl:
Court judge. One such, in the accus-
tomed course, is on the rota for each
monthly session—a rota which is
settled at the beginning of each judi-
cial year—and the fact that his ser-
vices were not necessary was believ-
ed to be unprecedented in the sonie-
thing like sixty years’ history of this
special tribunal. That was a striking
testimony to the freedom of the capi-
tal from serious crime, and so is the
fact that there are fewer prisoners
for trial 0at the Middlesex sessions
than at any time for the last two
centuries, a fact which the police au-
thorities attribute very largely to the
earlier closing of the public houses.

SPRINGTIME IN THE TRENCHES.

One thinks of our soldiers in Flan-
ders as entirely concentrated on their
tremendous business, and, with their
lives every moment in danger, thinl:-
ing only of the operations and
chances of the war. Most of the let-
ters home are naturally about deecds.
I may give an extract of a letter from
an officer in the 1st Manchesters, who
has found time to write about the
other things of which they are think-
ing. He writes: “I have never seen
such a blaze of spring color as there
is in this plain of Flanders just now.
It is a flat and uninteresting country
in winter, and has sometimes seemed
to consist only of endless mud. Put
the very qualities which make the
roads . so treacherous that a cart
wheel will sink up to the-axle, when
once off, the very crown of them malke
it full of the flowers that blooms in
May. If it were not so extensively
tilled one would call it a country of
water meadows, and what untilled
land there is left is now rich with
thick lush grass, flaming with butter-
cups, yellow iris in the dykes, daisies
everywhere. The hedges are full of
Viay, the orchards full of bloom, the
rardens full of lilac and laburnun.
The chestnuts are in full bloom. All
this is very like what you must be
having in England, except for one
thing. The glories of early summer
have been spread just as lavishly on
that .awful no-man’s-land..between.tlie
trenches. The birds and the butter-
'ies are ranging over ground wkere
no man dare put up his head, and the
odies which have been lying for
veeks, because neither side dares
venture out to bury them are hidden
1ow by the spring grass and bulter-
ups which have grown up around
them.”
