0il Furning Vessels

In an article which appeared
in this column some time ago re-
ference was made to the rapidity
with which oil ‘burning ships
were replacing vessels propelled
by steam, and it was peinted out
that before long it would be nec-
essary to take precautions in the
ports of Newfoundland to guard
against contamination of our
waters by the accumulation on
the surface of oil which escapes.

At the outbreak of the war the
number of Deisel propelled sea
going ships was 297. By the end
of 1924 that number had increas-
ed to 1950. Lloyd’s Register
shows that the tonnage of motor
ships of over 100 gross tons had
increased from 750,000 gross
tons in 1919 to nearly 2,000,000
five years later. In July last
there were eighty-four motor
ships of 6,000 tons and upwards
in existence, and by last autumn
one half of all self propelled ves-
sels commenced were motor
driven.

That contamination of the
waters occurs by this means and
that marine life is liable to be in-
juriously affected by a scum of
oil on the surface are shown by
a scientific correspodnent writ-
ing in a recent issue of the Man-
chester Guargian.

He says:

“In the last few weeks public atten-
tion has again been drawn to theé con-
tamination of the surface of the sea by
films of oil, which not only endanger
the life of sea-fowl, fish, and the small-
er sea animals on which the latter
feed, but have even become a source
of fire risk owing to the absorption of
the oil by the wooden substructures of
piers.

“The blame is usually placed with
the commercial vessel using oil fuel,
though it has been poifited out that
oil is too valuable a commodity to be
carelessly wasted by owners of ves-
sels. On the other hand, it is possible
that quantities 6f fuel too simall to be
an appreciable source of loss to the
ship may be sufficient to cause serious
contamination owing to the surpris-
ing power of oil to spread over a large
area.

“This spreading is not primarily due
to the force of gravity, sinee it oceurs
also on solid surfaces which are not
horizontal, but is caused by chémiieal
forces of attraction Between the ul-
timate particles, or ‘molecules,” of the
oil and those of the Substance ofi which
it rests. These forces strive to bring
every moleciilé of oil into intimate
contact with the water below, so that
as a rule oil will spread till it forms
a layer ,only one molecule thick. Such
a film will be only about a ten=million=«
th of an inch in depth, and a drop of
oil no bigger than a pin’s head will
cover three or four square yards.

*“At this rate it requires less than
six quarts of oil to cover a square
mile of sea. Heavy oil &vaporates very
slowly, so that the contamination will
be cumulative, and the effect of rela-
tively small escapes of oil may bécofine
serious. The contamination will doitbt-
less be ‘most obvious near thé shore
and in harbours, not ‘only Deeause
ships are more concentrated theré, biit
bécause films of oil formed out at sed
will be blown inshore by the wind.

“The destructive effect of oil ﬂlml
on marine life i largely 'due to  the
action of thé oil in preéventing free
absorption 6f 6xXygen from thé air by
the sea watef."Qxygen is essential to
the life of all but a very few orgaaums,
and those which live below water ob-
tain their supplies -from Jthe :mi

Keep the electrolyte in your stor-
age battery just above the lével of the
plates. Water should be used to make
up for loss of evaporation.

If water is put
in the battery while it is discharged
it is likely to run out of the vents
when the battery reaches full charge.

In order that' the firé alarm boxes
in the city may be more easily located
than heretofore, Inspector General
Hutchings ig testifg out a cadmium
yellow paint for which special visi-
bility qualities are claimed, and in
this connection ,a codat of the paint
has been given an alarm box near
Cathedral Square. In addition to tts
visibility it is claimed that the new
paint will hold its color under most
trylng weather conditions.

“Before sitting down ‘I ought per-
haps to mention that there atre still
some countries where Missionaries
are not permitted to penetrate and
establish stations, including Arabia,
Afghanistan, Nepal, and Tibat, Then
too there is the large Soviet Repub-
lic stretching from Petrograd to
Vladivostock which is closed to the
Society. The attitude of the Soviet
Reptblic on .this question alone must
necessarily give cause for grave con-
cern to all Christian nations. Not-
withstanding the materialism which
pronipts such action many Russian
refugees are known to . eagevly buy
copies of the Seriptures. We can only
hope that in time the present restric-
tions Wwill be withdrawn.

“During the last hundred years the
Society has distributed 55,000,000
copies of the Scriptures rendered fot
only into the literary languages butl
into 26 vernaculars., This constitutes
a wonderful record, and when I eox-
plain that the SBocfety’s prices are fix-
ed not#:zgccordance with the cost of
production but with what the people
can afford ‘to pay, and that in some
places payment is frequently made
in kind—in India for instance, an egg
is often given for a Gospel—one real-
izes the wonderful work that is being
perfiormed by the Bible Society.

“In eonclusion I c¢annot do better
than remind you that the Bible So-
ciety i8 an association of men, wom-
en, and children belonging to many
nationalities who look to the estab-
lishment of God’s Kingdom in the
hearts of men, and are convinced that
they can help to bring this about by
gending His word abroad everywhere
in the languages of mankind. It is
evident that the triumph of the Gos-
pel is becoming year by year more
complete., In the words of Archbishop
Trench it will diffuse threugh all na-
tions and purify and ennoble all life.
I invite all who are sympathetic and
interested to give the Society their
generous support.”
