5. Where the population of the
province is 150,000 but does not exceed
200,000, $150,000.

3. Where the population of the

4 Where the population of the
province is 400,000 but does not exceed
$00,000, $190,000.

5. Where the population ‘of the
province is 800,000 but does not exceed
1,500,000, $220,000. :

6. 'Where the population of the
province exceeds 1,560,000, $230,000.

Cincinnati, March 16.—The flood
situation in southern Ohio is still se-
rious tonight. with the Ohio river ris-
ing. The crest of the ficod will prob-
ably ‘reach Cincinnat{ on Monday at
68 feet. Up the river the situation
is even more serious. This is espec-

ially true at Marietta and Portsmouth,
wheré 'the  ¢rest of the flood is pass-
ing. At Marietta two-thirds of the

erable suffering among the inhabitants.
The people are in dire distress, as
néarly all of the grocers in the town
have been flooded. Flour is delivered
to the people on the hill, who are bak-
ing bread for - these -wheo-have been
driven from their homes, At Ports-
mouth two levees broke, letting the
water encroach on territory not here-
tofore flooded. Two other levees have
been weakened by the water sweep-
ing through, and may also break. Only
one is considered safe, that in the east
end of the city. The breaking of these
levees has compelled hundreds of the
beople to vacate their homes and has
paralyzed manufacturing concerns.
Pittsburg, Pa., March 18.—After
three days of business stagnation,
caused by a remarkable rapid rise dn
the Monongahela, Allegheny and Ohio
rivers,  which - inundated over ten
square miles of this city, conditions
have about assumed their normal
trend, and by Monday at least a com-
plete resumption will be possible. The
water, is receding more quickly even
than it rose.

has been going on all day. = The cur-
rent is’ very swift, and the impression
{s that more bodies will be recovered
when the flood  subsides.

Had the drowned persons remained
in their homes, none of them would
have met/death. The bulldings occu-
pled by the unfortunate victims were
not touched by the flames,

The ‘explosion that started the #re
is what terrified the people living in
the vicinity. No sooner had the re-
port of the explosion occurred than
people eommenced leaping from the
windows into the water.

Not all of those whg met death were
drowned by jumping into .the ‘water.
Five of them were drowned by the
upsetting of a boat that was carrying
them to a place of safety.

The majority of the persons living
in the vicinity of the wholesale drown=-
ing are Syrians, and after the fire
they refused to return to their homes.
They are being taken care of in the
city hall and county jail. There" is
scarcely a family that did not lose a
member; and the survivors are frantic,

Eighty Miners Have Met Death

TWENTITHD. BY FALL OF CAE

Rorbach, Germany, March 16.—An
explosion of fire-damp in the coal
mine at Kleirrosseln, near here, last
night, caused the death of 656 miners
and injury of 12 others.

As the work of rescue progressed it
was found that the disaster was more
serious than at first indicated. Up to
a late hour tonight 37 dead and 12
seriously injured  'men had been
brought to the surface, while 40 men
were still missing. - All the missing
have been given up as dead. They
were undoubtedly buried under falling
wreckage. Of the wounded, two have
already died, and the doctors think
that only one of the remaining ten
will recover.

The Gwendel brothers have given
$25,000 to relieve the immediate neces-
sities of the afflicted families,

American Expert on-.Need of Develop-
ing All-Round Man

In a manner. thoroughly informal, but in
