The license commissioners 
say in effect that any applicant who, having 
a license already, and bearing what may 
be called a badge of good conduct as far as 
obeying the law is concerned, cannot fairly 
be refused. He is an indmlual with cer­
tain “vested rights,”at I h “i rights may 
not rashly be taken awa> by any arbitrary 
exercise of executive authority. The most 
they can promise is that no more “ vested 
rights ’’ men will be added to the -number 
already existing in Toronto. Therein, we 
must say, they are in advance of Mr. 
Gladstone’s government of a former time, 
when the disestablishment df the Anglican 
church in Ireland was carried, 
it waa seen that the government was deter­
mined, and that the .measure must be put 
through, there was a rush of- new ap­
pointees into places in the church in Ire­
land, which went on until it became of 
phenomenal proportions, 
the power seized upon relations of both near 
and far degree, from that of sou or brother 
to that of forty second cousin, and promptly 
jammed them into places in the church, 
which gave them the right to compensa 
tion when the act took effect.

hospital.
