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CAPTAIN We#BB ATIEMPTS TO AWIM
MAGARA'S RAPIDS.

Personal Pride the Sole Metive—He Swims
the Rapids and Meets Mis Fate in the
W hiripeel.

NiaGARA Fauis, July 24,— Capt, Webb
attempted the fest of swimming the whirl-
pool repids thie afternoon, He arrived
from Buffalo by the Erie railway and put
up st the Clifton house, Even then a great
many did vot shinkhe wonld attempt the
foolbardy act.  He was very reticent, say-
fug very little, but upon being ssked if he
would go through it, he said, *‘At 4 o'clock
I will make the attempt.” He left the ho-
tel at half past three o'clock and went
down the ferry hill, got into s boat with
the ferryman, John McCloy, snd was rowed
Out into the river, whers he commenced to
undress. He had nothing but a pair of flesh-
colored drawers, a shirt and trunks of the
smallest kind on, When near the Maid of
the Mist landing, about 300 yards above
the old suspension bridge, at two minutes
past 4, Hamilton time, he made s dive
into the water, and on arising to the surface
commenced to swim towards the rapids,
Just as he estered the rapids almost im-
mediately nader the bridge, he was very
nearly being turned over, so strong was the
force of the water at this point. From
this point until he was into the midst of the
grest rapids, which arise to the height of
thirty or forty’ feet, ‘opposite thé incline
railway of the Whirpool rapids park Co.,
herwas phinly seen by people standing on

swimming so determinedly, At times he
would be plunged out of sight, and then
sgaio he would be seen on the top of a huge
wave, csusing one’s breath to be held for a
short time for.fesr that the noble swimmer
would not again rise to the surface, but he
gradually passed through these terrible
rapils and continued his way towards the
whirlpool, He was followed by as many as
could get into carriages and even then they
could not get ahead of him.

The last that was seen of him was just as he
was entering the whirlpoel. He was swim-
ming along apparently doing nicely, but
immediately sank out of sight, and noth-
ing has been heard from him since up to 10
p. m,

Conversing this afternoon Capt. Webb
seemed to think the greatest point of danger
was at the entrance of the whirlpool, and
this point was the last st which he was
seen, It shows how clearly he knew where
the real source of danger lay,

McCloy, the bostman, asked him how
much be made by swimming the Euglish
channel, He said $5000,and on being asked
how mach he had left of that, he ssid in &
jocular ‘manner, ‘‘about fifteen thousand dol-
M”

McCloy then said, ‘I guess you had bet-
ter let me row you ashore, and spend that
before you try this,” the only answer being
a smile from the captain.

He was to get nothing for doing the dan-
gerous feat, as the negotistions with the
New York Central railway were broken off.
His whole object in undertaking the per-

formav0e, ho said, was & matter of personal
pride. Having publicly announced his in-
tention, and the event having been heralded
“throughout the country, he felt in duty

failing to.do so it would be to invite unjust
imputations ypon his character and courage.

Not many people witnessed the event,
probably not more than five or six hundred,
a8 very fow could be found who believed
for a moment that he would undertake the
performance of such a hazardous feat, It
is the whole topic of conversation on the
streets to-night snd speculation is rife as to
whether the captain will ever be seen alive
sgain ormot. Allsorts of rumors sre cir-
calated as to his safety, but mone can be
traced to a reliable source, That the hero
of so many squatic contests has 1aid the
forfeit with his life seems only too tiue
and Niagars with its wonderful rapids will
have added one more to its slready well
filled list of unfortunstes who have found s
death in its treacherous waters.

Capt. Webb was given an order to the
ferryman to row him to Swift Drift cur-
rent by President Neilson of Prospect park.
He said he left his wife and two children in
Boston, Although his wife knew he was
going to swim the Niagars rapids she was
pot in the least sware of the magnitude
and danger of the feat,

Before taking the dive the captain told
the ferryman t omeet him below the whirl.
pool with his clothes, and shaking hands
with the man he made the fatal plunge.

Undoubtedly Webb swam the rapids
safely, but whether he got through the
whirpool or not cannot be definitely ascer-
tained, There is a most dangerous place
below the whirlpool called Foster’s floats,
where the rocks project up out of the water,

and Webb might have been dashed
sgainst one of these; or just below the
flosts are heavy eddies, where he could
easily have been drawn under. Two Indians
swimming yesterday st this point were
drawn under sand drowned, r.
D. Isascs and McCloy followed
the river to Queenston, five miles
below the rapids, but no signs of
Webb could be found. It is possible be has
injured himself and may be on the rooks
below the bank. If such is the case
he will fare very badly, as it is very chilly
to-night.
er‘.h Dyle, Webb's manager, has not
evinced much forethought in lookitl: sﬂ:r
his welfare, as no precaution was 0
look out for him after he passed through
the rapids, Kyle went to Queenston, hired
aboa*, and was rowed up the river for
about a mile, but saw no trace of the mis
sing champion.

