The Oanada Copper Company of Sudbury
furnish the following facts concerning their
worle; During the menth of Augustthe out-
put of the thres working mines was 3000 tons
of good selected ore. The present depth of the
Copper Cliff shaft is 385 feet on phe dip, while
the level erpsscuts will sgum up so over 800
feet. At the Evans’ mine a shaft is down 80
feet and drifting has been done about 20 feet
each way.

They ara also qnarrymg with one hund-
red feet face of good rying ie still
carried on ab the wane mine, the extent of
the deposit here being enormous.

In preparation for smelting, foundations are
laid for boiler and buildings, and the brick
chimney is already over forty focs bigh.
