In the secoud place
comes the largeprobability that wide recipro-
city would become wider reciprocity with the
lapse of time, and no very great time at that.
In order to carry on under wide and limit-
ed reciproeity the Canadian system
of raising revenue “would necessarily be
somewhat changed, and changed in a direc-
tion upon which progress could be made
gradually and ;naturally, according as the
wide reciprocity was made wider. Moreover
the business modifications produced by wide
reciprocity would prepare the business_fabric
of Canada in a similar gradual and safe fash-
ion for wider reciprocity. Wherefore it seems
almost axiomatic that a wide treaty of limited
reciprocity is the natural preiude to an ever-

1812, at Kaldenhof, in the Province of Asnabrueck,
Hanover, His parents were of the agricultural
class and were devout Catholics. In 1849 he be-
camea member of the Second Chamber of tlie
Hungarian Diet, and was a leader therein. Late
in 1505 he became Chief Syndic of the Crown in
Celle. When Hanover was forced to yield to the
inevitable and to become in 1856 a part of Prus-
sia it was Windthorst who conducted the nego-
tiations with Prince Bismarck concerning the
compensation to be made to the King of the little
State for quietly giving up his throne,

In 1867 he became a member of the Prussian
House of Deputies and the_ North German Reich-
stag, but the most signal incident of those years
was his participation in 1869 in the lay-congress
at Berlin, the purpose of which was to oppose the
doctrine of papal infallibility.
