Paris, June 24.—Sadi Carnot, President of
‘the Hepublic, was stabbed mortally at 9.15
this evening, in Lyous, by Casrio Saato, an
Italian Anarchist, 21 years of age.

Santo suatched
a dagger from the newspaper and plunged
jt into the President’s abdomen near the
liver. The President sank back unconscious.
He was taken at once to the Prefecture and
the mout skilful surgeons in the city were
summoned. Meantime Sanfo was arrested.
Had to Protect the Italian Consulate,

The news spread swiftly to every part of
the city. Infuriated crowds filled the streets.
Before 10 o’clock an [talian restaurant bad
been sacked and the police were obliged to
strain every nerve to protect the Italian
Consulate. 5

Lyons Had Welcomed COarnot Eathusias-

- tioally.

President Carnot arrived in Lyons yester-
day and intended to remain there over Tues-
day. He was accompanied by (Gen. Borius,
chief of his military bousehold, most of his
other household officials, Premier Dupuy,
M. Burdeau and other members of the
Cabinet. He was received enthusiastically at
the station by the mayor and district
officiuls, who escorted him and his

riy to the Hotel de Ville. Cheering
erowds filled the streets and gave the
President such a welcome as he had seldom
received.. ‘There was a luncheon ‘at the
Hotel de Ville, and in the evening a dinner

From tbe balcony of the
President reviewed a large
on,which was followed
by fireworks ‘and an illumination. After-
ward the program of the city officials for
Sunday, Monday and Tuesday was submitted
to him in detail, and he expressed his satisfac-
tion with the arrangements.
Carnot Was in a Pecutiariy Happy Mood,
To-day the President and his party paid a
state visit to the exhibition in the Parc de
la Tote ’Or. Atterward the President held
a reception at the Prefecture. He planned
to'go to the Grand Theatre in, the Place de
1a Comedie this evening after the banquet at
the Chamber of Commerce. He was in a
uliarly happy mood during the banquet
and was noticeably elated by the cordialisy
of his reception, not only by the crowd out-
side the building, but also by the guests
within. He was cheered incessantly from
the moment he left the Chamber of Com-
merce until he took the carriage for the
 Sheatre.

Tried Te Tear the Assassin To Pieces.

The demonstrative effect of the crowd
caused the confusion which gave Santo his
opportunity, as he was able to push his way
forward, quite unnoticed until as the step ot
the carriage. As Santo sprang from the car-

. riage step and tried to escape he was seized
and surrounded. But for the prompt inter-
ferauce of the police he would have been torn
and tramipled to death on the spot. As soon
as the police extricated him from the bands
of his captors they hurried him off to the
station house,

The Assassin Caught Red-Banded,

When Santo was within a few feet of the
carriage he waved a paper as if intending to
present a petition and thus threw off their
guard the persons nearest the President.
He was seized just as he was about to jump
from tbe step and had bus half withdrawn a
dagger.

Prefecture

Oarnot Succumbs,

The President had repeated hemorrhages
after he was removed to the Prefecture. He
sank gradually but steadily until 12.45 o'clock,
wheu he died. me. Carnot and her two
sons left Paris at 11.57 o'clock by special train
for Liyous. All the Mmisters who did noc go
to Lyons with the President were in couuncil
at the Elyses at midnignt. The Senate and
Chamber will be convened to-morrow.

AS SEEN BY AN EYE-WITNESS,
Just as the Carriage Started the Assassin
Deals the Blow,

A despatch received . at midnight from
Lyons gives this account of the assassination:
President Carnot had already entered his car-
riage when the attack was made upon him
by Santo. He bad partaken of refreshments
at the Chamber of Commerce, and the pro-
cession, rhich had escorted him from tbe
Exbibition; had re-formed in the Place des
Cordeliers and bad started for the Grand
Theatre, where a gala performunce had
been arranged in Dis honor. The carriage
bad bardly more than started along the Rue
de La Republique amnd the acclamations of
the thousauds of spectators, aud President
Carnot was acknowledging the enthusiastic
greetings of the people. In front of Credit
Lyonnais, a man suddenly ran forward to
the carriage, jumped to the step and stabbed
the President to the heart with a dagger
which he had concealed under his coat.

The Crowd Suddenly Went Mad.

An eye-wituess who was walking abreast
of the President’s carriage with Adrien
Dupuy, the Premier’s brother, says that as
the President’s carriage approached the
Credit Lyonnais, his own attention was at-
tracted by a slight disturbance in the front
line of the crowd. He then saw the carriage
stop. 'The Presicent had falleu back agaiust
the oushions and uis face had become livid.
An outcry was raised at once. Hundreds
shouted that an attempt on the President's
life had beeu made aud the crowd seemed
suddenly to go mad with excitement.

Felled the Assassin to the Ground,

Meanwhile the assassin bad been felled to
the ground with a blow by M. Rivaud,
Prefect of the Rbine. He was surrounded
by an augry crowd, and cries of “Lynch
him” were heard oo all sides. It was with
the greatest difficulty that the police - were
able to protect him from the fury of the

ople.

In fact, had not a mob of mounted guards
surrounded and protected the police on their
way to the station, the prisoner would
bave been taken from them ahd beaten to
death,

At 11.30 o'clock the surgeons at the Pre-
fecture issued this builetin:

“The President’s condition is alarming, but
pot hopeless.

A littie more than an hour later the Presi-
dent was dead,

The Audience at the Theatre Waited.

