TWO0 INDIANS KILLED DURING
TUESDAY’S THUNDERSTORM.

A Lomndon Hotel Struck and a Panie
Among the Guests Ensued—Barns Burn-
ed In Various Parts of the Province—
The Blow Does Serious Damage to the
Shipping on the Upper Lakes.

Zurich, Ont., Sept. 18.—Two Indian
families on their way from Southamp-
ton to Kettle Point, pitched their tents
in Taylor’s grove, on the lake bank,
eight miles fream here, last night. The
thunder storm blew down\ a
large dry tree, which fell over
on one of the tents, instantly
killing one of the Indians and his wife
and ‘severely wounding their daughter,
a girl of 13 years of age. Although In
a critical condition hopes are enter-
tained of her recovery. There was a

third person in the tent, but she es-,

caped uninjured. The dead woman is
a sister of John Crowe, the Indian
agent at Southampton,

Panic in a London Hotel

London, Ont., Sept. 18.—During the
progress of the electrical stofm the
Queen’s Hotel, Carling-street, experi-
enced a close call. Lightning struck
one of the chimneys and the finid
passed down through the flue and
blew out a number of ‘‘thimbles’” which
were in place for the summer. The
house was filled with guests and a
wild scene ensued. The crash of thun-
der at the time was terrific, and shook
the building to its foundation. Men
and women left their beds and ran
about the corridors in their night
clothes, some of the latter screaming
with fright. The only damage done,
however, was-the knocking of a few
bricks from the chimney.

The London House was also struck.
Every lamp was extinguished, and fur-
niture and crockery was tumbled
about in all the rooms. No damage
was done, except to a few water pit-
chers and basins, which were smash-
ed by contact with the floor. Mr. Flem-
ing, a boarder, was thrown clear out
of bed.

Lightning struck the barns of Mr. J.
Munroe, lot 14, concession 5 West-
minster. They were destroyed by fire
and a large portion of the season's
crop went up in smoke. Loss $4000.

Heavy Damage to Shipping.

East Tawas, Mich:, Sept: 18.—The
most disastrous storm of recent years
passed over this locality last night, dis-
abling vessels, wrecking buildings and
leeving general destruction in its
tracks. The wind blew from the north-
east at the rate of 100 miles an hour.
Early in the morning the steamer Ca-
dillac, loaded with pig iron .for Erie,
went ashore. The life saving crew
worked all night on the Senator Blood.

The two-story frame building known
as Orangemans’ Hall, in the heart of
the city,were levelled to the ground, as
also was the two-story residence of R.
J. Evan. The family jescaped. At the
fair grounds the roof” was blown off
the grand stand and 25 roofs of high
buildings were blown down. The Cos-
sigan Supply Company had its smoke-
stack blown down and the roof smash-
ed in. The roof was blown off H. H.
Hascombe’s residence. At Arthur
Jones’ planing mill the roof was.lifted
off and the building caved in, almost
wrecking the plant. Scenes of destruc-
tion of every character are seen on
every side. Several thousand feet of
lumber belonging to the Holland &Em-
ery Lumber -Company, was blown in
the river.

Thornbury Oatmeal Mills Gone.
Thornbury, Ont., Sept. 18.—The oat-
meal and barley mills owned by
Messrs. T. & J. N. Andrews were com-
pletely burned this morning. The
cause of the fire is unknown.

Five Barns Burned Near Wyoming.

Wyoming, Ont., Sept. 18.—During a
terrific thunderstorm last night five
barns in this vicinity were struck by
lightning and burned, with all their
contents.

Charlevoix, Mich., Sept. 18.—A furi-
ous windstorm accompanied by rain,
passed over this town last night. One
Louse was demolished and others were
badly damaged. Outhouses, fences and
trees in the path of the storm, were
blown down.

At Willilamsburg the dwelling of
George Tray was completely demol-
ished.

Many barns in the neighborhood
were destroyed.

A Seow Wrecked.

A STEPMOTHER'S CRUELTY

KEPT A CHILD OUTDOORS, TIED TO
4 GRAPE VINE, FOR DAYS.

Poorly Clad and Unfed, in the Hot Sun
and Cold Rain, for Three Days and
Probably Three Nights, the Neighbors
Say, the Boy Was Tied Up Like a
Dog.

New York, Sept. 18.—A remarkable
story of cruelty, was relatedin ‘the
Ewen-street, Brooklyn, Police Court
vesterday by Mrs. Julia Mott, a Wil-
liamsburgh mission worker, and Agent
John Meyer of the Brooklyn Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Chil-

Ian.

