Logs Adrift.—The boom holding some 
4,000 logs belonging to the Lawrence town 
Milling Company broke away on Thursday 
last about eight o’clock in the morning, 
owing to the heavy freshet then prevailing, 
and nearly every stick of timber it con­
tained was carried over the dam and down 
the river, hundreds passing this town at 
noon. Large numbers of drivers were im­
mediately despatched to impede their pro­
gress, and finally succeeded in cutting them 
off down about Clark’s Ferry. Since that 
time, those that were scattered along the 
banks of the river have been secured, and 
we understand arrangements have been ef­
fected with Mr. Carder to saw them into 
lumber. The loss to the owners is a heavy 
one, and must necessarily throw quite a 
number of workmen out of employment.

Railway Subsidies.—Among the railway 
subsidies granted by the Dominion Govern­
ment is one for seventy-five miles of the 
railway from Shelburne, in the County of 
Shelburne, and from Liverpool, in the 
County of Queens, to Annapolis Royal, in 
the Province of Nova scotia, to be so con­
tracted for as to secure the construction to 
both Shelburne and Liverpool ; a subsidy 
not exceeding thirty-two hundred dollars 
($3200) per mile, nor exceeding in the whole 
two hundred and forty thousand dollars 
($240,000). The total amount given for 
railway subsidies so far this session is $3,- 
480,000. Of this amount Ontario received 
$1,433,000, divided amongst fourteen rail­
ways; Quebec $1,272,000, to sixteen roads ; 
New Brunswick $367,600 to seven roads ; 
Nova Scotia $290,000 to two roads ; British 
Columbia $112,000 to one road, and Prince 
Edward Island $96,000 to one road.

A Trip to Nova Scotia.—Between 
March 1, 1889, and January 1, 1890, the 
steamer Yarmouth, of the Yarmouth (N. 
S.) line made 81 round trips between Bos­
ton and Yarmouth, landed 162 cargoes, 
and did not miss connecting with the trains 
in a single instance. This is a remarkable 
record. This line performs the service the 
year round, and the passenger traffic has 
increased beyond all expectation. To meet 
this increase, the steamer Bouton, now 
building on the Clyde, was designed. She 
is guaranteed to be the swiftest craft of her 
size and draught afloat, and will be in Bos­
ton in July. The company has secured 
the whole of Lew is’ wharf, and are fitting 
it up in a sytle to meet the wants of their 
patrons. Salmon are quite plentiful at 
Tusket, a two hours’ drive from Yarmouth, 
and Steward Stockdale is “taking care” 
of the parties that make the early trips to 
secure that gamey fish.

—At 7 o’clock Sunday morning No. 44 
train, in charge of Conductor Perron and 
Drivers John Deverseaux and McNutt, run­
ning at the. usual speed, while entering 
Morrisy rock tunnel, six miles west of 
Campbellton, struck ten tons of rock which 
had become dislodged from the top of the 
tumiel and fallen on the track. There 
were two engines on the train, which 
derailed. Both engines ran to the mouth 
of the shed, which is about fifty feet long. 
The head engine struck the rock, throwing 
the tender completely over her and allow­
ing the hind engine to follow up, running 
in and tearing the right side of the leading 
engine and placing them almost side by 
side. Fireman Angus Gorham was instant­
ly killed and Driver Jacob McNutt 
iously though not dangerously hurt. The 
men in the second engine came off without 
a scratch. Only two or three cars 
derailed and about fifty feet of track tom up.

The second quarterly session of the 
Grand Division S. of T. of N. S., met ac­
cording to notice with the Wolseley Divi­
sion, No. 491, at G ran ville Ferry, on Tues­
day, May 6th, at 3 p.m. The grand officers 
present were R. T. Murray, of Halifax, G. 
W. P. ; Richard Craig, of Truro, G. W. A. ; 
Rev. A. VY. Nicholson, of Liverpool, G. S., 
and H. A. Taylor, of Halifax, G. T. A 
goodly number of representatives attended, 
the following counties being represented, 
viz., Halifax, Colchester, Hants, Kings, 
Annapolis, Digby, Yarmouth, Shelburne, 
and Lunenburg, there being 38 representa­
tives from 17 Divisions. The reports of 
the Grand Officers showed the order in a 
flourishing condition—ahead of this time 
last year. They reported 319 Divisions 
with a membership of 16,978, and 6,000 
children in Bands of Hope. The financial 
report was also satisfactory. More work hr 
being done in juvenile organizations than 
formerly.

