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Rumors from Russia.

Government by one man’s will is rapidly
g becoming more and more unpopular in the
Dominions of the Czar, and a determina-
tion has been reached by a very influential
class of Russia’s people to put an end to it.
Nihilism, which has for years past been
the subject of so much newspaper writing,
has had a steady growth and is beginning
to exert an influence which may lead to
very important results. The class to
which reference is made is an educated
one, whose aim is neither socialism nor
anarchy. It is respectable in numbers and
activity, and especially so in mental
strength and capacity, and the demands it
makes appear very reasonable to the ears ot
people who are ruled by constitutional
means.

For all practicable purposes the compos-
ite population of Russia may be divided
into three classes; the nobles, who alone
can influence the Czar in his governmental
capacity ; the middle classes comprising
university students, merchants, lawyers,
travelers, who have visited Western Europe
and America, authors, military and naval,
and civil officers, and some others; and
third, the masses comprising the lower
orders. Of all these divisions the latter
alone are free of nihilism. To them their
ruler is little less than an object of worship,
and always of reverence and regard.
Many of the first named class may be found
in.the ranks of those who are working to
secure, by constitutional means if possible,
and by other ways if forced to the neces-
sity, a government by as well as for the
people.

Rumors have been
weeks past that the Czar has determined to
modify and remodel the system by which
his ancestors have administered the gov-
ernment of Russia, and that he has come to
this conclusion in order to free himself
from the tortures he suffers, and has so long
snffered, from threats of assassination by
his subjects. It is also said that he has
been urged to this course by the entreaties
of a weeping wife and sorrowing relatives,
who have been moved to that advice by the
knowledge and daily discoveries of new

plots against his life,
fall a sacrifice to his persistence in contin-
uwing his personal, absolute rule. They
have pointed out to him that ‘‘ members of
the nobility and officers of the army and
navy ” are deeply implicated in the new
movement toward a better and more con-
stitutional form of government, and that
the granting the reforms and changes de-
manded would indeed make him the father
of a grateful people, and give him the best
of title to the endearing epithet. These,
and similar causes, are said to have set the
Emperor at work te devise some method
of reform to meet the wishes of those who
desire a change, and it is further rumored
that he favors the institution of a popular
assembly, similar to the House of Commons
in England, and an elective Senate similar
to that of the United States. The nobles,
however, are said to favor an hereditary
house, on the model of the English House
of Lords, instead of the latter. He also
proposes to permit a free press within cer-
tain reasonable limits. These reforms im-
ply a great change for the better in eastern
Europe. Among the proposed reforms it
is declared that the exiles in Siberia will be
set free, and the system of which they
have been the victims abolished. - The
whole civilized world will applaud this act,
as well as the other reforms, and with
one acclaim declare the Czar worthy the
age in which he lives. Nihilism, having
gained its noble ends, will dissolve itself in
true patriotism, and become an arm of
strength, and be no longer a terrible fear to
the ruler of the Russias. May the rumors
that come to us prove true and the welfare
of the Russian people be secured, and the
world be made to acknowledge another
step in the grand civilization in which it
rejoices.

The Elections.

From Cape North to Cape Sable the past
week has witnessed the active canvass of
the candidates of both the great political
parties for legislative honors in the new
assembly this day week to be chosen by the
electors. 'Of the six or seven counties
which divided their vote at the last general
election, giving each of the contending
parties one supporter, it is not probable
that one of them will repeat their conduct
on next Wednesday. The contest is pretty
certain to be a keen one, but the result
may be expected that the victorious party
will have a good working majority in the
new house. When a general election ter-
minates in giving a party a large majority,
the peoples’ interests are in danger. A
strong and talented opposition is the safe-
guard for the public weal, and when it is
wanting it is possible for the adiinistrating
party to misuse its powers by becoming
tyrranical in its acts and unscrupulous in
the exercise of their power.

Addenda.
The following is an addenda to the Pro-
ceedings of the Municipal Council:—
AN ACT RELATING TO THE
OF CATTLE.

