President Roosevelt Delivers His
Message.

APPEALS TO CONGRESS TO RATI-
FY THE CUBAN TREATY'

Washington, Nov. 10.—The Presi-
dent’s message to Congress is as fol-
lows:—

IO the Senate and House of
sentatives:—

I have convened the Congress that
it may consider the legislation neces-
saty to put into operation the com-
mercial treaty with Cuba, which was
rat.fied by the Senate at its last ses-
sion, and subsequently by the Cuban
Goiernment. 1 deem such legislation
demanded not only by our interest,
but by onr honor. We. cannot with
ropriety abandon the course wupon
which we have so wisely embarked.
When the acceptance of the Platt
amendment was required from Cuba
by the aciion of the congress of the
Unitcd States, this Government there-
by definitely commitied itself to the
unique position as regards this coun-
try. It wes provided that when the
island became a free and independent
Republic she should stand in such
close relations with us as in certain
respects to come within our system of
International policy, and it necessar-
'y follows that sha must, to a degree,
be included within the lines of our
e:onomic pol.cy. Situated as Cuba is
it would not be possible for this coun-
try to permit the stragetic alwuse of
the island by any foreign military
power. It is for this reason that cer-
tain limitations have been imposed
upon her financial policy, and that na-
val stations have been conceded by
her to the United States. The nego-
tiations' ag to the details of these naval
«tatiors are on the eve of completion.
They are so situated as to prevent any
ilea that there is the intention ever
to use them against Cuba, or other-
wise, than fcr the prote:tion of Cuba
‘rom the assaults of foreign foes, and
for the better safeguarding of Ameri-
can interests in the waters south’ of
us.

Thess interesis have heen largely in-
creascd by the consequenzs of the
war with Spain, and will be still fur-
ther increascd by the bmilding of the
{sthmian Canal.” They nre both mili-
tary and economic. The granting to us
by Cuba of tke naval stations alove
alluded to is of the numost impor-
tance from a military standpoinr, and
is procf of the good faith wita which
Cuba is treating us. Cuba bas made
great [rogress since her 1independence
was estabplished.... She bhas advanced
cteadily in every way. She afceacy
stands high among her sister Repub-
lics of the world. She is loyally ob-
serving her obligations to us: and is
entitled to the like treatment by us.

The treaty submitted to you for ap-
proval s.cures to tne United Statesg
«conomic advantages as great as those
oiven Cuba. Not an interest is sacrificed.
By the treaty a large Cuban market
lics at our doors, which is already
large, which is capable of great ex-
pansion and which is especially impor-
tant to the development of our export
trade. It would indeed be shortsight-
od bor us to refuse to take advantage
of such an opportunity, and to force
Cuba isto making arrangements with
cther countries to our disadvantage.

The reciprocity treaty stands by it-
self. It it demanded on considerations
of broad national policy as well as
by our economic interest. It will do
harm to no industry. It will benefit
many industries. It is in the interest
of the people as a whole, both becausa
of its importance from the broad
standpoint of the International Policy.
and because economically it intimately
concerns us to develop and secure the
rich Cuban market for our farmers,
art’sans, merchants and manufacturers.

Finally, it is desirable as a guaran-
tee of the good faith of our nation to-
wards her voung sister Republic to
the south, whose welfare must ever be
closely bound with ours. We gave her
dberty. We are knit to her by the
memories of the blood and the cour-
age of our soldiers who fought for her
in war; by the memories of the wisdom
and infegrity of our administrators
who served her in peace and who
started her so well on the difficult
path of seli-government. We must help
her onward, and upward; and in help-
ing her we shall help ourselves.

The foregoing considerations caused
the negotiations of the treaty with
Cuba, and its ratification by the Sen-
ate. .They now with equal force sup-
pert the legislation by the congress,
which by the terms of the treaty is
necessary to render it operative. A
failure to enact such legislation would
come perilously near a repudiation of
the pledged faith of our nation.

