Every person who is capablo of taking
a rational view of matters knows that the
press is tho prop that holds up every or-
ganization that has any permanency or
claita to respectability of size; if this be
removed the foundation is gone and the
structure, no matter how magnificent its
form or proportions, i3 s0on only a mass
of ruins.

Tho conclusion of many of the most
observant members of our Onder is that
the great Jover of tho Grange movement
in America has been the press.  Our ene-
mies are not unaware of this and are eall-
ing to their aid any means that can bo
employed to hedge this t influence
and neutralizo tho power it is acquiring,
Thoy fully understand that without the
agency of the press wo aro at their mercy ;
and thoy as fully realizo tho importance
to them of breaking it down at whatever

cost, and to this end are oxerting all tho
power of which thoy are capable.

If tho Grango is to be a live ingtitution,
Grange papers must bo circulated and
read,and a littlo prompt and well-directed
effort in this direction on the part of cach
Patron wonld do wondors for the Onder.
But as our duties are ignored, or their
performance postponed, so in proportion
will tho interest of the Onder languish,

OPPOSITION TO THE GRANGE.

We havo heard complaints from dif-
ferent parts of tho countiy stating that
thero is great opposition to the moveinent
by prominent meschants and manufac.
turers, and that this opposition is looked
upon as injurious and detrimental fo its
progress, Our members are but iinperfectly
acquainted with the growth of institutions
and himan progress if thev think any-
thing can oxist without opposition. Prin-
ciples and ideas that are accepted and
received by overybody as true are only
axioms and do not need any exerciso of
the judginent to perceive thelr truth, Did
any of our members over know of a sys-
tem or theory that had uo oppouents.
Dispute is what generally estabhishesand
roots any now doctrine. That opposition
is tho life of institutions is just as trueas
that opposition is the life of trade,

Institutions that have gained tho
greatest foothold in society have been
well opposed.  We need hardly allude to
different pennanent institutions at tho
present timoe to show this,

Men, as a general thing, do not wakaa
noise until they are hurt,  If men whom
the Order naturally expect, from their
interests, oppose tho Order, it is a good
sign. Probably the Society has not met
with that opposition that its increased
numbers and influenco demand. Criticism
would tend to make the policy of the
Order more thorough and cflicient, and its
members better posted in the principles,

The rapid growth of the Grange sys-
tem in the U. S. has rather retarded
than increased its uscfulness. The ori-
ginators of the Order had not the slightest
conception it would assumo such dunen-
sions in so short a time. The Canadian?
Order should bo gnarded by this and pro-
ceed slowly and cautiously, and not look
so much to increased numbers for
strength as systematic and uniform work-
ing.  Granges that aro but improperly
taught, and do not understand tho correct
working of thoe ritual, and do not fully
comprehend the basis on which the Order
is built, are a source of weakuess instead
of strength, Howaever, it would be most
unreasonablo to expect that an institution,
such as the Patrons of Husbandry, which
has so recently sprung into existence,
which has increased with such remark-
able rapidity, should havo come into ex-
istence or reached its present gigantic
proportions without many mistakes both
i plan and execution.

MIDDLEMEN.

This word has been bandied around in
connection with the Grango Society with-
out any thought as to its meaning or
adaptation. 1t is well known that as far
as mere words aro concerned, that some
have a varicty of meanings, and also the
samo meaning in different degrees, that is
in a particular or general sense.  For in-
stance, the word man ay mean & single
individual, or a3 a gencral term may
mean the whole human mce.  Now, the
word middleman has been seized upon
by the opponents of the Order to show
the absurdity of nccomplishing what the
Grangers claim to do away with—middle-
men in its extended sense.  Of coursein
its strict application it would imply no

racdium between two nations or even in-

dividuals. The commerco between tho
varions nations in the world would be
totally done away with, and men live in
a stato of primitivo barbaisia.  Then of
course thoy say if you don't want middle~
men, fanmers nust fetch their spices from
Coylon, their tea from China, and yo to
England for their hardware, broadcloth
and cottons.  Now this would be too ab-
surd to bo entertained by any other than
a sct of fanatics.  DBut this nonsensc is
pareded with great pomp and sliow as o
conclusive argument aganst Grango prine
ciples.  Now Pntrons contend that intel-
ligent and honest middlemen are as re-
quisito to tho welfare of Socicty as law-
yers, doctors and other professions, What
they disclaim against is tho surplus, or
that portion which is not requisite and
necessary to tho well-being of the com-
munity. “Their surplus and their exag-
tion duninish our profits,”

