Don't Crowcl.
This is the cry that cornes froin the passengers of

thc alrcady pacl<ed boat as others press aboard, froin
those whio are pushed and tosscd by the swaying nmufti-
tude. Crovding bclongs not to any one sphere. Ail
conditions of life suifer fromn it. Men are not disposed
to give place to others. The niotto is, Every man for
Ilims.lf ; pusli aliead ; crown- on.

This pirinciple is ail wvrong. The wvorld is large and
roomy. riiere- is space, opportunity, zcopc and abtin-
dance for eaclî and ail. Individuai righit and liberty arc
to be maintained and rccognized. The proper condition
and relatior, in evcry case are to bc respectcd and lire-
served. The race of life must be open and free. The
pushing, scrambling and jostling are out of place.

IDon't crowd," in this sense, is the demiand of
benevolence, the dictate of the Christian brothîerhood,
and the call of noble and gencrous lîumanity. It is
selfislîness that cries :crovid out ail competitors ; miake
room for yourself. This crowding spirit produces bad
feeling, wrangling, variance, strife, cnvy and disturbance.
It arrays class against class; individual against indi-
vidual ; nation against nation. There is a better %way .
that which grants a fair show in aIl avocations and pur-
suits and interests.

Wtalth is a laudable prize. Let its avenues lie
accessible to ait ranks and persons. Let not those in
front exclude those coming on; nor thiose behîind push
those in advance. Let each man in bis place act
hîonorably and justly. Have regard to the riglîts,
position and deeds of others as well as your owvn. Give
tic needy a lift. Help thie wvorthy over a diffi. ulty. I3y
crowding them you inflict damage. Upon the ruins you
may become cnriched, but your gains arc discountcd Iby
the good. By and by reverses may overtake you, and
it will be your turn to feel the crushing force of the
crowding process. He who crowds others for thc salie
of personal aggrandîzemcnt nîay succeed; but a
Nemesis hangs over hlm, and lie fives in dread of thie
stronger and more pushing about hM gaining the upper
hand and reducing hîin te want.

The pursuit o! wcalh beconies noble and mieritorious
when conducted with full regard to thc "lDon't crowd "
principle. The speedily gotten fortunes arc not se
numerous, or tire estates do net se frcqucntly and sud.
denly change hands; but tîxere is a fairer, more secure,
more even and moere just distribution of wcalth. \Vlîat
each one obtains by tlîrift, ccenemny, industry, prudence
and talent lie holds and enjoys, and lus neighibors award
to hlm its enjoyment.

As in the matter o! gain, so of honorable position,
Official station and inlluez' .a are coveted and prizcd,
anud should be within tire reach of aIl. One set should
flot crowd out tlîc otiier ; yct tlîis is vhîat is continually
geing on. The strugglc for place and power is intense.
No matter hio% well -1the ins " are doing, Ilthe outs "
want their places, and arc not content cuntl thcy arc re-
moved and thîemselvcs installcd. But the neîv-comers
are no sooner comfortably settled tlîan otiiers are crowvd.
ing liard upon them and seeking to oust theni. Posi-
tions of hionor and trust are tlius moade insectire and un-
comrfortable. The community is deprivcd of tire full
benefit of a stable administration. Change is the erder
o! the day.

Crowvd not as respects goodness. AIl cannot be ricl;
ail cannot occupy influential station ; but ail] can bc
goc.d. H-ere thîcre -lîould be no nîenopoly. Goodness
is for the race. Gov offers I-is grace and trutît and lawv
to ail. The Saviour is for hîumanity. The llohy Spirit's
aid is for evcry mari. The Clîurch is conimon pýrepcrty.
There is a place and work for every individual in God's
kingdoni.

language. It was an uphitil task, but lie laid the foundation
of a work whicu las SiliCe lîcen richly blcsscd.

Gardinecr ruturuucd ta England ta speak ai the necds ai
tic dark continient ai the %Vest, anti fiially started tie South
A,îuerjcai Missioîîary Society, dcvotiîîg liimseli specially ta
the wtld autcasts af P'atagailia. lile hîad miade up a siuiali
;îarty af mein, noble and devoted as hinsclf, wlîo, in sortie
sinail dccked bonis, sailed about the desalate islaiîds oi the
l.ucgiati caast. Tlieir first attcnupts met with it:le success,
for the native usianders werc savage and cruel, and the loncly
and deicnceless men wcre plutideredi af alnîost everything
that tliey 1iossessed. For a tinie the true.hearted littie
band were able ta keep tagettier. But îue:r provisions ran
short, and thecy subsisted 2omne weeks upon shell.fish and
scraps of seawced. One by ane tie *brave company fell
lielpless au the strand, iand succumbýd ta their sufferings,
until only tlîeîr leader, lis hands cncascd in sorte tliick
stackings, watted thc end. Gard!ncr paintcdl the rocks with
texts, and buried papers iii a bottie with directions carved
on the rock : "lGo ta Spaniard's liarbour; we arc dyiîîg."
lBut lus efforts were ail in vain. Falling by the side of his
boat, lie gave up) his seul ta God.
