While Canadian cheese enjoys a high reputation in the British market
and is gradually driving the Amencan product out, our exgort of butter has
fallen avay to almost nothing. A few years ago, the Canadian export of
butter reached the annual value of nearly 3% nullion dollars, Great Bri-
tain taking mote than four fifths of the total quanuty. Last year it did not
quite amount to three quarters of a illion, while our exports to the United
States were nil. New Brunswick does not produce enough butter for her
hoine market, and many tons are knpurted every year fur cunsumption in
the towns. Much that is made is of execrable guality, and the same state
of things exists in Halifax, as we have often pointed out. What are we
about here “ down by the sea?”

The Duke of Cambridge has, as a suldier, a strong interest in rifle-
shooting, but his interest in mnking the most of a valuable estate is, alas!
greater.  And Wimbledon wiil see the Volunteers from all parts of the
wide Empire striving for victory at the targets no more ufter the present year.
“ Thus sanh the Duke. thus hath the Duke nferred,” and, no doubt, the
Dukc has a right tu conserve his owu interests.  But there steals tpon the
mind, without effort ur premeditauon, a recent acuion of a Ruyal Daie (like

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THE MILITARY COLLEGE AND THE PERMANENT CORPS.

When an cducational institution has proved its public value, its friends
are not unlikely to persuade themselves that it should monopolize the sup-
ply of the service or profussion for which it trains, This has been the case
with the admirers of the Royal Military College at Kingston, who are, as is
remarked in the AMilitia Gazelle, a little “ 100 apt when advocating the
claims of the graduates to preferment to commissions in the Pormanent
Corps, to overlook the fact that Militia Officers arc also entuled to some con-
sideration.” *‘There are many men,” the Gasetls continues, * in the Militia
service who have not had the opportunity of attending the college, but who
ate eminontly qualified for positions in the Permanent service. It is no
disparagement of the college to say that itis quite possible for an officer. not
a graduate, but who has educated himself by practical experience and by
courses at the schools, to prove a more desirable acquisition to the Perman-
ent Corps than a graduate who has had none but college experience.”
Qualification should, no doubt, count first, but an efficient and deserving
applicant should not be debaried because he has not in us early days been
able to avail himself of the Military College course.

There can be no doubt that, at all events for some years, till the Militia
at lnr(fc has itself become permeated with graduates, this principle should
be fully recognized. To dc the authoritics justice, it has, in fact, been
recognized in the past to a fair extent, and we presume the Guzette 1s depre-
cating a tendency of recent growth, It is a perunent fact that two Com-
mandants of the new Infantry Schools, who also combine with that function
the dutics of D.A.G.'s of their Districts, are Militia officers pure and simple,
1.,y Cal. Otter, of Toronto, and Col. Smith, of London; and we are not
sure if this is not also the case with Col. D'Orsonnens, Commandant of the
Infantry School at St. John's, (Que.) Wethink there are also several subor-
dinate officers of the schools who are Militia officers, not being graduate.
of the college.

IRELAND AND THE VATICAN.

The Herald of last Friday gives the text in full of the Papal Decree in
reference to the Plan of Campaign and the system of Boycotting. The
natural impulse of the Nationalists is to mpugn the right of the Pontiff to
influence their political course of action. Nevertheless, we cannot but
think it will be found to be a powerful factor in restoring Ircland to peace
and prosperity. In the first moment of anger at an unwelcome expression of
opinion from a quarter not to be lightly disregarded, the imputation has
been cast with the usual hasty recklessness, that the Popc has been
influenced by British Catholic Peers and others of high standing; but a
very little consideration of the personal character of Leo 13, taken together
with the fixed principles of the Catholic church, entirely precludes such an
idea. Besides, although the mission of Mgr. Persico may have originated
with the Pope, to whose statesmanlike mind a thorough understanding of
the question was a necessity, he does not deal with the report of the legate
on his sole personal responsibility, but summons the College of Cardinals
to deliberate on it, and only issucs his decree on their consensus.  We have
a very large sympathy with tho Irish cause and wah Irish aspirations, but
we have not hesitated to express our condemnation of lawless methods, and
of the social tyranny and supercession of the liberty of the subject involved
in them. Wo are therefore unable to perceive anything in the Vatican

rescript which dces not appear to be Christian morality, which the Conclave | ¢

expresses, with a forcible simplicity worthy of o august a body, by the
words * Christian Charity and Justice.”

