THE PETROLEUM INDUSTRY  OF
‘ CANADA.

Tho recent revival of an industry which,
from the oporation of the inovitable laws
of -supply and demand, had become
eclipsed, cannot but be of interest to
those who are on the waleh for the “ good
times 7 again. The history of the Cana-
dian potroloum business is the usual re-
cord of scarcity and over-production act-
ing and re-acting, of wild speeulation fol-
lowed by doep depression and loss. But,
like the lumbor business,it has o % bottom
to it ; and although to use an Americanism,
the said “botiom’ has beon ¢ knocked
out of it ¥ many times, still it manages to
get on its legs - again oceasionally.,

The manufacturo and export of refined
petroloum . (vulgarly designatod “conl
oil "y bogan, as we are all aware, in Ponn-

sylvanin some fiftecen yonrs ago; but it
wasnot till 1863-1865 that any attention
was paid to the erude oil deposits at Qil
Springs, in Lambton county, Ontario. A
protective duty of 6c, por gallon on erudo
nid 15¢, per gallon on refinod oil enabled
the - Canadian operator to sink his .own
wells, orect-and work his own refineries,
and keep the profits of the manufacture

in Canada instead of buying the - foreign

article. "The introduction of Canadian oil
was so woll received by the public that

- the table lamp seon took the place of the

dirty tallow candlo or the dim wax taper.
At tho time wo speak of, crude oil, as
drawn from the wells, was woerth $8 to 310
per barrel of 40 gallens, and. continued to
vary from those figures to $4 in 1806, In
1864, oil was discovered at another point
in Lambton county, about four miles
north-wost of Qil Springs, since known as
Potrolin Village, and during that year to
1867 tho greatost activity provailed in the
seavch aftor the greasy fluid. An enor-
mous amount of American capital was
thrown into tho business, “ greenbacks”
being then pretty plentiful, and American
speculators, flush with cash easily gotten,
were content to sec it depart in just as
onsy a manncr, The natural result was
an over-production, Oil rapidly fell in
value, till in 1867-1868 the price was 50c.
per barrel “nominal "—a gallon of oil for
sbout one cont! At that time tho oil
was pronounced unfit for foreign use, so
inforior was it to tho American sample.
Soveral shipments of Canadian oil were
made to Europoan countrios, the odor of
which so offended the forcign nostrils that
the vontures involved the ‘enterprising
capitalists in scvere losses.  The results
of theso disastrous shipments more than
cvor depressad  the business, and the
manufacturo was confined - for
years merely to - supplying tho 1cquue-
ments of the loeal trade.

1t was nob till 1870 that an improved
system of chemically treatihg the Cana-
dian’ distilled potroleum was adoptod,
whereby its pungent rancid smell or
rather stoncl was got rid of without uny
deterioration of the burning qualities of
the article. This was a great advance, {ov
it at once opcnéd the markets of the
world to the encrgy of the oil producer
and the oil refiner of Ontario. A firm of
Americans principally, Englehart, Wator-
man Brothers & Co., of London, Ontario,
were the pionecers in this export business,
which continued for several years. Works
to the valuo of $250,000 were orccted in
Canada by this firm, and large exports
took place. The Carbon Oil Company of
Potrolin and Ylumilton also entered the
ficld with more or less enorgy, as also did
Spencer & Son, Duflield Brothers, Miller &
Co., all of London.- Though the Canadian

oxport oil could not even then ranlk as 2

number one article, still it filled a vory
respectablo position as ¢ prime No. 2,7
and found rapid sales on the continent of
Burepe.” Crude oil wits then about $1.50
to $2.80 per barrel in Telrolia, and in
Tennsylyania about $3.50 to $4.00.. Tho
industyy prospered. . The production. in

~Canada rose to 10,000 or

geveral”

