Cable advices from London on India and Ceylon teas state:

"Good Ceylons are firmer; mnedium kinds a shade easier; Indias
steady, with common teas stronger."

The end and aimt of the presentsugar wargoing on ln lte U.S.
lS not and cannot be the acquisition of ail the independent re-
fineries, says a New 'ork exchange. Their proportion of the
business is entirely tao large for absorption by purchase by the
Anerican Sugar Reflning Company. Only two outconies appear
possible, a grand comîbination of ail the sugar and coffee interests
into one great concern under one management or a working ar-
rangement between ail the sugar refiners and the large coffee
roasters ta cover a series of years. The sugar and colfee interests
are now so intermixed that no settlenient of one can be muade
without the other, The combination suggested li of suchb mnagz-
nitude that it seems entirely problematical, but there is no tell-
ing what a year's competition muay bring about.

The estimnates of the beet crop, so far received, point ta a defi-
ciency of from 100,000 ta 150,000 tous, according ta Mr. Liclit,
and ta a deficiency of 887,000 tons, according ta Mr. Gieseocker.
Upa tlièe estiniates it would seeni safe ta expect a deiiciency of
250,000 tons, ta set against which there may be a small increase
in the cane crops. The total European and American stocks are
now 182,000 tons less than last year; and, calculating upon the
usual increase in the consumption, it is evident that the world'à
stocks of sugar a years hence will be smaller than for many
years past.

By reason of recent heavy rains in Spain, the crop of olives
will not be more than half that of last year. Besides pointing ta
higher prices for olives, olive oil will be dearer, but this last is
not likely to cause any concern for whilst you can't gather grapes
from thoras, nor figs fromn thistles;you canmake a very passable
olive ail out of the " juice" of cottonseed.

The coming crop of California oranges is estimated at 12,000
cars and of leinons at 900 cars. Titis is about 300 cars less in
each Instance titan the output of the past season.

It is reported that freiglits on coflee fron Brazil have been
advanced ta 80o per bag and 5 par cent primage. This will stiffen
N.Y. cost somiewiat and enhance laid down price liera.

For the interest of Canadian grocers we subjoin an " unprece-
dented offer" mnade by a Philadelphlia cut price grocer, and la
parallel coluins show how this was natched by a rival store.

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THE NEW CITY CHARTER.
The comnittee in charge of the revision of the draft

charter is plodding along most industriously, and in
course of timle muay reach the end, but the progress,
when we look forward to what; lias to be done-is at
the best but slow. The difficult questions have not yet
been reached. The appointmnent of an executive Coin-
muittee of Control, which was' to have been considered
last Friday, was put off for a week wien there is every
reason to expect that in soine forn or other this li-
portant change in our municipal systei will be recoin-
mnended.

Minor niatters such as Lthe nationalityof the Recorder,
or wlhether there shali be one or two, sink into insig-
nificance compared with the importance of the propor-
tionate representation of the citizens, the nethod of
raising the taxes and the control of the civic expendi-
ture. The proposed change in the systei of. expro-
priations is also one of vital importance and vill call
for serious thouglit both in the commaîittee and the
council as well as by interested citizens.

The Committee appear to have approved vithout
anything more than a few verbal changes, most of
Chapter VI conferring power to niake by-laws on
almnost every conceivable subject. The seemingly in-
congruons ones to which we drew attention il our last
issue and which, if mîade and put in force, Vould prac-
tically take the control of the management of the
harbour, and the imposition of charges and their
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collections out of the hands of the Hlarbour Commis-
sioners, after some good natured chaffing of the
H1arbour Board, were struck out.

If the idea of an executive committee of Control
should prevail with the committee, it will most cer-
tainly be in conforimity with the general publie opinion
so far as we can gather. In that case probably Chap-
ters VIII, IX and X which appear to be well thought
ont, and define the duties of the chief officials and the
fire and police departients, will readily be disposed of.
The only changes that would be required would be to
adapt theni to the superior control of the proposed
executive coninittee.

Chapter X[ will assuredly raise discussion on the
whole question of taxation. Under a more economuic
administration much nney miglt be saved, but it will
we think, be generally admitted that for a growing
and progressive city like Montreal a larger revenue
must, in soie way, be provided to meet the necessary
services and to make necessary improvenients. This

{ Chapter XI seeks to give the power to make innovations
in the piesent method of taxation. Among other
things it is proposed to make clear that ail the coin-
panies havin*g franchises froi the city shall be
assessed on the value of their appliances and plant of
ail kinds, whether on their own premises or laid on or
under tlie streets of the city. The principle of this is
sound iii equity and is the custoni supported aimost
universally by law. This feature wiil surely ieet
with approval fron the general public.

There are other clauses, however, in this Chapter on
w which there may legitimnately be differences of opinion.

