On two sides it has three
tiers of benches or rude couches, each of
which is calculated to hold two persons, with
their feet towards each other ; so that twelvre
might:bathe at the same time. The lowest
bench projects farthest into the room ; they
rise two. feet above each other, and each ha% a
wooden. pillow, at the ends.

In one corner of the farther end of the apgrt-
ment stands the furnace, which is supphied
