CrARKE's CROSSING, May 9. —A comrier who
feft Gen. Middleton’s camp at Gabriel’s Cross-
ipg at 7 o'clock on Friday night hus arrived
and reports that orders had heen izrned for

revcille to sound at 4 3.m, cn Seturday, pre-

ratory to & march upnn Bateche gt 5 a.m,

(3abriel Dumonts’ house near the camp was

puzned on Friday by order of Gen. Middieton.
A French heif-breed named Lotte, who

estaped from Riel’s camp. camp into our liues
on Yriday. He stated that there were only
forty-five half-breeda in the Hght at Fish

Creck, with & number of Indians. The loss

of the rebels is put down at six killed and

tbree wounded, and the names are given. He

ve the streagth of Riel’s forces entrenched
st Batoche a8 five hundred armed men and
said they had resolved to fight to the bitter
end, Riel hae proclaimed himeelf a prophet.

The half-breeds, should Riel attempt to desert

them, would shoot him. The country be-

gween the camp snd Batoche is pretty well
timbered and would afford excellent shelter
to our treops aa wall as to the rebels. Gene-
ral Middleton’s delay, if it accomplired po-
thing else, enabled him tn get & true tope.

_ THE BATTLE COMMENCED.

BitocRE'S CROSSING, via CLARKE'S Cross.
e, May 8.—The troops left tne camp at
Gabriel’s Crossing at 6 this morning, leaving
all eupplies behind, the steamer iorthcote
advancing down the river akead of the col-
umn, They marched seven miles without
geeing or hearing anything of the enemy.
The morning was bright und warm. Sud-
denly they heard the steamer Northcote’s
whistle blowing continuously. Further on
the sound of heavy firing in the direction of
the river was heard. The line of march was
st follows :—F'irat, Boulton's scouts, accom-
penied by the Gatling gun; the Royal
Grenadiers formed the advance guard with
A Battery, The 90th Battalion supported
them with the Winnipeg Field Battery and
the detachment of the Midland Battalion n
the resorve. Directly heavy firing was heard
the volunteers fired a signal thut had been
agreed upon, The guns on the steamer replied.
The rcouts und the Gatling were then pushed
rapidiy shead, and came in sight of two
houses near the bank of the river, which here
{s very precipitous,

were met here. They fired and retrented be-
hind a house towards a hotlow. The Gatling
was bronght to benr on them, when they run
into the house near the church at 84, Laurent,
which was also fired on by the Gatling, when
the rebels ran out iuto the bush. A Butlcry’s
two guus by this time tame up with a rush
and got intn position, sending several shells
after the rebels. Then the Royal Grenadiers
dashed into action and deploycd - into line,
continuing to advance in skirmishing order
till the church was reached, when a priest
came ott of the liouse, waving a white flag.
Gereral Middleton and staff advanced and
thook hands when three other priests and
five Sisters of Charity also came out, A
number of holf-breed children were dlso in-
side in charge of the Sisters.

THE NORTHCOTE IN ACTION.

_Father Moulin said that the steamer ar-
rived at & point a little above Batoche at5 30
&m., and the rebels immediately commenced
firing on it from both banks. It shertly
sfter stuck on a mud hank, but swung clear
again, aud just before the arrival of the vol.
Onteers possed the croesing. He aluo said
that the rebels had six killed and twelve
wounded at Fiah Creek. The steamer was
séen for & moment down the river with her
smoke stack gone, The Grenadiers .were
still advancing in skirmishing order through
the bush on the right of the trail. The gat-
ling meanwhile had been pushed forward
down the declivity towards Batoche, now
E:mly visible in the valley below. Here A
sattery again’ unlimbered on the top of the
ridge, sending shells into the houwses, and
whilst doing so0 were almost sarprised by a
number of the rebels who crept up in the bush

THE RYBELS STHENGTH.

Wm, Bruce, a prisover of Riel, but who
escaped on Tuesday, was brooght in by the
scorts. Riel’s force, he says, was a little
over four handred in number, balf of whom
were on the other eide of the river when he
left. He alao says that when ammunpition
was sorved to the rebels oniy one keg of pow-
der remained. Bnlluts were also searce. The
women and children bad been sent to the
other side of the river. The priscnersare
safe so far a8 he koew. Beardy is not with
Riel, but has been sent for. Riel, Damont
apd other leaders are in Riel’s camp.

At 6 o’cluck p.m. Bonlton's Horve started
back to our corrsl to bring up all the wag-
gons ahd supplies. We camp here to-
night, Gen. ‘Middleton having determined
to hold the position. Captain Young
climbed on the roof of the church and des-
cried a body of Indians on the level near the
river bank, about a mile away. The Winni-
peg Battery was at once ordered up, and
sent several well directed ghells, snattering
them immediately. The firing has now en-
tirely ceased, but may be resnmed at any mo-
ment. No news has been received from the
ateamer Northcote, but she keeps blowing
her whistle, hence it is concluded that she ie
safe. The sonnd comes from two or three
miles down the tiver. During the day tho
Grenadiers, A Battery men and Boulton’s
scouts, who constitute the advance line,
behaved admirably. The Winnipeg batta-
lion, oecupying the trying position of sup-
ports, were only able to get in an occasional
shot much to their disgust. Eairly in the
morning crowds of women and children and
mounted men were seen hurrying iuto the
bush on the other side of the river.

6.20 &, m.—A body of rebols have just
opened fire from the bluff near the ravine on
the volunteers’ left front, evidently as skir-
mighera. Ihey fired three volloys, bnt ave
shooting too high, Tho Winnipeg Battery,
resuming, are shelling tho houses in the dis-
tance where a large number of rehels are
gathered, A second shell crashed through
the first houre and the rebels run out. An.
other tore the roof off the house beyond. As
the despstches leave senttered firing is going
on. I isexpected the rebels will ve cleaned
out to morrow and communijcation be vflected
with the baas.

Later— The tronps sre now constructing
earthworks around the camp. The general
is determined to hold this position. This
despatch ia carried by Armstrong, a bold
reout. As he leaves the rebels bave reopened
fire on our front,

AND THE NATIONAL PARTY.

The Irish Bishops sent for by the Pope.

THE NATIONS APOSTATIZING, BUT ERIN EVER TRUE
T0 THE FAITH.

Impertant Lettor of the Right Rev. Dr, Nulty,
Lsrd Blshop of Meath,

The following pastoral letter from his
Lordship the Most Rev. Dr. Nulty was read
at all the Masses in all the chapels through-
out the diocese of Meath on Sunday :

TO THE CLERGY AND LAITY OF THE DIOCESE OF
MEATH.

DrarLY BE5LOVED BRETHREN,-—Before this
letter reaches you, or can be read to you, I
will be far sway on my journey to Rome.
Indeed it was only at tht last
moment that it ocvurred to me to
write it at all. I think I gee the
strongeet reasons for anticipating from the
conferences of the Irish bishops with the
authorities at Rome large and exceptionally
beneficial results for our country as well as
for our religion. The obligations and duties
which Irishmen owe to the Holy See have
of late been a little uneettled and thrown
into a state of painful uancertainty, in
which they wonld seem apparently to clash
with the fulfilment of the daties wa owe to
onr country, One of the results of these
Koman conferences will be to ascertain, to
define and settle with clearness, precision
and cortainty all that the Holy See expects
fromur; and to piove thatit demands no.
thivg which is not well calculated to foster
and promote the growth and development of
loyalty and love to our conutry. No nation oa
this earth ever yielded to the Holy Seea
larger, a more generous, or a more gelf-sacrific-
ing obedience, and in terribly trying ordeals in
whichourloyalty wasveryseverely tested, Our
allegiance to the Chair of Pcter has for more
than three centuries been written, and is still
recorded in letters of blood, and has won for
us the admirction and esteem of the whoule
Christianworld. Foreignecclesiastical writers
during these ceantnries of persecution used to
oceury themaelves in making subtle and im-
poesible hypotheses over which they wasted
a deal of idle and useless speculution, They
used to ask

