T/ie JVuifA of the IVhitc Mountains is a very narrow deflli'. extending
for two miles between huge clili'j, apparently rent asunder liv smne great
convulsion of nature. Its entrance, on the east side, is foriind by two
rocks standing perpendicularly, about 20 feet from eacli i ilior. The
scenery here is exceedingly grand. After proceeding a >liiiri distanci-,
a bciiulifnl cascade may be seen, issuing from a mountain im ihe ri(.'ht,

and passing over a series of nlnioiit [lerpendicular rocks, with a roursu
so little broken as to preserve the appearance of a iiniliinn rnrrent.
Tliis lovely stream falls over u stupendous precipice, forming the Hilecr
Casradn.
About a mile distant from the entrance is n brook, called the Flume,

a stream of water falling over three precipices, from a lieifht of 330 feet.
Over tile first two it falls in a single stream, and over the Inst, in three;
these again unite at the bottom in a natural basin formed in ilii; rocks.
The Hi/tcij l/ouse siand.i in the White Mountain Notch, a filiorl dis-

tance from a blulV, which rises to llin height of about 2,0(1(1 fiet. It is
iiot,!il as having been the resilience of the Willcy family, who peri.shed
on the 28th of August, ie2(), by an avalanche or slide from the mountain.
From the road leadirm tlirinigh the Franconia JVotcli, limy be seen, on

the mountain opposite to ha Fayette, the Profile Mountain ; or, as it is

called, the •• Old Man of the Mountain ," and in the same notch, a short
distance south, the Baain unil Flume, idijects of the greatest interest to
the lovers of the siihlime and curious. The Profile Mountain rises to
the height of 1,(100 feet. The bare rock on which the pritile is deline-
ated, is granite; from its long exposure to the atmosphere, it is of a

About one mile and a half from llic town of Carlisle is a remarkable

limestone cave, the entrance to which is on the banks of the Conodo-

guinet Creek, in the form of a semicircular archway, about seven feet

in hi'ight. It contains a number of curious passages and antecham-

bers, anil several pools of water, 8uppn.«jd by some to be springs.

The Springs may be reached bv »iage from Carlisle, that place being

situated on the Cumberland Valley U. R., 22 miles from llarrisburg.

Pa., and 139 miles from Philadelphia. Its location will become familiar

hy consulting the map.