bcing ia liquor, went to sleep iua canve
which was moorel in a little creek *‘ jus:
ont of the tide” of the Niagara riv.r, above
the rapids. He bad a bottle of rum in the
breast of his blanket coat, Hissquaw, find
ing that she could neither wake him nor
get possession of the bottle, lost her temper
and shoved tho canoe out into the river, It
floa’ed down with the current, and the
drucken Tonemanta dil not awake till the
roar and tossing of the rapids brought bim
suddenly to his senses, hen, however, he
took in the situation at a glance, His life,
too, probably was lost, but there was still
time to prevent the loss of good liquor. So
he raised the bottle to his lips and took a
drink proportionate to the occasion, That
draught saved bim. It br ught back skill
and courage. He gresped his paddle and

"had “vigor enough to guide his frail bark

over the glassy curve, and he was then
seen sitting upright, safe and sound in his
boat, affectionately pressing the bottle in
his hands.” The Telegraph gives no sac-
count of his subsequent explsnation: with
his squaw, Bu*, doubtless, that dusky
matron of the forest had a tronbled reckon-
ing to clear, for she had come perilously
near mixing tvo much water with the
liquor of her ““Tonemanta” chief,

DEATH OF WILLIAM RLDER,

New Brunswick’'s Leading Journalist—
Sketch of His Life.

8r, Joux, N. B, July 24, —Hon, Wil-
liam Elder died bere suddenly this after-
noon,

Mr. Elder was the George Brown of New
Brunswick. He was both journalist and
politician, and as such was the most influ-
ential man in that provioce, He was born
at Malin, Donegal, Ireland, in 1822, and
educated at Belfast and the universities of
Glasgow and Edinburgh and at Wew col-
lege, of the latter city, at all of which he
greatly distinguished himself. He studied
theology, and was for some years a clergy-
man in the Presbyterian charch. From
editing a church paper he drifted into ordi-
pary journalism tiil he became chief editor
and proprietor of the 8t. Jobn Telegugb,
the leading paper of the province, He has
sat in the local legisla‘ure since 1875, and
entered the lately-formed Blair administra-
tion as provincial secretary, He was a lib.
eral in politica and a supporter of the free
non-sectarian school system.

It was just a year ago that Mr, Elder
came np to Onta.io and joined the press as-
sociation in their annual trip,

In the death of Mr, Elder]iNew Bruns-
wick, aod indeed Canada sustainss serious
loss. He was still only in the prime of
life, and showed evidence of a distinguished
political career. He has been long one of
the ablest journalists in Canada, and in his
death pative literature has sustained a
serious loss, He had no superior in cul-
ture, as a writer, on the Canadian press;
and lent his great abilities always to pro-
moting what wss wholesome in politics,
literature and in the social sphere. Living
at a time when homage to party is in-
evitable for the great mass of the people,
Mr. Elder was also a partyist; but most
moderats was he in his opinions, most
generous, bonorable and tolerant to those
with whom he differed.

Bradstreet’s is known %o business men as
an American commercial journsl, which
keeps clear of politics, and ass rule en-
&éavors to present the business view of
everything. * Tts” patrons being allof the
employing classes, merchants, manufactur-
ers, bankers, etc., it is most unlikely to be
prejudiced sgainst the telegraph companies
and in favor of the operators in the strike
now pending. Yesterday the Globe had a
column of quotations from contemporaries
on the subject of the strike, under the
heading of ** American Press Opinions,” in
which was the following from Brad-
streets’:

# It is believed that had the policy of the
telegraph company been a more enlightened
one there would have been no difficulty in
80 caring for the interests of the operators
that the retarn through increased loyalty
and devotion would clearly exceed any ad-
ditional draft upon the wages fund., In
substituting shortsighted for eslightencd
sclfishness the Western Uuion company has
neither conserved its own interests nor
those of the public, which, properly under-
stood, are identical, Plainly the way out
of the differences between the company and
the operators was through arbitration.”

From the ssme paragraph of which the
above is a part, The World guoted yester-
day as follows: ; et

Plainly the way out of the differences
between the company and the operators
was through arbitration, but this was ren-
dered difficult, if not impossible, by the
refussl of the company to recogniz: the
committee of the brotherhsod. Had arbi-
tration been possible there is reason to
believe that a compromise would have been
effected. Asit is, atrial of strength is
under way,”

The real pith and point of what Brad-
streot’s says on the subject lies in its state-
ment that “the only way out” was rendered
impracticable by the company’s refusal to
negotiate with the operators as a united
body. But the Globe, by stopping where
it did, managed to leave out this point al-
together ; just as if it was afraid that the
case for the men might look too strong.
Obuerve, ton, that the Globe stopped short
at & comma, in the middle of a sentence.
Why stop there, why not complete the sen-
tence ? Is the Globe too much the friend
of the monopolists to give the telegraph
operators fair play?