At 9 o'clock all who had been invited to
attend the gala performence in the Presl-
dent’s hovor had gatbered in the Grand
Theatre, Hvery seat outside the boxes was
filled. The sudience awaited impatiently
the arrival of the Presidential party.
Presently two men rau up to the main en-
trance and called out that the President had
veen killed, The news spread swiftly to the
rear seats of the theatre aund then passed

like the wind over the greas audience. A
few women cried out in horror, but the
great majority of those present refused to
belisve the intelligence. Several Govern-

A Gallop For Medical Aid,

Immediately atter the President was stab-
bed the horses attached to his carriage were
started at a gallop for tha Prefec-
ture. The President’ lay limp in
the carriage. His eyes wera, cloi
and he was npparently ‘lifeless. His clothes
bad been loosened so that the red sash of the
Legion of Honor was displayed. On his left
side, near the waist, & wet spot told tha story
of his wound. He was lifted from the car-
ringe and carried to his room on the first
floor. There he was laid on the bed in which
be bad slept the night before and Dr. Gaille-
ton, the mayor of the city, examined the
wound.

Cries of Vengeance Filled the Air:

Ic appeared as if all Lyons was at that
moment assembled in Placs de La Comedie
and in the adjacent streets. ‘The multitude
was packed together like a wall. Suddenly
a landan, preceded by four mounted gen-
dérmes, dasbed out of the Rue de La Repub-
lique. In it were Adrien Dupuy, Deputy
Chaudey and M. Rivaud, the Prefect. The
crowd, mistaking the landau for the Presi-
dent's carriage, cried: *‘Vive Carnot, Vive
la Republique!”

Coaudney on the right and Rivaud on the
left called from the carriage in tones full of
emotion: “Do not shout, an dttempt has
just been made upon the life of - the Presi-
dent.” The words had immediate effect
upon the crowd. Ou every side expressions
of execration nnd vengeauce filled the air.

““The President Has Been Assassioated,”

The landau was driven to the theatre.
There MM. Riveud ‘and Chaudrey proceeded
to the President’s box. Seeing them enter,
the audience arose from their seats in a body.
M. Rivaud advanced to the front of the box
and said in & veice broken with sobs:
“The President of the Republic has been as-
sassinated.”

The announcemen$ caused the greatest
horror amoug the audience, and eries of A
mort,” *A mort” and “Vengeance” were
beard ip all parts of the building. M.
Rivaud, continuing, said that in the Rue
de La Republique a wratch who had ap-
proached M., Carnot uuder the pretext
of presenting a petition stabbed
the President with a dagger. Here M.Rivaud
was again interrupted with 'shouts of in-
dignation and was heard with difficulty
when he added: *‘Do not make my task
more painful. We have left M. Carnotin
the hands of doctors. You will understand
that, under these circumstances, all hearts
being filled with ’l’orrow, the performance

capnot take place.

The Assasin at the Police Station,
Tho young essasin’s full name was given
by bim at the police station as Cesare Gio-
vanni Santo. - He is nearly 22 years old, has
a 'very small mustache and worea light
brown suit, with a peaked capof the same
color. On his way $o the station he held bis
head down and .glanced continually right
and left, as if looking for some possible
means of escape. -Lipon being intarrogated
he gave his name, but professed to know too
livtle of the Janguage to say much more.

His inability to speak much French
is rather peculiar, as he bas lived in Cette
for the last’ six mcnths ‘and is believed to
have been considerably longer in_the coun-
try. He went from Cette to Lyans this
morning.

No Such Blow since the Bnllet of Guiteau.

LoxpoN, June 25.—The Daily News, in a
leader on the assassination of Presideat Car-
not, says: *‘The terrible news of the assass-
ination of the President of the French Re-
public will be received with a shock
of horror all over the civilized world.
No such blow has been struck by
political hatred and fanaticism since
the bullet of insane Guitean mortally
wounded President Garfield or the pistol of
Wilkes Booth killed President Lincoln. M.
Carnot, like the presidents of the sister Re-
public, wasa man whom not only big own
countrymen but otber nations regarded with
the utmost confidence aund respect. In diffi-
cult and even dangerous times he has filled
his exalted post with a personal dignity and
a political sagacity which have been of the
greatest service to the world. He has brouzht
the Republic through more than one crisis
which has threatened its stability, and has
kspt his country at peace. He was
in many respects an ideal President.
His removal at this ‘time must be not only
a great calamity for France, but a misfor-
tune to Europe. His period of office would
have concluded with the present year and
there seemed to be every prospect of his re-
election. His presidency will be regarded
as the most brilliant and successfulef the
series.

Tried to Prevent the Murder From Be-
coming Known,

« IMPOSSIBLE! IT CANNOT BE 850.”
Oried the French Ambhassador At Wash-
ington On Learning Oarnot’s Fate,

‘W ASHINGTON, June 24 —The first bulletins
of the assassination of the President of the
French Republic were received in ‘Washing-
ton shortly before 6 p.m., and ran through
the community like an electric shock, The
White House was called up, and through
Private Secretary Thurber the news was sent
by the United Press to President Claveland.
He was just starting for a drive, but stopped
long enough to express his horror and
detestation of the crime and to intimate that,
through the proper channels, expression
would be given to his sympathy with the
great friendly Republic thus deprived of its
bead. From all the foreign embassies and
legations eager inquiries were received for
details, The time and mauner of the orime
seemed to intensify the general feeling of
horror,

M. Patenotre, the French Ambassador,
first Yearned of the news of the assassina-
tion of President Carnot from a reporter, as
he drove up to his residence in this oity
from his country place at Cliftou.Heights.

“Impossible, impossible, it cannot be so,”
exolaimed the Ambassador, as he refused to
believe the news that cawe to him with such
alarming suddenness.