The victim is an 8-year-old boy, and
the perpetrator of the outrages on the
little fellow is his stepmother. For
three days and the greater part of
three nights she kept him tied by the
right foot and the waist to a grapevine
in the rear yard of her house, giving
him no food and nothing but a shirt
to cover his shivering little body. The
child’s sufferings, as described by
neighbors, were horrible. All night
long he would moan and cry with
fright, and on Thursday last, when a
heavy thunderstorm passed over the
city, his shrieks for help moved even
his stepmother, and he was allowed to
come into the house for several hours.
When the storm had passed, however,
according to the neighbors, he was
once more carried out into the yard
and tied to the vine, despite the wet
ground, the damp air and the cold
wind.

The unfortunate child is Burrel Bay-
ard, and his stepmother is Carrie Bay-
ard. The police hold the child’s fa-
ther blameless in the mattar. He
claims that he knew nothing of ‘the
child being tied up, and the neighbors
believe him,

Starved While Tied Up.

On Tuesday afternoon Mrs. Miller
saw the boy, scantily eclad; struggling]
to climb under the grapevine to get
out of the hot sun. On Tuesday even-
ing he was still there, and at 11 o‘clook
Mrs. Miller heard him crying piteous-
ly. It had grown quite cold by this
time, and Mrs. Miller wondered if the
boy was still tied to the vine. She
went out into the yard and looked
through the fence, and saw.that he
was, He was still clad as he had been
during the day, but was shivering
with the cold now instead of wincing
under the hot sun. Mrs . Miller called
through the fence to him, and the child
immediately began begging for food.

Mrs, Miller got him a piece of bread
and butter and passed it through _a
hole in the fence to the child. He
ate it ravenously and begged for more.
The woman brought him another piece
and when he had eatén it he told her
that it was the first food he had had
all day. There-is no absolute proof
that the child was out all night, but
at midnight the neighbors say they
heard him moaning, an%early Wed-
nesday morning Mrs. #Miller looked
throngh the fence and saw him stiil
tied to the grapevine. All day Wed-
nesday the little fellow remained tied
to the grapevine, and every time one
of the Miller family went into the
yard he would cry out for something
to eat.

Not Untied For Days.

“There is no doubt in my mind,”said
Mrs. Miller yesterday, ‘“that the boy
was tied there all Tuesday night,
though, of course, he might have been
taken in for a few hours and then
brought out again without our know-
ing it. I know that he was still tied
there late Wednesday evening, and
early Thursday morning he was still
there. I questioned him through the
ferice, and he told me that he had not
been untied since Tuesday morning,
and that in all that time he had not
had a bit of food save that which I
and members of my family had passed
through the fence to him the night of
the thunder storm, and they left the
poor little fellow out in almost all of it.
It thundered for an hour before the
rain came, and the little fellow cried
with fright. It was pitch dark, too,
and very cold, and the boy only had
the very thinnest kind of clothing on.
It was not until the rain had been fall-
ing for some minutes and he had be-
ccme drenched through that somebody
came out and took him in. After the
storm he was brought out and tied up
again, but how late he was left there I
do not know. On Friday morning he
was still there, however, and then I
heard of Mrs. Mott and I went and
told her all the facts of the matter and
she came around and saw for herself.”

Mrs. Mott was seen at her home, 166
Power-street, last night. “I went
around to Mrs. Miller's house,” she
said, “and through the fence I saw the
boy. The poor child was securely tied
to the grapevine, and had but two
feet of slack rope. I never saw such a
pitiable object. The little face was
drawn and pinched, and the suffering
and misery it had passed through were
written on every line, I talked to him
through ~the hole and he told me the
same story told to Mrs. Miller. I went
arcund again on Saturday morning
and saw the child still tied there, but
Mrs. Miller could not say whether it
had been out all njght.”

‘While Mrs. Moft “was talking to the
child on Saturday morning, Mrs. Bay-
ard came out of the house and saw her.
Immediately she untied the boy and
took him in. Since then he has not
been out in the yard at all.

WILL BUILD A BELT LINE.

Residents of the Northern'.Suburbs to
Have a Street Car Service Which Will
Pass the Lacrosse Grounds and Traverse
Moore Park—The Scheme Well Under

Way.

It now looks as if before this time
next fall residents of -the northern su-
burbs would have a splendid -street
car service; the Toronto Lacrosse
grounds would have increased patrou-
age and the beauties of Moore Park
and the district surounding Upper
Canada College would be thrown open
to the people of Toronto. This has
been mooted for some time past, but
numerous difficulties have arisen, and
at one time it looked as if the scheme

would drop. b
To the Lacrosse Grounds.

The Toronto Lacrosse Club uave
fallen behind in iheir gate icceipts
ever since the gruunds were meved
to their présent position away up at
Schofield-avenue, the reason being that
the grounds were so difficult of access
and the public had either to walk or
take busses. The directors ci tl}e
club have long iseentthat tl;le:r

salvation lay in a street car ser-
i'f’a’ég right to the gates, but the largest
ravine in Rosedale yawnhed between
the present Rosedale terminus and the
grounds. Only one bridge existed, and
that was a privat. one owned by the
Scottish Ontario and Masitoba Land
Company.