A public meeting was held in the even­
ing, which was fairly well attended con­
sidering the state of the weather. W. W. 
Mills, P. G. W. A., occupied the chair. 
The chief speakers were Rev. W. H. 
Richan, from Digby, Rev. A. VV. Nichol 
sou, G. S., Richard Craig, G. W. A., ex- 
Mayor of Truro, an old veteran having just 
reached his 70th birthday, and has been 43 
years engaged in temperance work. W. A. 
Taylor, another veteran, gave a read­
ing on home-made honey and its conse­
quences, which convulsed the audience 
with laughter. Geo. H. McKinley, of 
Halifax, spoke on Band of Hope work in 
which he is engaged. W. S. Saunders, also 
of Halifax, also made a fëw relharks. 
Choice selections of music were rendered 
in a pleasing manner by the choir at inter­
vals. The following prominent gentlemen 
were on the platform, but time would not 
permit of their speaking—Capt. Bowman 
Corning, of Yarmouth, John Heeman and 
VV. J. Gates, of Halifax, L. VV. Elliott, of 
Clarence, Wm. V. Vroom, of Clementsport, 
and others.

On Wednesday morning the business of 
Grand Division was again taken up and 
rushed through before noon. Possibly the 
minds of some of the representatives were 
too deeply burdened with the duties of 
citizenship to enter into long discussions on 
questions of moral reform. Most of the 
representatives returned to their homes on 
Wednesday. A few remained and attend­
ed a public meeting on Wednesday evening 
at Stony Beach, which was addressed by 
Isaiah VV. Wilson, P. G. Sen., Richard 
Craig, of Truro, Capt. Bowman Corning, 
W: J. Gates, music dealer of Halifax, and 
Rev. W. L. Parker, of Lower Granville, 
and they were highly appreciated by the 
audience.

GOODS BUY MY MAKE OFRumors from Russia.

Government by one man’s will is rapidly 
becoming more and more unpopular in the 
Dominions of the Czar, and a determina­
tion has been reached by a very influential 
class of Russia’s people to put an end to it. 
Nihilism, which has for years past been 
the subject of so much newspaper writing, 
has had a steady growth and is beginning 
to exert an influence which may lead to 
very important results. The class to 
which reference is made is an educated 
one, whose aim is neither socialism nor 
anarchy. It is respectable in numbers and 
activity, and especially so in mental 
strength and capacity, and the demands it 
makes appear very reasonable to the ears ot 
people who are ruled by constitutional 
means.

For all practicable purposes the compos­
ite population of Russia may be divided 
into three classes ; the nobles, who alone 
can influence the Czar in his governmental 
capacity ; the middle classes comprising 
university students, merchants, lawyers, 
travelers, who have visited Western Europe 
and America, authors, military and naval, 
and civil officers, and some others ; and 
third, the masses comprising the lower 
orders. Of all these divisions the latter 
alone are free of nihilism. To them their 
ruler is little less than an object of worship, 
and always of reverence and regard. 
Many of the first named class may be found 
in.the ranks of those who are working to 
secure, by constitutional means if possible, 
and by other ways if forced to the neces­
sity, a government by as well as for the 
people.