An Act to amend Chapter 67, Revised Stat-
wtes, of Fences, and Impounding Cattle :

IMPOUNDING

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council,
and Assembly, as follows :—

1. In any Municipality or portion of any
Municipality, where, by any bye-law, or-
der, or regulation of such Municipality,
Horses, Asses, Mules, Cattle, Sheep, or
Swine, are not allowed to run at large on
any public Street, Square, or Common, or
other public ground, in such Municipality
or portion thereof, it shall be lawful for
any freeholder, or any person acting under
his authority, to drive or take any such
animals so found running at large in any
such public Street, Square, or Common, or
other public ground, or found trespassing
in any field or on any other improved land
being private property, having strayed in
or on to the same from such public " Street,
Square, Common, or other public ground,
while so running at large, whether the same
shall be enclosed by a fence or not, and
such animal so found, as aforesaid, to im-
pound in any public pound in such Munici-
pality or portion thereof.

2. Any damage caused or done by any
of such animfls so straying from any pub-
lic Street, Square, Common, or other
public ground, while so running at large,
into any such field or on any other such
improved land, being private property,
whether the same shall be enclosed by a
fence or not, shall be paid by the owner of
such animal so trespassing, to the party in-
jured, which damage may be ascertained as
provided by section 4 of the chapter hereby
amended.

3. All the provisions for the recovery of
damages for animals trespassing provided
for by sections 5, 13, 14 and 15 of the said
Chapter hereby amended, and for charges
of Pound Keepers, shall apply to the re-
covery of damages for trespasses committed
by any such animal so straying as aforesaid,
and for the recovery of such Pound Keep-
er’s charges on the impounding and keep-
ing of the same.

4. Section 4 of said Chapter is hereby
amended by striking out the word * per-
sons ” in the second line of said section,
and insert in lien thereof the words ** dis-
interested freeholders.”

($240,000). The total amount given for
railway subsidies so far this session is $3,-
486,000. Of this amount Ontario received
$1,433,000, divided amongst fourteen rail-
ways; Quebec $1,272,000, to sixteen roads;
New Brunswick $367,600 to seven roads ;
Nova Scotia $290,000 to two roads; British
Columbia $112,000 to one road, and Prince
Edward Island $96,000 to one road.

A Trir To Nova ScoriA.—Between
March 1, 1889, and January 1, 1890, the
steamer Yarmouth, of the Yarmouth (N.
8.) line made 81 round trips between Bos-
ton and Yarmouth, landed 162 cargoes,
and did not miss connecting with the trains
in a single instance. This is a remarkable
record. This line performs the service the
year round, and the passenger traffic has
increased beyond all expectation. To meet
this increase, the steamer Boston, now
building on the Clyde, was designed. She
is guaranteed to be the swiftest craft of her
size and draught afloat, and will be in Bos-
ton in July.

THE ROAD MONEY.

Mz. EpiToR :—
I am awure that the MoxiTor is not a
litical paper, but I fancy you will not re-
use a few lines if written in the proper
spirit, even if they do not coincide with
your own feelings and wishes. In the last
Spectator is an extract from the Halifax
I;:cmld,- making it appear that the expenses
of expending the Government road money
was *‘about 20 per cent.,” aud that under
the Municipal Council it would only have
been five per cent. Now for the factors:
The amount paid to Inspectors or Super-
visors under the Government Act was $11,-
088.27. This is-not disputed and is some-
thing less than five per cent. on the amount
expended. Now what is the cost of money
expended by the Municipal Council? Here
it 1s: Commission, five per cent.; Super-
visors, something over one and one-half per
cent,, or six and one-half J)er cent. in all.
Had the amount expended by Government
been expended by the Council it would
have cost the snug little sum of three thou-
sand three hundred and twenty-six dollars
more than it did expended by Government,
These figures are correct and can easily be
verified by any elector who wishes to know
the facts. How then does the Herald and
the Conservative candidates as well, make
the expense twenty per cent. I will tell
you—by changing the wages of foremen in
the amount expended by Government and
very honestly omitting to charge the wages
of foremen in the amount expended by the
Council. Hence the difference. In Anna-
polis County there were 21 foremen under
the Government, and over 200 under the
Municipal Council, the amount expended
being about the same. Comment is un-
necessary. .

WAR AGAINST SALOONS.

Boston, Mass., May 8.—There seems to
be a disposition to carry thé war against
the saloons to the utmost limit. A week
ago, when the Boston police board was
compelled by the pressure of the law and
order league to order the enforcement of
the law forbidding sales over the bar, the
hotel proprietors and the saloon keepers
began placing tables and chairs in their bar
rooms and insisting upon customers taking
seats and being served by waiters. To-day
the secretary of the law and order league
published a letter, sharply attacking them
for the course, which he stigmatizes as an
attempt to throw dust in the eyes of the
public. ‘““A table,” Mr. Dudley writes,
‘‘ may be made a public bar just as easily as
a counter.” The question promises to be-
come locally paramount.