Mr. Editor:

It is by no means an
sight to see boys under the age of
twelve years standing on our street
corners smoking a pipe, cigar or ci-
garette. In other towns in the prov-
ince tke police have heen speciaily
in-tructed by those in authority to
arcest all boys indulging in this hab-
it, and why cannot the same instruc-
tions be issued to our officer. For the
information of the members of the
Police- Committce, as well as to those
who dispose to these boys tobacco, al-
low me to cite Sce. 2 and 3 of Chap-
ter 119, Revised Statutes of Nova
Scotia:

“Sec. 2. Any person who supplies
to any person under sixteen years of
age, any cigars, cigarettes, smoking
of chewing tobacco, or any other form
cr preparation of tobacco or opium
for smoking or chewing, on the prom-
ise of any money or other valuable
consideration shall be liable to a pen-
alty not exceeding twenty dollars, and
in default of payment of such penalty
to be imprisoned for any term not ex-
ceeding thirty days.”

“Sec. 3. Any person under sixteen
years who has in his possession or
smokes, or in any way uses eigars,
cigarettes, smoking or chewing to-
bacco or snuff or any form or prepara-
tion of tobacco ér opium shall be li-
able to a penalty not exceeding five
dollars, or to imprisonment for any
tcrm not exceeding seven days, and in
default of payment to be imprisoned
for any term not exceeding seven
days.”’

Now, Mr. Editor, our province has
furnished us with this law, so let us
hope our town council will awaken to
the situation and issue instructions to
our police officer to arrest, not only
the boys who flagrantly violate this
statute, but to fine the merchant who,
contrary to our statutes, disposes to
these boys tobaccos in any form.

Dear Siri—We must contemplate with
satistaction the various ways opening
up whereby a young man embarking
on an agricultural career may fit him-
celf %o the work to the best advantage
and thus secure the best results from
his investments and labor. The intcr-
st taken by the government of the
day, the agricultural schools and col-
loges constantly increasing in number,

the writings of scientific men constan
ly being propagated by hooks and
papers, all enable him to make use
of the research and experience of oth-
ors.

Farmers of an older generation had
to depend largely on their own exper-
iments for advancement, or else follow
in the ruls and mistakes of those
gone before them. In this way they no
doubt lost much in the way of time,
emall returas, ete.

New ways have been opened to the
rising generation, but the schooling
and the colleges are beyond the reach
of men bound to their homes by ties
and dutics that demand their atten-
{icn day by day. It is, however, their
privilege to take advantage of the
great school of discussion. Farmers
clubs, societies and associalions are
important factors in this school. We
must also recognize the value that
such a department as you conduct in
your county paper may become to us

if we avail ourselves of the opportune
ity offered for an interchange of ideas.
I have af the present time a few sub-
jects that I would like to discuss
with my brother farmers, but as 1
have trespass:d somewhat on space I
will reserve them for a future date.
In the meantime I hope to see others
evince an inter.st, as I believe a good
th'ng should ke encouraged. Trust you
will find space for this, even though it
comes from one of the

The Best there is in the Farm.
Few of us get the best there is in
our farms. That is because we dd®not
put the best there is in us into them.
There isn't much use in expecting
great things on the farm unless
are willing to plan, work and study
how to get those great things. How
shall we go at it to do that?

In the first place, the soil must be
in a good state of fertility. This
means that we must have carefully
saved up every particle of barnyard
‘manure we have, and have seconded
this effort by a judicious use of com-
mercial fertilizer. It means, too, that
we have not previously cropped the

* Jand to death. Then, we will plowt
thoroughly. Not one man out of ta
in this country knows how to plow; or
if he does, he has not the grit and
the gumption to do it. Once in a
while we meet a farmer who insists
that this part of the farm work shall
Le done thoroughly. He is on the way
to succcss. It was an old Scotchman
who said, “Ye dinna ken how to plow
in this country; ye on’y scraitch at the
groon.” And that is about what most
of us farmers do—we the
ground.

And again, to get the best there is
in our farms we must use the harrow
more faithfully. The farmer has no
better tool than a good harrow. 1
say a ‘“‘good” harrow because hosts of
farmers have not such a thing on the
place. They are working away with
the same old V-shaped ‘‘drag’ their
fathers used, or else have picked up at
some sale a worn-out thing not worth
bringing home. No good work can be
done with such a tool. Harrows oi
an up-to-date patfern are reasonable
in price nowadays and every
ought to have one or more.