The bitterest enemies of the Grange
system cannot deny but farmers aro daily
proyeduponbymonwhothusinsistupondo-
ing their business whethor they want them
to doso ornot.  We contend that Cana-
dian farmers are, or should be, sufticiently
intelligent to know their own wants and
means without hiriug anybody to instruct
them. They have enough to do with
their hard carnings without supporting a
number of agents and peddlers at tho
price they have to Yny. Qur farmers
often grumbloe about tho legitimato taxes
laid on their land for municipal and gov
crnmmment purposes, but if they only con-
sidered the tax paid by them on every
hundred acres of fand to snpport & host
of surplus middlemen, they would not
grumnblo much. At a low calculation an
averngo furmer pays 8100 a yearto clothe
and {feed this numerous class of gentry.
In this scnso the Grangers say they don't
want middlemen, Penodically there aro
turned loose on the'farming community
hordes of this clags for some new en-
terprise or article. The swindles are so
glaring and palpable in many cases that
1t is strango tho good sense of our farm-
ers do not detect phem. But it will be
recollected thoy are trained swindlerse
men who wnderstaud human nature
Thoy are in fact & vast improverient on
Sam Slick in ynderstanding * Soft Saw-
der and Human Natur.” They have been
schooled in taitk and trickery tho same as
the Artful Dodger and other pupils of old
Fagin, the Jow, and have gono through
the same mental manipulation as those
aHt scholars did in abstracting a handker-
chief without being detected. 1Tt is not
seacrally known that such agent schiools
aro in operation, and applicants for situa-
tions aro put though a regular course of
training. Thoy are-thus moro than a
match for the gencrality of our farmers.

The operations of somo of those gentle-
men last winter and spring were really
alarming. At a low calculation, and this
is from the men themselves, 860,000 were
taken out of Ontario alone, on bogus fruit
trees and © High Bush * strawberries.

So perfect weri those fellows in this
business,that they deceived tho shrowdest
of our farmers, and even members of the
Grango who wero cspecially cautioned
against their wles, were muleted into
large sums, Their plens aro laid with
mathematical precision and order. When
they call at a housq they say they have
been recommended by Squiro , OT
Pr, , or Rev. Mr, . Heor
they bave invested, and certainly they
must follow their influential neighbors.
In fact, wo have said hefore, thoy work
systematically on tho principles of Soft
Sawder and Human Nature.

The first instruction, and onc of tho
clements of success, is by no means, or on
any sccount, to let the prico of the
articlo bo known. This, of course, is the
basis of tho agency system and monoYoly:
Doa't let the farmers know anything
about tho original cost.

A further referenco to this system may
not be uninteresting, and will be finished
in our next.

GRANGE INSURANCE.

Wo havo received two communizations
on this subject, asking for information,
and proposing that this_question should
be thoroughly discussed in our columns,

The question as to whether tho insur-
ance companies are receiving more or less
than an equitable return, wo do not pro-
poso to discuss ; but it will not bo denied
that the oxpense of insuranco is largely
increased by tho number of salaried offie
cers and soliciting agencies which thoy
support.

Any plan, consequently, that will do
away with this large item of expense,and
at tho samo timo allow tho assured to re-
tain for his own use the money needed
for this purpose, is worthy of considera-
tion, Qur corresponcent from St. Mary's
hag put it in a very fair light when he
says, “Insurance at present i§ cheap, but
can it not be cheaper 1"

Whilo mutual companies have been
reasonably successful and safo in the busi-
ness, it would seom that they have had
drawbacks. The first is tho large num-
ber of high salaried officers and the army
of soliciting, agents, which have increased
the oxpense and eaten up the profits.