We have long ago oxpressed the opinion, that if violence were frowned
down by the Irish Jeaders, their cause would have ten friends where it now has
one. e have at the same time been painfally impressed that it was not till
the Irish people had made themselves furrmidable that they could command
the attention which is their just due. Yet, making the fuilest allowance for
that unpleasant fact, the caus.. would have been more ungversally espoused
in England to-day, had it'not been discredited in mens' minds by association
with erime.

There are, it appears to us, indications that violent methods have, 10
soce extent, ceased to commend themselves so strongly as formerly to those
disposed to uee them. It can scarcely be doubted, that the Papal decree,
however it may be fretted under, will tend to decroase the spurious attrac-
tion of truculent modes of warfare. If there be any truth, on the other
hand, in the rumors of a Conservative inclination to meet the Irish wishes
to some extent so soon as indications appear of a reversion to normal social
conditions, there might, between one good and conciliatory influence and
another, spring up a reasonable hope of concession, and the ultimate adjust-
ment, within a measurable time, of the differences which have so long dis-
tracted and paralyzed the industries of a noble country.

MONKEY'S BRAINS.

The monkey has but scant cause for self-gratulation in the fact that of
sll the lower animals it approaches ncarest to man in the conformation of its
brain-and skull. The modern school of physiologists, which looks upon the
scientific torture of animals with the indifference with which the engineer
regards applied mechanics, finds the brains of monkeys the most convenient
material for testing problems of human brain physiology.

Whatever the horrors enacted on the continent—and they are well nigh
beyond the powers of pen or tongue to describe—with victims of other
species, England enjoys an uncnviable. pre-eminence in the vivisection of
the monkey.

It has, of course, been claimed by Dr. Ferrier, the high priest of this
particular sacrificial cult, and by those who follow as closely in his wake as

the law will allow, that the experiments on these hapless caricatures of myy
have enabled th = to discover exactly where diseasea of the Lrawn are gy,
ated, but these claims have been sharply criticised by threc eminent Ge.
mans, two Italians, and lastly by Dr. Schaefer, in England.

To 1ender criticism valid, it is, of course, necessary to test the expes.
ments impugned by further operations, so that there is a constunt provisigg
against any finality of torture.

One set of experiments was devoted to the discovery of the peecise folg
or convolution of the brain, which is the seat of the function of sight, ang
Professor Ferrier confidently located it in what is called the * anguly
gyrus,” and Dr. Schacfer's test operations arc thus described :—* In op,
monkey,” says Dr. Schacler, “a small, active and intelligent Rhaesus, we
destroyed, as completely as we could by the actuial cautery, the geey many
of oncangular gyrus. We tested the sight after complete recovery frop
the anzesthetic, but could discover no defect of vision, nor any loss of mova
ment of the eyelids.  \When the eye of the same side was closed by plaister.
the animal contin sed to see perfectly well with the eye of tho other side, nor
could we discover kny diminution in the visual ficld,”

In znother experiment the gyrus was completely scraped out, with ahe
res... of only atemporary disturbance of vision.  Yet others were undertaken
to test the German (Munk's) theory, that the seat of the power of vision lay
in the *“occipital lobes.” These being remuved vn both sides, total blind.
ness did result, blindness of one Falf of each eye resulung from removal of
one side only = Dr Schacfer does not appeat to have adopted Dr. Ferner,
playful methods of ascertaining whether the animals were actually blind,
vamely, terrifying them and chasing them about a room till they ran * 1y
tilt” against walls and table-legs. But in one case being * brought ‘into
strange room, it ran against every obstacle,”” Generally, other means wen
adopted, as flashing lights upon the animal when iu s dark room, anf.
observing how it found its way by groping.and smelling. :