12,000 barrels
por week ; and evorybody engaged in the
entorprise appoared to succeod. But the
usual collapse followed, and it came with
the suddonness of the thundor storm. In
1873 tho ora of the American {lowing wells
sot in, and with a seties of heavy blows
our Canadian oxport business, which had
been nursed with such care, recled and
foll prostrate. Up to that time American
ail had been procured from the {ormation
knownas “the third sandstone rock,” but
the drill boing sunk dQeopor, a fourth
(hitherto unkuown) sandstone rock was
found to underlie the other three. Bvery-
body now sank their wells to tap the
newly found deposit, and floods of oil
rewardod the scekor afler the mineral
fluid. ©+ The “spouters,’” as thoy wore
tormod, poured oft' such volumes of oil
that the prico rapidly receded from &4
per barrel until it touched 50 cents! The
natural and immediate consequonce of
this over-production in Pennsylvania was
tho ruin of thousands of small woll-owners
in that State, and of hundreds in Canada.
Tho small wolls wero snuffed out by the
“spouters” on both sides the lines.
In the Wost, hundreds of paying wells
were n.b.uuloned and tho costly machinery
left to rust and tho buildings to decay.
Our producers were no longer able to
pump their small wells in competition
with. the ‘American flowing wells, and
hence our rofineries wore shut down, and
tho entire husinoss collapsed so far is ex-
port was concornod. Tho price of refined
oil in Now York fell from 20c¢. per gallon
to 1le., and enormous exporls took place
across' tho. Atlantic. The cheapnoss of
the article, in comparison with any other
illuminating oil, caused it to find buyers
in-places whero hitherto petroloum had
neover been hewrd of, much less used. This
stabe of things conlinued till the spring
of this year, and so greab was the yield of
tho crude article that, notwithstanding all
the export, & stock of four millions ol
barrels had accumulated in l’cnnsy]v.un.t
in Septomnber, 1875,

But that period 'lppc.ncd to puta cli-
max to the glut of crude. - From Seplem:
ber,1875,t0 Scptember) 1876, over a million
barrels of tho rescrve stock wero con-
sumed, leaving only about four menths’ -
supply on hand,  In February and March
this year o number of capitulists formed
the scheme of buying up all the crudeé in
the murkoét and “options” of . refined,
and then suddenly ran up the price: from
12¢. to 26e. per gallon | So firmly has the
market been held up that (he lattor figures
arc ' still maintained, aided by the fact
that the production still continues below
the logitimate domands of the trado, home
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“and foreign, and also to the fact that the

ern of tho “spouters” has departed.
Of course tho advauce has slimulated
renowed  energy among the producers.
Some 500 new wells are being drilled in
the State of Pennsylvania, and, if a new
dovelopment  of flowing wells  should
steceed, and the oil pumped he in ox-
coss of tho demands of the refiners, baek
the tide will turn; and down must tumble
Lho pricos. Such is a brief roview of tho oil
business, mado . to rofresh tho memorios
of those who have cithor forgotten or had
never hoard of the pros and cons of the
subjoct bofore, and as introductory to
some: allusion to tho petroloum interost
as it exists in Ontario to-day.

OPERATIONS OF THE 0L RING.

1t has been shown that up to the period
of the great American flowing wells, a
flourishing export business was Dboing
done from tho Western part of Ontario,
London being its centre, but that the
enterprise was suddenly cut oft” owing to
the inability of tho well producers to
furnish’ the crude article in' compotition
with that from the flowing wells of Penn-
sylvania.  On the collapse of the export
trade the unfartunate praducers were

‘caught with hoavy stocks of tho raw

mutorial with no outlet therefor but the
insignificant homne trade. It was thus, in

-order to protoct thomselves against al-

most absolute ruin, that the celebrated
“ail ring " was formed, wheroby, under an

association of interests, the crude and.

rofined mon succoeded in'so.combining
their operations as to enable them to ad-
vance the price of refined oil to a seb
standard, in dofiance of tho laws of trade,
and protected by the import duty of 15c.
per gallon alluded to already. No one
profonds to justify this Ring othorwise
than on the common ground of expe-
dioney, but it must be rocollected, in jus-
tico to tho oil mon, that a duty of about
Ge. por gallon has been collectod ofl’ them
undor the Inland Revenue Regulations.
THE NEW EXPORT TRADE.

With all the bolstering-up, whicl the
oporations of ‘the “Ring' gave to the
trade, both branches of the industry—
producers and refiners—have hard work to
koep tho business moving. At longth a
little gleam of light appears. The Amer-
icans having put up the price of refined
at Now York to 26¢. por gallon, Canadians
are, 80 long as thore is & margin of profit,
determined to attempt tho export trade
again. Already soveral cargocs have been
shipped of oil'of a vory superior quality,
even better it is claimed than the' Amer-
ican *Standmrd Whito,” which is the load-
Inorder to place the business

on an improved footing it is intended by
the London Refining Company to ship
direet from Canada to foreign ports, with-
outsoeking the intervontion of Anmericans,
and introduce the ol to Buropean buyors
under our own brands and on ils own
merits.  Shipmonts are expected to be

-made from Queboe in summner, and from

Portland or Halifux in winter. A new
methods of dealing with- ihe buyor across
the Atlantie will be iutroduced, from
which groat advantages are expocted to
arise. Instead of selling free on board ab
the port of shipment, and making
the buyer tuke the risk of leakage, it
is intended to woigh the oil al the port
of debarkation, so that any losses on the
voyago oub will bo sustained by tho shippor.
Already an agent is en roufe to Burope to
apen thie necessary chrnmnels of trade, and ib
is hoped, and with reason, that a businoss
£ 5,000 or 6,000 barrels weekly may be
done, involving a lrade of from $70,000
o 100,000 a week.  Of course, the pros-
pority of this bold venture must dopend
first upon the quality of the oil offered,
and also upon tho maintenance of the
American. market price.  If anothor
“burst-up ” should occur with American
shippors then our-little oxport: arrange-
ment will again sucecumb.