Aiong thein ive notice Clause 0-sub-section "e"
which would make the proprietor of every bouse not
occupied by hinself pay a tax of three per cent of the
incone he would receive from the said houses. Lt
seins bard to find any logical reason for this proposed
tax unless the principle of a personal incone tax were
made of general application, wihicl it is not. The
houses are already'assessed and this wouild simply be
taxing theim twice over. Sub-section "f"i of the saine
clause providos for a tax of three per cent on ail income
or wages over threc hundred dollars a year received by
any person residing or doing business iii the city not
paying any otier taxes. It is extremiely dilicult to
collect an incoim tax onan h0onest basis. It inevitably
leads only to fraud. A reasonable poli tax on ail non-
tax payers would be decidedly preferable.

Chapter xi also deals with exemptions froim taxation.
'T'he opinion prevails that the exemptions now existing
are unfair to the general taxpayers, and that a revision
is now called for and receivesnmuch support fron influen-

tial quarters. The tables in the last annual report of
the City Comptroller show that whilst the assessed
value of the taxable property is $140,000,000, the asses-
sed value of the exempted property is $36,000,000.
This is an extremely large proportion of the whole and
throws an unfair burden upon those vho are conpelled
to pay for the benefits of civic government, and who,
in large part, have difficuIty in meeting the denands
made upon thein.

The draft Charter, as printed, provides for a partial
relief in this respect, but nany will-think that it does
not go far enougli, and will seek to nake it more thor-
ough, and soine even wish to do away with ail these
exemptions. We can well understand that in prepar-
ing the draft the Comnissionlers felt that this was a de-
licate subject to deal with and were restrained in the
too free use of the pruning knife, and so they prudent-
ly left room for that exercise by the Conneil and the
citizens at large.

There seens to be a misconception on the -part of
soie as to the origin of many of these exemptions.
As a matter of fact, with the exception of the property
of some two or three religious counîtînnities in a.tnal
use for their own proper purposes,,there vere no exemp-
tions for churches, charitable or educational institu-
tions fron ordinary taxation for municipal purposes in
the city of Montreal until late years. It was always
clained by those two or three religious coinmunities
mentioned that they were guaranteed and protected
fromin ail taxation on property. used by theni by the
terms of the treaty ceding Canada to Great Britain by
France, andi the claim has been admitted, apparently
without question, ever since then.

It was not until 1865 or '16 that two weak Protes-
tant congregations in different suburbs of the city-if
we reinenber rightly, one at each ei-wvere unable to
pay their assessmnents. They represented, this to the
City Cou ncil and asked ;o be relieved. Soie citizens vill
recollect the discussions that took place on the subjeet,
the majority of the then menbers were opposed to the
proposition, but after persistent urging, it was agreed
to on condition that the principle should apply to ail
churches in tie city alike and it was accordingly ap-
plied.

The door being thus opened for exemptions the good
managers of our charitable institutions applied for and
succeeded in obtaining a like exemption, and thiey were
sooa followed bv conductors of the educational institu-
tions in the city of aLI] grades, who were equally suc-
cessiul, until at last there appears to be a general feel-
ing risinîg uip that these exeiptiois should ail be with,

As far as Mon treal.is concerned these exemptions are
excrescences on the municipal systei of recent growth
-witli no claim from long usage-and ought never to
have had an existence. The present would seem to be
a favourable opportuity to abrogate them and many
peuple will hope to sec it taken advantage of.

'Plie less wealtly portion of the commînunity on whomu,
in ail cases, in all coiuntries, the incidence of taxation
iivariably presses imost heavily, rails to sec why all such
properties and tiiose beIlonging to the governments that
receive all the beniefits and protection fron the civic
expenditure slould lie exempt from a slare of the tax-
ation, w hilst the less fortunate people are made to bear
a heavy, if not a crusling burden..

Lat yeari the toti al muo1ut paid by the people of
Cnada for life assuranîce pre numlus was S11,215,818,
wlich averages $11 for each family in the Domlnuîîionu.
Sinice 18Ï5 the companuies have received premumlu uns ag-
gregatinîg $138,566,922, ont of whiclh Lere was paid to
policylholders about 76 millions, part of the balance
being cairriel to reserve, wliich protects their iiterests,
and the residue being applied to paymient of expenses
and dividends. The total income of tlie Canadiai coi-
paiies ini 1897 wvas $9,572,029, made iip of $7,570,816

from premiunis and $1,992,213 from interest on in-
vestmenîts, &c. The general expenses in 1897 were
$2,119,437, so that their inconie outside of prelunis,
came within $127,224 of paying all the year's ex penses.
The total assets of the Caniadian life assurance coin-
pallies consisting of mortgages, bonds, stocks, loans
on collaterals, real estate, cash &c., amounted on 3 1st
Deceiber last to $43,568,288. The Canadian assets Of
the British nompanies were $22,517,522, and of the
Anmerican companies $22,3.10,412. Of these assets the
compaîuies have $11,701,647 on deposit witlh the Re-
ceiver-General of Canada ield by thie Goveriment for
the protection of their policyliolders.