COULD THE POTE TAKE ONE RIDE

on any impnrtani question, whilst the Church
actunlly took theother? Could the Caurch
act independently of the Popu? Did treach-
ery and disloyalty to the Pope of nceessity
imply apostacy from the Church and for-
feiture ot her communion? But the actuoal
hehavior of the Catholic Church, in the
death-struggle in which she was then
engaged in on this island, could have easily
enlighted  these thcorists. The Irish
Catholic pation und the heretical nation that
oppressed and persecuted it never thought ot
such snbileties ; neither of them ever doubted
that wherever the Pope was, there of neces-
sity should the Church be slong with him, It
seemed self-evident to both {hat treschery to
the Pope and apostacy from the Church
meant one and thesams thing. To abjuve,
therefore, the authority of the Pope was
practically un act of open rovolt and rebel-
lion against the Church, and of complete and
final scpatation from her. The simple, the,
practical, and the fundamental issue that
divided them, and on which ths heretical
nation insisted, was to renounce the authority
of the Pope, and to acknowledge the spiritual
pupremacy of the Queen or King of Epgland.
1t required no more. This was the issne sub-
mitted 300, years ago to Dr. Walshe, who,
like myself, was a parish priest of Trim be
fore he became Bishop of Meath, And we
sea the answer he gave to it in the eighteen
years he speni immaured in a dungeon in Dub-
lin Castle : in the wounds worn into the very
hone in his hands and feet by the manacles
that hound him ; in the adventures of his
subsequent escape, and finally, in his death
as an exile in a foreign land.

WHEN O'CONNELL PRESENTED HIMSRLY

at thé bar of the Houss of Commons ae the
ficst elected Catholio represeatative of Clare,
the same issue cxactly was asain submitted to
him, As a preliminary condition for taking
his seat he was required to swear that
t'the Pope hath not, mnor ought to
have, any jurisdiction or anthority in
the realm of Eapland.” His avuwer was
that the first of these statements as a matter
of fasct he knew #o be false; and that asa
Catholio he believed, and- was. bouad to ee-
lieve, that the second of these statementa was
falee alao, In the long aed mournful interval
from Dr. Walshe to O'Connell, in defence of
this great issue and in testimony of the

1 divine anthority of Poter, deptha of frightful

auffaring were fathomed in' this country
such as bad never before been witnessed
in any land under ~heaven, . Fiies,
inprisonments and tortures. were inflicted
‘upon thousands and thousands of agonizing
victima of our:-race and nation, which nad no
_parallel or precedent-in the annals of human
sufforing, They ¢ reputation
they, pluadered us of our property, they con;
homes, extioguishied our bedrthe, ”

which would sa¥e Irish _ By Yo,
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others they longed aund labored most to wrest-
fron us. And yet all the time we never once
wavered or vacillated in our loyalty or

allegiance to the See of Peter. Ouk
sufferings only served to invigorate
and to confirm our faith; and, what

was, if possible, more importsut still, to
elevate, to strengthen and consolidate the
religious feeliugs, saympathies and affections
in which faith iteelf is ultimately rooted, and
from whirch it derives all its merit and
valne. The larger, the severer, the more
painful the sacrificos exacted from us for
our faith in the prerogatives and supremacy
of Peter, the dearer, the tenderer, sud the
better beloved by us hecame the divine dos-
trinal truths for which we bled and suffered.
The perfection of a nation’s faith and its pre-
servation, too, are intlncnced immensely by
the religious feelings, sympathies and affee-
tionate leanings which it cherishes for the
Holy Sre. A nation’a faith, like tho faith of
he individual, is fostered, nourished, and

muolstzd into tio falnrss of maturity and
perfection priacipally Ly ths feolings and
sympathies from which it tirst sprang, and for
which it murt alwaya grow. . . . To extin-
guish therciore the fuith of a nation you must
first extirpate and

TEAR GUT OF THE XATION'S HEART ALL THE

and feelings that nourish and preserve it. In
the fierce and terribly persistent effort made to
wrest its faith from the Irish nation by brute
force and bloodshed, it must be admitted that
the enemy aseailed ue exactly on the side on
which the national character was atrongest, in
fact, on which our feith was invincible, But
though ignominiously vanquished, he has
managed te acquire foam his very defeats and
failure dangeroug and formidable experience.
For if there be an undoubtedly strong side to
our national character, there is an undoubt-
edly weak side of it too, and it is against this
he now threatens to direct his vaat and ter-
rible energies. Let us consider the sitnation
carefully, especially its most disagreeable fea-
tures. It would be nothing lesa than danger-
ous selt-deception to queation the fact that we
Irishmen are maturally hanghty and exces-
sively sensitive. We are awfully impree-
sionable to insult, contempt and acorn. A
gneer, an affront, a well-barbed earcasin sinks
into the very depths of our sonls, and at once
begins to foster and ferment thers. We fos-
ter it, we nourish it, und brood over it till it
has pot only soured and epoiled our feel-
ings, but until it has to some extent infu.
riated them. Smarting and
under the anguish of wounded or lacerated
feeliogs, we surrender ourselves up to feel-
ings of aversion, of abhorrence and hatved ;
aud we look out impatiently for opportunities
for retaliation and vengeance. It is very
bard for the Christign feelinga of charity,
mercy, and forgivenecss of injuries, to make
head agrinet paroxysms of passion which
sometimes deprive us ot the full use of reason,
and which render us partially delirious and
demented. Except under the jofluence of such
violent burst of indignant feeling

whilst the number of thuse who, to avenge an
alfront or to retulinte on an enemy, have
basely apoststized from their religion, is
painfully large. The ancient ond noble
family of -——— in this diocese, after heroically
clinging to the faith throuch centuries of
persecution, and of forfeiture of their
estates and property, have deplorably
apostatized from it in the memory of men
still living, simply becuuso they believed
that an ordinary country priest had wilfully
or perhaps ignorantly aifronted them. The
uahappy apoatato who then represcoted that
family became afterwurds an illuatrious peni.
tent, and publicly apologized before the
Grand Jary st Trim for the scaudal he bad
given, and did all in his power ever after
to atone for it. In sapity, huwever, of all
his offorts his descendania followed him
in his apostacy, but not in his repent.
ance, aud the family continues bLigotedly
ant1-Catholic to the present duy. Bearing in
mind, then, how vastly and vitally the faith
of a nation is influenced and affected by its
religious feeling and symipathics on tho one
hend, and the excensive and dangeroua sensi.
tiveness of our mnntional charscter on the
othar, I corfess that, for some time past, I
conld not help feelivg uncomfortable mingiv-
inga for the future of our ancient national
church, The lessons taught by the ex-
perience of several years pest plainly
show that, in the present excited
and suspicious state of publiv feeling, grave
and dangerous complications and misunder-
atandings might ‘at sny moment crop up be-
tween the Irish natirn and the Holy See, snd
no one could cnlculate or fix alimit to the
deplorable consequences that might result
from them. And enemios would never at eny
time be wanting who would lsbor might snd
main to widen the breaches, and aggruvate
the misunderstandibge that would then arise.
In the excitement} insepurable from such con-
troveraies it woilld be easy fo persunde a
jealons and credulous race like oura that

AFTER BEING INJURED BY THE ICS SHE

Harirax, May 10,—The Belgian steamer
Helvetin, 1161 tous, Capt. Schoonhaven,
from Antwerp to Montreal, with passengers
and general cargo, sunk off Scaterie on
Saturday. She had been in the ice around
Cape Ray, Nild., for over a week, was badly
damaged by ice and leaked considerably, She
was headed for Sydney, but, being in distress,
hailed the Allan steamer Acadian, which was
going from Hulifax to Sydnsy.