GIVING IT A GOOD START.

Public opinion has its ebbs and flows,
now in favor of this and then against that,
That the government should operate the
telegraph just as it does the postoffice has
been advocated by The World as being part
and parcel of 2 true national policy, and we
have further advocated the extension. to
the utmost practicable limit, of government
control over railways, Scarcely any one of
our contemporaries has until recently had
the courage to advocate the postal telegraph,
in fact they have all seemed to dread the
thing as if it would be too much of an in-
novation, The present telegraphic crisis,
much as it is to be regretted, for various
reasons, is having one very good and whole-
some effect, It is opening people’s eyes
to the fact that the power wielded by
glgantiv te'fegl aph corporations is really too
great to be entrusted to private hande,’ or
to any authority less than that of a govern-
ment responsible to the country. The Mail,
generally so slow to move, has actually
come out almost *‘flat-footed” in favor of
government control. More remarkable still,
the Montreal Witness, which thinks the
national policy an abomination, throws its
own f{ree trade logic to the winds, and
asserts the patriotic, common sense view of
the matter in these terms :

“The only safety lies in the abolition of
the monopoly in telegraphs. That can
oaly be effected by making it a part of the
government service. The telegraph system
has been made a regular and most easily
managed part of the British postal depart-
ment. It gives entire satisfaction with the
¢xception that on one or two occasions the

e ——— ——

public  was lnoov:t:ianood by having
telephones and o electric  conven-
ie cen for the ‘conveyance of messages
interdicred as a poaching upon the rights of
the government. The government was
however, only the ssrvant of the public, and
when the voice of the people was heard, it
was obeyed ss a command. That is the
sdventage of a government monopoly of &
public service, There would be no strike.
A government, which managed so badly as
to lead to a strike among its employees
would prebably have to go out itself shortly
afterward, ut the experience of the
Canadian postoffice department snd of the
imperial postoffice department, which has
the telegraph service combined with the
postal servioe, is that no tronble affecting
the public- does occur, If‘n:éwido trouble
of the kind arose, & law’ ing a remedy
would be immeédiately and. it would
be sa’e to trust & mﬁnmibfo government
with power over: its‘officers and employees
which it would be extremely unwise to
trust to 8 ve body or to an_indi-
vidual, “ The monopoly must be wiped out.”

To those timorous mortals who “linger,
shivering on the brink,” we recommend the
bold and decided language of our Montreal
contemporary. - The ball has begun rolling,
and General Eckert and Mr. Wiman may
yet live to be regarded as public benefactors

for having started it in earnest.

THE JAY GOULD OOLLAR.

One of the best means of killing off Ca-
nadian nationality is by sllowing the
Yankees to come in and get control of our
railways, our canals, ard our main indus-
tries in the way that they have secured our
telegraph system. When the gobble of our
two Canadisn telegraph companies was
effected by Jay Gould through the instru-
mentality of Erastus Wiman, an apostate
Canadisn, who came with a few trumpery
gifts in his hands, The World and one or
two otuer pspers, notably the Montreal
Gazette, were the only ones to resent the
ignominious attack. The Globe, the Maii,
the Monetary Times, the Evening Telegram
a1l sided and sbetted the conspiracy. The
Wiail has taken other grounds since, but not
one of these journals has ever dared to
open out agaiost the humiliation that we
are now subjected to, heving s tele-
graph [(dead-lock inflicted on us by the
monopolist robbers of New York., Mr.

York, he may entertain our lacrosse men at
his castle on Staten Island, be may build
us public bsthe on our Island, and he may
pay us flying visits, distributing taffy where-
scever he goes, but all that will never re-
move the stain of selling his country and
betraying her true interests in so far a8
telegraphing is eoncerned, Erastus Wimen
wears a Jay Gould -ocollar, and the people
know it. Among the many ornaments
worn by that decoration-loving citizen, the
proprietor of the Evening Telegram, is also
s Jay Gonld collar, received through his
friend Erastus, The Monetary Times,
which is rather of quiet ways, loves to strut
about in s Jay Gould collar of the latest
cut,

AN IMPRUVED MBTHOD WANTED,

The contractors who are laying the paye-
ment on King street ought to go to the
United States or Eogland and learn a
wrinkle or two in their trade. S» ought
the city engineer and board of works. In
those countries old pavements are replaced
by new ones with hardly a perceptible in-
terference with traffie, They do not tear
up two whole blocks at once. They do not
keep more than one hundred feet open at
once. They even work at one side at a
time and thereby keep half the street open
for travel. They work there at nights with
aud without the electric light, And what
is more important still they do the job in
one quarter of the time, They could do
the same thing here. Bat will they ?