After reading the bulletin that had just
been received M. Patenotre was convinced
that the news would be subsequently veri-
fled by official despatches and he again cried,
“Terrible, terrible; tuis is too bad, too bad.”

The ambassador had| received uno dis-
patches this evening and said that it was
bardly likely tbat he would be officially ad-
vised of the affair until to-morrow morning.

When asked who would succeed to the
Presidency in the interrega the Ambas-
sador said: **We bave no Vice-President as
you bave in the United| States, who would
take the Presidency without the formality of
an election. President| Carnot’s successor
will not be elected by popular vote; that
will be done by the Senate and Chamber of
Deputies, sitting jointly, They will be con-
veued at once for that /purpose. Probably
the Premiemwill preside over the Republic
during the interregnum.”

M. Patenotre had notiing to say regarding
the v of President Carmot. When
asked it he could assiga any possible reason
for the commuission of the crime M. Patenotre
said he could not, unless | 1t was revenge for
the refusal of the President to pardon the
Anarchists who had been condemned for the
crimes they bad committed. Personally, he
said, President Carnos was beloved by the
people of France.

Carnot’s Oaveer,

Marie Francois Sadi Carnot, President of
the French Republic, was born at Limoges
August, 1837. He was a grandson of Carnot,
“‘the orgaunizer of victory” under the French
convention, and is a civil engineer by pro-
fession. When only twenty years of age he
entered as & student the Ecole Polytechnique,
and passed with distinction toa school for
special instruction ig thie building of roads
and bridges. During! the siege of Paris
(Jan,, ’71,) he was appointed Prefeot 'of the
Seine Inferieure, and us Commissary-General
gave valuable assistance in organizing the
defences of that Departinent. A month later
he took his seat in the National Assembly as
deputy for Cote d’Or, ranging himself in
line with the Republican Left, with which he
consistently voted. On the 16th of May, '77,
he opposed the vote of confidence in M. De
Broglie. Since first elected he sat con-
tinuously in the Chamber of Deputies, at
first for the Cote d'Or, and later for Beaune,
In '86 he took office in the Brisson Cabinet as
Finance Minister. the duties of which he
also filled when M. de Freycinet formed his
Government in January, '87. On the resig-
pation of M. Grevy (Dec. 2, '87,) M. Carnot
waas elected President of the Republic. The
Czar of Russia conferred on him the Order
of St. Andrew in March, 91 In 92 M.
Carnot visited Nancy, Savoy and ;Liile, and
x!-,eiceived the King of Greece at Fontaiue-

BIRTH T0O A BOY,

The News Received By Cheering Crowds
In London Streets and In the Theatres
By the Singing of the Natlonal

LoxpoN, June 24,—The Duchess of York
gave birth to a boy at 9.55 o'clock Saturday
evening.

At 10.15 despatches concerning the Duchess
of York’s confinement began to pour into
London. Tolegrams were sent atan early
hour to the Queen and the Prince and
Home Secretary, Asquith, who was staying
at Losely Park with Henry White, await-
ing the call to represent the Gov-
ernment at White Lodge. Tae Prin-
cess of Wales left London at once
and the Prince followed her a litle later.
Mr. Asquith at once took the special train,
which has bean waiting with the engine’s
steam up for more than a weak. He wasat
the house immediately. An official was kept
at the telephone almost without interruption
throughout the day giving information of
the Duchess’ progress.

Crowds Receive the News With Cheers.

The first news of the boy’s birth reached
Her Majesty before 10 p.m., or within five
minutes after the Duchess was delivered.

The official despatches ware sent out
almost immediately, At the Mansion
House the wpews was announced in
a bulletin, which attracted gbeering crowds.
Hundreds of congratulations are being Te-
ceived at White Lodge. The birth of the
baby was announced in several theatres, The
news was received with cheers and singing
of the National Anthem. ;

Impressive Services In 8t, Paul’s,

Thousands of persons stood outside the
gate at White Lodge ail day Sunday, scan-
ning the bulletins concerning the Duchess of
York and her boy baby. Both patients are
making satisfactory progress.

The sovereigns of Europe have telegraphed
their congratulations. The first of the
despatches came from the German Emperor.

Sir William Harcourt with the rest of the
Ministers called this morning and diploma-
tists members of thd court an1 the most
conspicuous persous of the nobility followed
this afternoon. The ceremony at St. Paul’s
this evening in observance of the occasiom
was impressive. ‘The cathedral was crowded.
After the sarvice the great audience rose
and stood silent while the organ played the
National Anthem.

78 REPUBLICANISM A FAILURE?

Unfortunate France! Her President cut
down by an assassin!

That Republic of which so much has been
hoped, that Republic which is supposed to
preserve in some way those principles of
equality and popular government that revo-
lutionized Western Europe just 100 years
ago, that Republic which had set out as her
oue great mission to revenge the lcss of
Alsace-Lorraine and the humiliation she
underwent at the hands of the victorious
and imperialist Germans, plunged into dark-
ness and almost despair by the dpparent
failure of her democratic methods.

For what “will the monarchists and fm-
perialists of Europe say, but, “Didn’t we tell
you? Republics have a trick of assassinat-
ing their presidents, as instanced by Liucoln.

Garfield, Carnot and a score or less in South

America.”