The land company have expressed
their willingness for a year back to ac-
cept $6000 for the bridge, and the.use
of their roads and property to open up
Glen-road, always providing that none
of the cost of the purchase should be
assessed by the township upon their
land or lands already sold by them. It
was ‘proposed to strengthen this
pridge and lower it 14 feet, grading the
approaches. Mr. Gibson, however, re-
ported against this, on the ground that
the foundations were - defective and
would not stand the strain. Reeve
William Hill, however, who is a prac-
tical builder, thinks it pessible to
strengthen the present bridge and low-
er it at less than the cost of building
a new one, and so expressed himself
to The World young man yestergday.

The alternative plan propos is to
build a Jow level bridge across the
ravine, one end to rest upon a natural
shoulder, which juts out into the val-
ley, at a low level nearly opposite the
lacrosse grounds. The cost of this
would be assessed on the property-
owners, who would, it is said, be glad
to have the bridge, if the assessments,
.were not too high.

Engineer Gibson’s Report.

Engineer Gibson was to have report-
ed upon a route at the last meeting of
the Township Council on Sept, 2, but
as it was not com'pleteQ\ the report did
not go in, and was not discussed. It
will, however, be presented at the next
meeting, Oct. %, and it is said on good
authority that the engineer will favor
a- route, starting west of the lacrosse
grounds, instead of east, as at first pro-
pcsed. By reason of this route, only a
small additional bridge will be neces-
sary over the most northerly ravine,
while if it ran straight, a large bridge
would have to be built. Besides the
property of the Scottish Ontario and
Manitoba Land Company, there are
only three properties to be traversed
going north, viz., the Dickson, McLeish
and Dunbar properties, when connec-
tion can be made with the Moore Park
rcads. Citizens of Toronto who love a
beautifu! = trip through wonderful
scenery, may well be thankful that the
scheme seems likely to go through.
Definite action is expected at the
Township Council meeting on Oct. 7.

Perfection For Toronto Waterworks.

Editor World: If the present wood
conduit is replaced by a steel one, the
estimated cost of which is $75,000, with
the joints properly made, and the in-
take protected from clogging with
weeds,our supply of water will be pure,
permanent and abundant.

Our waterworks -have eost us from
four to four and a half millions, and
another $75,000 will give us a complete
and perfect system, provided the work
Is properly done. Will it not be better
[mj the city if Mr. Keating sees that
this work is properly done, instead of
recommending new schemes., which, if
adopted, are likely to run into millions
of dollars ere all of the necessary ex-
perimentations are practically proven?

We don’t want to spend $15,000 on
expert opinion; we don’t want to spend
$14,000 in putting sand on the present
:tvcl pipe; we don’t require to spend
#8000 in’ making a connection with the
Torgnto Junction system. These three
sums aggregate $37,000, one-half of the
estimated cost of the new steel conduit.
What are our aldermen going to do
a,‘hou_t this matter? They should set the
Engineer to work on the new conduit
and ask him to see that all of the con-
nections are properly made. Keep the
sand out of the pipes by good joints:
the intake be properly protected, and
we s’hall have a supply of as pure
water as our lake can afford.

CHINA’S EMPEROR SPEAKS.

His Subjects Warned to Cease the Attacks
on Christians.

Tokio, Japan, Aug. 27.—The Emperor
of China has issued the folowing edict
with reference to the recent anti-Chris-
tilan outbreaks in that Empire: “ Since
the opening of international commerce
with western countries, foreigners have
always resided in the inland districts
at peace and harmony with their na-
tive neighbors, and we in our im-
perial home, living for both native
and foreigner alike, have time and
again commanded our high provincial
authorities to pay extra heed con-
stantly to protect the latter from
harm. Judge of our extreme indigna-
tion, then, upon hearing recently first
of the riots in the capital, Sze-Chueng,
where chapels -have been destroyed
and burned down by rioters, thereby
fanning the flames of destruction far
and wide in so much that a number
of sub-prefectures and districts simul-
taneously fullowed in the footsteps of
Chingtu, and now to receive news
from Fu Kien reporting that evil char-
acters have murdered and wounded a
very large number of foreigners at Ku-
Tien, going so far in their ruthless
ferocity as to murder even women and
children. Without reference to the
Sze-Chueng riots, a number of rioters
have already been arested and will
undergo trial, but the chiefs and heads
of the Fu Kien murders are ctill at
large, and we command Pien Pas Chu-
an and Ching Yu (Tartar generals at
Foo Chow) to set to work without de-
lay at the head of the military and
district officials and speedily arrest
these wicked characters, nor shall any
})e allowed to escape the meshes of the
oW,

“Inded,it is the manifest duty of the
local mandarins throughout the ¢m-
pire to be always on the alert and pre-
vent such worthless characters from
manufacturing scurrilous tales and ex-
citing the populace. They should
crush all incipient risings at the
slightest sign. What sort of frivolity
and indifference to duty is this then
that has brought about all these re-
cent serious outrages? We would also
command the various Tartar generals,
Viceroys and Governors to impress
upon all their subordinates the neces-
sity of granting protection to all in
the chapels in the city streets. They
are also to issue proclamations e€x-
horting the people to abstain from lis-
tening to scurrilous tales which excite
unfounded suspicions in the breasts of
all.