Rumors have been current for some 
weeks past that the Czar has determined to 
modify and remodel the system by which 
his ancestors have administered the gov­
ernment of Russia, and that he has come to 
this conclusion in order to free himself 
from the tortures he suffers, and has so long 
snffered, from threats of assassination by 
his subjects. It is also said that he has 
been urged to this course by the entreaties 
of a weeping wife and sorrowing relatives, 
who have been moved to that advice by the 
knowledge and daily discoveries of new 
plots against his life, which must finally 
fall a sacrifice to his persistence in contin­
uing his personal, absolute rule. They 
have pointed out to him that “ members of 
the nobility and officers of the army and 
navy ” are deeply implicated in the new 
movement toward a better and more con­
stitutional form of government, and that 
the granting the reforms and changes de­
manded would indeed make him the father 
of a grateful people, and give him the best 
of title to the endearing epithet. These, 
and similar causes, are said to have set the 
Emperor at work to devise some method 
of reform to meet the wishes of those who 
desire a change, and it is further rumored 
that he favors the institution of a popular 
assembly, similar to the House of Commons 
in England, and an elective Senate similar 
to that of the United States. The nobles, 
however, are said to favor an hereditary 
house, on the model of the English House 
of Lords, instead of the latter. He also 
proposes to permit a free press within cer­
tain reasonable limits. These reforms im­
ply a great change for the better in eastern 
Europe. Among the proposed reforms it 
is declared that the exiles in Siberia will be 
set free, and the system of which they 
have been the victims abolished. The 
whole civilized world will applaud this act, 
as well as the other, reforms, and with 
one acclaim declare the Czar worthy the 
age in which he lives. Nihilism, having 
gained its noble ends, will dissolve itself in 
true patriotism, and become an arm of 
strength, and be no longer a terrible fear to 
the ruler of the Russias. May the rumors 
that come to us prove true and the welfare 
of the Russian people be secured, and the 
world be made to acknowledge another 
step in the grand civilization in which it 
rejoices.

Addenda.

The following is an addenda to the Pro­
ceedings of the Municipal Council :—
AN ACT RELATING TO THE IMPOUNDING 

OF CATTLE.

An Ad to amend Chapter 67, Revised Stat­
utes, of Fences, and Impounding Cattle :

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council, 
and Assembly, as follows :—

1. In any Municipality or portion of any 
Municipality, where, by any bye-law, or­
der, or regulation of such Municipality, 
Horses, Asses, Mules, Cattle, Sheep, or 
Swine, are not allowed to run at large on 
any public Street, Square, or Common, or 
other public ground, in such Municipality 
or portion thereof, it shall be lawful for 
any freeholder, or any person acting under 
his authority, to drive or take any such 
animals so found running at large in any 
such public Street, Square, or Common, or 
other public ground, or found trespassing 
in any field or on any other improved land 
being private property, having strayed in 
or on to the same from such public Street, 
Square, Common, or other public ground, 
while so running at large, whether the same 
shall be enclosed by a fence or not, and 
such animal so found, as aforesaid, to im­
pound in any public pound in such Munici­
pality or portion thereof.

2. Any damage caused or done by any 
of such animals so strayiflg from any pub­
lic Street, Square, Common, or other 
public ground, while so running at large, 
into any such field or on any other such 
improved laud, being private property, 
whether the same shall he enclosed by a 
fence or not, shall be paid by the owner of 
such animal so trespassing, to the party in­
jured, which damage may be ascertained as 
provided by section 4 of the chapter hereby 
amended.

3. All the provisions for the recovery of 
damages for animals trespassing provided 
for by sections 5, 13, 14 and 15 of the said 
Chapter hereby amended, and for charges 
of Pound Keepers, shall apply to the re­
covery of damages for trespasses committed 
by any such animal so straying as aforesaid, 
and for the recovery of such Pound Keep­
er’s charges on the impounding and keep­
ing of the same.

4. Section 4 of said Chapter is hereby 
amended by striking out the word “per­
sons ” in the second line of said section, 
and insert in lieu thereof the words “ dis­
interested freeholders.’’

HOSPITAL REMEDIES. csWAR AGAINST SAlAJONd.
Boston, Mass., May 8.—There seems to 

be a disposition to carry the war against 
the saloons to the utmost limit. A week 
ago, when the Boston police board was 
compelled by the pressure of the law and 
order league to order the enforcement of 
the law forbidding sales over the bar, the 
hotel proprietors and the saloon keepers 
began placing tables and chairs in their bar 
rooms and insisting upon customers taking 
seats and being served by waiters. To-day 
the secretary of the law and order league 
published a letter, sharply attacking them 
lor the course, which he stigmatizes as an 
attempt to throw dust in the eyes of the 
public.