MONTEVIDEO HURRICANE.

Montevideo, May 5.—The hurricane
which prevailed here last week caused
serious damage to the shipping at this

rt. The British schooner Byron M.,

went ashore, and will probably prove a
total wreck. The British barque Blue Bird,
Capt. McDonald, from Boston, collided
with the Norwegian barque Columba, Capt.
Chyren, from firunswick. The damage
to the vessels is not known. The bargue
Freya was partly dismasted. "The Italian
barque Mariana Pepa, Captain Dafilice,
from Buenos Ayres for the United States
and the British barque Wenonah, Captain
McCann, from Liverpool, were both blown
ashore. The Wenonah will probably be a
total loss. Her cargo is being -saved.
There was a large number of other disasters.
A number of lighters were sunk.
A TERRIBLE TALE.

San Francisco, May 12.-—News was re-
ceived here last night that in the great
storm on March 4th, the schr. Kliza Mary
was driven on the reefs at Mallicoli in the
New Hebrides. There were on board a
crew of 18, two passengers, 44 recruits and
15 returning laborers, making a total of 79.
The first beat lowered, manned by four
white men and several of the black crew,
was dashed to pieces and four white men
drowned. Those who remained on board
the ship were saved. Several of the re-
craits swam for the shore but were either
drowned or killed after landing. One boy
with 20 men went with some natives to a
village near the coast. Thcy were given
food, but while eating, the savages set
upon them, and tomahawked them, the
boy alone escaping by flight. In all, four
white men and 47 blacks were lost.

THREE DAYS IN DORIES,
Canso, May 8 —A dense fog has pre-
vailed for several days and still continues.
The Princess Beatrice was delayed some
thirty hours on account of it. Accidents
umon% the fishing fleet on the banks are re-
ported.

Eight Papal reigns did not exceed each a
month’s duration, 40 extended over one
year, 22 over two years, 54 over 5 years,
51 over 15 years, 18 over 20 years, and only
nine exceeded that duration. Of the 297
Popes, 31 were declared usurpers and here-
tics, and of the remaining 266 legitimate
occupants of the Holy See 64 met with
violent deaths, 18 having been poisoned
and four strangled. Independently of the
Avignon Popes, 26 were deposed, expelled
from Rome, and banished ; 28 others were
only maintained in power by foreign aid.’

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What the Little Folks Should Wear.

The Jenness- Miller Magazinefor thecar-
rent month gives some valuable tical
hints on the dressing of our Utgz‘c ones,

which will interest many of our readers,

No suabject, it asserts, is mgre carefully

studied by the, wise mother. Upon the

education given to childhood many

importam. interests, and this fact is now so

univereally recognized that the best teach-

ers are to-day employed in schools for

children, while the attention of educators

is given as never before to methods of

development adapted to the tender years

of youth. Philanthropists direct ‘their

energies to the children of the large cities,

and intelligence everywhere Wlwl that

the proper education of the chil of this

age means happiness for coming ages,

With interest in physical culture pre-

vailing among all classes, and even conven-

tional fashion presenting styles in dress that

give freedom to motion, and grace to pbhy-

sical expression, it scems strange that young
children should be swathed as never before,

and made to wobble along like little old
women in gowns that not only fetter
movement, but repress muscular develop-
ment,

The present accepted style of dress for
tiny toddlers and the wee folks up to the
age of four or five is one that no thoughtful
parent will cver favor., The awkward
walk attendant upon such dress is one of
the least of its evils, and to an intelligent
observer the attempts of poor little lassies
to get freedom by holding up their tiny
skirts is more pathetic than humorous.

A-child should be dressed from the hour
of its birth with reference to its physical
needs, and when the baby-gowns are laid
aside garments should be adopted which
restrict as littleas possible thegrowing body;
the tiny lassie should no more wear petti-
coats than the little laddie. The warmth
that the limbs require will be supplied by
the little union suit, and for the gown no
material shoald be used which is too deli-
cate for the child to frolic and play in.