No use To sow seed that will not
grow or that is full of weed seed.

It is the intent on of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture to develop this
util ty-type strain of Barred Plymouth
Recks and to distribute them to the
farmers at a nominal price. Last
year about 800 Barred Plymouth Rocks
were 851d to the farmers. The demand
for Plymouth Roclks has greatly
(reesed this year.

The poultry breeding stations are
equipred with incubators, brooders an
movable hous's. One incubator will
generally hateh as many chickens as
20 sitting hens. The most satisfac-
tory method of rearing 200 or more
chickens a year these movable
hous:s and brooders. The
house and brooder are cheap in con-
straction and can be built at home.
It is profitable for almost every farm-
er near a large city to raise und fat-
ten from 200 to 500 chickens a year.

The chicken rearing stations are
operated at Chicoutimi, Que., Andover
N. B. and Vernon River Bridge, I. E.
I. They carry on the same work as
the poultry breeding stations except
that the eggs for hatching are bought
from fermeérs who possess good flocks
of Barred Plymouth Rocks. There are
no especially selected Plymouth Rock
pullits at these stations.

The chicken fattening stations are
located at Sandwich, Ont., Stanford,
Que., Rogersville, N. B., East Am-
herst . and North East Margaree, N.
S., Alberton, Glenfinnan, Montague
Bridge, Mount Stewart and Eldon, P.
E. I. These illlustration stations pur-
chase chickens from the for
fattening. The stations have ax equip-
ment of fattening crates, shaping
hoards, ete. The chickens are fatted
for 23 days in the crates and at the
completion of that time are starved
36 hours, killed by dislocation of the
neck, pressed into a square shape and
pacl.ed info boxes.

This year it is the intention of the
Dominion Department of Agriculture
to sell fatted farmers’ chickens on all
the principal Canadian markets and to
<hows the consumers the improved qual-
ily of cratefed chickens. Up to the
present time no chickens have been
exportcd by the Department to Great
B:itain. The price received per pound
is from 10 to 13 cents, plucked
This course will be pursued
so that farmers in any part of Can-
ada fattening their chickens can sell
them to dealers who - recognize the
value of fatted chickens and pay an
increased price per pound for them.

It would ke to the advantage of
furmcrs living rear the fattening sta-
tions to visit the stations and learn
the modern methods of killing, pluck-
ing and shaping chickens. The men in
charge will give information regardirg
tle dispesal of the fatted chickens.

When
the work commenced, Mr. John Frood,
the operator of the station, was re-
questad to interest the farmers about
Renirew in chicken fattening and to
inform them of the high prices paid for
fatted chickens in Montreal. Mr.
loaned two farmers the fattening
crates and showed them how to feed
their chickens. These chickens were
scld in Montreal at 11 cents per
pound, plucked weight, and one of the
farmers wrote the Department that he
was well pleased with the price he ob-
tained. This year the farmer erected
a poul:ry house costing $200 and
engaging in the business extersively.

A
drought commenced in May, which con-
tinued till the end of June, and which
was not only very injurious to the
growth of crops, but caused very de-
siractive forest fires in various parts
of the province. The returns that
came in up to the 5th of July indicat-

THE ART OF FRYING.

With the first frosty snap of Au-
tumn weather the many fried dishes
which have hemn temporarily banished
during the summer reappear on the
daily housebold menu.

If there is any class of foods which
must be faultlessly prepared to be
wholesome at all, it is these various
“dipped and browned” viands ranged
under a general term of “fried foods.”
It is not the young housekeeper alone
who makes mistakes with them. Many
a housckceper of 25 years’ experience
has yet to learn the art of producing
a crisply browned oyster or cutlet.

Frying is cooking hy means of im-
mersion in deep, hot fat. The fat
should Le deep enough to completely

cover the articles to be cooked. Since
if properly uvsed, only a little fat is
consumed each time, and, if clarified
and strained, the same fat be
used many times, this metnod of fry-
ing ic not so extravagant