The only plan which could bo adopted
would be for the officers of the Lodges
to do the local work themselves at a
small expense. But if the rod be bent too
much one way, and you bend it aa much
tho other in order to get it straight, you
avoid on the one hand tho wasteful and
expensive old system, but run to the op-
posite cxtreme and adopt & policy penu-
rious, mean and inaffective.  Between
these extremes we must choose oursystetn,

Breeders will find the Granger an ex-
callent medium for advertising, Look
ot our ratea.

BANKING THEIR MONEY.
BUYING ON CREDIT.

We hear considerable complaints from
our merchants that farmers bank their
money and come and buy from them on
credit. Did it nover occur to them that
thoy have been the means of driving
tho farmersto this?  Farmers know we
their neighbors buy on credit at as cheap
a rato us they do for cash. When this is
tho case it is very matural they should
make the most out of their monoy they
could.

Tiio cash customers have hitherto been
paying the bills of all the dead beats our
merchants have.  The per cent, laid on
for bad debts amounts to no small item
under the present credit system, Lot the
merchants bring their business to a cash
basis, as the Grangers propose, and they
will have no reason to complain that
farmers bank their monoy and buy on
credit.

FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE

A correspondent from Lambton states
the fariners of Plympton have lost 2 nuin-
ber of ¢ ttlo by what thoy call bo Black
Foot. Malcolm Dewar, Utoxeter, having
somo days ago lost & head of his best
steers and cows.  This is the only caso
wo have heard of, although we have mado
diligent cnquiry from our prominent
breeders and drovers, and wo have heard
of nothing to warrant the runor that tho
diseaso is prevalent through the country
only from this correspondent. However,
if cases do laagpon they should be
promptly reported by our farmers, An
atticle will be found in another column
by Drs. Wilson & Tenant, of London,
on this discase.

profit than tho manufacturcrs, mahing over
40,000,000 of profits drawn from the farmers
and mechanics of the country v a single year,
by threo sewing machino companies and thei.
agente, Hundreds aod thousands, even, of
other articlea, are paving smilar profits to
agents, dealers and manufacturers  Hundreds
of millions of ilollars are thus taken fiom the
producers of the country aonually. Can wo
wonder then that farm: - docs not jay better,
and that laborers and me - aamics cannot five at
the prices they recervo tor their Jabor, which
oven are claimed to be excessive d Cut off thowe
profits sod the laborer can lay by money npan
ono hall his prescnt ealary  Conld the con
sumers buy direct at tho millx or manutactory,
and at the price agreed upon by the broker or
agent, by far the greater portios of the exces.
sive margin of profit would remaim 1 the
pochet of the consumers, This s impracticable
and mpossible as husiness hias been heretofore
conducted. Farmers and mechanics were ian
tated, without nnmion, vo coucert of action and
no means of communication with the manutac-
turers. Tho plaa and purpose of the Patrony of
Musbandry and Sovereigns of Todustry sccurcs
this object. Saving to the consumers the ex-
ceases which ansoe from tollscharged by middle-
men, tho various parties who stand between
the mavufacturers and tho producers of tho raw
material to supply his establishtnent, and the
food for his laborera, and those who atand Le-
tween the manufasturer and the consumer,—

Tho onlyaclution we have 1tho secrecy,
featernity and mntual benefits,  1f, then, theso
clementa aro so ctfectust ln secunog success,
permaanency and prosperity in other ordera,why
not effectualin promoting the same interests in
tho Grange !

WHAT THE URANGE DESIRES.