Unfortunately for these * active and intelligent,” but most hapless mu
tyrs to science, it is astonishing how much mutitation the brain of g
monkey will endure without entailing death. The result seems to be 4
condition resembling idiocy, which was well murked for a-few days, b
afterwards passed off.”” But who can tell what agonies of pain the pw
creature endures from first to last ?

ANGLING.

Now that our lakes are being froed from their icy fetters, (very slowly it
must be confessed,) that our swollen streams are hurrying on their courses
to the sea, the angler begins to feel his heart stir within him. Longings that
will not be quelled draw him to rod and line. The fly-book now becomes
the most interesting volume perused ; canned provisions and other edibles,
not to mention drinkables, are packed into hampers ; tobacco and pipes,
great coats, water-proof boots, and what not, are stowed in the trap at the
door, and with a hurried farewell, he is off to his favorite haunt, As he
bowls along the muddy roads, leaving care behind him, ** who so happy as
he?” No exercise is more healthy, or more delightful, and one need not
travel far from Halifax to find numerous lakes and streams, where, if the
weather is propitious, a good catch of trout may be relied upon. A number
of salmon have already been caught by some of our anglers at Nine Mile
River, but a trip to Queen’s County, or to the extreme Eastward of Halifax
ounty is generally necessary, if the sport is to be relied upon. A hutle
later in the season a jaunt to Cape Breton will reward the fisherman, not
only with splendid salmon and trout, but will also introduce bim to the
matchless beauties of the Bras d'Or Lakes, or the rugged scenery of the
Margaree, TFor ourselves, we ask nothing better than a day spent upon
some of the innumerable lakes that in Nova Scotia are found evorywhere.
If on foot, one may have some sport and much hard exercise by a walk tu
Spruce Hill Lake, from where the city of Halifax draws a large share of its
water supply. Near by aro a number of swall lakes, where, if the fish wul
not rise on the larger Iake, a fine catch may be expected. Taking Halifax
as a centre, good fishing may be found along all the runs that empty nto
the harbor in the neighborhood of Herring Cove, Ketch Har.or, and
Sambro. A drive to Wilson’s, only six miles, will introduce the ,-agler not
alone to some small lakes, where there is often good sport, but to 22 of
the most comfortable hostelries in the neighborhood of the city. Further
out the sime road comses the Nine Mile River, then Johnston's, where the
expert angler will find in the three or four lakes in the neighborhood abundant
material for his skill, and where he will also have in the person of his host
the attendance of one of the most thorough boatmen and fishermen in the
Province. Still further out on the same road is Hubley's Lake, famous for
large catches of fine fish. A day is often sufficient time to drive ous, fish
these lakes, and return the same night to the city.  Still, it is always prefer-
able to drive out the evening before. Other good lakes are out the Sambro
Road, at Drysdaie’s, and:Umlah’s on the Prospect Road. In fact, go where
you will, there are sure to be lakes ‘that at some timo in the season will fur-
nish fair sport. Eastward from- the city there is Cole Harbor, Salmon
River (Walker's,) Spider Lake, Lake Major, and a hast of other good lecali-
ties. We should like to dilate upon the delights of a day’s fishing, but
space forbids. The fragrance of the spruce and pine forests, the pure air,
the sparkling water, the excitement of capturing the fish, the lunchcon on
some little island, the mirth and fun, all must be participated in to be under-
stood, and certainly no other spot can furnish mere opportuyities for this
enjoyment than can the immediate neighborhood of Halifax.