The stocks of erude oil in Ontario
amount to a little over 200,000 barrels,
being somewhab over a yoar’s stock. for
tho Dominion consumption, The weclls
are yielding in the neighborhood of
5,000 or 6,000 per week. The demand
for the winter supply is already set in,
and, with tho export, the stocks must
rapidly decline. The immediate consump-
tion must bo 15,000 per week of the crude
article. Should this continue till spring
the present stock of crude oil will be
greatly dopleted. With all these pros-
pects ahoad there is but little exeitoment
observable in the head quartors of tho
producing rogion, the Town of Petrolia.
The saying—¥a burnt child dreads the
fire ¥——is truo in tho case of the unfortun.
ato oil men. They have been through the
‘fire of misfortune, on soveral occasions, and
have been pretty badly singed, hence a
consorvative spirit will provail, and there
is at presout no rush to pul down more
oil wells. The policy is rather to wait and
see?and work off existing stocks before
tho drill is invoked to any great oxtent.
The price of crude oil has recontly been
fixed, for home market consmnpbion, nt
%2 per barrel, and that of refined at 2
to 30c. per gallon, duty paid, and’ tlu,l'
appears to be no disposition to force it
higher. Such are the facts as they stand,
and it is to bo hoped that the most san-
guine expectations of the oil mon may be

roulisod. The influx of $70,000 per week
paid by foreignors for Canadian oil would
form no insignificant trade, the wholo of
the product, with the exceplion of tho
barrel hoops and ¢liemicals, beoing of home
production.  In-these dull timos, it is
cheering Lo nole signs of inprovement in
the West; and the Bast will cordially
wish their encrgetic brethren who are
nearest 1o the setting sun every success
in their newly organised oxport trade,

THE DRY GOODS TRADE.

The wheels of trade aro now fairly in
motion, and October opens with increased
evidences of Lusiness recuporation. - The
geason is so fiur advanced that oceasional
dull days must be looked for as a matter
of course. but the fecling is considerably
better than ibwas; remittances are coming
in, and a revival of trade scems probable.
One of the most remarkable of trade
fluctuations has just now ocecurred in the
sillc merket; within the Jast seven weeks
tho price of China silk has risen eighty per
cent. Bengal silk has risen dulmg the
last fivo weeks over one hundred per
cent. Tor the last four yecars holders of
silk stock in England have greatly suf-
fered, and now, by tho rapid change of the:
market - prices, soveral morchants are
suddenly being recouped at the rate of -
thousands of pounds a day—one firm in
Manchester having made over :£060,000 in
a few days.

The whole of the South Europenu silk
crop has suddenly failod, and this has
mainly brought about the extraordinary
rise, which scoms likely to last some
months as the demand for both piece and
raw silks will be vory great.

The official account from the South of
France says:—

#The excitement in the silk market af
Lyons continues unabated, and thoe trans.
actions were largor even than during the
past few weeks of activity. In a single

‘day thore were sold o arrive, besides

large transactions on tho spot, upwards of
2,000 bales of China silk, Prices continued
to advance from day to day, and almost
from hour to hour. And now, after four
years of depression, the rise has within
{wo months been so rapid .and groat as to
carry: quotations almost to the highest
point reached during the dear times from
1865 to 1870. The dcmand for silk goods
continued very active, and stocks were
pretiy well cleared out.”

The circular of & well-known: firm in
England states that during the last few
weeks China silk has increased in:price’.
up to six shillings per pound, Japan silk
to four: shillings, Bengal, four and’ six