'THE SEPTEMßER BANK STATEMENT.

We have to thîank Mr. N. S. Garland, F.S.A., of the
Finance Department for an advance copy of the banîk
statenent of September which arrived just as we were
going to press. As auticipated, being invariably the
case, the circulation advanïced considerably iii Sep-
teinber. Tle change was from $37,299,496 in August
to $40,071,143,the increase last montl being $2,77J,647.
Tle advance in sanie mîîonthi last year was $2,964,717.
The lesser increase this year bears out our forecaste of
sone time ago. • The lower prices of wheat naturally
call for less miioney to mnove the crop then when prices
were higher, and the call tpou the banks is lighter
owing to the greater prosperity of all directly interested
in wleat. Tle aggregate of deposits'in August as
$2.34,279,101, ii September $238,633,704, an increase of
84,354,603. Sinice this period in 1897.the deposits held
by the banks have been enlarged by $13,267,000.
Current loans last month went up fron $218,077,369 to
8222,361,523, a rise of, $4,84,154, which very closely
corpesponds with their enlarged resources froin deposits.
Call loans increased over two millions. We reserve a
more extended notice for next issue, in which our usual
comparative table and the coiplete statement will
aise appeair.

FIUlE INSURA NCE RE PORLiT FOR 1897.

The Report of the Superintendent of Inlsurance foi-
1897 is just to hand. We have already given the more
interesting retus in detail. . The followinîg totals re-
garding the business of the fire insuraice companies,
have been arrived at by the Insurance Departmeut after
tlorough examination and can go on record as autiîe-
tic. For the 20 years from 1869 to 1897 the total pre-
inlumis received and losses paid by fire insuriance coi-
pallies doiiig business in Canada, with the ratios of
losses to preinînums were as follow

'Plie lossos in 1897 were 3.10 per cent greater than in
1896, and 0.93, nearly 1 per cent higher than the a ver-
age for last 15 years. The rate of pretmi charged
per cent on risks taken varies from 0.91 to 2.44, the
average being 1.25. The difference iii the prentmiui
rate arises from the varieties of business donc by the
fire insurance companies. The minimum 0.91 per cent.
was the average rate of the company whiclh showed the
largest decrease in aniount of risks taken except two,
of any company in 189q, the amount of such decrease
of business being $3,529,700.

The ratio of losses varies fron $2.51 per $1,000 of risks
current to $10.05, the average being $5,38. The total
cash receipts of the Britislh comî panies fron premitlums
were $5,165,202, an increase of $150,155 over .1896. The
payments for losses were $3,334,667. which is $488,673
greater than in 1896. The general exipenses amîounted
to $1,474,245, being $23,310 more than in 1890. The
operations of all the 'British comîtpanies in 1897 thus

Thei·e was a balance att tie credit of net revenue ac-

cotunt on the 31st l)ecemlber, 1897, of $51,415 of whiclh
$50,000 or $51,365 bas been appropriated as the con-
tribution for that half-vear towards the revenue pro-
portion of the expenditure for the reconstruction of
the Victoria Jubilee bridge, leaviag a balance of $75.
This anionut, added to the above surplus for the past
half-year of $533,330, makes a total anount available
for dividend of $133,405.

The directors recommend the paymnti of the full
half-year's dividend on the 4 per cent guaranteed
stock, which will absorb $521,975, lcaving a balance of
$17,360 to be carried forward to the next half-year's
accou nts.

The net revonue surplus for the lalf-year ended the-
30th June, 1897, amnounted to $1,355. The resuit of
the past; half-year's operations shows, thierefore, an un-
provement of $M19,715.

This represents for 1898 a decrease of $128,200 in

passenger receipts. and an increase for mails and ex-
press of $8,825, for freight and livè stock of $496,400,
and for miscellaneous of $199,055. The net increase
is $576,080.

The increase in mîiscellaneous receipts arises fron
rentals received from the Canadian P>acific Company for
use of the Grand Trunk line between Hi1amilton and
Toronto, from the Wabash Company 'in respect of the
runninng arrangements betveen Windsor and the
Niagara frontier; and froum the Intercolonial 'Railway
for the use of the line between Ste. Rosalie and Mont-
real. Tle-decrease in.passenger receipts is partly attri-
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butable to the running arrangeients above mentioned,
for whicl, lowever, a set off is obtained in the rentals
paid by the several coipanies; while somte portion of
the decrease is the resuilt of the reduction in local rates
during the greater part of the lialf year.

The trafic staListics for the two half-years compare

Tiere was an increase of 61,332 in the number of
passenîgers carried and a decrease in the average fare of
of 21(l. Th ere was an increase in the tons of freight
carried of 387,571, and a' decrease in tie average rate
per ton cf od.

'Tlie workilng expenses, including taxes, amounted in
ie balf-year to 66.4; per cent of the gross receipts, as

coipared witli 68.12 per cent; an- increase in aniotnt,
but a decrease iii the proportion to the gross receipts of
1.06 ier cent.