WHAT A CABLE CORRESPONDENT SAYS ABOUT
THE PROJECTED VISIT—VERY MIXED
VIEWS OF THX SITUATION—THE GOLDEN
ROSE FUR THE ENPRESS,

Loxvox, May 8,—The British envoy lately
sent to Rome with o semi-official mission had
two audiences with the Pope during his stay
there and repeated interviews with many
eminent prelates. : .

His Holiness referred iu:identally to the
visit which the Prince paid to PiusIX. soon
after his recovery from the grave illness
to which he s&o mnearly succumbed, and
quoted the words used on the occasion by
that Pontiff, My son, my prayers were
offered up for you as for my Evpglish spiritual
subjects the world over.” Cardinsl Jacobini
went still further., He discussed the de-
tails of the projected vieit with the envoy
and hinted that the programme would be sim-
ilar to that adopted in the case of the Crown
Prince of Germany. Forinstance, if the Prince
were staying at the Quirinal it would
be advisable to call at Cardinal Howard's
on the way to tha Vatican and be accompanied
by that dignitary. The possibility of the
Princess’ presence was also touched upon,
snd the toilet to be worn was suggested at
the Propaganda.

Perhaps owing to the presence of the Irish
bishopa the envoy’s approaches were met with
some reserve, Cardinal Simeoni thougat that
a8 an acknowledgment of the tolerance shown
to Catholic missions by England, the Pope
would be delighted to receive the Prince's
visit. His Eminence compmitted himself no
further, The Irish bishops spoken to on the
subject trented it rather disdainfully. At
the English Collego the rumor of the Prince’s
coming caused much excitement. Whether
the vieit will come off depends on circum-
stances, The Prince himself may be the lagt
to hear of it. In ony case, should he decido
on the journey, his way. will have been
smoothed for him,

In addition to this information an ecclesing-
tical correspondent of the N. Y, Herald at
Rome sends the following, which indirectly
confirma the news with regard to the Prince’s
journey :—“The projected visit is much
taik d of at Rome. It is still believed that
the journey would have h double purpase, It
is sv pposed that Russia aud Turkey would be
impressed by a step which would show
the friendship of Eagland and Italy, and that
a visit to the Vatican would incline the Pope
to favor England in the choice of Archbishop
McCabe’s suceesaor. The Irish episcopate, as
a whole, is, of course, ill-disposed toward the
British government. Of sixteen bishops at-
tending the Congreas only two are not strongly
nationalist, It is uaderstood thatthe Pope
is willing .0 gront the Prince an audience
should he apply for it,

Mr. Gladstone's Cabinet attaches censider-
able importance to the journey and trusta that
the Prince may counteract the influence of
the Irish bishops. Among other matters now
before the Irish Congress educational ques-
tions have n comspicuous place, The scheme
includes the questivns of higher education, the
Queen’s colleges, the collation: of degrees and
the universities, the latter being the moat
gerious of all, A majoriby of the bishops
fsvor an open rupture with the government,
and at the Vatican this attitude is’ to some
extent thought natural emough. Neither in
Treland nor in Poland can the Holy Seo alto-
gether visregard the moral and political as-
peets of the questions at issue. '

At tha same time it feels obliged. to keep
the uction of the hishops strictly within cer-
tain limits and to discriminate, a8 ina famous
letter the Pope once wrote to Cardinal Mec-
Cabe, between logitimate national aspirations
and the tendenzies of Fenisng and of
Mr. Parpell's wilder partisans. The Dublin
Archbishopris is still vacant. The bishops
have been consulted as to the merits of the
different cannidates, Most of them support
Dr. Walsh, The English government would
prefer Dr. Donnolly. Between the two the
Pope hesitates. It seems probable that he
will pass over both and choose a neutral can-
didate. '

The Herald correspondent to-day inter-
viewed & distinguished Cathelic lately at
Rome, and ascertained that the Hoely Father
hnd decided to send the golden rose privately
to the Empress of Germany, who, though not
s Catholjo, has quietly used her influence on
many occesions to protect Catholic German
subjects from persecution and to Bmooth
away the difficultios 2ividing the Empire
grom the Hely See. - '

.THE BATTLEFORD BATTLE.
POUNDMAKER ‘AND 'COL OTTER'S

The Indians Attempt to Surround the Troops
—FPluciiy Reslstance . by the Volunteers
Tuder a Xeavy Fire—The Indlan Chie®
Still im a Strong Fosition.

Barrirporp, N.W.T., May 6.—Col. Otter,
with a furce of 900 men, left here on Friday
vilemoon at 3 o'clock for Poundmakear's reserve,
o;l miles west of this place, on the south of the
Buttle river. The force consisted of the police
under Colonel Herchmer, the Gatling and two'
seven-pounders, with B Battery men, the old
Dattleford -Rifles, the Ottawa sharpshooters
und part of the Queen’s Own, We marched all
night, stopping once for food and once for a brief
rest, At daybreak on Saturday mornicg wi:
saw 2 Jot of cattle aud some Indians ov the luw
hills at Cut Knife Creek aud started for them.
All at once, oa getting to the top of the hills,
we cauie upun Poundmaker’s tepees, about 120 in
number, The Indians had lnid & trap for us,
lying in' a huge semicircle in tho ravines and
bluffs, We estimated that they were 600
strong. Most of them had shot guns and a
few 1ifles, Tho others had bowsand arrows,
As_we descended the hill towards them the
police told us that *The enemny was immediate-
ly in front.” 'The Iudians at ouce closed on the
liead of our column, makinﬁ a bold rush for the
big guns, They caire within twenty yards of
us, but the police fired and then charged,
driving them back again to their hiding
places, ‘“ B” Battery and the Gatling at
once opcned and kept up a hot fire for half
an hour. A pood many Indians were killed at
this point, but most of them lay flat, or else
kept close below the edges of tho ravine, the
shot going over their heads. For a while the
Indian fire slackened, and we saw them moving
briskly. It was at first supposed that they were
retinng, snd our columa advanced a  short
distance and extended in skirmishiug order.
Colonel Otter, however, kept the force well

.

fin hand, fearing an ambuscade of sowe sort.

All at ouce, about 10 a.m., the Indians began
firing with extraordinary vigor, and it woa found
that-they had extended “their half-moon forma-
tion, so that their flanks almost overlapped our
entire ¢’ lumn,

The object of the enemy now became appa-
rent, He was endeavoring to cut off our lice of
retreat. The Battleford Rifles were at once
despatched to keep our rear open. We had
left our teams in and near the' creck. and the
Buttleford m2n struck out and guarded these,
aud then drove the enemy out of the bush along
the banks, This gave us & clear road back, Col.
Otter had intended advancing right in upon the
tepees to the front, but one of the seven pounders
was disabled by the breaking of the gun car-
riage, and it was not deemed advisable to push
on, Asamatter of fact, our small ams were
not of much use, the two guns being our pripei-
palreliance. The Gatling did good work in clear-
1ng the groves aund clumps, but the moment the
enemy dropped down into the conlees it was of
little more use than our rifles, The shrapnel of
f B" Battery did most of the damage, and the
disabling of one of the guns was under such civ-
cumstances & serious Inisfortune. It was now
noen, aud the men had been in action for nearly
seven hours, Colonel Otter ab once deter-

mined to withdraw, and word was pass-
ed all along the line. The Indians soon
detected our purpose and made another

effort to cut ue off, but on this cecasion they
were easily driven back. It was evident also
that they were expecting reiuforcements to
reach them from the western end of the reserve.
Qur weunded were then placed in the wagpons,
and at 1 20 p.m, we began the march huck to
Battleford, The policv and Battleford Hifles
were ortered to fire the prairie and scrub to pre-
vent the enemy from following us, This was
done and we reached Batileford in safety at 10
p.m.