From. the New York Tribune.

If it is a short
engagement, you pay us five per cent. of
the salary ; if it isalongor a seasom en-
gagement you pav us ane-third of your sec-
ond week's sa’ary.” We find the system
works well, and we please both classes of
our clients.

«What do the beginners get? Well,from
$10 to $12 a week and traveling and hotel
cxpenses, Of course, if they do well this
salary i speedily increased. They come
from all classes to consult us, but 28 a 1ule
it is the better-bred and well educated
ones only whom we advise to enter the pro-
fession. Some of them are merely stage
struck, but the msajority are hard up and
turn to it as & last resort,

HER MaJKSTY’S HEAL/ .

The Taintof the Hanoverian Blood Alleged
to Be Showing itself.

The 1 d corresp dent of the New
York Sun writes . The statement long ex”
pressed in bypoeritical, sighs-uplifted,
mournful eyes, suppressed interjections, in-
puendoes, whispered with bated breath,
veiled in metaphof, or clad in wary dis-
guise, is now coldty, calmly, openly, dispas-
sionately disenssed by partizans as well as
foes, by tiasterers and scoffers, by the staunch
adherent and fawning courtier, no Jess than
the violent anarchist or the red republican.
The mind of the queen, not her body, is
affected. Her ecoentricities have taken unto
themselves a name, which is only a synonym
for insanity. The lurking taint in the Han-
overian blood, the dementis traceable in
the line of the Georges, bursting out evel
and afresh in soma wild or wicked freak,now
seems to have unmistakeably overtaken the
queen.

The more or less harmless manias in
which, during a long reign, Queen Victoria
has allowed herself to indulge unchallenged
and unblamed; the erratic fancies, sudden
caprices, unreasoning dislikes, unconquer-
able obstinacy, of which so many testimon-
ies exist, seem to have culminated at last in
a sudden, serious, protracted, undisguisable
attack of melancholy, a monomania or se-
clusion, sadness, and fear, which it is idle
now to color with any other motive. Itis
not in disrespect or with coarse insinuations
that one is justified in attributing this last
and painfal ontburst to the death of the fa-
vorite gillie. To one so selfish, the
smallest alteration in daily bhabits at
once becomes important. Small causes
have st times great «ffects, and & sub-
ordinate incident will precipitate events
which far more serions casualities have left
unchanged; still, when a womao, & widow,
and a queen has been knowa to advocate
the doctrine of the transmigration of souls
in support of her sympathies; when she is
credited with the belief that the soul of
the prince consort had erected its domicile
in the body of John Brown, it is not un-
generous or unuatural to conclude that her
mind had alrzady to some extent lost its
equi ibrin:s, \What had become of the
original personal soul of the gillie; whether
the okl aud new dwelt in twin-like
harmony; whether the lirsc.groprietor of
the ‘morial tenement retained some priv-
ileges over the second tensnt, or
the spirit of inferior status withdrew before
its whilom master, are questions which
may never be solved, and which, maybe,
were never seriously offered to her majesty’s
consideration. Bat history has already
registered in its pages the authenticated
fact that Queen Victoria gazed with favor
on the face of her servant, in the fond de-
lusion that she could trace on its square,
Scotch, broad linesments some;resemblance
to the slightly Bourbonian outlines of
Prince Albert’s features, The blindness of
love and faith must have been more far-
sesing than mere human vision, for none
besides her was ever able to observe any
similitude ; it may be, also, that above the
high cheek-bones of her highland attendant,
the queen perceived, gleaming at her from
hidden depths, the light of the soul with-

in,

The disruption of this second all but
wifely communing was s cruel shock; the
consequences of it so alarmin that the
effects of a very slight, almost illusory ac-
cident, were magoified into a serious and
dangerous sprain, so a8 to account to the
public for the comglete withdrawal of the
sovereign from all intercourse, and her ab-
solute seclusion from any eyes save those
of her immediate entourage, and abstention
from public duties, except the compulsory
and mechanical wholesale signing of
siate pspers, The queen has been
conveyed from Windsor to  Osborne,
thence to Balmoral, and back again
to Windsor, in profound and mysterious
isolation, Her movements are shrouded in_
impervious secresy, all precautions against
intrusion of any kind are strictly and jeal-
ously taken, and the stringent necessity of
a perfect change of scene, air and surround-
ings urgently impressed upon the nation.
Indeed, except for the gratuitous conferring
of inpumerable brevets of knighthood on
revipients who have 'no obvious claim to