That is where Republican France will feel
most keenly the blow of yesterdsy. All
Europe will point the finger at her republican
system. And thatis what France will re- 1
gret and doubtless resent. It is true that iaf"
autocratic Russia the Czar was murdered:
not many years ago, ‘and that “Imperial
Ceesar” was done by the ‘“‘rent” that ‘‘en-
vious Casca made” ani the wound that *‘the
wéll-beloved Brutus stabbed;” but somehow’
when there is a people-elected magistrate
assassinated more blame is attached to demo-
cratic methods than when a' similar thing
bappens under monarchical institutions.

But if anything is to be said against France
it is not against her form of government.
It is rather against the lack of strength
of character among her people. France
has no great or leading mind. Nor has she
any high aspiration above that of revenge.
Shecherishes no lofty principle, she seeks no
worthy ideal. Granted that she seeks to
realize the democratic, the republican idea,
she seeks it ina trifling and easy- going mood.
Republicans Yo succeed must have many of
the qualities that marked the Roundheads of
England, and even these failed after a short
experience.

All that we can say is that every form of
gover has its weak and its trials;
thgt republicanism as much, perhaps even
more so than others, and we say this with
the fact in view ;that England is dritting
republicanwards, and thag force of character,
rather than a particular form of governmen t,
is the great requirement of a nation.

THEY SAW, BUT GOULD NOT SAVE

ONE CENT.

Two Clerks Drowned By‘
Their Canoe Upsetting.

TERRIBLE FIGHT FOR LIFE

In Sight of Friends Who Were
Helpless to Aid,

Sensational Drowning Accident OR the
Humber Sunday Afternoon — Three
well-Known Young Men Upset in the
Lake and Two of Them Drowned—
The Survivor’s Unavailing Struggle to
save His Companions Graphicailly Told
—A Little Boy Drowned While Vath-
ing Off the Queen’s Wharf—The Bay
Gives Up the . Body of Suicide
Stonier,

William Arthur Parsons, aged 20, until
recently clerk for Eby, Blain & Co., son of
Samuel Parsons, traveling auditor of the
G.T.R., 20 Earnbridge-street, and Frank R.
Skeeles, aged 19, clerk for Davidson & Hay,
and son of Richurd W. Skeeles, 51 Florence-.
street, driver for Robertson Bros., were
drowned Saturday afternoon by the upset-
ting of their canoe in the lake about a mile

Oliver Alexauder, aged 19, son of Robert
Alexander, cabinet maker, Bolton, Oat.,
who is employed with his brother,
E. T. Alexander, gents furnisher,
1163 Queen-street west, and  who boards
with Mrs. Kenney at 17 O'Hara-avenue, was
rescued iny a half-drowned condition after
being in the water a considerable time.

How the Accident Qccurred.

The facts of the double drowning are
best told by the survivor, young Alexander.
Hesaid last night: * ‘Ary Parsons, Skeeles
and I werechums. Sunday afternoon I went
around to Earnbridge-street to see ‘Art.’
Skeeles came over on his wheel. It was
proposed that we go for a walk, and about
2.15 we started westin Queen-street.

“When we reached Scholes’ corner Par-
sonsremarked, ‘Let’s go for a canoe ride.” We
went'to Capt. R. Maw’s boathouse and got
a canoe and started out, all thres paddling.

There Was a Siiff Breeze Blowing, ¥

*About half an hour afterwards, when we
were about a mileout, and. opppsite the
mouth of the Humber, Parsdas suddenly

‘called out, ‘Look out boys, there is a big

wave coming,’ and be attempted to turn the
canoe’s head on to the wave, when the canoe
upset. ‘ i
Lost Their Heads,

«All three of us grabbed hold of the canoe.
Parsons called out to me, ‘Grab the bow,
Alex, and we’ll turn her over.’ .1 caught hold
of the bow, while Parsons caught hold of the
stern. Skeeles, however, seemed  to lose his'
head and clambered on/ the boat. I told
Skeeles to swim Ardund awhile and we would
right tho canoe, but be grabbed hold of the
boat just as we were throwing it over and
pulled it back again. | [ then called out to
pim to keep on the off side and grab my
hand. Icaught hold of his hand and he
again climbed on the boat. This continued
for probably five minutes, although it seemed
like balf an hour., |

+All this time we were calling for help.
Two men who were sailing in & cunoe heard
us and kept calling to us: ‘Grab on the sides
of the boat!’ *Hang on to the boat!

Skeeles Carried Under.

“The canoe kept turning over, and
finally Skeeles was carried under the boat.
I dived down and got hold of him. He was
then completely exhausted and presented a
terrible sight, being black in the face. He
again tried to grab the boat, but lost his
hold and disappeared. I mever saw him
again,

Parsons Gives Up the fitruggle.

#I called out to Parsoms, ‘Art, Frank’s
gone.' Hardly bad 1 got the words out of
my mouth when Parsons released his hold
and sank beneath the waters. When he
came up again his face was black. The

sight was awful. I now believe that he was |

dead then. I grabbed hold of biuxsad man-
aged to get on the stern, and fasfeniug my.
legs under the brace beld the body in my
arms. 1 must bave held him in this position
for fully 10 minutes, all the time yelling to
the men in the sailing canoe, for God’s sake.
to come and take Art and I would hang
to the boat. They replied, ‘Hang on to the
canoe and we'll get help.” I replied, ‘Never
mind help, but take this mau, for God’s sake,
or we'll all be drowned.’

«“Suddenly a wave came and washed the
boat clean from under me. I still hela Par-
sons in my arms and managed to get hold
of the boat again, but another wave washed
him out of my arms. I then clambered on
the top of the boat and was safe. I again
called out to the parties in the sailing skiff,
‘Tor (ods _sake, ‘eome and belp
me or Dl be drowned, too; tue
other fellows are gone’ They agaiu
told me to stick to the boat and they
would bring help. I then said: ‘If you
will not take me in the boat, let me hang on
and tow me in,’ They then came to my assist-
ance, and I hung on by one arm and balf
swam towards shore until we meta steam
lsunch that had put out, and I was assisted
on board and taken to Br. Charies Nurse’s
hotel, where Mr. Nurse kindly lonned me a
dry suit of clothes and put me to bed.