Eittie Value Attached to the Edict

Little value is attached by foreigners
to the edict. It is now well understood
that the orders of the Emperor of
China have virtually no force outside
the walls of Pekin. It is generally be-
lieved that the action of the British
Government has fallen short of re-
quirements of the occasion. Instead of
dispatching a consul to investigate the
circumstances connected with the
Kuching atrocities, the task should
have been entrusted to a secretary of
the legation, and instead of a Chinese
escort, the commissioner should® have
been accompanied by 500 red coats and
blue jackets. If the brutal massacre of
English women, girls and children
may be condoned by the payment of a
few dollars and the execution of a
half a dozen men who probably had no
hand in the crime, but have sold their
lives to expiate it, the Union Jack will
scon cease to be a genuine protection
t> British subjects.

A JURY OF FARMERS LISTEN TO
THE PHONOGRAPH

And Just Take Ten Minutes to Arrive at
the Conclusiom That the Man Who
Operated It at the Fair Was Guilty of
D inating Ind t Literature.

When George Barry and Mamie

Barry were placed in the dock to stand
on their trial at the Sessions yester-
day on a charge of publishing inde-
cent, wicked, lewd and obscene matter,
Crown Attorney Curry and Detgctlve
Duncan headed a procession, emerging
from Judge McDougall’s room, bearing
photograph, = electric batteries and a
box containing 28 eylinders, among
which was No. 19. The jury were sworn
in and the phonograph arranged on a
table before them. Mr. Curry acted as
electrician and operator, placing the
batteries in position and adjusting cyl-
Arder No. 19, to its place.

Mr. T. C. Robinette, who defended
the prisoners, took objection to the in-
dictment, and asked that it should be
quashed. His Honor thought the of-
fence came within the clause under
which the indictment was laid, and or-
dered the case to proceed, in the mean-
time granting a reserve case.

The Crown Attorney as a Witness

Mr. Curry was the first witness for
the Crown. He detailed the circum-
stances of the arrest, and at the re-
quest of Mr. Robinette, reproduced as
nearly as possible what he had heard
from the objectionable cylinder. The
story was of a man’s experience in
spending $2.80 in the New York Bow-
ery. The words were of a most ob-
scene character, A few sentences suf-
ficed the court, and His Honor order-
ed the recital to close.

Couldn’t Cross-Examine the Machine.

Mr. Robinette objected to the testi-
mceny of the machine, on the ground
that he could not cross-examine it.
“All we want is to hear what the ma-
chine produces,” said His Honor. The
jurymen, composed largely of elderly
men, surrounded the machine,and each
adjusted a pair of tubes to his ears.
There were two pairs to spare when
the jurymen had been supplied, Mr.
Robinette stepped forward and was
followed by the court stenographer,
who recorded what he heard. :

When the Crown’s case closed, Mr.
Robinette asked for the discharge of
Mrs. Barry. His Honor thought there
was no evidence to connect her with
the offence and ordered her release.
Mr. Robinefte again urged his objec-
tion to the indictment, but His Honor
replied: “If the law does not cover the
case, it should be made to.”

After 10 minutes’ absence, the jury
returned a verdict of guilty, with a
recommendation to mercy.

DIPHTHERIA EPIDEMIC.

Numerous Cases and Many Deaths in
Essex County.

Dr. P. H. Bryce, Secretary of the
Provincial Board of Health, has re-/|
ceived word from Essex county that
since the opening of the school session
diphtheria Eas broken out in the town-
ships of North and South Gosfield and
in Colchester.. So serious is the out-
break that in one school section alone
there are 25 cases, and 8 or 10 deaths
have already occurred.

The Visit of the British Association.

At the meeting of the Astronomical
and Physical Society, held Sept. 17, the
subject of the visit of the Britigh As-
sociation in 1897, was discussed, with a
view to an early preparation of a de-
tailed plan of action. In order to make
the visit a thorough success it will be
necessary that all societies interested
in the various branches of scientific
work should co-operate, and the indica-
tiins are that the heartiest support
wili be forthcoming, Dr. McCallum,
president of the Canadian Institute,
wae president and addressed the meet-
ing at some length upon the subject,
receiving the assurance of the soclety
that sub-committees would be appiont-
ed in accordance with whatever may
be the views of the general committee,
composed of delegates of all bodies in-
tcrested.

Small Outge of Gold To-Day.