Nineteen 
Popes quitted Rome, and 35 reigned abroad. 
Eight Papal reigns did not exceed each a 
month’s duration, 40 extended over one 
year, 22 over two years, 54 over 5 years, 
51 over 15 years, 18 over 20 years, and only 
nine exceeded that duration. Of the 297 
Popes, 31 were declared usurpers and here­
tics, and of the remaining 266 legitimate 
occupants of the Holy See 64 met with 
violent deaths, 18 having been poisoned 
and four strangled. Independently of the 
Avignon Popes, 26 were deposed, expelled 
from Rome, and banished ; 28 others were 
only maintained in power by foreign aid.”

$1,860 Salvage awarded.—The owners 
of the schooner Cant Help It, which towed 
into Halifax the schooner W. D. Richard, 
offered Captain Beazley and his prize crew 
the sum of $1,000 for her services. This 
amount was refused aud the matter was 
submitted to arbitration. Captain J. Tay­
lor Wood and Samuel Douglas were ap­
pointed arbitrators. They, however, failed 
to agree and a third was appointed. Mayor 
McPherson was selected, and it was agreed 
by all parties interested that the finding of 
a majority of the court should be final 
The report, however, was unanimous and 
yesterday the three arbitrators filed an 
award in favor of the prize crew for $1,860. 
Capt Beazley, of the Cant Help It, is quite 
satisfied with the verdict.

Chas. Folkes, formerly of New Glasgow, 
died on the street in Boston a few days 
ago, and an autopsy developed the fact that 
death was caused by poison found in his 
stomach. It is suspected that he may 
have been murdered. A letter states that 
he was known to have $175 in gold on his 
person the day previous to his death.

SAVAGE FIGHT HKTWKKN A RATTLESNAKE 
AND A CENTIPEDE.

“ Ugh ! What is it ? Take it away !” 
The frightened speaker was one of several 
employes of Pierce & Co., engaged in hand­
ling hardware in the basement of the firm’s 
establishment on Broadway. He had almost 
placed his hand upon the object that had 
startled him.

“ Look out ! It’s a centipede, and a big 
one, .too,” cried one of his companions. 
“ It must have got into one of the packages 
of bananas or other goods shipped at a 
southern port while the hardware was 
on board the vessel on its way from the 
East.”

This was ample warning to prevent care­
less meddling with the centipede, but the 
hardware men determined to capture him, 
and after a little effort the many legged 
curio was scooped up on a shovel and 
carried up stairs. But even then they 
didn’t know what to do with their prize.

In the drug store adjoining was a monster 
rattlesnake, kept as a curiosity in a box in 
the shop window.

“ Let’s put him in with the rattler and 
start a zoo,” said one of the group, $nd the 
suggestion was met with approval. The 
centipede was carried in and dumped into 
the box with the rattlesnake. An ominous 
rattle and quivering of the body of the snake 
showed that he resented the intrusion, 
and the centipede, apparently realizing 
his danger, made frantic efforts to escape 
by crawling around the edge of the box. 
The rattler gazed with fury upon this 
omous crawler, and attempted several times 
to coil and strike the intruder ; but the 
space of the box was too limited, and after 
several vain efforts which all the time 
accompanied by an angry rattling, th% 
snake, gliding forward with darting tongue 
gradually closed upon his enemy, and the 
centipede was soon writhing in its last 
agonies.

But it was not banished without retal­
iation. The many legs of the centipede 
had been doing their deadly work, and 
when the snake moved away from his vic­
tim, he himself began to show signs of dis­
tress. He tossed about from one side of 
his box to the other, rolled over coiled and 
uncoiled his scaly length and in every way 
except by cries, betrayed his agonv to the 
group of interested spectators. In about 
an hour the body of the snake began to 
swell rapidly. His struggles gradually 
became weaker and in two hours from 
the time the fight commenced bis snake- 
ship rolled over and# died. The poison of 
the centipede had done its fatal work. 
The body of the snake had swollen to twice 
fbs natural size. The rattlesnake and the 
centipede lay dead together in the box and 
thus ended this strange duel to death.—San 
Francisco Examiner.