It seems incredible that in this era any
mother should be indifferent to the physio-
logical results of dress. Yet a little maiden
of eight years was recently heard com-
plaining that she could not get down on
the floor to play, her corset was so tight,
and examination showed that she was ac-
tually wearing a boned waist. Any waist
tends to compress the form, and many a
womafi owes her flattened bust to the little
waist, buttoning behind, which she wore
during childhood and often in her early
teens. Taking care, then, that the under-
garments are hygienically made, let the
gowns be planned with equally intelligent
thought. Use for ordinary wear only
simple serviceable wools. Pretty colors
should be chosen and styles selected at
once artistic and hygicuic, for sll these
thin%s have an influence upon the unfolding
mind and character of the little woman.
Some mothers, alive to the importance of
hygienic dress, are indifferent to its artistic
importance, and plain material and subdued
colors are chosen for the child of seven that
would be suitable for the grandmother of
seventy.

But while the dress of childhood should
be as {)icturesque as possible, it should con-
sider beyond all other questions that of
giving freedom to the childish nature. If
the child is impressed with the idea that
the pretty gown is to kept pretty, and that
to this end she must not run or climb
fences, or be anything but a “little lady,”
she is made conscious of her clothing in a
way that works injury to the little heart
as well as to the little limbs. There are,
however, serviceable as well as bright-col-
ored wools in which a child’s sense of the
beautiful and love of freedom may both be
gratified.

No reader of this magazine needs to be
told that a growing child should never be
allowed to wear corsets. The vainest
mother in the world ought to know that a
stiffness of the form is induced by any
pressure upon the unformed body, and that
if she would have her girls graceful, lithe,
and of willowy figure they must have full
play in every muscle, during the years in
which muscle demand perfect freedom.

Encourage in girls as well as boys love
for out-of-door sports, and let the little
woman, no less than her brother, feel that
dress is no obstacle to pleasure. All suits
will not be made for the play-ground, but
for ordinary wear the garments should be
chosen with reference to childish needs
and pastimes.

The Vegetable Garden.

It is a matter of surprise that farmers
and others in the country pay so little at-
tention to the vegetable garden. Not one
farmer in a hundred has anything approach-
ing a rotation of vegetables—say from the
early part of June through the successive
months of summer and fall. The average
garden consists of but two or three varie-
ties instead of fifteen or twenty, and these
few kinds generally come in a month or six
wecks later than market gardeners around
towns and cities have them. At a very
small outlay every farmer, or any one who
has a piece of ground ; could have‘'a suc¢-
cession of vegetables throughout the
In the first place, an acre of ground or so
should be devoted to vegetables on the
farm. This plot of land should be thor-
oughly manured, drained and kept in first-
class trim, with regard to- cultivation and
the eradication of weeds. This spot should
receive from eight to ten cords of well-
rotted manuare each year with all the hard-
wood ashes that can be obtained. The land
should be manured in the fall, if possible,
and ploughed. This will give a chance for
the nutritive elements to be thoroughly
mixed with the soil, and the plant food
made available. When this land has been
got into proper tilth the whole -succession
of garden vegetables may be put in with
the same ease as is a field of roots or corn.
If this acre of land were measured in its
productivenessness, it would exceed in pro-
fit more than any ten acres devoted toany-
thing else, An acre of land with season-
able vegetables would be the ay of a
farmer’s living, and the other ninety-nine
acres could be applied to profitable grain,
stock and fruit raising. The quantity that
can be raised on an acre of fertiile land is
something prodigious, and not only could
the land owner feed a large family from this
source, but he might make profitable sales
of the surplus in our central markets.
Especially where near a canning and pick-
ling establishment he would have ready sale
for green corn, tomatos, green beans, peas,
caulifiowers, cucumbers, etc. In this sec-
tion, however, a canning factory would find
difficulty in finding raw material. But for
their canning factories, the farmers in the
New England States could not live, as the
majority of their farms have ceased to yield
a profitable return in grain and stock. And
now they are buying Canadian ashes and
superphosphates—keeping up their fertility
at our expense and making productive
farms out of impoverished soil by going
into “ truck farming,” as they call it—rais-
ing vegetables and fruit, selling in local
markets and to canning factories. In a
hygienic point of view, the different courses
or rotations of vegetables that may be raised
at such a small outlay of capital and labor,
contain the medicinal virtues of the whole
vegetable pharmacopeeia. Carrots and par-
snips have a powerful influence on the kid-
neys; so has spinach and lettuce, besides
being tonic and laxative. Celery is a pow-
erful nervine, whilst onions act similiarly,
also producing good effects upon the pul-
monary organs. Tomatoes act mechani-
cally upon the bowels, and their acid chem-
ically upon the liver. There is a strong
sentiment setting in in favor of a more
liberal vegetable diet for the prolongation
of life.