“Tho desiro of the (Qrange is dircct business
ibtercourse with the consumer, whose co opera-
tion ho e2cks that reciprocal adeantages mniy
follow. So far as tho muldieman ¢an aﬁi and fa
indespensiblo to such intercomse, he is welcome,
Tt is not intended to supplant him. But the
busineas appears to bo overgrown, and may ro-
quire pruning  Too 1oany men prefer to handlo
goxIn and products instead of manufactuning
nud producing them.  This excess of labor
power cabnot and ought not to be spared from
tho ranks of produciion, No other argument .8
Becossary to prove that tho business of produc-
tion is unremunerative thanthefact thattbebusi-
neas of distnbation, including what are called
the "profcssors,” 18 20 over crowded, When
production becumes profitable it wall become re-
spectable It ouglit always to Lo sufficiently
profitablo to induce tho surpina labor from all
othor pursuits to epgago inat, Perlmm this may
happen when 1t 18 no longer obliged to support
such surplua naproductive labor fron 1ts earn-
ings, Nocluscolmerver wilt deny that thero is
a superfluity of merchants and middlemen. It
is ¢nudent there are not cnmough preducers to
supply distnbuters with business, hence tho
smaller amount done by each neceasitates larger

rofita to afford them suppoit. We would pre.
er tobe one of a crownl of customers to sup-
port a merchant than to be o merchant of a
amall squad. Wo should expect to pay less tolls.
Wo bold to tho doetnne that customers have a
right tonsist upon reasonable tolla”

GRANGE EDUCATIQN,

Weo organize for educational purpeses. Our
agricultral and other 10dustrial classes are ig-
norant, and heuco emily deceived. If wo can
vecomo wiser who will be less decaived! Wa
want to hecar speeches, cazays aad discussions on
farming, on finance, or transportation, on taxas
tion and the various other topics that directly
and indirectly affect us.

We orgatuze for practical purposcs, for salling
our produce together, for buying our supplies in
cominon, aml other co-operative jurposes that
it may take long to learn and invelve many fail-
ures, {mt which will make us frecmen eventus
ally: 1f 10 0o other way by teaching us te deal
for cash, aud not pay huge profits to the middle-
man,

Theso orgamizations, cspecially tho subondin-
ato Grange and tho farmers’ club, will need
carncst, practical and penevcrmg men and
wotaen to make them succeed. They will not
run themsolves. They must Le madeattractive
places to young and old, and they can be —
Three men in every elub or grange who will at-
tend afl the meetinga, deviso ways and means to
mako 1t attractive aud interesting, a good sec-
retary, who will make o good report of + 1at1s
done to the local newspaper, regular and not
too frequent mectings, open sessions in tho
canto of the Girange to which thoss who are
friendly but not memboers can be iavited, oocca-
mioval and even frequent sociable meotings at
the houscs of members, would be my proserip-
t1sn for the success of a local Qrange, or club.—