Glowing descriptions are given of the new ferry boat which is to ply
between Halifax and Dartmouth, and is to be launched on the 24th inst.
According to what is said of her size and accommodations, she will be a
creditable means of transit,

The Band of the Ggth (1st Annapolis) Battalion, Lt -Cul. Starratt com-
manding, was recently nspected by (el McShane, Brigade Mejor, who
expressed himself as extremely pleased at its efficiency, and the sound
instruction 1mported by Mr. Hamilton, the bandmaster.

Mr. Sproule moved in the Coammons, on Morday, a resolution providing
for the branding of U'nited States cheese passing through Canada for export,
the character of Canadian cheese abroad suffering by being undistin-
guished from the inferior and adulterated American manufacture.

The death took place at Ottawa, on the 4th inst., of Mr. Justice Henry,
one of the Judges of the Supreme Court of Canada, a native of Halifax, and
who had held at different times various important po.itical and official posi-
tions. Judge Henry's death will cause sincere regret to many 1n this city.

American purchasers have been in the Nova Scotia and Priuce Edward
Island markets picking up horees. Ten were sent from the former Province
last week. ‘The open market of the States, and the requirements of Eng-
land for cavalry remounts, ought to stimulate the breeding in Nova Scotia
of horse-flesh which will come up to requirements.

Ontario is practically taxed by the Pennsylvania Coal Ring, which pro
hibits supply to Canada under a certain price. This is, in efiect, sustaining
an American bonus. A proposition has been made that a bonus be accorded
to Nova Scotia coal, to enable this Provivce to supply Ontario at an cqual,
or lower rate. This point wiil be more fully ventilated.

The remains of the late Mr. Justice Henry were committed to their last
resting place in Camp Hill Cemetery, on Sunday afternoon, with a large
attendance of friends and mourners. The Bar Society of Nova Scotia
passed a resolution of estcem, and condolence to the family of the late
Judge, expressive of the universal respect in which he was held.

At a meeting of the Press Gallery, Mr. J. Johnston, Vice-Presidont, 1n
the chair, a deputation of Ottawa journalists asked the gallery to pass a reso-
lution of sympathy with Mr. J. Hawke. The following resolution was passed
by a large majonty :~—** That tius gallery of working journalists, assembled
at Ottawa to report, the proceedings of the Parliament of Canada, does not
consider it within its province to review a judgment of the Supreme Court
of New Brunswick.”

The Dominion Rifle Association will effect considerable saving in the
medals which it distnibutes to the affibated associations by having them
manufactured in Canada instead of England, asis donc this year for the
first time.  The fifty-five medals procured cost §4.50 each, St each less
than formerly. A proposition has been made that in view of the saving
thus eflfected, two medals should be granted to cach of the provincial
associations in place of oue as formerly, the additional medal to be bronze.

A {irm in Montreal is reportod to bo about shipping 1
packages of margarine to St. John's, Nfld , which they purchased in Chicag,
costing a shade under 10c per Ib. ¢ i f.; St. John's. How can our old and
rank “logitimates” compete with that? Another proof is hore furnished
of tho necessity of pushing gonuine butter into consumgtion whilst it is
fresh and attractive to tho palate. Ouco allow the genuine articlo to tum
stale, and it is immediately supplanted by the cheaper snd more wholesome
substitute, margarine, This fact cannot be too forcibly nor often impressed
upon Canadian butier makers, especially at the commencement of the new
soason  Refrigorator facilities must of necessity be taken advantago of 1
the hot westher to their fullest oxtont, if the product is to be handled to
advantaje. Wo here make no distinclicn botween the nomo and expurt
trade, as consumers on this side aro getting as fastidious as they ave in Eng-
land, and rightly so, for no one in these days of acuelerating progress wants
stale and rancid butter thrust under his noso where ovory other kind of food
on the table is as sweet a8 a nut. Woe ropeat with greater emphasis thau
ovor what wo havo frequently insisted upon in these columus, namoly, that
Canadian makers must make up their minds first of all to turn cut perfect
butter, and thon market it whilsy it remains perfect. Otherwise thoy may
os well go out of tho husiness. Yes, that's tho phrase oxactly, “go out.”
If after all thut has been said on the necessity of marketing goods ns early
8s posstble aftor production tho advico is still unheeded, it can do no hamm
to direct tho attontion of cur dairymen to the fact that about 1,000 packages
of margarino are now boing forwarded by a Montreal house to St. John's,
N1d., costing a shade under 10c. Iaid down there, 360 packages of which are
teing shipped via Montreal.