pence, and. the same with regard to Can -
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ton. Therisesin price began in July, and
many shrowd buyers lield ofl, supposing it
& ruse. on the part of some overstocked
firms in Europe. The advance in' piece
goods will not, of course, bo so great as in
the raw silk-—about tiventy five por cent.in
piece silks and ribbons is the probable rise.
The commercial report goes on to say :—
“TLargo speculative transactions have
taken place in silk to arrive, and in many
instances the parcels have changed hands
.more than once. One of the principal
objects of attraction lately has been
Canton silk, and prices are about Is. to
1. 6d. higher than they were & week ago.
Taysaams have also been more looked
after. Japans and Bengals have been
also mueh wanted, but thore is scarcely
anything on the spot to offer. Stocks are
very much reduced, and the deliveries
are very good." If ever-fluctuating indigo
be left out of account, there has never
(or at least very rarely) been experienced
such a sudden change in the value of any
single kind of marketable goods. Cana-
disn  tweed. manufacturers have beon
looking for Spring orders—some few have
been . placed, but with considerable
caution, owing to heavy stocks on hand
and over-production.  The mills are not
endeavouring to sell any very large quan-
tities of stuif, as they have determined on
running part time, in order to give the
wholesale houses an opportunity of further
reducing their stock on hand. Stocks of
old goods have been considerably reduced
during the season, and there has been a
pretty healthy trade so far, prices being
well maintained, though much lower than
those of last {all. The spring trade is
expected to be light, and no more goods
than are likely to be in demand will be
produced by the mills, as they have
adopted the principle entirely of making
to order, thercby avoiding over-produc-
tion. Drices are decidedly low for the
Spring, and will more than ever interfere
with the importation of Bnglish tweeds.
There has been an active demand speci-
ally for grey and scarlet Canadian flannels
and the stocks of fancy flannels which
were rather heavy at the beginning of the
season  have been cleared out. An im.
portant change in ‘cottons is likely socon
to take place. If Americans continue to
raise their prices they will not be able to
compete with the English market. Tho
importation of cottons for August, 1876,
shows an’ineresse in value of $158,993 in
comparison with August, 1875; woolons
$53,491; -silks and velvets $16,371; fancy
goods n decrense of $35,362. Linens are
generally doing better, and new goods are
in request.  T'rade may be said to be im-
provingall round, and both manufacturers

REPORT OF THE INSURANCE DEPU-
TATION TO QUEBEC.

As expectod, the result of the rocont
visit. of . the Insurance Deputation to
Quebee, to examine and veport on the
water supply and fire appliunces of that
city of magnificent conflagrations, has
been the disclosure of a stute of things for
which thero is, it i3 to be hoped, no par-
allel in any civilized city. I any people
should learn wisdom by dear-bought ox-
porionce it should be in abundance
among the citizens of Quebee, but the
difficulty of putting it into practical
offect is perhaps greater than in most
oities. The report of the Montreal Dopu-
tation deals holdly with thoe causes which
cripple the resources of the eity and tend
indirectly to. promote that unfortunato
state of aftiirs which continues to ofter
tomptation to further visits of the des.
troying element.

In the interview which the members of
the Deputation had with the mayor of
Quebec on the 27ily, it was ascertained
that the Quebec City Couneil, in dealing
with the Fire and Wator Departments,
bad to be guided by the actunl finuncial
position of the city ; that the income from
all sources amouintted to $355,911; out of
thisamount $195,630 was taken to' meet in-
torest on their Consolidated Debt, leaving,
to meetb expenditure for all purposes, the
sumof $160,280; and that a large amount,
of the most valuable property in tho city,
belonging to both the Dominion and Pro-
vincial Governments, and various religious
communities, was entirely free from
taxation, and did not contribute towards
the cost of protecting even their own pro-
perty from destruction by fire. IFrom
these fucts he could not hold out the pro-
mise of any large expenditure on the
Water and Jire Departments, howsoever
much they required to be improved. Since
the fire in Monteulm Ward, on the 30th
May last, a mceting of the citizens lad
been lheld, to urge on the Council the
pressing necessity of immediately im:
proving ‘the [Vire Department, but the

Counecil -had not been in a position to

grant the amount that the Fire Committeo
thoughtnecessary to place it in an efficient
position, having granted only $15,000.

« The following extracts are from the re.
solutions passed by the Council in vefer-
ence to the Fire Department:

. % August 11th, 1876.—The sum of $15,
000 be authorised by the Council, pending
the sanction of the Legislature, for the
sinking of cisterns and purchase of steam
fire engines,- with the necessary. acees-
sories, and that such sum bo placed at the
digposal of the Fire Committoe for that
purpgse.” September 8th, - 1876.—% The

sum of $3,000 appropriated to the Fire
Committee for the purchase of hose.”
The Fire Committe, in necordance with the
wbove resolution, have ordered. 2,000 feot
rubber hose, and intend to order 1,000
foct louther hose. “The 46Uth Report
of tho Iire Committoo adopted, and the
tonder of the Montreal Rubber Company
to supply 2,000 fuet of carbolized hose
accopted.” Beptember 15th, 1876.—* The
461st Report of the Fire Committee, ro-
commending Piton's tender for sinking
wells, referred to Finance Committes.”