Altlougli the iiproved returns are doultless attri-
butable to better trade conditions, it is generally recog-
niized tiat to the very able and energetic management
of Mr. llays is cliiefly to be credited the hiighly satisfac-
tory condition of the business of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way. Mr. Hiays in an ciiinment sense is the right Man
in the riglt place. The reforns lie bas institutedt lave
greatly increased ti efliciency of its service and brotîglit
Hie Grand Trunik into popular favour.

'E lii COLLAPS1 VE OF THE HEALTH
DEPAR TMENT.

The City Counicil lias annouiiced iLs inability to kzeep
up ttie scavengering departmiîent. Failing in Lis, it
fails in one Of the most important of the duties of
imunicipal goveriiient.

At the Mayor's dinner Dr. Roddick M.P. referred to
iis ini keenly sarcastic ternis. On behalf of the

miedical faculty in this city lie ironically thanked the
aldernit for pursuing a policy which promoted the
interests of the doctors by spreading disease broadcast
and bindering the convalescence of the sick. Any hide
iot pachyderiatous, must have been eut by this sar-

casmi as with a lancet. Dr. Roddick's words were heard
by aldermenî wio, when fully aware that funds were
wantinîg for keeping up thesanitary dtpartment, voted
more thaan was iieeded for cleansing the city to the mi-
provencut of an east end park, a work which was not
needed in the public interests, but oily for augimenting
the saleable value of a few properties. In order to
inake the surroundings of a few private properties more
attractive the health interests of the whole city were
deliberately sacrificed. Tiere will bc niany an in-
volunitary andti unconscious trip taken to a spot "beliiid
the mîouitain" by mîîemîbers of this coiiuinity who
will owe their titting off to filth-bred diseases de-
veloped by conteumpt for the liealth of the city of those
whoti are its oilicial guardians.

IL is a public scaudal that tlhis mîîetropolitain city can-
nol keep itself clean. Again and again recently we
have lieard visitors cry slame upon our City Council
for allowing our streets to become so disgracefully
dirty. The more we boast of our pre-eminience iii
w'ealth the more this scandal is empliasized. Canadian

cities which are incomparably less strong finaneially,
manage to keep tlheir streets clean by having a better
scavenger service. What sort of financial management
is it which causes a departnent of the civie service to
break down for vant of funds several months before
the year is closed? Has the city's credit ruti so low
that a few thousand dollars cannot be raised for pro-
tecting the public health ? fias ordinary decency no
charms for the City Council ? Are our aldermen
really, as soute affirm, unable to distinguish between
filth and cleanliness in our streets ? Are they so ill-
inforned as not to know how terrible a respon-
sibility tlhey inctir by a course which breeds
disease, and brings death to maniy of its victins, the
victimus of aldermanic neglect ? If the City Council
were made up of heartless doctors working only to in
crease their personal gains, we could understand the
present situation. But we are certain tlat if the resi-
dent medical faculty lad their way the reproach of
filthiness would be lifted fromt tlis city. We, iowever,
do not understand how any body of intelligent men
sworn to duty as guardians of a city's bealth, can be
recklessly indifferent about the dangers, the disconfort
and the disgrace of dirty streets.

INSURABLE INTER-EST IN ONTARIO.
Tlie definition of what constitutes an " insurable in-

terest" which vas quoted in a recent article from the
explanation given by the legal adviser of a leading life
assurance companîy, is alleged by an insurance actuary
to be not strictly in accordance with the law of Ontario.
Unfortunately in this, as in somie other matters, the
laws of oe Province are not in harûmony with those of
othîer Provinces, so that a law which applies generally
to the Doiniioi imay conflict with the one of an ex-
ceptional Province.

Thie " Ontario Insurance Act" R.S.O. 1897, Chapter
203 for example does not support the allegation " that
the hîusband lias no insurable interest in the life of his
wife," &c. On the contrary it provides :-

(1) Tiat the husband lias an insurable interest to
the full extent of the inisurance, in the life of his wife,
and a policy issued on the life of a wife for the bene-
it of her husband, is just as binding as a policy issued
on the life of a husband naminig the vife as beneficiary.
(Sec. 159, sub-sec. 1. & 2.)

(2) That a parent lias an insurable interest in the
life of a child, for in Sec. 150, Sub-sec. 5 iL is specially
provided that wlhere an insurance lias been effected by
a parent upon the life of a child under 21 years of age,
such insurance shall not be deemed to be invalid, by
reason only of the parent's want of pecuniary interest
in the life of a child. It is also provided in Sub-sec. 6
Sec. 150 tLhat a person not of the full age of twenty-
one years, but of the age of 15 years, may effect insur-
ance upon his own life, for eitlier his own benefit, or
for the benellt of his father, mother, brother or sister.
Also thiat the assured shall not by reaison only of his
ninority, be deemed incompetent to contract for such
insurance, or for the surrender of such insurance, or to
give a valid discliarge for any benefit accruimg over
money payable under the contract.