THE OBJECT OF THE FIGHT,

Col. Otter’s object in setting out with a flying
column was simply to strike Poundmaker a
blow, and then to return. This was done with
some success, Fifty tepees were destroyed by
our shell and the woods and prairie having been
fired a3 we moved off, Poundmaker’s camp
was literally burnt, We learned on Sunday
that he had ' moved on a short distance further
west and that he now occupies a very
strong position iz o knot of blnffs covered with
scrub,  On the north end of ths reserve there
was a lot of houses, These were either dostroy-
ed or badly shattered, According to all accounts,
the Indiuns bave swopt all that part of the
ccuntry clean, plundering it and then firing the
empty homesteads, There are some half-breeds
among the Indiaas,

THE LOSSES,

Our lorg is eight killed and thirteen wwounded.
The loss of the Indians is estimated” at not less
than eighty killed and wounded. We counted
96 dend Indians. It is believed that Big
Bear was with Doundmnker during the en-

gagement, but this is not  kuown
for certain, Little Poplar’s horse was
captured, Red Pheasant, Strike-him-on-the

Back, Liltle Pine, Morquito and other chiefs
were there without donbt, but our ssouts say
Poundmaker alone directed the enemy’s move-
ments., It must be confessed that he chose his
ground well, The cattle and Indisns we saw
at Cot Xuife creek were evidently decoys. It
is snid, the Indians expended most of their
ammumtion in the fight. It will be
necessary to keep a considerable force to protect
the town, so that Col. Otter cannot venturs to
take out more than 300 men, and Satuiday’s
fight satisfied us that while we may punish the
Indians with such a force we cannot attempt to
overpower them with less thun three times that
number. Poundmaker, of course, claims the vig
tcry. Scouts say he is being reinforced from all
parts. Colonel Otter looks for months of fight-
ing unless General Middleton can make short
work of Ricl and Dumont and hasten westward,
The scouts irom here sny that Big Bear has any
guantity of ammuniti™n, and that runners are
bringing it from the south,

GENERAL UTRISINS REPORTED.

Col. Otter is extramely anxious to hear from
Edmonton, and also frlom Fort MacLeod, a
rumor here having it 1hat thereis to ba a gen.
eral uprising below the railread. It is the
universal belicf that we are in for a long
Iodian war, The Indians are maseing between
here and Edmonton, and some think there will
bs trouble before long among the Bloods and
Pieguane along the Southern boundary. Wa
buried our dead here on Monday. Our svound-

|'| "POINT'I¥ ALL THE BRITISH EMPIRE.

WEHAT IS PERHAPS THE MOST VULNERABLE.

! .Sax Franoisoo, May 4,—The alarm of the;
inhabitants of the pretty and thriving little
town of Victoria, British Columbia, which is
entirely unprotected against a raid of Russian
cruleers, is not wireasonable, Within twelve
days’ steaming disiance of the Russian naval
station on the Asiatic conrt, and lying within
rapge of the guns of a modern war ship
manceuvred on the open waters of the Straits
of Fuoa, the construction of works for the de-
fence of Victoria hus been entirely neg-
lected by the Liitish and Canudian Gov-
ernments. The approach to the town
wharves of Victoria is by a narrow and
intricate channel, which can only be navigated
safely by vessels of muderats tonnage ; butns
the centre of the town is a little niore than a
mile from the ocuter roads, with good land-
ing places at several points, the intricacies of
the harbor channel interpoee but a slight bar-
rier to attacks from a hostile force. Three
miles from Victorin harbor is the harbor of
Eequimault. the only British naval station on
the Pacific coast of America. Esgquimault is
one of the safest and most picturezque har-
bora in the world, about three miles
in length, with a depth of water upon
which the largest ironclad ships of war
can aafely flout, surrounded by low
wooded hills, with & narrow but deep en-
trance from Fuca Straits. Esquimault is,
after San Eroncisco, the best harbor on the
west conat of North- America. A large naval
graving dock is well advanced towsards com
pletion at the upper end of the harbor, and a
small dock-yard s near the entrance. Yet,
strango to say, this important naval station
has never been fortitied, In the ahsence of
British war ships from the harber there is
literally nothing to prevent an ordinary
steamer, armed with one rifled gun, from
steaming in and destroying the dockyard
buildings, the graving dock, and the villuge
of Ezquimault.

The indilference of the British Government
to the defenceless condition of their only
paval station on the north Pucific canonly be
explained on the presumption that the Admi-
ralty intended that onme or more eflicient
cruisers of the DBritish Pacific fleet should
alwaya be in the harbor. In the swmmer
month the flagships and several of the smaller
vessels do go up from the coasts of Suuth
and Ccntral Awmcrien, and refit at Es-
quimaunlt; but at other times, and par-
ticularly during the last three "years, the
harbor has often beea deserted by the navul
shipa and left entirely unprotected. The
value of Erquimauit to the British navy isail
the greaier from the fact that it is the peint
where its ships must aesemble to puard the
coal mines on Vancouver Islavd, from which
in war times tke British naval eteamers in
the North Pucific must draw their supplies
of coal, The conl ports Napaimo and Depar-
ture Bay are eighty miles north of Ksnui-
mault and Victorin 3 they are reachied by
wuy of the Huro Straits and Gulf of Geoegia,
wide and deep chonnels between Vaaocouver
and the maivland, past San Juan aud other
islanda ot the Washiogton Archipelego be.
longing to the United States, The mines at
Departure Bay are of very great value, the
cutput heing nearly 1,000 tons per duy cf the
best cosl yet discovered, upon the Pacific
const, for steamship use ; it is claimed to he
second culy to the best Welsh coal, 1tis no
unusual sight to ece four or five steam and
fifteen to twenty sailing colliers loading coal
at Departure Bay for San Francisco and
other Pacific ports,

In the abasence from British Columlian
waters of a British naval force of superior
strength and gpeed, it would be an easy expleit
for o Russian cruiser of the Strelok class to
make o dash upon Esguimault and Victoria,
deatroy the dock, dockyard, and stores at the
former place, and the great warchouse of the
Hudson Bay Company at Viztoria, and allthe
colonial and British steamers at the wharves,
then run up to Departure Bay and Nanonimo,
load up with coal, destroy all the wharves
and machinery for loading coal, capture one
or more Dritish steam colliers, and’ kecp on
north through the inside passuge, via Sey-
mour Narrows, to Queen Charlotte Sound,
north eod of Vancouver. If too cloeely
pressed by English cruiscrs in the mneigh-
berwood of Victoris, a run of ten miles
acss Haro Staits would pui the [us.
eisa olongside the island of San Juan,
i the neutral waters of the TUnited
States. He could pass Lis time ashore, tie
up to thu trees, and depuart at his leisure
through one of the muany channels of the
Washington Archipelago, keeping all the
time in United States waters, and within a
quarter of a mile of the United States shore,
shd crossing over to Tuget Sound, sliilia
Uvited States waters, run down the United
States coast side of the Straita of I'uea until
he had distanced his pursuers, then out past
Cape Flattéry into the Pacific.

No wonder that the people of Victoria are
disgusted with the award of the Emperor of
Germany, which gave San Juan and the ad-
joining islands to the United States, or that
they are alarmed at the prospect of n war
which may bring on enemy’s ships to their
very doors. Nor is it surprising that they de-
nounce the governmeuts of England and Cun-
adn for their failure to provide the coluny
with dcfensive works, and engineer and artil-
lery officers to direct the operations of o
volunteer garrison.