“My watch stopped, you see, at 3.56, so
that it must have been about® this
time the  accident occurred. Both Parsons
and Skeeles could swim, I pelieve, but
Skeeles, as I have stated, Jost his head com-
pletely. Had he kept cool all three would
have been saved, Bota Parsons and Skeeles
were practical canoeists, Parsons being par-
ticularly expert.”

No Blame Attached to Anyone,

The World learned that the two young
men . who were in the sailinz skiff . were
Harry R. McCleary, clerk with H. P, Davies

who rosides at 384 Mackenzie-
crescent and Harry Mook of the C. P. R,
Toronto Juuction. living at 64 Elm Grove.

Said Mr. McCieary last night: We saw
Parsons, Sieeles and Alexander, whom we
did not know, paddling in their canoe, and 1
at once saw that they did not understand
anything about paddiing. While still a con-
siderable distance away we saw the cance
upset, and at once sailed in.their direction.
Qur canoe was of the lightest possiblo char-
acter, only - 14 feet in length, and was par-
tially fillod with water, as we had been
scudding around all day. It wasin fact
built for racingi and we carried an im-
mense  sail—no less than 14 sqguare yarus
of canvas. We could not lower the.sail,
but upon hearing them cry for help we
passed the canoe, but missed her. When we
got up to ber again we told the boys to keep
cool and not get on the boat but to hang on
to her and we would bring help. Every mo-.
ment or two one of the party would straddie
the canoe and go down with her.

As Much as Their Lives Were Worth,

«It would have been jeopardizing our lives
to go closa to them, as if one ol the men had
grabbed hold of our canoe it would have
swamped us and we also might have boen
drowned. On our next tack we again
told them to hang on to the boat for
10 minutes and we wonld bring help. There
was a big sea on, and any person who knows
anything about sailing & canoe will readily
understand that with our cocklesbell eratt
and immense streteh of caunvas, with every
sail on, we could do nothing, Just aswe

even if we had done so

us that his two companions were gone.and
asked us to rescue him.

Fioally we agreed
the boat and
would have

boat. - Even after he grasped the boat he
attempted to clamber in, but we gave him
to understand distinotiy that he must stOp
that or we would have.toabandon him.

Both young
men were well-known in the city. Skeeles
entered the employment of Dayidson & Ha
about six years-ago, and had Worked himse 4
up toa responsible position in the office. He

was of an extremely nervous temperament, .

and this fact explains his loss of presence of
mind when the upset occurred.

Parsons only left the employment of Eby,’
Blain & Co. a few months ago and was quali-
fying himself as a telegrapher, haying two
insruments in the house upon which he was
practising.

Notwithstanding the numerous drowning’
accidents that have ocourred in the vicinity
of the Humber and the countless times Mr.
Nurse’s services are called into requisition
the city has not seen fit to place grappling
appliances at his disposal. More than one
rescue might have been accomplished bad
this been done. No time should now be loat
in placing appliances at the hotel.

Toat 18
the first great fact that ought to cause the
restrictionists to see the folly of their ways.
Theén they will soon be made aware of the
fact that those of us who want to listen to
musioc on - Sunday are going to listen to it,
and those who waut to ride in cars are going
to ridein them. Let the restrictionists make
no mistake about it. That is what is going
to happen and it is going to happen soon.

The fafmer drives his team on Siunday
either to church or to visit friends,

The cyelist rides his bike on Sunday, going
whither he will ;

The well-to-do man in the city drives his
carriage or hires a coupe or cab.

The young man rents a livery rig for Sun-’
day afternoon.

The butcher, the baker, the carter and
everyone who has s horse of his own or in
his trol manages to use him on one or
two Sundays a month.

The hard-worked clergyman goes off, very
properly, to the seaside and spends six or
eight Sundays, not to mention his week
days, in the fresh air of sea or woods.

In Montreal, in Halifax, in Windsor, in
St. Catharines, at Hamilton, at Niagara
Falls, at Winnipeg, at Victoria, B.C., and in
every city and town of any consequence in
the United States or England the people,
rich or poor, have the street cars to take
them out to the fresh air on Sunday.

But in Toronto alone has the Legisla ture
sought to put restrictive laws upon the
people who desire to get about on Sunday
by street cars. This restriction is evaded by
those enumerated above. Their money or
their p of vehicles allows them to
get about on Sunday. Butin Toronto the
poor, the workingman and his family,
the clerk, the working girl, the serv-
ant, these are chained down in their
back yard by -this restrictive law.
The law, or :rather & bogus law,
says to these, You must stop at home or walk,
To the artisan, Walk if you .wvant to and
carry or wheel your baby. Let your hard-
worked wife drag after you.

And yet there ig only one day sure and cer-
tain that the poor can get out to the coun-
try and that is Sunday, Some can get away
but not all. Some can walk but not allL

And yet fresh air, change of air in this
hot weather, are the greatest tonics known to
hygiene or the book of health. To get away
on these hot Sundays will add years to the
life of an ordinary artisangr to a child liv-
ing in & close street.