New York, Sept. 18.—The gold en-
gagements for Thursday’'s steamers
amount to $250,000, which is consider-
ably below expectation. William H.
Crossman and Bro., it 1is said, are
figuring on shipping $2,000,000, but up
to a late hour the firm had made no
announcement as to their action., Dur-
ing the day, the sub-treasury received
$400,000 from outside banks, which off-
sets to-morrow’s shipment, There was
the usual talk about a bond issue, but
nothing definite resulted. Assistant Se-
cretary Curtis visited the sub-treasury
again to-day and met Assistant- Secre-
tary Jordan.

State of the Reserve

Washington, Sept. 18.—The Treasury
gold reserve to-day with all exports
out, and deposits up to date in iIs $95,-
456,954, against over yesterday of $74,-
000. The People’s National Bank of
Pittsburg deposited $100,000 in gold ex-
change for currency. .

To Cein Donble Eagles.

Philadelphia, Sept. 18.—The work of
coining double eagles will begin to-
morrow at the Mint on an order from
Superintendent Kretz. Several mil-
lion dollars’ worth of gold bars have
been rolled into sheets in readiness for
the processes. These have been run-
ing on eagles and half eagles recently,
and $1,000,000 worth of these coins were
shipped to the New York sub-treasury
to-day. There is now $40,000,000 worth
of gold in the Mint ready for coinage.

Michigan Miners’ Sirike Collapses.

Ishpeming, Mich., Sept. 18.—Between
100 and 200 men applied for work at
the Ishpeming mines to-day. Section
16 mine of the Lake Superior Iron Co.
will start a large force of men under-
ground to-morrow. The mining com-
panies have ordered the changing
houses prepared to receive the men to-
morrow. The strike leaders and small
politicians of the Populist order are
making desperate efforts to keep the
men from going to work, but are pow-
erless to stem the tide of deserters from
the union. The whole country is de-
lighted at the news that the end of
the strike is at hand.

M. Tucker’s future academic career,
and the young man has written from
San Francisco petitioning the Senate
to withdraw the rider. If this is done
the Leland Stanford authorities are
quite willing, he states, to admit himn
as a regular student. :

U.S.- HAWAIIAN CABLE.

Hawalii Said to Haye Promised a $40,000
. Twenty Year Subsidy.

London, Sept, 19.—The Morning,Post
prints a despatch to a news agency
saying that American planters have
secured a concession from the Hawali-
an Government and a contract has
been signed granting an annual sub-
sidy of $40,000, with exclusive rights
for 20 years, to lay a cable from the
American Cohtinent, which shall ex-
tend only to Hawaii. The Government
\agrees not to permit the laying of any
other cable to Hawail. The contract-
ors -stipulate that the line \shall not
be constructed until arrgngements
have been made for an annual subsi-
dy of $175,000 from the United States
Government. The line must be begun
in 1897, and be completed by Novem-
ker of the following year. The nego-
tiations were conducted with . the
greatest secrecy, and when they were
completed the British and German
members of the Chamber of Commerce
protested against the exclusive right
given to the contractors for the laying
of a cable to Hawail.' The promgqter
of the scheme is Col. C. S. Spalding.

“FOOTLESS BICYCLES.”

Petroleum Wheels are to Follow the
‘‘Horseless” Carriages.

Washington, Sept. 18.—Consul Chan-
cellor at Havre has supplied the De-
partment of State a report on horse-
less carriages. He says that bicycles
and tricycles with the petroleum motor
added weigh less than 100 pounds,
The price is $250. In order to get the
machine in motion the rider -after
mounting turns a tap to admit the pe-
troleum, which at the same time turns
on an electric current which ignites
the vapor.. He then propels fhe ma-
chine with his feet until he finds the
motor is working. There is also in
course of construction a somewhat
similar machine to carry two persons.
. For the propulsion of ordinary car-
irlages a kind of steam horse is used.
/The front wheels are removed and an
extra wheel_attached to a projecting
platform of the steam horse. In these
engines coke is used for fuel, and
there is no noise, smoke or steam. The
weight is not increased greatly. Prices
range from $1,800 to $2,500. Smooth
roads are essential to the use of the
carriages.

PESTH'S TELEPHONE NEWSPAPER.

s P ——
It Has 6,000 Subscribers and Has Been
in Operation Two Years.

The telephone newspaper organized
at Pesth, Hungary, has now been
working sucessfully for two years. 1t
is the only newspaper of the kind in
the world. It is called The Telephone
Hirnondo, or Herald, costs 2 cents, like
a printed paper, and is valuable to
persons who are unable or too lazy
to use their eyes or who cannot read.
It has 6,000 subscribers, who receive
the news as they would ordinary tele-
phone mesages. A special wire 168
miles long runs along the windows ol
the houses of the subscribers, which
are connected with the main line by
separate wires and special apparatus
which prevents the blocking of the
systém by an accident at any one
of the stations. Within the houses
long, flexible wires make it possible
to carry the receiver to the bed or any
other part of the room.