Camera and Phonograph.

Thomas A. Edison has been at work for 
a long time on a novel scheme in connection 
with the phonograph. It consists in the 
application of instantaneous photography 
to the illustration of phonographic sounds. 
Early in 1889 he began exhaustive experi­
ments with this end in view. To prose­
cute them it became necessary to erect a 
special building, where the camera would 
be entirely free from the disturbing tremor 
in the main laboratory caused by the jar of 
the machinery.

In this he had a masonry pier construct­
ed running down to the solid rock. He 
then perfected an ingenious piece of mech­
anism by which it was possible to take in a 
single camera a series of consecutive pic­
tures, the exposure for each of which was 
not more than the 250th part of a second. 
These pictures followed each other at the 
rate of from eight to twenty a second, the 
principle being that of taking the views in 
a perfectly dark room, the exposure being 
effected by means of an electric flash.

After many discouraging failures Mr. 
Edison was at last successful His idea 
was that a speaker might be photographed 
from eight to twenty times a second dur­
ing his entire speech, while at the 
time the phonograph was recording the 
spoken address. The phonograph and the 
mechanism of the camera were so connect­
ed that when the reproduction took place, 
both spoken words and the photographic 
pictures would continue synchronously to­
gether, and that when the photographs 
were thrown on the screen, by means of a 
stereopticou, the rapid recurrence of the 
pictures would l>e such that the effect 
would be a continuous one, and as the phon­
ograph re-produced the address, the ges­
tures and the facial expression would ap­
pear to be that of the living speaker.

The experiments were completely suc­
cessful, and Mr. Edison now has in his 
laboratory a large number of these dual 
re-productions. As yet there does not 
seem to be any practical commercial value 
to the invention.—New York Tribune.

Depew’s First Fee.

PAID A DOLLAR FOR A SERVICE HE SUBSE­
QUENTLY CHARGED §500.

For 40 years after the supreme court 
began its work the fees of lawyers were 
not so large as they are now. In fact, the 
most eminent attorneys received no more 
than $25 for drawing briefs and presenting 
causes to juries. Those were the happy 
days for the client. Neatly all lawyers 
died poor. A rich lawyer was at that time 
as much of a novelty as a rich literary man 
now is. .

How different at the end of this century ?
It is a common thing nowadays to hear of 
attorneys receiving $150,000 for the re-or­
ganization of a railroad or for organizing a 
trust, and the queerest part of it is that 
his clients loook upon him with a respect 
commensurate with his charges. More­
over, the community applauds the attor­
ney’s moderation.

Clients are most illogical. They reason 
from no known commercial basis. In the 
early days of my career as a lawyer, I 
wrote an opinion for a client and timidly 
asked $5 therefor. He grumbled a great 
deal before paying it. Then he took the 
opinion to a famous New York advocate to 
find out whether it was all light. The ad­
vocate glanced over it, wrote across the 
first page the word “ correct,” and asked 
$500 for his wodc. My client paid this 
sum gladly, and is yet talking about the 
kindness of the great advocate.

For the first legal paper I ever drew I 
charged $1.50. A farmer was my client 
and he beat me down to $1. Twenty years 
afterward I wrote a paper precisely similar 
and received for it $500 and many thanks.

It is a matter of surprise that farmers 
and others in the country pay so little at­
tention to the vegetable garden. Not one 
farmer in a hundred has anything approach­
ing a rotation of vegetables—say from the 
early part of J une through the successive 
months of summer and fall. The average 
garden consists of but two or three varie­
ties instead of fifteen or twenty, and these 
few kinds generally come in a month or six 
weeks later than market gardeners around 
towns and cities have them. At a very 
small outlay every farmer, or any one who 
has a piece of ground ; could have a suc­
cession of vegetables throughout the season- 
In the first place, an acre of ground or so 
should be devoted to vegetables on the 
farm. This plot of land should be thor­
oughly manured, drained and kept in first- 
class trim, with regard to cultivation and 
the eradication of weeds. This spot should 
receive from eight to ten cords of well 
rotted manure each year with all the hard­
wood ashes that can be obtained. The land 
should be manured in the fall, if possible, 
and ploughed. This will give a chance for 
the nutritive elements to be thoroughly 
mixed with the soil, and the plant food 
made available. When this land has been 
got into proper tilth the whole succession 
of garden vegetables may be put in with 
the same ease as is a field of roots