Deax CoNaEsvaTos, — The success of tho
Order of the Patrons of Husbandry is evidently
stizring up the Lile of somo of the middiemen.
I noticed in your issne of October 20th, & com-
munication over the sfy .uro * Consumer,
Judgtug from the srlecn and apicit o tho
atticle, tho siynatuto is A misnomer, the writer
must surely belong to o class which the farmers
can dlapense with, viz,, the Middlemon, Ho
reminds me of tho fatlo of the mouotain in
labor, and lof it Lrought forth a mouse. All
men aro consumers to a greater or less extent,
yet if vour correspondent * Consumer's” got-
mandizing capacity is 0o greater than his intol-
lectual, he will not materially affect the do-
mand, With the consumer, in the proper sense
of the term, farnicts wish to cultivate the most
friendly Lusiness relaticns, and are of opinion
that thicy themselves are competent to negotiato
without the assistance of middiemen, What
wonderful philantrophy on the part of " Con-
sumer "—"when thoe graln does not pay, tho
Middteruan 1s tho loger.” Why, sir, if the gratn
dues not pay, the farmer can but afford, and
has the best right,to Le the loser,and our
monatary institutions are lesa likely to suffcr,
Tho farmer need not take his “slatoand pencil”
to nacertain that tho whole sum received for his
grain Is not net profit; such sheer nonscnse is
contemptible and an insult to common acnso;
thero are expensca over and above thoto pam
by Consumer, which the farmers can caleulate
and provile for as well as Mr. Middleman,
Hear lum agawm, “ The tanmer has no need
for complaint, ho gets o fair price for his grain.”
That 1=, reviewed from Mr, Middleman's stand-
pont, ‘‘let him go home with his money in his
[wckct, ask no queations, he bas not suflicient
ntolligence or education to sell more than a load
at A tine, knows nothing about home or forengn
markets or probable demand, cannot classif
grain according to guality Al wisdom dwellys
with ns " Such 18 the legitunate influenco
from Consumer's epistle, With resard to classi-
fieation of gram and injustico dono to farmers, I
wiil givo one instance, related to mo Ly o re-
spectable furtaer a few daysage: * Two farmers
drove into market with their respective loads
of barley (for convenieneo sake we'll eall them
A. and B) A sold ior 86 cents per bushel,
B., to teat theo judgment (or something clse), of
tho buyer, took a samplo from the mouth of
A.'s bag, and on presenting it to the eanio man,
was ofiered 76 cents » bushel.” Surely such a
buyer deaerves tho tughest chair in the Maddle-
men's Axsociation.  Will Consurer show a
“sufficicnt reason” for & downfall of 11 cta. per
bushel in less than fivo minutes? Circum-
atances akin to tho above have facilitated tho
QGrange tnovement, nnd caused farmers collec-
tively to do what mabny of them have been
downg individually only on o larger scale—sell-
ing in bulk, The Worthy Master of a subordi
nate Girange {a character for whom Consutner
scems to have a holy honer), ]')ubllcly stated
that thewr Grange, by so doing tho prescut sea-
son, pocketed Letwoen five and six huondred
dolfars moro 1n_the sale of their Larley alono
than they should have done had Middlemen
handled it.  Both producer and cozsumer wero
better satiafied.

If farmers arc auch a class of swindlers as
Consumer deaenbes them, and would fawn make
tho pubhic believe, why not cut conneetion with
them at once 1 ** Selling musty barley, a firk{a
of salt tor a firkin of butter, wheat not accord-
ing to samyle, and a thousand other convenient
tricks 7 Now, Mr. Editor, T see nothiog wrong
n sclhing musty barley, if sold for what 1t s,
As for selling a firkin of salt fora firkin of but-
ter, I do not behevo it ever was pttempted in
Cauada; for delivenng grain contra to sample,
the law 18 short, sharp and decusivo, and for tho
offccco I would recommend its enforcement.
Tho thousand other tricks exist only n the
firmament of Consumer's discased and preju-
diced brwin,

HOW THE ROOHEDALE CO.OPERATIVE
ASSOOIATION WAS STARTED.

In 1842, twenty-eight weavers formed this
company. They wcre o poor that they conld
pay iato tho capital only four cents apieco per
week, It took them two years to accumutatoa
capital of $140. COn a Decernber cveming in
1844, Toad Lane, a dingy hittle atroet1n Itoche-
dale, was cronded with a hooting :abble, path.
erce to see the openming of the weavers' shop,
When tha ahuttera of the littlo roon: the socicty
had rented were taken down, the jeenng crowd
screamed with laugher at the almost empty
shelves withnu, For a long time tho 23 weavers
wero the ony customers, They could not af-
tord to hiro a clerk, so thoy took turn to **kecp-
ing atore™ in tho evenings, It was shut dunng
tho day. The scanty stock of grocerios was
so0n s0ld. Tho proceeds bought a larger stock,
This went, and tho next, and tho next, and so
on, By buylog their goods directly from the
producers, they ﬁt them 80 cheaply that the
could el them below the usual prices, pay all
tho storo expenscs, and declaro a small dic,-
dend on the capital. In 1845 their capital funq
was 8010. Their membership was 74, Soon
they rented o larger room and hired a mana-

er. 1o 1R4G they began to sell meat; in 1847,
dry yoods, 1n 1832, boots, aboes and clotiung,
In 1852 they openod a wholesale dopartment,
Frm thic start the weavers have kept on weay
ing. This co-operative store 1s managed by
persona they employ, Lut it does not intertero
with their work.