I find also soverd
specimens of large size from Isanc’s Harbor, in which the gold is in calkity,
having rhomboidal cleavage.

Thero secrs to be no reason why every quarlz vein in our Lowu
Cambrizn should Dot cuntain gold. Yot it is a fact that only cortain vein,
even in known gold fields, cuntain the precious metal,

In the Yarmonth and Digby great cosst section there is any nusmnber of
quartz voins, large and small, oxposed in the best monner possible fo:
observation. I have examined them carefully, but this is nothing to whi
hes been done by prospectors. Yet only one vein has heen found to b
aariferous. This one has a peculiarity which the othors do not possess In
the containing strata thero 1s abundanco of arsenopyrits in beautiful crystals,
The most productive veins at Montaguo are well known to havo arsenopyrite
in abundance.

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HOME AND FARM.
FERTILIZERS.

With the advent of spring arises that ever-recurringz question, ** How
many acres shall be sown to grain, and how many to hoed crops¥’ On
what should th answor bo hared 7 First, un the amount of fertilizers or
mspuro that the farmer possosses, Second, on how wany acros he can pro-
porly preparo and till. As a rule, it doos not pay to till more land tian can
be monured. ‘There may be exceptionelly favorable seasons when our
uplands will give fair roturns without manuro, but these sre rare. It nover
pnys to sow land that has not boen carefully prepared, por does it pay to
sow o hoed crop, and not to attend to it. Tho farmer should take theso
facts into consideration in planning-his spring work.

On overy properly couducted farm there is always some manure, but not
neceasarily enough for all the requirements of the ciops. What then shall
tho farmer do? Sow his land without manure? By go mrans, any more
than he would let his cow starve because his hsy had given out. As ho
would buy hay for the cow, so ho should purchase food for his plants.

In tho purchase of these manures soveral things should bo borne in mind.
Thete aro just three substances for which tho farmer pays when he pur-
chuses a fortilizer. Those aro potash, phosphates, and compounds of bnitro-
gen. The varying price of these depend on their associates, their solubility
and their abundance. It is sometitmes ropresented to the farmer that some
other ingredient is the part that gives special valuo to a particular fertilizer,
snd an extra price is charged accordingly. ‘This is a fraud. It has been
found, after many carefully repeated triale, that the above-mentioned sub-
stances were the only ones likely to bo absent {or in jnsufficient quantity) from
the soil. Usually, all three will pot he equally deficient from a particular
soil. One, or perhaps two, will be lacking. The provailing opinion seems
to be that phosphates are tho scarcost. Potash is the most abundant of the
three. :

How have these conclusions been deduced? By investigstions snd
experiments. A striking proof of the truth of these facts is given by the
fifty-five yoars of experiments of Lawes & Gilbert, at Rothamstead, Eng-
land. The results of these show clearly that only the rbove are necessary to
maintain ur are capable of increasing the fertility.

The farmer receives from the company a guaranteed analysis of tho ferti-
lizer or brand he proposes to buy. When the fertilizer arrives, he should
take a fair samplo of it; by taking small guantities from each end and the
centre of each bag or barrel, and if he has any reason to suspect it, he should
have it anslysed. In this way farmers could protect themselves against
upprincipled dealers, and encourage honest trade.

THE AGRICULTURAL REPORT OF NOVA SCUTIA.