This Keport had beoen luid before the
Finance Committecon the 15th Sept:, and
passed, but it is to go before the Council
for final action. We find the following
Resolutions :—Sept. 23nd, 1876.— Thut,
after the trinl of the fire engines, fixed
for the 24th October next, & report be
presented to the Couneil for an appropri
ation for the purchase of a steamn fire
engine, amount fo be taken from the

| 815,000 appropriated as nbove.”

It is proposed to cmploy the $15000
votod thus:—

Fire engine, $5,000; cisterns, $5,500;
Lose, $3,000 ; six now roels, $450; horses,
$1,000. “Total $15,000.

Afterinterviewing the City Engineor, the
llead of tlie Fire Department and visiting
several of the stations, the Deputation
waited on the City Treasurer,who informed
themn that the following Fire Insuranco
Companies wore doing business in the city :
Atna, Hartford, British America, Provin-
cial, Quebec, Stadacons, Western, Com-
mercial Union, North British and Mercan-
tile; Royal Canadian, Royal, Liverpool and
Iondon and Globe, Yueen, Imperial, Lon-
don, Pheenix; from which' they could sce
there are several Companies: doing busi-
ness in Quebec which, so far, have not paid
the tax. Amongst them some were found
on the books as Life Companies, the tax
on which was only $50. By this means
they escnped to the extent of $450 per
annum less than their competitors, whilst
some got ofl altogether, a stute of aflairs
not by any means just to other Companies.
Another fact of interest was discovered.
Four of the Companies that paid the $500
tax, contributed nothing towards the
salary of the Fire Commissioner. The
two leading local Companios are amongst
these four. 1t will be remembered that
two-thirds of the salary is collected from
the Companies, so that the omission of
any increases the proportion of those who
pay. This point may be explained by the
City Treasurer, but it should b inquired
into. ‘ .

- The Committee had decided to take the
Fire and-Water Departments unawares,
and to request a.turn out of the Force, in
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order to hdve an idea of their efficiency;

bat, unfortunately, it was deemed quite

out “of 'the question, owing ‘to its being &’

very wet and stormy’ day; but they
resolved to'go to eéach: fire station. “And
the first station visited: was No. 5, Sault-
au-Matélot  street; Lower Town. ' Here

was found - sta.lnoned the Shand & Mason
engine (the only steamer owned by the
¢ity). The engineer was absent, he had
gone home to dinner; he resides in St.
Roch’s, The following extraordinary in-
formation was elicited :—

“In the event of fire, the length of time
ere he returned would much depend on
his getting the alarm. Ifhe were in.his
house he would know there was a fire, as
he has a fire signal. He always sleeps out
of the station, and goes home to St. Rochs
at night. It takes him to come from his
house from 7 to 10 minutes, but that
would depend much upon acarter to bring
him. In the event of a snow-storm in
winter, that were another aftair. " Five men

belong to this station ; one engineer, one®

stop-cock man, one driver of engine, and
one driver of reel, and the informant.
Thren are now on duty; the other men
had gone to dinner; they reside at St.
Rochs, distant about half a mile, but one
has no-alarm. bell to inform him in the
event of a fire. He depends upon being

awalkened at night by the .sual ery of fire,

or. they would have to send for him.
When asked if one of ihese was the
branch man, it was repli--l, no, as they
are not detailed for any special duty in
connection with - using or- taking  the
engine or hose to a fire, or working
cither, unless it is one who works the
steamer as engineer. . The first man ready
may take and drive reecl or engine, just
as they can, but the turncock man has

‘always to go first to let on the water.

To do this and give all the pressure
possible, he. has to go to five different
places and open as many valves. . Wlen
he has done this he is supposed to return
and. assist ab the fire. It might take him
half an hour'or more.  As.to how many
men there were to lay hose and take it up
to.the topmost flat of & buildingon fire, it
would depend much on the time when the
fire was first discovered. If the three men
were at home it could not be done unless
they wereassisted by parties not belonging
to the;Department, or else: they had to
wait until they arrived, which would take
(to:come  half a mile) say eight to ten
minutes, and .this. would entirely depend
on_their being awakened ‘at first,  Were
o fire at that moment discovered in one
of the warehouses, they could; not pos-