(3) Thiat a person has au unliiîited insurable inter-
est in lis own life, and inay thereby insure lis own
life, pay the premimni thiereon, and naine the person lie
chooses tO appoint as beneficiary. (See Sec. 151 Sub-
sec. 1) "151- (1) Every person of the full age of
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twenty-oue years shall be deemed to have an unlimited
insurable interest in his own life, and may effect bona
fide, at his own charge, insurance or insurances of his
own personi for the full tern of life, or any shorter
terni for the sole or partial benefit of hiniself, or his
estate or any other person, persons or corporations
whatsoever, whether such othler benieficiary lias or bas
not an insurable interest in the life of the assured.
The insurance money may be made payable to any per-
son either for his own use or as trustee for another
person."

This is in accordance with the important decision on
the subject of insurable interest, which was rendered
by the Supreie Court of Canada some 10 or 12 years
since. The anendments to the Insurance Act (R.S.O.
Cap 203) apparently as yet but little known, greatly
enlarge the beneficial application of life insurance to
to the needs of modern life, to a mnuch greater degree
than elsewlere in the world. lhatever advantage to
insurers, or the life companies, bas arisen fron, or is
conferred by the laws of Ontario in regard to insurable
interest is held to be due to Mr. J. 11. Hunter, the
Inspector of Insurance for that Province.

THE LOBSTEt COMMISSION.
A Commission appointed by the Dominion Govern-

ment is sitting at Halifax to enquire into the lobster
industry. These crustaceans yield each year about two
and a quarter millions of dollars to the fishermen and
canning factories, besides a profitable business to retail
fish dealers and grocers.

Complaints have been rife for some time that the
close season is not properly observed; that lobsters un-
der the legal size are eaught; and that this negleet, or
breach of other regulations are threatening to seriously
reduce the supply and so destroy a highly profitable
industry. The extent of thi enterprise is shown by the
faets that fromii 80 to 100 millions of lobsters are pack-
ed in the 6 hundred to 7 liundred lobster factories on
the coast of New Brunswick, Prince Edward Island,
Nova Scotia and Quebec.

The Commission is presided over by Professor Prince,
General Inspector of Dominion Fisheries. The first
witness called was the Bon. William Ross, whose views
were substantially the sanie as others who testified.
His chief contention was against the present law whichi
forbids lobsters being; taken less than 9 inches in
length. He declared that this is ·not observed by anly
fisherman. Mr. Ross did not mince matters, his testi-
mnony is thus reported

"Wlhen you come round the northern part of Cape
Breton, towards Pictou, and if you were to enforce the
size limit, that moment you would close the factories.
Open any case of our pack and you will hardly find a
9-inch lobster. Wipe out the size regulation, there-
fore, as a useless provision. Lobsters vary in size ac-
cording to locality, even so near together as a mile
apart. Lobsters are lilke men, they don't all grow the
sane size. There are lobsters that cannot, and niever
do, grow larger than 7 inches. If you enforce the size
la., .fou thus exclude fron packing a vast aniount.
Cape Breton bas lobsters of greatly varying size. 'Tlhe
size regulation slould be abolished. It can never be
enforced."

In order to avoid detection in their systematic breach
of the 9-inch law the fisherimien kill the smaller fish
and sell the meat to packers, or they break off the claws
and tails, which prevents the inspector knowing how

large the lobster so treated may have been. The con-
fir mation of this evidence by other experts was nost
empliatic. One witness, however, Mr. Leslie, of Leslie,
Hart & Co., said tlat 75 per cent of the lobsters taken
in the Magdalen Islands are froim 10 to 104 inches
Joug, the local conditions presumably favouring a
larger growth thau in other fishing grounds.

In regard to the fishinîg season, there seenied a
general opinion that the timue liit should be varied to
meet local circ ustances as the fishing commences
later and should close later in· some localities. In Cape
Breton for instance it opens later than in Nova Scotia,
and in fairness the season on the former coast should
be proportionately extended. As the drift ice in the
Cape Breton waters chills the tenperature of the water
below w.hat is necessary for developing the seed, it is
several weeks later there before the lobsters are in.
prime condition. The closing of canneries on July
15th, said Mr. Baker, of Gabarus, " conipels us to aban-
don our calling at the very time nature intended we
should be prosecuting it vigorously, wlen the weather
is generally file, bait plentiful and the lobster itself in
perfect condition." A suggestion vas made that "each
factory be given a number and that the allixing of this
number to every tin put up, be made compulsory.
This would enable the authorities or the consuier to
trace up the whole pack and would assist in detecting
any illegal pack."

IThe necessity of better, more workable regulations,
for preserving seed lobsters, was inpressed upon the
Commissioners by several experts, and the witnesses
seemed to be very hopeful tat the onquiry would re-
sult in such laws being onacted as would bc of great
advantage to the lobster industry.