1t is now reported that men and guns are
to Dbe sont from Canada by the Canudian Pa-
cific Ruilway. [hey will have to cross the
Gulf of Georgia a few miles above the Amer-
ican islands, and, if they are without a naval
convoy, & smart Russian crniser, dodging
about the American channels, could start out
and intercept them,

, Lomqs, May 6.—In the House of Com-
raons this evening Mr. Gladstone daplicated
the gtatement of Earl Granville in the House
of Lords thiz afternoon to the effect that Eng-
Innd and Y:ussin hud sgreed to renew negoti-
tions. ThoI'.vmer added that all disputed
points which elo'ld ariseat the conference
were tobe rcl:rred to the sovereign of s neutral
State, that the Afghan Frontier Commission
was to meel forthwith to settle tho details of
the boundury, and that Russia had consented
to withdraw her outposts on the »:rival of the
Commissioners, Gens. Lumsden snd Zelenoi.
The speech was received by the 0, position in
dead silence and by the Radicals with frantic
cheering, Sir Michael Hicks-Bench, the Con-
servative member for Gloucestershire, was on
his feet a8 soon as the Radical cheers subsid-
ed, and asked Mr. Gladstone if the Govern-
ment wonld now withdraw the vote of credit.
The Premier promptly answered ** No ; we
shall proceed with it.” )

The Tories are beginning to have an un-
comfortable feeling that they were dupedinto
consenting Lo $35,000,000 vote of credit on
Monday night last, and that they have been
enchred throughout, The vote ol credit went
through its preliminory atage with a hurrah
stimulated by Mr, Gladstone’s speech, which,
however it may read in cold type, certainly
carried conviction to those who heard it
that war was certain and imminent. Now
‘they believe that the Premier knew all the
time that pesce was probable, and that
his grave, determined tone and manner,
which, more than his words, fostered the
belief in war, were purpozsely assumed to in-
voke a rush of patriotic fervor which should
carry the Conservatives along with the tide.
Whether this effect was studied or not, it
was produced, and Tories vied with Whigs
in cheers and roars of *‘ Aye,” believing that
they were hurling defiance at the Russion
bear. Now that they want to oppose
the vote, they find their record of Mon-
dny night an awkward one to get nround,
Those who are determined to oppose the
grant place much reliance on tho defection of
the Radicals from the Liberals on the war
credit question, but the nin abject of the op-
position will be to extract further statements
from Mr, Gladstone, and, if possible, to en-
tangle him in contradictions with which to
bomnbard the Liberals at the coming gereral
election,

The popular feeling after Mr. Gladstone's
speech to night is the exuct reverse of that
produced by the same wizard’s wounderful
speech of just one weck ago. Then every
one believed that the Prenitor’s apcech meant
war, though wahen they camo to analyze his
language thoy found it was difticult to give o
resgon for the fuith that was in them. Now
everybody regards the chances of war over.
At last all edmit what was patent to insiders
ns long ago as April 13, when your corres-
pendent ventured to begin his cable despatch
with the positive ussertion, * Peace it is.”

EFFECT OF THE PEACE NEWS,

Now that even the nioat stubharn war pro-
phets are couvinced of this fact, it is inter-
csting to note its effect upan tho various
clusses of people moat affected. 'These cffects
range from gricf and rage to jubilation, At
the War Office and the military cluks a
funeral glaom prevails. In the latter reeorts
many bitter remarka are mnde about Mug-
land’s shameful retreat and the loss of pres-
tige which must result in Indin and where-
ever the British fiag has been respected or
feared. In commercial circles generally the
fecling in onc of profound relief, but thero are
‘severa} notable exceptions to this rule. Man-
ufacturers of wur materinl find a morket

which was o suddenly opered as to
cange them to augment their plants
at pgreat expense s suddenly closed,

Speculators find themselves loaded up with
many commodities bought At prices whieh
must shrink to-morrow, snd the middlemen
sea the most promising harvest of a genora-
4ion slipping from their grasp. But the woret
dizappointed men in the United Kingdom are
the ship owners, who aro frantic with rage
over the splundid contracts with the Govern-
ment that they have now lost, after having
refuged to sell to Russia because they felt
sure of getting cqually good prices, aud u
reputation for patriotismas we!l, by solling to
Great Britain., About tho most self-satistied
members of the community are the politi-
cians, Most of them are decluring, vigorous-
ly and mendacicusly, ** We told you so,” and
the rest declare that, though it certaiuly
looks like peace at present, the war is inc-
vitable, nnd is only pestponed at most for »
few yecars, aud perhaps for u few months
only,
EFFICACY OF PRAYER.

What will doubtless be claimed as 2 signal
manifestation of the efficacy of prayer nccurred
to-day at Manchester. A great open air
meeting of commercinl men waa being held
at noon in the rear of the Ixchange. The
hopes of the vast assemblage, nearly every
man of which dopended for his living,
directly or indirectly, upon the great cotton
mills of the Maachester district, were unnat-
mously for pesce, Speeches were made in
which it was shown that war would deal &
deadly blow to Manchester’s greatest industry
by closing foreign markets, restricting home
consumpticn, converting . operatives into
soldiers and paralyzing the carrying trade.
Several of the leading clergy of the city were
invited to address the meeting, and each of
them concluded with a prayer in which he
fervently implored the Almighty to avert the
horrors of war. The meeting adopted resolu-
tions begging the Government to maintain
peace at almost any price, but the
gloomy pictures that had been drawn
of the war probabilities and results had
a depressing effect on moast men's minds.
‘While this feeling was at its height, the telo-
graph brotight the news that Mr. Gladatone
had said in effect that there was to be no war.
There waa au instant revolution of feeling
from despondency o jubilation, and the men
who had been Icudest in their fears and pre-
dictions of disaater, now hugged each other
in the exuberance of their joy. The clergy-

hat England conld not hope to win in a war
with Russia at the present time.

RecexTLY o cable despatch announced that
a projected visit of Cardinal Manniog to
Rome had to be postponed because his pres-
ence at the Vatican would be disagreeable to
the Irish Bishops who are assembled there in
council. The London Universe and the Lon-
don Tablet brand the atatement as a falsehood.
As a matter of fact, Cardinal Manning did not
at any time contemplote a visit to Rome
this spring; and as for the other state-
ment, it is sufficiently refuted by the fact
that, in addition to Archbishop Croke,
five other Yrish prelates, while in London on
their way to Reme, visited his Eminence and
were most cordially received by him at his
palace in Westminster. These were the Arch-
bishop of Tuam, the Bishops of Elphin, Ach-
onry nnd Galway, and the Coadjutor Bishop
of Kildare and Leirhlin,

EarL SPENCER, the tainted Lord Lieuten-
ant of Ireland, is well known -to be bitterly
opposed to any withdrawal or modification of
the infamous Crimes Act. The Cabinet,
however, are not all of thp same opnion, some
of the ministers being in'favor of wiping out
that expreasion of British kindness and bene-

"volence to the Irish people from the statute
books, Spencer, afraid of losing his game,
dined with the Queer at Windsor
Caatle and obtained an assurance from
Her Majesty that the royal support would be
given to his propozal to maintain the Crimes
Act in all its integrity. The Cabinet has

Tho Tele-
gran gays: ‘*It is well known that many per-
sonsamung the forces now in the ficld were hur-
ried away at great personal inconvepience, and
in some cases there can be no doubt that pro-
longed absence from business would result in
financind ruin, This is a great hardship, und
one which can and shoutd be promptly reme-
died. Let the Government call for volunteers
for three or six months' service. The ma-
jority of those now on duty would no doubt
re-enlist, while those whose personsal interests
required their presence could be ut once
relieved from duty.”

CANADA’S DISADVANTAGE.