The street, the road, is thé Queen’s high-
way, over which the poorest in the land has

od | & right to go in his own rig, or in a street

carif he chooses, on any day of the week
and any hour of the day. No legislature
can, as & matter of law, prevent his going.
It is true that a private company may bind
itself in penalties to another corporation not
to convey people on Sunday, but those who
are no\ parties to such a contract are not so
bound. Itisthe inalienable right of the
British subject to get about on Sunday as
best he can. The courts will protect
that right, und no bylaw or agree-
ment between other parties can deprive him
of his right. v

Much as we respect Rev. D. J. Macdonnell
for bis good qualities (and we take him as an
example because of his otherwise excellent
record) dare he any longer from his Sunday
retreat at Cap L’Aigle anathematize the poor
of Toronto who seek to get about as best they
can ou the sweltering Sundays of July and
August?

Sunday cars mean less labor to men, more
rest to horses, many acts of ministration
otherwise not performed, better health for
the people, a greater measure of enjoyment
to thousands whose cup of pleasure is bitter
at best, and an improvement in the morals of
the people. We defy the clergymen of To-
ronto to prove that the people ail the world
over who have Sunday transit are any more
immeoral than the people of this city. 4

It Sunday cars, are demoralizing, then
must waeckday cars be the same. Who dare
assert the latter?

And yet there are mewspapers in this

imated the cost to be at least
$7,711,325, exclusive of land damages. When
we learn that the project involyes 46 miles of
pipe line and ten miles of tunndling we know
the cost must be enormous. If the above
estimate is correct it would cost us more than
twice $173,000 to deliver the required amonnt
of water into the reservoirs. Not only is the
Lake Simcoe project impracticable on ac-
count of cost, but Engineer Keating informs
us ‘‘that the chemical analysis of Lake Sim-
coe water shows it to be greatly inferior to
that of Lake Oatario.”

We fondly imagined this Lake Simcoe pro-
joos had received its quietus last fall, when
the City Engineer presented his report on all
the possible water sources. In a report
dated Oct. 30, 1893, Mr. Keating gives us the
details of his investigations on seven differ-
ent projects, and a deep tunnel under the
bay is the one recommended by him. The
Board of Works on Friday last decided to
bave the Engineer make further investiga-
tions into the gravitation scheme.' It is
easily seen what Ald. Hewitt, Gowanlock and
Bates have in view in thus dealing with the
matter. They are headiag off any action
 that would commsit the city to the Engineer’s
project in order that the so-called Aqueduct
Company nmlly have a lever to help push ‘its
schemes through the coumcil. The ‘“gang”
will listen to every other project except
those of our own Engineer. The gang is pre-
pared to side-track the recommendation of
the Engineer in regard 'to an electric light
plant, and it is ready to approve the dreams
of a hare-brained visionary in regard to our
water suppiy. The gang supports those who
have schemes by which they hope to make a
profit from the city, while it discredits the
recommendations of the city’s own official
who receives a large salary because he is sup-
posed to be capable as an engineer and true
to the city’s best interests.

Of all the schemes before the city at the
present time the proposed tunnel is one that
can most readily be financed. It isa purely
business enterprise. The people who are
being supplied with wdter desire a better
article, and they are willing to pay the in-
creased price mnecessary for obtaining it.
That increase will be bardly perceptible when
spread over the great body of water users.
The duty of the councilis to employ an
bydraulic éngineer of ability to review the
scheme proposed by Engineer Keating.

One Scheme At a Time,

It would be a common sense idea if Mayor
Kennedy would put his trunk sewer project
on the shelf for awhile. It is absurd to have
two or three big projects before the people
when it is well known that any one of them
is as muoh as we will be able to proceed with
at the present time. The debt of the city is
already so large that none but a work of
urgent necessity should be undertaken. The
trunk sewer project and the proposed im-
provements to the waterworks system.may
both be included in that category, but iv
seoms to us that the trunk sewer would be-
come less urgent if the water ' system were
made perfect by the buildingof a tunnel in
the rock 130 feet below the surface

of the harbor. Such a tunnel ought
to secure us an ample supply of

water, whose purity would be beyond sus-
picion. In that event |the construction of
the truhk sewer might reasonably be delayed
for a few years. At this juncture in its his.
tory the city will act wisely in heeding the
advice of the manager  of the Merchants’
Bank. At the aunual meeting of that insti-
tution the othef day Mr. Hague pointed out
that the indebtedness of many municipal
corperations had already approached the
line of danger, and it was time to call a halt.
Mr, Hague's remarks are as applicable to
Toronto as any other large city we know of.
In the face of this excellent advice we think
it would be good policy | to shelve the more
expensive projects of civie improvement and
conflne ourselves to those that are both
urgently needed and of a reasonable cost.

ROSEBERY'S MAJORITY IN THE
BUDGET DEBATH T0-HORROW.

Ministerialists Uneasy and Qonservatives
Active Over the Oritical Beer and 8pirit
Clauses—Harcourt Will Retire Unless
Dissolution is Agreed Upon—The Anti-
Gambling Orusade,

Loxpox, June 24.—The last critioal de-
bate of the present session of Parlinment
will take place on Tuesday, when the spirit
and beer duty clauses of the Budget come
up for discussion, The event is deamed so
vitally importans that the Conservative
whips positively refuse to accepb any pairs,
and insist vhat the members of the party
shall be present in full force. The members
of the Ministerial party, including the Min-
isters themselves, are very uneasy in regard
to the result of the division owing to the
feeling of disaffection which pervades the
ranks ot the representatives ot trade inter-
ests in the House of Commons and the al-
most certain defection of those belonging to
the Liberal pagty whose business interests
are at stake Iff a division on the clauses
the Government majority threatens to
dwindle to five. The Opposition does no
expect absolutely to defeat the Ministry,
but rather aim to reduce their majority to
the ‘minimum. KEven if the Government
should be defeated, however, it would not
imply resignation on their part. The beer
and spirit clauses could be dropped and an
increase made in the income tax proposals
sufficient to cover the deficit, and in the
event of their defeat this will probably be
done.