The news is not delivered as it hap-
pens to come in, but is carefully edited
and arranged acording to a printed
schedule, so that a subscriber at any
one time knows what part of the
paper he is going to hear. It begins
with the night telegrams from all
parts of Europe. Then comes the cal-
endar of events for the day, with the
city news and the list of strangers at
the hotels. After that follaw articles
on musie, art and literature. The
staff is organized like that of any
other newspaper, and is on duty from
7.30 in the morning until 9.80 at night.
After the copy has passed through the
editor’'s hands, for the -paper is sub-
ject to the same restrictions as ordin-
ary newspapers and is liable for its
communications, it is given to the
“speakers.” These are ten men Wwith
strong volces and clear enunciations,
who work in shifts of two at a time
and talk the news tu.~uch the tele-
phone. There are twenty-eight edi-
tions uttered a day. Additions to the
first edition are announced as news
items.

To fill up the time when no news is
coming in the subscribers are enter-
tained with vocal and instrumental
concerts. These were at first given for
them espécially in the office of the Hir-
nondo, but now the wire is in com-
munication with the opera house and
the music halls, and on Sundays and
saints’ days with the churches. The
music is transmitted at’times to other
places in Austro-Hungary, and recent-
ly the Hirnondo michrophone was con-
nected with the circuit going from’
Trieste, through Vienna, Bremen and
Pesth, to Berlin, the music being heard
in all these places with equal clear-
ness and force. The happy Hungarian
can lie abed all day and hear every-
thing that is going on in his town.

Whether I say ‘‘there are a
lot of fools in the world,” or “there 13
a lot of fools in the world,” the mean-
ing is equaly plain, and the statement
equally incontrovertible, What more
do you want?

I would remind the Liverpol disput-
ants that grammar is made from
speech, and not speech from grammer.
Al the grammarians do is to deduce
rules from the accepted usage. If
vsage is divided what can an¥ rule be
worth? It is reported of the company
assembled on a famous occasion that
‘“regardless of grammer, they all cried
that’s him!” In other words, on the
impulse of the moment, the speakers
expressed themselves naturally, in-
stead of studying the artificial, rules
prescribed by schoolmasters. ’ Their

utterance was consequently a thou-|

sand times more forcibly and elo-
quent than if they had simpered ‘‘that
is he.” I have no doubt that as long
as the language has existed English-
men have cried out “That’s him!” and,
in spite of board schools and free edu-
cation, they will doubtless continue to
do so. If this or any other natural
and universal form of speech is con-
trary to the rules of grammar, so
much worse for the rules of grammar.—
London Truth,

LARGEST BRIDGE IN THE "','ORLD-

Tor a Mammoth  Arch at
Niagara Falis. :

Niagara Falls, N.Y., Sept. 18/—The
first step in the construction of the
largest steel arch bridge in the wirld
of single arch plan was taken to-day,
when the contract was let for the con-
struction of the foundation for the
mammoth arch, which will be over 850
feet across, besides the shore line parts.
The bridge is to be constructed from
the plans of Engineer C. C. Buck, who
is the chief engineer of the new East
River Bridge, Ne w York. The con-
tract for the foundations was awarded
to B. P. Smith of Rochester, his bid
being the lowest of quite a number.
Work is to commence immediately and
the stone structiral work will be com-
pleted by winter. This will be left
standing to see what the effect of the
rise and fall of the river and the ice
jamhs will hayve upon it.

CUP COMMITTEE TO DUNRAVEN.

ssgorrections of Certain Misapprehensions
Which May Arise.

New York, Sept. 18.—Ex-Commodore
James D. Smith, chairman of the
America’s Cup Committee, gave out
to-day for publication the following
letter which was mailed to Lord Dun-
raven at Newport on Tuesday in reply
to his letter to the committee, dated’
Sept. 13:

Sept. 17, 1895.

Earl of Dunraven: We have the
honor to acknowledge the receipt of
your letter dated September 13. We
would be glad to limit our reply to
acknowledging its receipt, but as this
whole matter will probably. come be-
fore the public we feel that we should
correct certain misapprehensions\yvhlch
we fear may arise.

You said: ‘“The request that Mr.
Canfield should not open my letter of
the 10th was unnecessary, as the cup
committee were not héaring protests.”

You informed Mr. Canfield that you
had learned that the Cup Committee
had nothing to do with the protest,
and at the same time you requested
him to keep the letter (of the 10th un-
opened until the protest had been de-
cided. You did not inform him that
it was unnecessary to refrain from
opening your letter.

If the details which you give as to
the times of delivery, etc., of letters
imply any neglect or discourtesy c¢n
the part of the committee, we must
deny that there has been any such
neglect and must disclaim any inten-
tion of being discourteous. Otherwise
we agree with you that these facts are
of minor importance.