farmer’s living, and the other ninety-nine 
acres could be applied to profitable grain, 
stock and fruit raising. The quantity that 
can be raised on an acre of fertiile land is 
something prodigious, and not only could 
the land owner feed a large family from this 
source, but he might make profitable sales 
of the surplus in our central markets.
Especially where near a canning and pick­
ling establishment he would have ready sale 
for green corn, tomatoe, green beans, peas, 
cauliflowers, cucumbers, etc. In this sec­
tion, however, a canning factory would find 
difficulty in finding raw material. But for 
their canning factories, the farmers in the 
New England States could not live, as the 
majority of their farms have ceased to yield 
a profitable return in grain and stock. And 
now they are buying Canadian ashes and 
superphosphates—keeping up their fertility 
at our expense and making productive 
farms out of impoverished soil by going 
into “ truck farming,” as they call it—rais­
ing vegetables and fruit, selling in local 
markets and to canning factories. In a 
hygienic point of view, the different courses 
or rotations of vegetables that may be raised 
at such a small outlay of capital and labor, 
contain the medicinal virtues of the whole

What it Costs to Stop a Train.—C. 
C. Rainwater, chief engineer of the Wabash 
railroad, discussing the question of railroad 
management, said : “ Did you ever con­
sider what is the actual cost of stopping a 
train ? I have been in the railroad busi­
ness since I was a boy, and the question 
never seriously occurred to me until one 
day in a lawsuit at St. Louis, when the 
question came up. John C. Garrett, gen­
eral manager of the Wabash, testified 
the stand that the cost of stopping 
dinary passenger train at a way station 
was 70 cents. Being cross-examined, he 
admitted that a certain train running be­
tween East St. Louis and Toledo 
ing his company about $1 per mile, and 
being further questioned as to the number 
of stops made on the road, it was establish- 
that if it cost 70 cents for each stop, this 
paying train, as Mr. Garret called it, lost 
money to the extent of twice its operating 
expenses. The decision of the jury in the 
case was based on the conclusion that it 
cost about 50 cents in wear and tear and 
time to stop an ordinary passenger train at 
a way station, and I believe they 
about right.”—New York Star.

The Baldwin Apple.

Brook’s History of Medford, Maes., in re­
lation to the origin of the Baldwin apple, 
has the following ;—To Medford belongs 
the introduction of the famous Baldwin 
apple. The first tree producing this deli­
cious fruit grew on the hill side within two 
rods of the former Woburn line aud about 
ten rods east of the present road which leads 
from W est Medford. It was on the farm 
occupied by Mr. Thomson, forty or fifty 
rods south of what used to be called the 
Black Horse Tavern. At the request of 
Governor Brooks the writer made a visit 
to that tree in 1873 and climbed it. It was 
very old and partly decayed and bore fruit 
abundantly. Around its trunk the wood­
pecker had drilled as many as five or six 
circles of holes no larger than a pea, and 
from this peculiarity the apples were called 
Woodpecker apples which were afterwards 
shortened to Peckers, and during my youth 
they were seldom called by any other

How they came to their present 
Mas this ;—Young Baldwin, of Woburn, 
afterward a colonel and father of loami, 
was an intimate friend of Ben Thomson, 
afterwards Count Rumford. All lovers of 
science they asked permission of Profesfor 
Winthrop to attend his course of lectures 
in natural philosophy at Harvard College 
Twice a M eek these two young men walked 
from Woburn to Cambridge to hear the 
learned professor» One day as they were 
passing the Woo lpecker tree, they stopped 
to look at the tempting red cheeks on the 
loaded bows, and as a result they took and 
tasted. Each pronounced it to be the finest 
apple he had ever eaten. Some years after 
Colonel Baldwin took several of the scions 
to the public nursery, where, from the cir­
cumstances they took his name. In the 
September gale of 1875 the parent tree fell, 
leaving behind, however, a good posterity.