One of aur proudest achiovements is to atop
stnfo and lawauits among tho farmcrs, Whero
Granges flourish lawsuitd diminish, and the lit-
tlo broaches that arise between brethren aro
healed without litigatioz,

FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE.
Eorrorn GGLANGER, —

In anawer to certain questions by a correspon
dent, I might just givo s short descnption of the
(oot and mouth dixcaze, It 13 an mnflammatory al-
foction of the mucons membrane, showing iteelf
by the appearance of bhisters on the mnmde of the
mouth—alsc affecting the feet. The leading aymp
toms of the discase are the discharge of saliva from
thoa mouth and lamencas in the feet In
some cases the feet aro affected for considerablo
t:me beforo thero is anything wrong noticed in the
mouth At other tames the mouth secruscoly af-
focted, There will bo preat heat in the mouth, the
animal quids the food, Inmoving ho 1y stufl and sore;
in milch cows the udder s inflamed and painful to
tho touch Dy examimng more cloacly, the tongue,
roof of the mouth, and hips are covered with blis-
scra; the foet wll be hot and awelled, soon forming
alecrs with a fatid discharge. The pain of the
feet, with the (ifticulty in masticating the food,
soon reduces the poor animasl to s muscrable l{)&:'
tacle. Tho cause of this disease cannot bo well ac-
counted for. Thke food, mtuation, &¢, do not
seem to affect it—it prevails aliko in clean, dr
and comfortablo stablea as in tho cold, wet and
badly-ventilated stable. It sttacks ammals in
poor condition a3 well ay these that are high fed

If the eorrespondent sould pleaso otplain tho
symptoms uf the discaso that ho terms *Dlack
foot,” that those cowa died from, such as how long
tho diseass lagted, tho first symptoms, the progress
of the disease, tho parta affected, and in what
way, the kind of ture they bad becn kept
on, whether wet or ; il there was a creek Tun-
ning through the pasturo with & muddy bottom,
then we might bo able to suggest some mode of
treatment or, perhape, somo proveation.

L dome ut very trifling expense by asioy jate
baards for reottng au-f by getting posts in the
wroand sud hnnrmm; up ths wides,  Vurs con
fortable stables awl sheep houvecs may b con-
structed vt plunk. It would scvusas o this
cheap and conveulent shilter was witiun tho
reacki of all, 88 tho exjcnse woull be aaved In
fued the flrat nanter,  There s, we tiank, very
Httde economy m alluwluy cattle to ruu loosein
open sheds. - We waste tos mueh room. If
cattle are hept in doors they should bo tied up,
We use double wtalis, albout seven feet wide,
with man.er large enough to feed »hiock corn,
hay, et &mv two feet hixh and tweuty inches
wide), and tio with chafne,

Some of vur Shorthort broeders, wo olzerve,
havo luw mangems—low enough for cattin toget
their teot ante them Thes v fellowing the
English pructice, which, where tho cattle wero
oonfined in stanchtons, of tiod, with a large nig
to slido u? aod down on a mund polo or {ron
rod, may have beon proper  But whero a chafu
is used with three branches, one of which {eay
twenty-two joches long) Is attachod to the
manger, there 18 no excuso for theso low Fog-
liskh structures for feeding, An earth fioor
answets for cowe, with a flat picco of timber at
tho reatr sct in tho carth, beﬁmul winch thero
should te » depreason for the droppings.  For
Lulls there should be a plank floor, or stono or
brick pavement,

Having provided proper shelter, we should
feed with a viow to keeping up the condition of
ourstork through the winter. The practice
which often {:rovmlu of allowing cattlo that gro

tion 11 the Jatl 1o toxo from one to
three hundred pounda during the winter, is not
ooly tho loas of this quautity of beef, but of all
the feed consumed during the winter, besides
the great diradvaotege of starting on grass w
with a thin and unthnity lot of
cattle, [o our epinion thia 1s the rrineipul rea-
zon for tlio impression that breeding nad rang
stcers 1s unprofitable,

Al ioung stoch, colts, calves and lamls
should have meal or grafu the first wister, for
this is the timo to lay the foundation for future
excellenco and profit,  For ealves and lambs
therc1s no feed that pays Letter than shorts
and bran—wo nican the old-fashioned shorts or
middlings; with this we wmay profitably mix
shelled corn for calves, and oats for lambe. For
colts nothing .an take tho plave of oata.