It is very oucouraging to see the ecfforts the Government are making
toward the improvement of the breeds of horses. Tho breeds selected—
the Percherons aud the Clydesdales—are two of the best breeds theru are.

During tho past year, agriculture has suffercd some severe losses in the
death of a number of her leading teachere. Men of world-wide reputation
have passed away. .

The most recont of there was the late L. B. Arnold, non-resident profes-
sor of dairying at Cornell University. He did more for Canadian dairying
than apy other single individual. He made it what it is. He wss consid-
ered the leading authority on the subject on this-continent. His roputation
was not confined to the new world, however, as ko was-held in high esteem
in England and on tho continent. A few years ago, when ho visited Eng-
lan3, laige weetings wero held in bis honor, He had, however, one bad
fault. 7That was theorizing and speculating; nor did he always keep cloarin
his own mind, let alono that of the reader, what was theory and what was
fact. Long after his theories havo been relegated to their proper oblivion,
the results of his practical tesching will still be seen.

LATE ENGLISH AGRICULTURISTS.

The late Mr. TI. M. Jenkins, Secretary for the Royal Agricultural Socioty
of England, was probably without a rival as an authority upon eoverything,
pertaining to agricultural education. Although he did an immengo amount
of work, it was ull characterized by. thoroughness and accuracy. As editor
of the'journal of the Royal Agricultural Socioty, ho secnied to bo in just tho
right place.

Tho late Dr. Auvgustus Voclker, consulting chomist of the Royal Agri-
cultual Society, of which Mr. Jenkins was sectetary,.was also onuv of those
men who have the facuity of doing a great amount of good. Dr. Gilbert,
his lifo-long friend, eaid :—** There can, indeed, bo no doubt that he suc-
ceeded in a romarkable degreo, not only in tho furthorance of actual improve-

monts in practico in accordanco with sciontific principles, but in thoroughy,
gainipg tho confidenco of the practical farmer, and sacuring his appreciatiy
of the nide which practice can derivo from scionce.”

In tho wholo list of our dowostic animsls, nono receive such consty
abuse at the hand of man as the pig. e is belabored for his stubboryey
and istho universal object of contempt. Thissbuee does not all come in
way of kicks and blows, or tho poor pig might be thankful.
trodtment is in the food he géts, and the pon he is confined in.

It ia the genorsl opinion that a pig can cat anything, and make good
healthy pork outof it. Anythiog that is especially filthy is given him.
a rule, ho gots tho leavings, and that is sbout all, Thoro is no animal, hox.
ever, that responds to a properly propared ration so promptly and eo fullyy
tho pig. . :
His food should be clean. Thero is no reason why it should be filthy
any more than should the food of the horse or cow. The importance of thy
may not sppear at first, but think o moment: the cow: or. horse, if givy
unwholesome food, would sicken, and we would have abundant evidence ¢
trouble in the lessened production of milk or in the lessened power for wort,
Thp same trouble exists with the pig, only it is.not made so evident. Agsi
the pig should have suficient food. Too often it is the practice to foed hj
on “slops.” Now, if these are very dilute, no matter how nutritious th
ingredients are, the.animal cannot eat sufficient. His stomach is small, sl
as a consequence, he will still be hungry after having eaten all he could,
would be like & person trying.to satisfy his hunger by drinking all the wats
he could. Asaconsequence, the pig cannot eat enough, and part of whe
he docs eat, passes directly on into tho intestines, and is not thoroughy
digested. This is another source of disease.

Clean pens and puro fresh air are quite as essontial for the pig as fory
other animal. It i3 the custom to turn the pig on the manure pile, to wk
through filth, to livo in filth, and in some cases to give him wo clean 1y
whatever, but spend his whole life in a placo that his owner could not endy
to bo in over a few moments at a time. There is no économy in this, asyd
decent foed and a clean pon, the pig would give doublo the return. Itg

with fair treatment, give larger returns thap any other animal for they
food. .