-sibly handle the appma.t;us, becnuse they

were’ only t“o in. numbex but they

would take-the engine and the reels, and
then do the best under the circumstances,
The weight of the steam fire engine is
about three and a half to four tons. Itis
known as' Shand .&. Mason’s No.- 2; it
works well, and throws 450 gallons per
minute, They had two horses, just pur-
chased, to draw it to fires, and one for the
hose reel. . The length of the suction hose
used by the steamer is about 28 feet. In
the event of having to draw water from
the river at the end of piers, when the
tide is at the lowest point, it would be
ample, generally speaking, but otherwise,
not. It would require some three feect
of space to work between the end of the
pier and the engine and perhaps then
the suction would not reach down to the
water, 24 or 25 feet. The station building
is only 20 feet wide by 27 feet deep, in
this space they had not half room, and
have to keep outside, night and day, one
reel. containing’ 500. foct, subject to be
destroyed for want of bem;_, kept dry in-
doars. "They have in all 950 feet of hose.”
The Committee, taken by surprise at
this state of affairs, left and proceeded to
No. 4 Station, near the Palais Market.
Here they found two men present out of
the three stationed there. They have one
horse for the reel which carries 500.fect
of hose. During dry weather one of the
men is employed to water the streets, say
four to five hours per day, and may have
to sprinkle the streets half a mile from
the station.  One man resides away and
never: sleeps or remains in the station,
on duty, at night. - In the event of fire
this man  depends for knowing he is
wanted upon hearing the cry *fire,” or it
may sometimes oceur that he is sent for,
There are no certain special duties for
the men, such as one to drive, one to
attach hose, or to use specially the
branches, each doing the best he ean,
It was not easy for so few men to do
otherwise, nor was it easy to handle 500
feet heavy rubber hose with one 'man at
home, leaving two only free, and one
generally handles . the branch, when only
one is left to see that the hose is properly
Iaid.
. At No. 3 Smtxon, in Dorchestor street,
the committee found all the men on hand.
This station is placed in a central position
of St. Rochs. -In it were found one reel,
one hool and ladder carringe with five
men, one of w hom, as in No. 5 Station, is
det’uled to open: the stop-cock on fire
al'um to do this, and give full flow:of
water, he hastoopen five v alves, and would,
hwe‘qulte_& distance. to travel,. taking
from five to ten minutes to do_so under
the most favourable circumstances. . They
also w ater the stleets, and at times each

13 or ]4 inches,
: Cxtv \uth its popu\ntxon of some 60,000,

day, when the weather is very warm and

dry, will be half o mile distant with the
horse that they have to rely upon to take
eithor the hose reel, or hook. and ladder
carringe, These men all reside on the
premises. In this district the water is
turned off at nine o'clock a.m., and re-
mains so until eight p.m., leaving this
large and populous district entirely with-
out water, unless specially turned on, and
then it is some thirty to forty minutes ere
its power is ample to cope with amoderate
fire. Leaving this station they proceeded
to No. 2 Station, in Montealm Ward: five
men are stationed here, three of whom
were in attendance. There is one reel,
500 feet of hose, one hook and laddu
carringe, and two horses. The man  at
this station, to attend the turn on or off
the water, seemed to be a very mtelhnrent;
person. Inom him they gathered much
insight into the complicated operation of
turning on and off the water during a fire.
In all e had to manage thirteen different
sections, with as many valves, with ag
many as five or six to open or shut for ‘g
fire. One of the men of this. station is
always away at night, and to be of any use
has generally to be sent for, or depends
on hearing the alarm of firé. - If the water
was on in this district, which is about the
highest in the city, they could throw a
stream of one inch to about the top ofa
three storey building, say about thirty
feet. Skinner lnddels were unlmoml in
the city.

The Committee after mspectmu all: the
apparatus and stations, excepting that on
Champlain’ street, fear that very Ilittle
relianece can be placed in the Water
Works for fire purposes ; they discovered
an amount of meﬂlclency regarding -fire
appliances, for whicli they were utterly
unprepared. - 1t must be judged how
much the Water Works can be relied
upon when it is considered that, in the
event of afire in a.locx\hl,y from which the
water is cut off, it is estimated that it

requires in some districts from 30 to 40
minutes, and .in others. as long as 50

‘minutes to an hour, to turn it on in full

foree, especially when it is borne in mind
tlmu in one section of the City (Upper

Town) the water is turned off for 21 hours
out of 245 in St. Roch, 10.out of.24 hours,
and in the, Montealm Ward, 22 hours.
The Jeading Main from Loy etie, extending
some nine miles, has. to cross the: River
St. Chfules, and'it is admitted that this
main is reduced by encrustation to.some
. From thls source the.

is, provided with water both. for fire,
domestlc and manufacturing ” purposes.