A CUSTOM HOUSE SUIT.
In our issue of 3lst December last reference was

made to an "Alleged Custons Irregularity," in which
the firn of Fitzgibbon, Schaftheitlin & Co. of this city,
were stated to be inplicated. Against this firi
a suit bas beien entered in the Excliequer Court for
Custonis duties on goods charged to bave been passed
irregularly by undervaluation. The duties on 459,284
imported between May, 1895 and June, 1890, should
have been $17,785, whereas only $15,209 was paid, the
balance of $2,584 having beenimproperly avoided by
nisrepresentations. Prior also to 1895 a similar am-

ount of goods was imported on alleged fraudulent in-
voices. These transactions involved penalties to amount
of the goods entered; a fine of $200 for each of such
invoices; and a termn of imprisonment for one year for
eaci offence.

General of Canada, are as follow :-

Thouret, Fitzgibbon & Co., without penalties, may be
suimnarized as follow :--ßalance of duties payable on
goods imported froni 1st January, 18.92, to 30th April,
1895, inclusive, $9,649; duties payable on goods im-
ported previous to 1892, $34,272; mîaking a total of
$43,821, wNith interest to be added froi the respective
dates of the importations of the goods. The defence
lias- not yet been filed.
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'Tlie firm implicated in the above charges carried on a
business as importers of dry goods and German faicy
goods. The firai of Thouiret & Co., above referred to
liad an inaglorious career whicJh came to ait end in Nov,
ember, 180', after giving iLs creditors sotme experieices
whicli are said to have remiiinded Lheim of Lite iwily
Chiilaim wlhise ways were " ieculiar," and not
illui natîtLing.~

Withott pîrejiudging the cases now before the ix-
chquer Court, we trust the atthorities will not hesitate
to enforce the law, if it is proved to have been infring-
ed in Lte way and to lte extent which is charged.

The systemt of entering goods by fraudulent invoices,
is oue which iiiiets grave iiijury tipon ail mîerchants
whiio coaduct b usiniess lioiestly. When an imaiporter
avoids paying the ordinary rate of duties by inisrepre-
seting tieir value, lie receives theim tider more fav-
ourable conditiois ltian his more ionourable coipeti-
Lor. lie is Lhen able to undersell others, who are coim-
pelled to sacrifice Lliir profits to imeet such unfair coin-
petitiont. hlie iudervaluation of goods therefore is not
oiily a fratud on the Customs, but is a fraud on other
mterchants o! a most injurious and annloying character,
ail Lite more so as they, individually, are unable to
protect tiemselves. Tleir proteetion, which implies
also the protection of the revenue,;is an itperative duty
of the Goverminîaent.

THE EA TON INSUUlANCE CASE.
The .1 obi Ealtoii Co. i isurancc case lias been decided

against the iiderwriters. 'Tie original action was
brouglit by the Baik uf loroitto to recover the amouitt
of several policies of insurance whiclh lad beei assigned
to iL to cover advances made to the Joh n E aton Co.,
wiotse premaises aud stock were burntî on the 10th May,
1897 The salvage was estimated at $1,000 and the
total loss at $289,233. Tlie ittsurance amîounîted to
$219,540 ou stock and $6,000 on fixtures. ite policies
were assignted to the ßank of Toronto. Suit was
brotiglit to recover their atioutt, the Quebec inasuraice
Co. being selected to represent the underwriters. After
oie of lte loigest trials oit record, iasting 88 days,
juîdgimîeit was givenl against the defendant company.
Not; satisfied w'ith th decision a second action was in-
stitted whici vas tried before Chief Justice, Sir Wil-
liat MerodiLt, who delivered bis judgietnt at Toron to
oi Lte 14tii inst. whicih contfirimîs the first decision. The
iisurance coupanies are condemned to pay the claims
agaiist thent and the costs, which wili be enoriouis.

Ini our issue of the 30LI July, 1.807, we gave the facts
of this reimîarkable case with somne coiments, one of
whici )Vas, " Considering the special risk of departmnen-
tal stores to [ires of a matost disastrous character, we
caninot comlpliieit the underwriters who placed $219,-
540 on stock and $6,000 oi the fixtitres containedl iii
an establisimtenit of the departmeit store class, especi-
ally whenî they knew tiat their policies .were leld by a
batik as security for loanîs. Neither are we able to ad-
mtire the business shrewdness of firis which placed
large contsiginents of goods in a store on credit, wheni
tey knew, or might have kiowni, lial the policies of

lire insurance covering these goods were hypothecated
to secre borrowed mon1ey !"

As an objeet lessont on the folly and thie dangers of
reckless credit, the loin Eaton Co. insurance case
iakes a pre.-emiunent, positiont.

OFFICIAL ANAROIC STS.