The Government at Washington has but
litsle regard for m-ve colonies. The Dominion
oi Craoix, on account of ita colonial status,
18 Lot conwblored of pufficient importance to
warrant direct and immediate relations with
a foreign country. Itis nuderstood that Sec-
retacy Bayard will uegotiste with Great Bri-

tain, and not with tte Dominion Govern-
ment, in relation to a new Hshery
treaty. Although it iz extremeiy desir-

able to have o clear understanding, between
the Ottawa and Washingtor Governments,

of the exact nature and limits of the fishery
rights, Canadians who are most intereated
will have nothing to say, but will have to al-

low their bread to be cut and bubtered at
Downing street. Itis about time that this
awkward and unprofiteble dependence on a
far-awey government for the transaction of
Canadian Dusiness should ceage. Canada is
better able and better qualified to look after
her interests thon outsiders. It acems ab-
surd, ae it is really injurious to Canada’s wel-
fare, that Canadiaus cannot carry on their
business except through curators or tutors,
What Canada is moat in need of to.day
is commercial treaties with other countries
where oar trade and commerce could be
fostered and developed in open wmarkets

There has been a general desire, not to say
demand, throughout the country for recipro-
city with the United States, but we were told
that Cansda should not go on its knees tobeg
favors. If Canada was what it onght to be—
independent and untrammelled by foreign
considerations and ties—there would be no
necessity for genuflexion to the United States
or any other Government. There is nrof so
much objection across the border to recipro-
city with Cannda as is pretended. The N.Y.
Herald, in alluding to, the expiretion of the
Fighery treaty, asks why a gereral reciprocity
treaty with the Dominiou is not sought for,
and saye:—‘“Is it not absurd thet two
Eoglish-speaking neighbors should go on
tuxing ench other’s products, as though they
were enemies and pot fricnds? Wo bave no
objection to the Canadian government laying
a heavy duty on such American products as
Eno and the other swindlors who find & safe
harbor and, it would seem, congenisl society
in Quebec and Montreal ; but honest fisb and
potatoes, calicues and flanuel nhirts, ought to
travel either wey-across the. line without
being vexed by custom hounse officers.”

injustice in auch & condition of things, but that
is the situation which would be created by
Mr. Mitchell's amendment as at present
worded. Why not make it a straight man-
hood gualification, limited only by citizenship,
by registration and by good behaviour.

IN BAD ODOR.

Ovur readers have, on frequent cccasions,
been treated to choice extrmcts from our es-
teemed contemporary the Daily Witness,
which breathed, in turn, strange, startling, in-
consistent, and sometimes inconceivable stu-
pidity, We were oftes at a loss how to
account for the reason mnd origin of these
utterances, The Montresl [ferald leta us into
the secret. Ourmorning contemperarysays:—
“The real trouble probably is that the
Witness” publishes as editorial anything that
any charlatan chooses t¢ impose upon it; go
that its reputation for consistency is beneath
contempt, The editorial chair ¢f the Vitness
is like a barber's chair ; anybody who pleases
can sit in it. This suggestion, we need
scarcely say, is uot originnl; indeed, we
would not, if we could help it, waste an
original thought on the Witness.”

This explaing the crude and inconsistent
tone of many of ita editorial paragraphs.

Ezch 1,000 of the population is supplicd
with 198.4 horses, 46.6 colts and fillies, 30.7

As regards the housiog of the people,
whether residing in tenements or separate
dwellings, it isa shown that there are 5.8 per.
sons to each house in the Dominion. In 18S1
there were altogether 753,017 ocenpied houses
with 812,136 families to find shelter therein.

In the provinces of Ontario, Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island there was an oc-
cupied house for nearly each family. The
average number of persons to each house in
the several provinces was as follows :—Prince
Edward Island, 6.1; Nova Sectia, 5.9;
New Brunswick, 6.3; Quebec, 6.2; Ontario,
5.3 3 Manitoba, 5.1; British Columbia,
5 0, and the Territories, 4.8.

INTERIOR VIEW OF TBE SOUDAN

INVASION,

Startling revelations of inhumanity and
cruelty in the Soudan are becoming the order
of the day., The truth about the doings of
the British Government and of its representa-
tives on the Nile is lowly but surely coming
to the surface. [t has long been suppressed,
but now the correspondents who have re-
turned are beyond the reach of the censorship
of the press, and the facts are being atated in
all their dreadful nakedness. They do not
redound to the credit of the people who tried
but failed to smash the Mahdi. The inside
history of the Soudanese campaign is a tale
of unparalleled woe, misery and cruelty. The
Khartoum letters of the intrepid Powers, the
apecial war correspondent of the London
Times, who is numbered among the slain, have
been published by his family. - They throw o
ghastly light upon the situation in the in-
vaded country and describe the merciless
tyranny which drove the Arabs to fight for
their homes and their right to live. Powers
goes so far as to say that he would forgive
the Arab that would put a lance into him for
no other reason than that he was of the same
color as the sconndrels who have robbed the
native for so many yeara. An extract from
one of these letters of the dead correspondent

will shaw how little the world rcally knew of -

the merits of the Madhi's cause and why
victory should have crowned the efforts of the
oppressed. ’

The correspondent, unable end not allowed

I was overjoyed to receive your monster
letier, with soapular and map enclosed, last
night, and wes so glad that I do not sup-
pose I alept much. . When the mail arrived
in carp, of course I %aw it coming, ac-
companied by~ & mounted escort. Not
knowing that a postal service would ba
established, I told you not to write; so I
turned in saying to myself, ** There i3 noth-
ing there for por Jim.” Well, { lay inside
the tent listening to the boys all, or, at least,
most of them, reading their letters received.
Suddenly I heard my name called ; bat I did
not stir, for I thought I was mistaken, But
ou it being repéated, and hearing the buys
shonting with impatience, “*Here ia
& letter for - you,” I turned out,
but even then did not think it wua a letter
from you, but I necd not tell you the moment
I saw the writing I knew it was from you,
but could not make out where you got the
address. Well, Mary, forall the praycrs and
love I am deeply grateful, and long before
you receive thiz letter you will have
heard of the battle of Fish. Creck,
agd, Mary, it was & terrible day,
unine hours hard fightiog. I will now try to
tell you the particulars. Wo left Clatke's
Croasing on the 23rd about 6 30 &.m. March-
ing some eighteen miles, we vamped for the
night. Next morning at the same hour we
again started on the march, and, when we
were an hour out, a halt wes ordered, which
we thought was for the usual reat that Mid-
dleton gives us, which is five minutes every
hour. However, as it lasted half an hour,
we knew it was unusual. Wo atarted again,
and I must now give our formation so that
you can understand it. The route lay along
a very narrow trail twicting in and out
through hushes. In one purt were Boul-
ton's mountel wscouts, and then an
advance gnard of the ©0th Winuipeg
Rifles, with a support composel of the
same vorps.  Then came those little darlings,
the two field guns of A Battery, supported in
front and rear. Behind followed tihe inem-
bers of the infuntry school, Torinte, nnd the
remainder of the Winnipeg volunteers,

With these was the ambnlance corps,
which Ty the way is a wrewched in-
stitution.  The whols consists of mn