Haroourt’s Skilful and Successfal Tactins,

The persistent rumors that Sir William
Harcourt has arranged with the leadera of
the Opposition to' wind up the lu:*m on
certain terms are the veriest nonsens8. Sir
William retains the moest perfect freedom of
action and mever permits himself to show
his whole hand. All sides are beginning to
recognize the fact that heis & far more
skilful tactician than anybody mi‘.w”d he
was, and he does not submit to guided
by the Grand Old Man either. Besides
passing & most momentous budget Sir Wil-
liam Harcourt is now likely to succeed in
getting the Registration and Evicted Ten-
ants bills through before the close of the
session.

His retirement from the leadership of the
House of Commons at the end of the ses-
sion is absolutely definite. The cause of
his withdrawal is not poor health, for he
looks as vigorous as & man of 40, and his
eyesight, which has been bad, has of late
improved greatly,

Harcourt Insists on Dissolution,

There are numberless conflicting rumors
as to his reason for determining to retire,
bat the most probable reason is
that he has become dissatisfied with
his relations with his  colleagues.
He wants supreme control and his im-
pious and ofttimes brusque manners have
frequently wounded the feelings of his as-
sociates who assumed to advise him.

He desires a dissolution of Parliament
immediately after the passage of the Budget
and the Registration bill. His intimates
assert that he is resolved to bring about a
dissolution 1n accordance with his wishgs
and declare that his intention to retire will
be carried out if his colleagues do not agree
to a dissolution in the autumn. -

Irish Election Funds,

The McCarthyites, ‘on the other hand,
are endeavoring to stave off a diesolution
until tneir funds are in better shape. The
report that £18,000 has been raised as a
campaign fund is untrue. The total
amount on hand yesterday was only £3500
and the.sum included £1000 received from
Chicago. ~Ireland treats the appeals of the
Irish Parlismentarians with indifference
and the bulk of the money they get must
come from other sources.

Lords Object to Ourtailment of Power,

The resolutions passed by the anti-Lords’
conference at Leeds have created any
amount of excited di ion in the lobbi
A leading Tory peer said last night that
the Liberals were mistaken if they supposed
the Upper House would accept a curtail-
ment of their veto power. They would
rather be abolished than to be put into
strait jackets.j

Gibraltar to Be Strengthened.

A large number of members of the House
of Commons of all parties have held a con-
ference with closed doors to debate the
question of building docks and extendin g
the fort works at Gibraltar. The result of
the meeting was the appointment of a
committee to conter with Lord Rosebery
on the subject. The sense of the meeting was
that the defences and facilities at Gibraltar
ought to be improved. Mr. Edmund Rob-
ertson, M.P. for Dundee, speaking to his
constituents yesterday, said that for the
first time since British occupancy of the
stronghold the (overnment had deter-
mined to build a dock at Gibraltar.
Anti-Gambling League and Monse Oarlo,

The Aunti-Gambling League, after paying
its respects to the Prime Minister for his
connection with the turf, is turning its at-
tention to Monge Carlo, whither the league
is secretly sending delegates to collect data
to be used against the game and certain of
its devotees. Meanwhile the tables at that
resort are flourishing to a degree sufficient
to induce the authorities of the Monte
Carlo gaming establishment to build a
branch at Laturbie, and an opposition com-
pany is about to erect a new casino be-
tween Laturbie and Monaco.

The visit of the Czarewitch to London
has not created the furore in society thas
might have been and doubtless was ex-
pected. Indeed his presence has exoited
no interest whatever., The Czarewitch is
staying with Prince Louis of Battenberg
and makes formal calls every day upon his
fiancee Princess Alix,Jat Windsor. The mar-
riage of the Czarewitch and Princess Alix
is definitely fixed to take place at St.
Petersburg on September 20. The Czare-
witch brought with him and presented to
the Queen an autograph letter from the
Czar urging her majesty to attend the wed-
ding ceremouy. The Queen has not yet
decided whether she will go, but the court
would not be surprised if she went.

AN QUTSIDER ‘WINS THE DERBY.

Lucky Baldwin's Rey EI Santa Anita
Beats Senator Grady and Domino

5 Disgraces Himaeelf,

CHICAGO, June 23, —The Maltese cross of
“Luocky” Baldwin's stables on the back ' of
Jockey VauBuren was borne first past  the
post to.day iu the American Derby by that
sterling, stéel-limbed Californian colt Rey
El Santa Anite. The crowd, which was
primed for a victory by either Domino or
Senator Grady, was taken so compietely by
surprise that it lost its cheering powers for a
moment and sat mute, but when the name
of the winner was carried from mouth to
mouth and the  blackboard with the figures
were hung up over the judges’ stand the
spectators forgot their disappointment and
pecuniary losses and cheered long and loudly
for the crack eolt of the Santa Anita Stables
and bis fast time,

Rey did it easily too. From eighth place
passing the stand to a winuer by nearly four
lengths over a track a few secouds slow was
a remarkable performance. Senator Grad
was second, two lengths in front of Corri-
gan’s colt Despot. Keene’s pride, Domino,
no longer wears-the title of ‘*The Unbeateug
but to-night grovels in the infamy of defeg
He was not ouly whipped, but - every hqfse
in the r¢ce simply took him and wiped up
the wrack with him.