Your assertion that you named no
new conditions in your letter of the
10th is absolutely exact. -~ We should
have said in your letter of the 1ith in
your letter of the 10th you only ™ de-
clined to continue the contest under
the existing circumstances and gave
your reasons for declining. In the in-
tervie t the Waldorf at 9 p.m., Sept.
11, you/stated upon what conditions
you would continue, and you repeated
substa lly the same conditions in
your letter of Sept. 11

In the interview at the Waldorf the
two representatives of the committee
pledged the committee to one condi-
tion— namely, to secure a clear start,
and obtained your permission to post-
pone the time of starting for that pur-
Dose.

The representatives declined absolu-
tely to agree to the condition that the
ccmmittee should assume the grave re-
sponsibility of declaring the race void
if in their judgment either vessel were
interfered with by the attending ves-
sels. In our opinion it would be impos-
gible to secure a race absolutely free
from interference, and the relative
amount of interference would be much
too delicate a point for us to decide.
The representatives declined to again
postpone. the race fixed for the next
day, Thursday. The representatives in-
formed you that the question of not an-
nouncing the dates and time of start-
ing any future races must be submit-
ted to the committee. The representa-
tives assured you of renewed efforts
through the press and during the race
to secure a clear course. You finally
declined to say whether you would sail
the next day’s race (Thursday), or not,
and said that in eny event Valkyrie
would cross. the starting line.

In view of the definite replies given
by them we cannot understand how
you could doubt that the representa-
tives sent you were acting for and with
the authority of the committee.

As to postponing Thursday’s race
in order to consider your letter of the
11th, the committee felt that the
points had been fully covered in the
conference at the Waldorf, and did
not desire more time for reconsidera-
tion of the answers given by the re-
presentativés at that time. The com-
mittee did not consider practicable
your suggestion to keep secret the
dates and times of starting any future
races. You raise the question as to
whether your.complaint of the steam-
ers was justifiable or not. - The
steamers undoubtedly interfered with
Valkyrie and Defender as well, and
there seems to be no reason why you
should not have complained of such in-
terference; but we certainly demur to
your conclusion that therefore the Cup
Committee having admittedly done all
in their power were bound to give re-
dress before the next -race was sailed.
You fully kne wthe objections in a
course off New York years ago, and
nearly one year ago you suggested a
change of locality. This proposition
we declined at that time. There was
the best of evidence at the start on
Thursday that the course as well as
the start would be kept clear. It
seems to us that the question before
everyone is not whether
plaint was justifiable, but
your action in:withdrawing from the
contest on the grounds of your com-
plaint was justifiable.

As to your suggestion that the Re-
gatta Committee might have orderad
Tuesday’s race resailed, we reply that
we must decline to discuss the action
of a fellow-committee.. In conclusion,
we would express our profound regret
and chagrin that a friendly contest
in a noble sport between two great
nations should have degenerated into
a war of words. We have the aonor

Under this villain-
ous system the poor have to pay the taxes
of the rich.

of their own, or for the many poor widows
who are ‘totally dependent on the reduced
rentals of their little properties. In this
country we are supposed to have no con-

We believe that it, almost
more than any of our church institu-
tions, is -well worth preserving, is
worth extending and vitalizing wher-
ever it is weak.. We therefore regret
to read that in the Synod discussions
at Montreal this week it was stated
that the Church was losing its hold
in country places, that other organiza-
tions made more direct appeals to the
people, and what was most important
wag the statement of Rev. Mr| Whit-
combe that the church would never
come into touch with the masses until
the best men in its ministry were sent
to the poorer parishes.
‘We also regret to notice a tendency
in the Church of England in Canada
to devote the best part of its energy
and resources—and both these are lim-
ited—to the matter of education rather
than to church work pure'and simple.
Why should a church in Canada,
and especially here in Ontario and
here in Toronto, devote some of. its
best energy and means ' to teaching
literature, medicine, science and mathe-
matics in a church university when
the State has undertaken tordo all
this free? The best men of the Church
are ‘teaching not preaching, ‘are en-:
gaged in a work of supererogatfon.
We make bold to ‘thrust the advice
on the new Provost of Trinity and his
avisers that they ought now to recon-
sider the whole church problem and
see whether they could not readjust
the situation, pay less attention to
secular subjects and more to practical
preaching and church work proper.
The Provost, we believe, has a good
knowledge of .church work in the
poorer fields in England. ;
{n the Hlght' of the experience of
Knox College, Victoria -and ofhers,
could not the Church of England avail
itself of the Provincial University in
Queen’s Park? Could not Tritinty
get nearer to it that it now is?
Would its limited resources be :made
much more efficient? . Trinity would
be benefited, so_also would .the*Pro-
vincial University.. What do "some
of our readers, some.of our churchmen
think of it. 'What de our ¢hurchmen
think of the weak and weaker-grow-
ing parishes in many parts of the pro-
vince? Is it too much educational
work and not enough church work?