We wish to impress upon tho mexpenienced
broeder the great importance of keeping up the
best posaiblo condition in the young stoek dur-
ing tho first winte:, here 1s where poor keeping
never fails {o prove disastrous, and whern tho
more liberal expeaditure for nutntious food
makes tho moat profitable retoroa. It is also
most important that suitable eheiter should bo
provided for stock at thisago.  Thero s the
game necessity tor nutritious food and proper
aliclter for cuws in milk, and 1t 13 as cruel as 1t
iz unprofitable to allow thcee uselul and most
profitable animals to run out exposed to the
gtonns of winter, with a poor or scanty supply
of food. Tho young stock over ono year old,
with the dry cows, will do very well.

THE GENERAL-PURPOSE HORSFE,

In tho prize lists of all our Stato and local
agncultural cw(]hib:t}ona we ﬁnld in tho h?lm de-
partment a class for geacral pu orses ,
and by farmers this is regarded as tgs most im
portant class in this divsion,

In our last number it was noted that the
*“ horso of all work™ was a ruyth that could not
bo realized —whiel, 10 one scnse, is true.  The
heavy draft horso used in draysin some of our
citics, and about coal and irots mines, cte., is of
Littlo valuo for any other serviee, and wo can-
not broed horscs sith proper action for what weo
require 1n the general pu class with suffici-
ent weight and strength for tho work of a regu-
lar drafy horse,

What, then, is intended in the American
classification of horses for general purposes ?

According to our understanding, such a horse
is requred to havo sufficicat action for a pace of
six or cight miles per hour on tho road, tn car
riage or buggy, and to make a far n&mg pag
o must, morcover, bavo weight and strength
enough for tho ordinary work of the farm;
ahould be 15} to 16 hazds high, and of—say
1,200 1bs, waight, Ile thould bo of a strong,
low, bony and muscular fram>  Ho ought to
bo intelligent and of good temper, clever and
tractable,

This class, or horses that aro uacd for theso
geocral purposcs, constitute tho t majonty,

thaps pine-tenths of all tho horses 1n the
[?muxl States, and yet, strange as it may scem
there s loss attenticn paid tothe bresting of
this class thap any other.

How should thess animals be bred ¥ Or, to
pat the question In & more practical form, what
system should be adopted by American breeders
to troprove our general stock with a view to
producing the highest exoclleace in this class?

The late Edward Harris, of Morristown, N,
J., an excellent anthority, and tho earheat im-
porter of tho Percheron broed, when asked §f o
cross of that blood would not give us tho ani-

Some-
times these hojeen, when ot faultloss pedigree,
sre nearly seventeen bands high, ond yet on
shiort leks, and tbereforo of extraomlivary
strepgth  We menttoned baving scen, last
year, & thorottehbred horse of thue duseription,
?n the posseasivn of Ilon. M. H. Cochraze, ol
Hillhnzrst, Canada, weighing, if we arc not mis
taken, over 1,200 lbs, when scarce tirco ycara
old,  This wonderful ecolt was bred by Mr
Grimstead, Lexington, Ky.  Such a horse, If
his progeuy nhoull‘i inherit his stoutne @, would
be of incalculable valucasa mre.  Aud yet wo
supposo that, owing to tho fact that Lut bitlo
tnterest 1a taken in breeding stock ot this ueeful
clacs, stallions of tlis deserrption can bo pur-
chaszod at very low rates,

It i3 obvious that tha great difficulty w tho
way of improving our stock of general-purpose
horses is tho wan$ of proper sirea  Iu cattle,
sheep and swine, wo have established breeds,
produciog tho sery type we wish to produce,
oud 80 1t i3 with the ¢lass of dralt hotres and
thoroughbired racers, but noao ol theso present
exactly the type wo want for tho horse of all
work., As wo havo eaid, wo sometunes have a
thoroughtsed horseot sufficicut s1zo and strength
to nuswer tho purpose.  Dut tho question s,
will they get a progeny possesamng tho samo de-
sirablo qualitics? In soine instances, wo Xnow
they Lave, nnd that their peculianitics havo
been inherited Ly tho offsprioy to the second
and thind generations,