: They lefel to the closelv bullt dlstmcts of
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portions of the Upper Town, of the more
inflammable - districts of St. Roch, St.
Johns, and Jacques Cartier Wards, of the
mercantile distvict of St. Peter's' Ward,
with its concentrated wealth, confined as
it is'within narrow streets, and endangered
by wooden warehouses on extended piers,
subject-to the influence of strong winds
during summer and winter. Under this
existing state of matters, the qguestion
arises what'is the proper course to adopt.
The Press of Quebec, together with many
members of the corporation, urge the
reconstruction of the entire water system.
As to this being accomplished, the Com-
mittee have no opinion to give; but,
from the financial position’ of the City
and its limited revenue, it does not scem
probable that it can be effected for some
yvears hence.. Had the Corporation ample
funds ab command, it would take three
or inore years to furnish the supply of
water that is wanted to meet the danger
from fire. Thenext point to deal with, is
" the Dbest remedy in view of the revenue
being so limited. The only  remedy
is the construction of tanks, of such a
size as to be practically useful, and so
placed  that the smallest quantity ol
hose required toreach the fire should be
‘considered. - The committee do not agree
avith Mr. Baillarg?, the City engineer, in his
opinion as to the location and size of the
proposed tanks. To construct tanks, the
first - principle to be entertained is the
selecting of a locality, easy of access, and
the amount of yaluc lilely to be destroyed
in any given space. The sites chosen in
Quebec do not meet these requirements.
From the plan submitted to the Com-
mittee the tanks are intended to be
placed in fields on the outskirts of the
City, so that it would require at the
minimum 1,000 feet, and perhaps 2,000
- feet. of hose, to reach the seat of fire.
"The size of the proposed tanks is greater
than is necessary, and the shape of them
is not what is"required. Flexible suction
Those cannot draw satisfactorily - from a
depth of 30 feet.
there -is no necessity to have so large a
~body of water accumulated. Tanks need
. not- be over ‘twelve feet deep from the
interior top of the compartment.. The
caleulation for the size should be, that the
tank be made large enough to allow. the
steamer to work for an hour and a half,
drawing at the rate of 400 gallons per
minute.  They estimate that a tank, 40 x
15 feet and 12 feet deep, would give-the
required - quantity, and favor long, narrow
and shallow tanks, ‘as being: more con-

venient. to -use and more economical 'in-

cost of ‘construction.  The Quebec . Cor-
poration propose ‘to- build lm ze tanks,

Even were it possible,

with' a ‘eapacity of 140,000 gallons each,
five would give a ‘capacity of 700,000
gallons. The - Committee - would “much
prefer to- huvo 15 tanks of 35,000 gallons
each, these would give a less gross capacity,
and think. the 15 could be built at about
the same cost as the five. 'In an hour and
a half the fire is either subdued, or it is
beyond the capacity of an engine to do
effectual service. Tanks of the proposed
size will notlreeze’in the coldest weather,
ifmade air-tight, and having the necessary
vacuum at top.

That part of the Lower Town fronting
on the St. Lawrence cannot be considered
in a safe condition, and that part between
the cliff’ and River St. Chavles is still more
exposed when the tideis out.” To meet
these defects, they would suggest the con-
truction of three tanks, one of which might
be placed on the vacant lot on Mountain
Hill, now occupied as a-carters’ stand ;
another close on or under the existing
Fire Station, on' Saut-au-Matelot street:
the third about midway from corner of St.
Peter and St. Paul and Drum’s Furniture
Factory,—each to contain asupply for one
hour. These would cost comparatively
small sums of money. "Their reason for
limiting their size is the cost and the com-
paratively limited time in which they can
be replenished by oné engine, when being
exhausted by another. Tanks should be
placed af several sections of St. Roch’s.
There is in this district large wealth ; and
Companies are seriously jeopardized.

The Committee urge that the tanks
should be placed so as to command a fire
within o radius of 500 feet, so that, in the
avent of fire, not morve than 500 to 600
feet of "hose need be used. The Fire
organization is in anything but'a satisfac.
tory condition. - 8ix men are, during the
most dangerous” part of -the season, occu-
pied away from their: Stations in watering
the streets. Your Committee need not
enlarge on this fact ; but, bad as this is, it
is exceeded by the state of affairs at No. 5
Station. Anengineer to work the Machine
is'not to he found during the night at the
station, and for one or more hours during
the day he'is also absent. Residing at a
distance, it is impossible that he can per-

form the duty the City employs and pays .

him do. If he can be dispensed with during
the night, the same rule will be just as ap-
plicable during the wholéday.  This being
the case, his services might be practically
dispensed with. To have a costly Machine
kept up, and the man who has to work it
absent: at the first “discovery of a fire,
rendexs the Machine valueless.’ ‘The. other
two men, ‘though” not'i in the position of
the engineer, are equally essential; - They
should be always at the Station, and not

at a considerable - distance from the appa-
ratus. they have to handle at a moment’s
notice. Taking the statement of the fire
men of this Station for its full value; the
Committee cannot believe, as a rule, that
they get the alarm in St. Roch's and be
present to move the apparatus at their

Station, under. a quarter of-an hour—a.

suflicient time for a fire to get. such head-
way, that it might be a question whether
the fire is not beyond their control.