A narchiists and Stale officials represent two forces
wlich are as cssentially opposites as lieat and cold ; or
the mciiailical laws wiichi make respectively for
coliesion and disintegration. The aim of anarchisLts is
to break up the existing order of society, to destroy ail
the macliiiry by whieh all ien are protected in

pursuing their several inîdustrial and conmnercial
avocations. Ail the officials in the emlîploy of organized

governii ents, local or geieral, are, more or less, directly
etngaged as parts of tlat iiachiiiery, thougli to soute-
is intriusted more specifically thai others the duty of
maiintaining the law and order necessary for each man's
exercise of his freedom in the political, social, and
industrial spiere.

It is an universally accepted principle of modern
civilisation that the citizens of each country shall have
the absolute riglit to exchange Lleir goods one withi
the other, and that this free ittercourse between buyers
and sellers shall be enjoyed by those who have labour
to sell, and those who desire to purchase it. One of the
greatest advances made towards popular liberty was
effected wlen the peasantry were no longer bound to
the soil and to its owner as serfs, and forbidden to
change their residence in search of work, or a more
favourable locality. As soon as labourers acquired the
riglit to move about the cou ntry to sell their labour
they becane freeuien, under the ol restrictions they
wyere slaves. By the law which was ii force in Eng-
land over a Ltiousand years- ago, a labourer who muoved
away front one locality to another was practically an
outlaw, the sheriffs could cotipel such persons to re-
turt to Lte place they came from, they were entitled to
no protection from Lite authorities while absent from
the estate to whici they were attaclhed.

Recent events in Illinois show that to-day tiere are
State officials in the United States who wish to re-
establish the barbaric conditions of feudai tintes., The
Governor of Illinois and the Sieriff of one county, have
each declared that they will not afford any protection
to labourers who leave one part of that country to seek
work in that State. These officers declare, that men
who comle into Illinois from another district to work
iiust be regarded as outlaws. A body of such
labourers vio came to work were fired upon and
several of theim mlturdered by citizens who objected to
their presence. Governor Altgeld, and the Sheriff de-
clare that, so far as Lhey~ are concerned, they will noit
interfere to prevent such mturders beinig committed.
Out of the ultra-denocracy of the United States there
lias thus been evolved a social couiditioi identical in its
nature with that of feudal slavery.

The feudal system Ias, however, one of law and order,
but the recrudescene of it iii Illinois is anarchy, for, by
the constitution of the United States each citizen is at
liberty to pursue lis calling in peace wherever lie
thiniks well, and, while so occupied as a law abiding
citizen lie is legally entitled to the protection of thé
State. If the doctrine laid down by Governor Aitgeld
and the Sheriff wio refuses to protect labourers seeki
ing work, w'ere to spread, the United States would be
wrecked by a social revolution more sanguinary, more
costly, more disastrous to its commercial interests
thian the war of Secessioi.
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AN AMERICAN VIEW OF T11E LUMBER
QUESTION.

The leading commercial paper of the United States
gives its views of the lumber question as follow

The lumbermen of the United States arc in a far
less meritorious position than the self-styled represen-
tatives of the farmers. The timber lands of the nation
have been given away or sold for a nominal considera-
tion to men who have made front $20 to $100 ain acre
from the timber. The investigatioins of the Depart-
ment of Labour show that white pine lumber is pro-
duced more cheaply in the States than in Canada. A
grèat portion of the 'West was always treeless, and niost
of the Eastern part is becoming so, and the lumber
duties have been taxed upon a very great. part of the
population of the United States for the benefit of an
extremely small class, and the pretence that American
interests are opposed to the admission of 'Canadian
Lumber free of duty, is more transparent than pretences
of this sort usially are.da

W hile so prin ent and so powerful a journal as the
above is quoted from, regards the theory, that " Ameri-
can interests are opposed to the admission of Canadian
lumber free," as a remarkably transparent pretence,
we on this side may well objèct to sacrificing any of
our interests on the altar of such a "pretence."

THE LONDON GLOBE ON THE KCLONDYKE.
The London Globe has been publishing letters from its

special correspondent at Dawson City, whicli confirmr those
of its contemporary the Tnes in regard to the oppressive
ilining tax, and defective admistration of the Kiondyke.

\ The Globe, which must not be confounded with the Toronto
organ, is even more pungent in its criticismns than the
Thunder'er. *It says

"Klondyke is, as it were, an annexe of the Dominion, and
-as is alnost invariably the case where taxation and re-
presentation are divorced-it pays a long price for the
blessings of go governcent without gettn g then. or the
aririferons wealth of the country there can be no shadow of
question; but Ottawa bas taxed the nascent miining industry
of this renote British possession in a manner calculated ta
niake even Presidezt Kruger blush. A Government taX of
10 per cent on the gross output of the mines is absolutely
prohibitive inia region where labor costs fron $5 to $10 a
day. This impost has greatly retarded the developnent of
the mines, for while it prevents the poorer claims froi baing
worked at a profit, the owners of nany of the richer claims
have deferred nining operations in the hope that the tax wil
b e removed. And it is not as though the Dominion gave
Kiondyke a capable administration in return for this heavy
tax upon its yield of gold. The country seems to lie fairly
welL policed, but good roads are practically non-existent and
the postal arrangements are a public scandal."