old covered wuggon and a white flag with red
cross flying from the top,  L'wo doctors were
in attendance with acouple of assistants, and
this made up the wholo affiir. 1We might
have gome about half a mile, when crack !
crack ! went two ritle shiots, then followed
more and we kuew the scouts were attacked.
The column was now halted, nad Captnin
Drary galloped forward to get orders from the
General, who wag io front with his stuff, an
I, as his orderly, galloped atter him, By the
formation you will sse that wo must have
been some 5007ysrds behind with the gun
when the firet shov wasg fired, Wo had
gone about halt tio  distavcs  when
Mr, Wise, A, D.C. to the General, met us on
the way, and told Captain Drury that the
General awaited the arrillery, Back wo came,
and he gave us the command. Walk, mavch,
trot, canter, gallop, ch! you should have
heard those guos thundering along, each
with their six horses, The fighting had now
commenced about threominutes,end yet,Mary,
we poased by two dead bodies and several
wounded men lying ehout. I shallpever forget
the first ten mioutes of that tight. We
came inte action almost immediately and
so remained tor about eight hours, and
we must have done feariul execution with the
gun, for it was &ll short rapge, but we lost
terribly, 10 killed and about 50 wounded. Of
these A DBattery lost two killed and ten
wounded, one of the latter not being expect-
ed to live ; une died yesterday and another
had his left arm smputated. The nzmes of
the killed in A Battery are * * *
The rame of the man, or rather boy, whe
lost hisarm is Wileon. He ia only IS years
of age. After come time we beat them back
into u ravine, and it was here that they did
their work, for they could pick off eur men
without merey ; but we rap up our guns by
hand, and poured in common shropnell and
grape shot for ten minutes ot a time, until
it would get too hot for us, when we
would run back on the slope. They wounded
four of the nien at the guns, young Wiison
being one of them. Mary, that day I
thought of the time that I had the smalipox,
and I folt &8 then that my time hud not yet
come, nnd though the unpleasant * zip”
of the bullets around my bead would
briog a prayer to my lips, yet soniething told
me I was all right, and it must have been
thoee prayers you tell me of, and I hope they
are contitued. At ous time Captain Peters,
of A Battery, led his men into the ravine at
oue end and charged them, but it was a sad
mistake ; they were driven back, nearly all
wounded, and they had to leave one of their
dead after them. In another part poor Cook
and ono of the 90th were left dead. About
five in the afterncon the enemy’s fire slack-
ened very noticcably and it became evident
we wuin getting the best of the day; it
was time, for we were all tired and
bunyry. Lessand less the “ zips” of the bul.
lIets wonld he heard around us, and finally we
‘yob the order to limber up, and we proceeded
to camp about 400 yards from thescens of
the day's work, but it took nearly all
the poor fellows for picquet duty,
and they had very  little  rest.
You will think it strange that we had
to leave the dead bodies of two of our men in
the ravine, but after the General had ascer-
tained that they were dead, he would not
risk any of the men's lives, g0 they
had to remain until later on. Well,
Mury, we buried our poor dead on Saturday,
that is, five of them, the General reading the
burial service, and on Sunday we recon-
noitered in force and got the other bodies,
which were buried about two hours ago.
Well, dear Mary, I havo tried but failed to
givo you an account of that day, but I know
that you will allow for my lack of powerin
that respect. I was nearly forgetting to tell
that we were alarmed by the picquets Giring
on Sunday morning, but it waz only at some
prairie wolves, We had service on that
day, but we have no pricst, =0 merely
said a few prayers together, 1 mean
the Catholics, The poor old General got a
bullet through his bat, and it nearly drove
him mad to think he could not get near to the
Indiane. It is reported that the half-hresds
deserted the Indiane when we made it too hot
for them, for on Sunday we vocl:! ouly firl
Indian corpses on the field, ao they muat
have taken away the dead half-breeds. I

when the community is threatened witha
grent evil, and to invite them to unite with
tae authorities in the endoeavor to prepare our
city and its inhabitants, so far as haman fore-
sight aud power will permit, to meet the ter:
rible scourge which may presently visit our
shore, or, should we bs spared a visitation of
cholera, to stamp out, or at least control, so
far as possible, the other deadly maladies that
are ingidiously carrying off large numbers of
victima,

You are thercfore earnestly requested
to urge upon your parishiomera the imune-
diate necessity of attending to the following
pointy :—

Every individusl should seek to acquire
these diepositions of mind and thosv sober
habits which prescienre &nd virtue demand
in the face of a threatened public calamity.

Care should be exercised in the gelection of
a wholesome diet. Drinkivg water should be
rendered pure before being used, .

Clean!iness of budy should be observed.

The slightest symptoms of intestinal dis-
turbances should bz promptly treated,

Houzes, outhounses, cetlurs, yards, ete.,
should be whitewashed and kept scrupulous-
ly clean. Al buildings should bo kept
thoroughly ventilated,

Water-closety, sinks, waste-pipes, ete.,
sh(;nld ba properly srapp2d and kept 1a good
arder,

Cesspools, privy-pits, ete., should not be
allowed to becoms otlcasive or too fuil, g

All refuse shoull b kept ia receptacles and
put out regularly for remwoval by the scaven-
gers.  None shonld be allowed to secumulate
on the premiscs or be thrown in privy-pits.

Disinfectants should be used plensitully
wherever there is anything liable to become
decomposed, and wherever acase of infeetinus
diszase exists, The following ure most recom-
mended :-—~Bichloride of mercury, 1 pirt in
1,000 of water (isa powerful poissn) ; chloride
of zine, 1 cz. toa galloa of water ; carbolic acid?,
1 part in 20 of water ; chloride of lime; sul-
phate of ivon (copperas), 14 lb. to a gallon of
water. Quick lime ia quautity mey be used
with advantage in dealing with dccomposing
organic matter. Copperas is very uzeful for
privy pits and water closcts.

Vacvination und re-vascinaticnshould nevor
be neglected.

On becoming aware of the existence of a
puisance; it is the duty of every citizen to re-
port the fact to the dealth department without
delay.

\Whenever a case of cholern, amallpox,
diptheria, or other epidemic or infectinus
disease comes to the knowledge of a citizen
he shounld consider it his bounden duty, and
he is required by law under a penalty of §10
or two months' imprisonment, to report the
same to the health department. The objoct
of securing such reports isto unable the do-
partment to aid the afflicted and susure the
adoption of 1neusures t prevent the spread of
diseage,

When n case of con gious diacase occurs
the patient should he izolated in the highest
part of the houss ; the inmatea should not go
forth amongst other persons, or allow othera
to visit them. When death ensues the body
should be forthwith dieinfected, placed in o

Lonpoxr, May B,—The intensity of the Tory
rage over-the outcome of the Afghan muddle
is almost lndicrous, .

To the Editor of the Daily Telegraph :

I have just read in your paper a very well
written article headed ‘ Mr. Faucher de
Suint Maurice, M.P.P., and the Irish in
Ameriea” and signed ** Au Irish Boy.”

Your correspondent attributes to me on
idea which is none of mine, and which, more-
over, I nevar upheld or defended, I only
quoted from Mr, Chamberlin, It was he who
emitted the opinion ascribed to me by *“ An
Irish Boy.” I merely mentioned it and with-
out comment,

After stating what I frankly thought of Sir
Napier Broome's views with respect to the
French-Canadians, it was hardly likely thut
the very next day I should wheel around in
my turn and play-thé same infamous role
towards the Irish people.

I am acquainted with Ireland’s past his-
tory, and I not ouly admire it, but I happily
count many intimate friends among the mem-
bers of the Irish race.

‘When I had the pleasure of celebrating St.
Patrick’s Day this year with Hon, Mr. Lynch
and the Quebec press, was not my language
on the occasion very much to the following
effect 7 : —

‘ In listening to your national songs, I re-
ealled an old Irish ballad, which I formerly
heard, and whose r¢frain was—

‘¢ Tell them there is a poor boy in Ireland
That is breaking his heart for thee,”

It was sung by an Irish orphan who had
been picked up by one of our French Cana-
dian parish pricste. For I'must tell you that

. 'wo are connected by more than international

ties. The Irish are bound to us by gratitude,
In 1848, when the Irish people were decimat-
ed by the typhoid fever, the French Canadians
showed them more than hospitality. They
tenderly cared for them in their hour of trial,
and more than one of our Erieats sleep their
last sleep, vietims to their heroic devotion to
$he 1rish race,

The old Irish ballad just now recalled was
sung on & roadside in Lotbiniere by one of the
meny orphans whom my uncle, the curé
Faucher de Saint Maurice, took and proevid-
ed for, and I never think of them since but
that poor child and his touching melody have
been for me the personification of broken-
hearted Ireland.

Those lines came back to my memory
yesterday, Mr, Crown Lands Commissioner,
tho moment I received the card of invitation
with its harp and beantiful lettering of green,
as the wavea which leave the shores of the
Emerald Isle, green as the hope cherished
that Ireland will one day be free. -

Moy that day come soon! Then the
ballad will no longer have a raison d'etre and
Irish orphans will no more be heard exhaling
their sorrows on the roadside to the refruin ;

¢ Teoll them there’s a poor boy in Ireland
That is brenking his heart for thee,”

Such waz my language on St, Patrick’s
Day, and therein lies all the difference he-
tween me and Sir F. Napier Broome.