Domine Out of Uondition,

Domino certainly was out of condition and
it is probable his long journey from the
east had thuch to do with his overthrow,
although his trainers say he was sound, He
got off second and kept well up until the
stretch, where the pace was so hot that be
faltered and seemed to give up. ‘Taral was
evidently waiting for the stretch to bring
the crack through, as he kept bim well up,
but as the bunch rounded homeward Baild-
win’s horse shot out like an arrow from a
high-strung bow and passed the cavalcade in
a furlong. Senator Grady's performance
was notable. He was last at the quarter,
but gradually drew up until the head of the
stretch, when he, too, set out for home at a
business gait. He was surprised, however,
by the burstof speed by the California
horse, and although he was pushed with
vigor he was not dangerous.

*‘Lucky” Baldwin was voted to-day to be
the luckiest man on earth by more people
than filled thespace inside Washington Park
track fence when his bay colt won the
eleventh American Derby contest with as
much ease as thaugh the son of Cheviot and
Alaho had been on a trial spin. The hopes
of scores of thousands who had hazarded all
on BSenator Grady, Domino, Despot and
Dorian were  dashed to pieces by the easy
winning of the California colt, and 1oci-
dentally the bookmakers are rolling in a bed
of greenbacks to-night, for the winuner of the
$20,000 purse was backed but lightly by the
talent at 30 and 40 to 1.

A Rising Jockey.

The Derby of 1894 will also be distinguished
in sporting history for the lightning change
made by the winning jockey,Van Buren, from
comparative obscurity into fame and a
small fortune on a single race and will also
be famous in.turf history from the fact that
Rey EI Santa Anita covered the distance,
and handily, too, in 236, the time made by
his immediate predecessor, Boundless. Last
year’s track, however, was much faster than
that of to-day.

No rain was falling from the threatening
clouds when at 3.50 p.m. the Derby starters
came to the post. Cashday and Lucky Dog
bad been scratched ' just before the limit of
time set, leaving nine three-year-olds to
made the great race for gold and glory as
follows: Rey El Santa Anita,Senator Grady,
Despot, Prince Carl, Dorian, Orinda, Re-
splendent, Alcenor and Domino. As the nine
precious animals paraded past the grand
stands and the club house for the benefit of
the sweltering thousands of spectators
mighty and sustained cheers and pet calls
greeted all who bad friends and backers, and
all the horses had both more or less. Domino,
Seuator Grady, Despot and Dorian received
the greatest share of the demonstration on
the part of the expectant multitude, which
had umpatiently looked at the firss two races.

A Good, Quick Start.

Starter Pettingill kept the bunch at the
post only 13 minutes, then dropped the flag
to a good start. Corrigan’s gelding had the
honor of the lead, being ahead in front of
Domino. Baldwin’s colt started third one
length before Dorian. Senator Grady, the
idol of the Eastern contingent, got off last in
the procession  of racers. At the quarter
Alcenor was first by three lengths, Domino
a half length in front of Prince Carl, though
being pusbed hard by Despot. The Cali-
fornia colt had fallen back to seventh place,
while Orinda and Senator Grady brought up
the rear. As the bunch reached the stand

company front. Resplendent showed .in
front of the Senator, Alcenor and Prince
Carl were lapping Senayor Grady, with Do-
mino close up, while’ Despot, Dorian and
Sanat Anita were in front of the lonely filly
Orinda. At the three-quarters Resplendent
was holding his own. Senator Grady, run-
ning without effort, was slightly in the lead
of Alvenor, Dorian and Prince Carl. The
California beast was dragging along in
seventh place. As the erowd reached the
mile,Garrison brought Grady up very neatly
and assumed a'prominent lead. VanBuren
also did some pushing, and as the horses
straightened out up the back stretch Anita
was in second place. Alcenor was third,
half & length to the good of Domino, while
the others were strung out. Van Buren was
uneasy an rvous and jpushed Grady. By
the time quarter was reached he had
passed the Eastern crack and.was holding
his own without apparent effort. Prince
Carl braced up a bit and took third place,
while Domino ‘could do no better than
fourth.
Olosing Up For the Stretch,

There was a gradual closing up as the
bunch reached the head of the. stretch
The jockeys leaned forward, let out a knot or
two, and many of them brought the whip
into play. Rounding to the stretch Anita
still held first place by a length. Garrison
on Senator Grady began to whip and pushed
the Californian hard, but failed to rush him,
Prince Carl was third, a half-lengthrin frons
of Despot, Domino in the fifth piace, and
laboring hard,  Evidently it was.all up with
bhim. = Nearinz the wire VanBuren gave
Anita his head and he came under the wire
a winner by four open lengths. Grady was
in the place, three lengths ahead of Despot.

THE OITY GRANTED LEAVE.

The Privy Council Say They May Ap-
peal,

A cable was received Saturday announc-
ing that the Privy Council had granted
the corporation of Toronto leave to appeal
in the suit of Virgo v. Toronto. The issue
involves the validity of a bylaw passed by
the City Council prohibiting pedlers from
plying their calllng on the princpal business
thoroughfares. The Pedler's Association
resolved to resent the operations of the
bylaw. Virgo was one of those summoned
before the Police Magistrate for contraven-
ing the bylaw and a fine was imposed on
him. He appealed against the conviction,
which was, however, sustained, but the
Pedlers’ Association carried the case to the
Court of Appeal, only to meet with another
adverse judgment. The matter was then
removed to the Supreme Court, where the
city sustained defeat, the bylaw being de-
clared invalid. The city then resolved to
ask the Privy Council for final judgment.