“Dr. Sheard asked for ‘&n order to
close Lavin’s Lane in Jarvif-street, as
unfit for habitation by want of clean-
liness and its general unsanitary con-
dition. Its continued occupancy, the
medical health officer said, was &
nuisance dangerons to  the public
health.

Ald. Saunders asked if the officer
1was within hig rights in closing up the
ane,

Dr. ‘Sheard replied that he had not
consulted with the City Solicitor, but
was proceeding On the same lines as
in other cases of nuisance and danger
}Q health. There were now two tenants

1 one paid no rent,
the other paid $1 a month. Vagrants
frequented the spot.

Ald. Bates said all such places should
be closed up -on sanitary grounds.

The Board granted the order asked,
the Medical Health Officer to consult
with the City Solicitor before taking
the first step. ;

Water lmproving:

Dr. Sheard’s health report was emi-
nently satisfactory. Sufficient time had
not yet elapsed to judge of the results
of drinking tap- water. By the end of
October he could give a tabulated re-
port. On Sept. 7 water from Block-
hcuse Bay showed 960 colony of bac-
teria; on 13th, 695; on the 17th inst. it
was found that water taken at a
point opposite Heber’s wharf was bet-
ter than that which was supplied
from the 6th to the 13th, when it was
taken from a point-further north.

Prof. Shuttleworth’s report showed
Blockhouse Bay water, 18th, 1090; la-
vatory taps, 14th, 695. The latter 1s
the water now being pumped.

Dr. Sheard also reported that the
bacteriological examination of West
Toronto Junction water establishes
that the water there is practically
equal in quality to that which was
suppled to Toronto before the break
in the conduit. The Junction taps
showed 275, and (Humber Bay water
120 colonies of bacteria.

The Medical Health Officer said it
probably would be several weeks be-
fore the water is in fit condition for
drimking. %

Nuisance From Sewers,

Complaints was received of nuisan-
ces dangerous to health from two sew-
ers west of Dufferin-street. Dr. Sheard
recommended that they be extended
by iron pipe or masonry.

Ald. Bates moved that the recom-
mendation be carried out. Dr. Sheard
said there were no funds for the pur-
pose. Ald. Saunders : The work must
be done and the City Treasurer must
find funds for the purpose.

Sunnyside Orph Drai

A petition was presented to the City
Council by the ratepayers protesting
against the drainage works ordered by
the Board of Health being carried in-
to effect. - The Council remitted the
matter to the Board of Works, and
yesterday Dr. Sheard explained the
necssity of the original order being
carried out. The sewer of a 6-inch
box-drain terminates in the sand and
there is danger to health. A tank to
receive the solid matter has been or-
dered and not erected.

Ald. Bates described the present ar-
rangement as most abominable. He
also maintained that the signatures to
the petition were practically worthless.

How the Funds Stand,

Dr. Sheard made a statement show-
ing the position of the appropriations
of his department. For the general
work there was granted $15,000;amount
expended $10,463. Isolation Hospital—
appropriation, $10,500; balance on hand
$$657. Appropriation for hospital pa-
tients $25,000; balance on hand $7087.
The Medical Officer added that should
there be no outbreak of disease, the
balances would probably suffice for
the rest of the year.

Parkdale Pumping Station.

President Shaw, Chairman Lamb,
Ald. Hubbard,Rowe and J. J. Graham
report that on their visit of inspection
to the old pumping station at Park-
dale they found that a portion of the
plant had been removed, and that the
remaining portion would have to be
overhauled and refitted. Sections of the
old intake had ben taken away.

Chairman Lamb thinks it inadvis-
able to bring the old works into use.
It would take 30 days and cost $5000,
and the water would probably not be
up to the standard the city is now
getting.

City Treasurer Coady cabled Presi-
dgnt Shaw yesterday that if the Coun-
cil adopts the recommendation to send
for Mr. Mansergh, C.E., to report on
the water suply, he will immediately
sail for Canada.

Vhereas, by an act passed by the Legis-
llntlve Arysemhly of the l'rovluceyof ()utu%io,

n the 53 year of the reign of Her Majesty
aud chaptered 50 (now section 5iba of
the Consolidated Municipal Aect), it is pro-
vided that the Municipal Council of any
cl.ty having a population of fifty thousand
Or mole may pass a general by-law pre-
scribing the minimum width of streets,
lanes, alleys or other public places within
the municipality wherein dwelling houses
may be erected or occupied, and the mini-
o um area of vacant land to be attached to
and used with any dwelling house thereaf-
ter to be erected as the courtyard or curti-
lage thereof, and the mode of erection of
buildings occupied or intended to be oc-
cupied as dwelling houses within the muni-
cipality,or within any area or areas thereof
to be defined by the said By-law or hy
any other by-law as may from time to
time alter or amend or repeal any such
by-law.