Wo appeal to “atelligent and public-spirited
breeders to give more attention to breeding
stalltons of thus class, Ly crossig stout thor-
wughbred horees on largo mares that are well
bred.  Certainly the benefit conterred upon the
publm will bo great, and wo are of opinion that
it would not bo uuprofitable.~7. . J, wn

middlings ground togother very fine,  Ono
bushel of cut fodder and 3 quarts, or 43 pounds
of tho moal, 13 the daily allowance. A sheaf of
oats, or a emall feed of good clover hay, is gaven
at voon, In the casoot somo very largo milkers
and butter-mmakem, this allowance of meal may
be sometimes doubled with good effect, Clean-
liness 13 of the greatest importance in the win-
ter tine  Tho cows and calves showld be earded
overy day, and their coats kept freo from filth,
Lice will vever be found npon stock thus
10apased,

UaLves may bo kept looso in a shed by them-
sclves, with an open yard in which they ma
run i tho day time, Thoy should be hept well
littereu, and the litter neod not bo removed
uotld spnng.  If the hitter s short, the manure
will te finc and in excellent coudition for use,
If wholo corn-stalks azo uscd for litter, this plan
will not anawer,

Beppixu in tho stables is of great import-
ance, both as rexands tho comfort of tho stock
and tho condition of the manure heap. It will
pay to cut all tho litter with a fodder cutter,
when it can be done Ly horse-power.  Where
leaves or sawdust can bo procured for bedding,
every pound of straw should be used for fu&

Sueer.—Tho shecp shods and yards should
be kept well bedded with shors litter.

By the beginninji of December, acconding to
the weatker, and time varying of eoursa with
tho locality, must bo put inte winter quar-
ters and protected on their summer stands. It
15 not well to house ther too early,

A oold time should ba chosen $o take them
i, and they abould be moved eaailiv. 80 a3 not
to stir then up.  We have carried fifty hives
nto & cellar without a bure from a beo, and
then agamn, by an unlueky jar, a colony bad
been stirred up 8o that it did not quiet down
for hours,

Usnder favorablo sonditions begs, in tho win-
ter, remain very quiet. A noise from the hivo is
evidenco of discomfort, As long as yonu do not
hear from them you may be sure allis well, bat
if a onstant noise is heard be suro something
is wrong,

Much hag Leen said about ventilation in the
winter. We have Yound that very httlo isncees
sary whero the bee quilts are kept on. These
abeorl the moisture as it off from the
cluster, and yct prevents all draughts through
tho hive.

After your bees sre put away for the winter
let them along, To thase who winter them out of
doors we can only say: bo suro that they bave
plenty of honey fn the hive, while, at tho same
time, they have cmpty comb, in which to clus-
ter. It will requiro much more honey for theso
left ont of doors,and they should, by all means,
bo aheltered from the rais of the sun upon the
entranceg, Thisis mors dangerous than cold or
500w, a3 it tempts the bees to activity in weath-
er too chilly for them to fly,  Wo havo all scen
hives covered with 2 snow bank for woeks
without injury. Whether boes arein Louses,
ccilase, or out of doors, a quilt, carpet or mat

The disease 13 more apt to
make it appesrsnce when the sow has been fed
Lpon dry corn or musty foud, It generally attacks
theo withio one or two days alter their larth, and
seldom after eight or ten days. I have pever
faded to curo this discate by mvisg the sow as
much salphur of tho thind Jecimal tnturation
as will stand on & nicklo five.cent picce, onco s
day. It may be givenin a Lttle sweet milk or
apon a small pece of bread, and should be given
wne hour before feeding. The medicine can bo
procured of any homoepathio physican. T have
cured many cases wath common sulpbur, bat pre.