One essential point in the use of flexible
suction hose is seldom realized by the
men—rviz., should there be the smallest
air-hole, not greater than would be made
by a common knitting-needie, waterwould
not be lifted over the pier, even if the
1ift is only 8 or 10 feet, or if, as often
happens, the washer in the coupling is
not firmly pressed up. The flexible branch
pipes in use are highly objectionable ;
they should be replaced by a short copper
branch not over 12 inches in length, and
at a cost of about one-half of those now
in use.. Such branches will, under usual
pressure, project & stream, same size
nozzle, 15 to 20 feet further, and with
additional compactness and force.

The Committee believe that not less than
four additional steam fire engines would
meet the  requirements.. One .of - these
should be placed'in Nos. 1, 3, and 4
Stations, and one at No- 2 Station. Less
than this ought not to be thought of. The
site of the City is of that peculiar form
that it precludes assistance from. the
lower level at an early moment on the
extreme high ground. - With these engines
an additional quantity of hose would be
indispensible, and an. engineer for each
machine would be required. It would
also do away with the turn-cock man, who
would be in & position to take the appar-
atus direct to the fire. Turning on the

“water need not enter into the question,

as, with tanks, water would be obtained
within five minutes.

The Committee draw attention to the
large amount of property belonging to the
Government and religious bodies, which
contributes nothing to the city, although
they receive the protection of the Fire
and Water Departments, at the- cost of
the tax paying ecitizens, and ask reasoun-
ably why should not these Government
and Religious communities be called upon
by the city, in the present emergency, to
contribute between them some $20,000
or $25,000, to enable the Council to pro-
vide tho additional: appliances absolutely
requir ed to protect them flom destx uctxon
by fire.

Accompanying this Repmt is a Plnn of

" the' city of ‘Quebec; on:w hich ' they have

mmked, /in " different  colors, the: various
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Districts destroyed by fire, at different

dates.

In all, there have ‘been over 5,000

welling houses burned in the seveén great
fires alone, from the yeat 1845 up to this

date. This does
bulldmgs.

not include the out-
It is evident, from the facts

Jjust stated, that-at no time for the past
thiriy years, has the Brigade been in a posi-
tion to cope with a fire of any magnitude.
After -careful consideration, the extent
of damage at the various great fires is
estimated at not less than $15,000,000.
If the Companies think it advisable to
offer any suggestions to the Quebec City
Council, the Committee wouldadvise that
they recommend small and light appara-

tus.

Tour engines, costing $3,500 each,

($14,000,) would be much better than
three at $5000, ($15,000). A light machine
is much more easily and quickly handled,
-and with any proper organization can be
counted upon at the ecarly stage of a fire,
the main point to be always kept prom-

inenily in view.

‘The above synopsis will give our readers
an idea of what reads more like a farce
than a subject dealing with life and pro-

perty.

Messrs. Smith, Perry, Craig and

Davison have done their work thoroughly,
and the people of Quebec as well as the
insurance fraternity East . and West will
doubtless agree with the practical sugges-
tions. macle in the report, and lend every
possible assistance in putting them into

effect.

They confessed that they knew the labels
were used for fraudulent purposes.  To fix<the
act of selling the counterfeit chnmpagne upon
different denlers was not a hard task, bat to
prove that these dealers had kuowlolfge that
they were dealing in counterfeit goods, and
hought the champagne knowing it tobe spurious,
was a very difticnlt matter. It needs no con-
noisseur to detect the difference hetween the two
wines without tasting., The difference in the
labels, as described nhove, cannot. always he
depended upon, as many bottles, the oviginal
tabels of which have never been remnoved, are
lilled with the comterfeitarticle.  But the gen-
uite chiampagae, when held to the light is per-
fectly clear, with- perhaps a slight greenish
tinge, eansed by the reflection of light through
the bottle  Turning the boutle upside down
quickly, the eflbrve-ence or sparkle will be
yuite evident. . The connterfeil has a muddy
look, with o yellowish tinge, and the eflerves-
venee is only slightly noticeable when the bot-
tle is turned. There is no particular difference
in the vigonr of the gennine and counterfeit
wine when the bottle is opened.. Oue foams
quite as much as the other, only the foam of the
counterfeit is of ndarker color than the genunine,
The lite of the counterteit is mueh shorter than
the genuive.