It proceeds on the strength of its correspondent's letters ta
charge, that American companies have been granted lumnber
monopolies which malke the price of timber terribly exorbi-
tant to the ininers. It declares also that these concessions
have been obtained " by a liberal expenditure of jalm oi at
Ottawa." While unwilling to credit all the rumours afloat
as to corruption in official.circles, the Globe thinks " the in-
vestigation which is ta taie place inight profitably include in
its purview Ottawa as well as Dawson City."

IL will be a grave tactical error for the Government ta
have the proposed investigation made by persans whose pro-
ceedings and whose verdict will not command. the full con-
confidence af our own people, and that also of the British
publie. Canada cannot afford to have lier honour besmirehed
as it lias been by two of the most influential of English
journals without every possible effort being made to cleanse
the national record.
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BUSINESS VICISSITUDES.
Paschal Gagnon, drygoods, 1'75 St. Catherine street, Montreal,

is offering 25c on the dollar, upon a deficit of about $2,000.
Gagnoi got into difficulties before; namiely in January, '97, as.
signlng the following muonth. The estate wtas wound up, but
camo into his hands again through the good oflices of a friend,
who bougit the stock. Mrs. Gowan thereupon assumed owner-
ship, still trading unider old name. Gagnon was aforetime of the
firn G agnon & Frere, which dissol vei J uily,'95. Fail tires anong
drygoods retailers, whose capital or enterprise is not equal ta
wage the keen competition whic isi necessitated by the popu-
larity of the large central emporiîums, excites less remiark fron
their frequency In Montreal, than these carry with then a con-
viction that credit giving on the part of our wholesale bouses
could be materially ctrtailed in respect to admittedly "weak"
mien, and this without prejudicing the profits which ultimately
mnigit come fron continning the account. Tie percentage of
fallures (of which this is an instance) wihich cause no surprise, ls
undoubtedly greater in the drygoods trade than in any other, and
this l not remarkable when one realizes that of those who fail
fully seventy-five per cent have failed beforn-at least the aver-
age for Montreal during the last six months show it-and quite
fifty per cent restitue business again, noue the worse for their
travail. Tie drygoods insolvent is extrenely resourcetul. We
should have to draw upon quite a few similes to do him justice
if we enlarged upon this phase or his business personality,
anong which would ie the astonishing attribute of the honsb
cat with its traditional ine lives, and others scarcely so inspired,
but these eau wait assured that they will be wanted later-lile
'the much naligned liash of boarding bouse recollection, which
took in everything that could be used, there is no waste of words
in writing of drygoods failures-which hint must close this par-
ticular recital.

It is a conceit of most men who are looking around for an
opening to start In business for themselves, that they ean run a
grocery store if they can do nothing else. There is no special
qualidcation necessary "weigh nasure and gauge everything
you buy, and sali it for cash." This is the only rule to learn and
follow. "Simple as A.B.C." tiey say. There comes a time
however when the adventurous grocers, who have bougit a
small stock and have seen it go out of the door in dribs and
drais to the surrounding neiglhbours without the cash registor
being aware of it, is disillusioned, and ton late they find out that
the difference between "runnring" a grocery and "rnining" one
thougi sliglt is striking. It ail hinges upon the same
I which ias been the root of their trouble frr the first.
No branch of business rnay be sald to lie more prolific of
grosser mistakes thain the grocery. Of It mnay ie truthfully
said "Many are called but few are ciosen." At least this is the
conclusion to be drawn fron the falilure of one Cleophas Therein,
Quebee, who for the last six years ias been trying to adapt his
experience In the taunery trade with that of selling teas and
sugar.

' T. M. Sibbald, dealer in coal and wood, Toronto, who will be
remembered te nauy in Montreal, by reison of his onetime cou-
nection with the firm of Tiffin Bros., and the Empire Tobacco
Co., with which firi ie fotnd ermiloymnent between 1887 and
1893, dates which respectively mark bis landing in Canada front
Scotland, and his leaviug Montreal for Toronto to start in busi-
ness for hiisolf. This was net In coal and wood however, Sib-
bald began as commission merchant and manufacturers' agent in
lite "Queeu"city, but two years was apparently enougi, and we
next find him two years later accepting a position as. traveller
for a Montreal wholesale house. In the fall of last year Sibbald
relinquisied the opportunity to male a fortune on the " road"
and Instead wentbacl to Toronto where lie bought a branch of
the Congef Coal Co., with a fortune which came to im already
made from Scotland. Like the fables of the old geographers,
lowever, the Inheritance must have excelled mrost in descripfion.

Sheppard Bros. & Co., printers, Toronto, have compromised
at 20 cents in the dollar upon liabilities of $18,000 and assets
$14,000. Miles W. Sheppard and Fred. Perry, the partners in
the concern, cast in their fortunes togethter in Nov. '94.