A MONSTER WAR BALLOON.

PurnapELrms, May 7.—The Ordinance
Board of the United States Army has recom-
mended the construction of a monster war
balloon for the use of the Government, and
General Russell Thayer, the inventor, has
received instructions to begin the work. The
Board recommends that a balloon of 7 tons
ascending force be constructed and that trials
be made with it. It will cost $10,000, and
will be the largest balloon ever constructed,
with & diameter of 60 feet and length 185 feet.
The * Dirigible war balloon,” as it is called,
is o cigar-shaped machine, pointed at both
ends, aud sails through the air longitudinal_ly.
The bulloon is said to be the most destructive
implement of war known to modern science.

GETTING EVEN WITH THE GARNET.

New Youk, May 7.—Tuesday nigh$ Paul
Boynton took o large torpedo shell in which
he placed a brick and approaching the Brit.

hull. He wus discovered while leaving the
vessel and shouted to the British officer on
deck that there was o torpedo on the bottom
of his ship, The British tars became terribly
excited, and pursued Boynten in a steam
launch, capturing him and several friends
who accompanied him in & small boat. The
party was tatien on board the Garmet as
prisoners, but were released when an expla-
nation had been made and the torpedo shell
examined, Boynton says the British adini-
ralty had once made fun of bis rubber dress
and he wanted to get even with them.

WORKING UP EVIDENCE.

WANTED, AN INFORMER—SBTEPHEN J.
MEANY TO LECTURE IN ENGLISH TOWNS.

Loxpox, May 5.—Mr, Stophen J. Meany,
of New York, counsel for Cunningham and
Burton, now under indictment for treason-
felony in causing the dynamite explosion at
the Tower of London, is to start next week
on a lecture tour in aid of the fund for the
defence of the prisoners, The cities
and towns of Lancashire, where Irish-
men are numerous, will comprise the princi-
pal part of the tour. The lectures are deemed

On sandy soil ashes are benefivial to all
crops and can be applied in any quantity.
On heavy soil thero is commonly an abun-
dance cf inert potash, though in old orchards
even this is largely exhausted. No mistake
onn.be mude in applying ashes to fruit trees,

At this season cows well kept should he
changing their conts by the loosening; of old
hair and the growth of new in its place. The
animal needs extra feed and currying while
this process is going on, and . if the coat is
very rough some oil mess mixed with the feed
will be beneficial,

Every family occupying even a smull lot of
land should provide itself with strawberries,
s fruit so quickly grown that a man whe hay
a short lease can make its planting profitable.
The best time to plant is in the spring, as a
full crop may thus be cbtained the followiog
year,

The small strears which often flow through
farms are almost invaluable sources of fer-
tility, if the mud which accumulates In them
is every ycar cleaned out and spread upon
the Jand. Al the leaves, together with the
fine mould from cultivated ficlds, find a lodg-
ment in the beds ef these streams.

There is no doubt that coru fodder, either
grown as grain or indrilis for chaffing, makes
the cheapest a3 well as best feed for cows. A
beaping bushel basket of cut stalks three
time a day will keep the vows in good con-
dition. 1If they'are giving milk a ration of
meal should be added.

Breeds of cows strongly predisposed to
milk production will sometimes give milk
hefore the heifers have had their first calf.
The tendency is increased where the young
calves run together, in which case, unless
procautions are taken, they arc almost sure to
suck each other.

The pests of the fruit grower and farmer
are pronf against any crdinary degree of dry
cold., In fact, a very severe winter, like that
we have just experienced, is likely to be fol-
lowed by their greater abundance. In warm
winters, especially if wet, some of these in-
sects are apt to be prematurely developed,
and if they ate wet before freezing up they
will perish,

Mauch care is needed to save pigs farrowed
early, The firet pige, if properly cared for,
will be much the best, and the extra care re-
guired to save them will be well repnid. Not
only warm pens, but occasionally sitting up a
few hours at night and covering mother and
and young with a blanket will e needed.

Spring grain requires to be sown 8o early
that it cannot get snfficient growth}to be of
much value a8 manare for other crops. Some
farmors, however, think it pays to see corn
or potato stubble in the fall with rye, to he
turned uader as goon ag the ground is dry in
the syrivg. It may pay indicectly ;5 the rye
proDably stores some of the plen: food that
would otherwise be wushed away in winter,

Yhean a new milch cow has her calf tuken
from her she will often hold up the milk, sp-

offspring. It willrequirekindpessand patience
to overcome this habit. The operation of
milking is pleasant for the nnimal, and if she
is given n mess of warm slops while being
milked her attention will be so diverted that
she will yield without remembering her calf,
It is important to milk clean from the first, as
retention of milk in the udder injures it and
tends to decrease the yield,

The cold weather hai been as severe
on bees as on ather live stack, and muny
atands will be found weakened, The hives

to weak stocks whereit is needed. Very
small lots ot bees can be put with stronger
swarmo. Bees are valuable st this season,
and the larger the swarms the more quickly
enough warmth will be produced in the bive
to hatch the young.

A REQULAR MAN-TRAP CAVES 'IN—THE
_ LOSS OF LIFE.

BrooxLyy, N.Y., May 5.—Shortly after
nine o'clock there wee & crash at No.” 55
Atlantic Avenue, and the people, on looking
up from the street, saw that tEe roof of the
building hed fallen in, and that a portion of

people, men, women and girls, were at work
at the various branches of business carried on
in the building, which covers considerable

tended through from Atlantic avenue to State
street, Asgocn as the crash waa heard of the
falling roof, tho hundreds in the building fled
or endeavored to make their way out by every
avepue of escape with which they were
familiar, end some who were thelast to reach
the ptreet appoared with begrimed Inces, snd
blood streaming from the wounds which they
had received from the falling timbers. The
eveitament it the neighborheod became very
grent, and in a short time the wives of men
who were kuown to be working in the build-
ding, and the parents of the girls who were
employed there, blocked the streets, and
wrang their hands and wept. Three
alarms of fire were sent out, and the
services of a large numbar of police had to be
called into requisition to keep the crowd cut
of the way of danger. It was reported nt
firgt that one hundred girls employed in Mitlo
Haynes' button works, on the top floor, were
killed by the falling roof, but there are other
reports that most of thom escaped by climbing
on the roofs of the adjoining tenement honses.
It is said C. B. Miller was bracing up a girder
in the west wing of the building when the
braces gave wey and the roof came down.
Miller could not be found afterwards, but it
is reported ho escapad. There were several
workmen whe were missing and they aro
supposed to have been buried in tho ruins as
the entire building soon went after the Lumes
broke out.

The housa of Henrictte Haes, adjoining

Hass and daughter buried in the cellar. They
wore taken out alive and removed to the
boapital.

One report is ta the effect that the tire was
caused by the overturning of o soup factory
on the second floor. The west wall of the
middle wing on Atlantic avenne had setiled.
The workmen were screwing it up with jacks.
The middle jack had been acrewed up too
bigh and it was lowered, when the whole
weight of tho walls came upon the two jacka
and it fell with & crash

The flremen injured were Bernard Stork,
Michael Grogan, Pat Dohorty and J. Han-
ley. They were all struck on the head by
falling bricks. Henry Maurer received a
scalp wound and leg fractured. Two un-
known women were polied from beneath the
burning timbers by the chief of the fite de-

partment, Rosa Partridge is miming, Ed-
win Butler jumped from the second story

into the ruins and hes not bheen seen
since. Four men employed by the H.
L. Judd Manofacturing Company are
missing. James Croft, John Mitz and Edward
Langtry ore among the missing. The police
are at work on the ruine. The chisf of the
fire dopartment thinks there are twenty-five
people in the ruins, perhaps more.
