Premiers Scott and Sifton offered
the following resolution, which caused
considerable debate:

“That in the opinion of the confer-
ence any action by the Dominion Gov-
ernment towardg aseisting in carrying
on works in any province lhould take
the form of increased subsidy.”

It was taken as understood, altho
the resolution did not directly say so,
that it was almed at expenditures pro-
posed by the Dominion Government dn
connection with the highways blll,
twice rejected by the senate.

Party Lines Drawn.

Premiers Scott and Siftén urged, in
support of their resolution, that ex-
penditures on such works as highways
are the exclusive. t of the provin-
e¢ial authorities and an  invasion of
provincial autonomy- if otherwise car-
ried out.

in opposition to the proposal it was
asserted that the provinceg had to
acquiesce before such outlays ‘could be
madge.

Party linés were drawn in the dis-
cussion and the resolution was finally
withdrawn.

WARD SEVEN WILL
GAINBY PURCHASE

Single Railway Fare Into the
City if Deal is
Carried.

MAYOR HOCKEN SPOKE

Ratepayers in Favor of the
Purchase, Judging by
Comments. '

A record gathering of West Toronto oft-
izens attended the spectal meeting of the
Ward Seven Ratepayers' 9ssoctation last
night, and filled to overflowing the large
hall in the Annette street public school.

The meeting was called for the sole
consideration of the transportation ques-
tion, and the ratepayers present were
glven a . comprehensive and lucld explan-
ation of the proposed street rallway pur-
chase by Mayor Hocken, as weil as some
characteristically vigorous and vivid coh-
tra advice.from Controller Church. Con-
troller McCarthy and Aldemen Andersen
and Ryding also upheld the mayor’'s con-
tention that a fair deal is being prepared
for the public by those who are endeavor-
ing to submit an agreement ofpurchase
to the electors in January.

“This agreement,” said his worship,
“rests on two Important reports which
are now being prepared. One of these
from Mr. Couzens, the general manager
of the Hydro-Electric, on the value to
this city of the Toronto Electric Light
plant, T have taken as a special precau-
tion, because. the report of Expert Ross
is already in cur hands. The second is
an analysis of the whole proposal from
a financial standpoint, by John MacKay.

Arteries Needed

“I have kept myself free to go to the
city council -or to yourselves and say
openly if I am for or against.the propo-
sition.

‘“I'ransportation to a city is like arter-
ies to a baby, and a city cannot grow un-
less the transportation facilities are suf-
ficient for the needs of its citizens, The
city is growing at the rate of 30,000 per
year, and I am unable to fathom the rea-
goning of those people who contend that
this increase will not continue. But if
this city {s to grow in a way that |Iis
healthy, we must have better transpor-
tation, and no part appreciates this more
than West Toronto.” (Applause).

Not Afrald to Annex

“l am not afraid of annexating addi-
tional lands to the east, north and west,
and I believ in throwing our bhoundaries
wide, but this should be doneg only if we
can carry our citizens to their homas.
If this cannot be done congestion takes
place and the M. O. H. says 10,000 addi-
tional houses are already needed to pro-
perly house our present population.

Radial Termini Also,
‘“When we first began negotiations, we
agreed provisionally to purchase the phy-
sical assets and franchise of the Toronto
Street Railway ornly. - 8ince then the To-
ronto Electric Light franchise, which
otherwise would be practically intermin-
able, and its assets, were added, and we
refused to consider it unless all the ra-
dial ends within the eity were included.
This was done, and under the new agree-
ment all the asséts of these suburban
lines, as _well as their franchises, will be
included.
Ward Seven’s Gain,

“You know what this means in this
ward. At present there is no way of giv.
ing a single fare for the next eight years.
Now, when you add two fares on a work-
ingman’s bill, you are placing a burden
upon him which you have no right to
make him bear,

Nil For Franchise.

‘““With regard to these radial lines. not
a doliar is allowed by the experts for the
remainder of the franchise. The physi-
cal assets of the Toronto and Suburban
line are valued at $57,000, and the surplus
profits of the York Radial, on Yonge
street, alone amount to $193,000. The ex
perts’ valuation i& the most conservative
one they ever made, because they were
warned that if ever a report would have
the searchlight turned on it, theirs would.
During the next eight years we will get
$11,000,000 of surplug profits, whether we
Zive it to you as cash or comfort in new
Tines and more cars.

Accusations Made.
“I have been accused of secrecy,” went
on the mayor; ““but if this passes the
council and goes on to the city, I hope 10
e able to put upon the bhillboards all the
salient facts of the whole story. We have
a man engaged at the work of analyzing
the proposition, and I submit that ths
city should wait for John MacKay’'s de
cisfon. When we get that, we will come
out here again to tell you things 1 can#et
say tonight.” :
For Decency Alone.

Mr. Hocken went on to enumerate the
reasons from standpoints other than the |
praciical, The factor of the community’s
health, he claimed, was as important as
the financial side. “There are certain
hours of the night and morning,” he said,
““when it is almost indecent for a girl to
ride on the cars, It is our duty to open
up the outskirts; to let the children
now enclosed in tenements get out to the
pure fresh alr. And what is it worth to|
have freedom to use our own streets?
Should the proposition pass we will be
absolutely in control of all our streets.”

McCarthy Speaks. .

At the conclusion of his address the
mayor was tendered a vote of thanks|
and Controller McCarthy took wup the;
subject. He drew attentics) to the fact|
that it would be a difficult thing to pur-|
chase the Toronto Electric Light Com- |
pany's franchise in future yeavs. It is|
an active competitor and Mr. Ross in his |
report stated that on account of its
conservative capitalization thHere was no
poseibility of its going out of business.

COMMISSION WiLL
FRAME AGREEMENT

All Ontario Will Soon ‘Want
Radials, Adam Beck Tells

Meeting.

Representatives of Municipal-
ities Along Route Approve
Original Plan.

The representatives of municipali-
ties who waited on the hydro-electric
commission in the hydro offices yes-
terday afternoon took a forward step
in the Jong talked-of hydro-electric

Uxbridge whe%;hey endorsed the first
scheme as outitned by the hydro com-
mission. Their decision. however.
dces not nican that the work can be
gone on with right away, but it will
enable the hyliro commission to con-
sult with th. municipal officials and
base their amendments on the report
recently pubiished.

About thirty-flve representatives of
the various municipalities that will
be concerned in the new scheme were
present. After a short discussion it
was moved that the hydro commis-
sion be reguested to construct tne
to guarantee the bonds. This was
carried without opposition.

Hon. Adam Beck then outlined the
sckeme, which is to connect Toronto
with Markham. Uxbridge, Port Perry
and the various points along the line
by an electric line operated by hydro-
electric energy.

Mr. Beck said that the cholce of
route would be left entirely to the
municipalities, as they are the ones
who are gcing to finance the scheme.

“Now thait the municipalities here
have decided that they 'want the
hydro-electric rallways,” he said, “the
commission will have to draw up an
agreement, which will cover the whole
of Ontario, because it is expected that
other districts will want roads assoon
as they are sure the present proposed
scheme is to be a success.

People Must Decide.

“The commission has had all the
municipalities surveyed and a general
route has been proposed, but the peo-
ple themselves will have to decide
upon the rcute of the line, under the
directions of the engineers of the
hydre cormnmission, who will advise as
to what rcute would be the cheapest
to build,” sajd Mr. Beck.

Several wanted to know if it was
possible for those present at the
meeting to get together and decide
upon the route for the lifie, but Mr.
Beck explained that all the survey
reports have not been ¢ompleted, and
until this ic done no route can be
chosen. He advised them in the mean-
time to select the various points in
their district which they required the
railway to touch. -

For the present “alf fértier details
will be left in thé hdnds of the en-
gineers of the hydro commission.
When they have had sufficient time
to prepare a draft report the muni-
cipal representatives will again meet
and go intc the details.

The agreement will have to be
drawn up and the route of thef line
chosen befure the bylaw could be sub-
mitted to the people for a vote.

Note of Discord.

George S. Henry, M.L.A. for East
York, arose to his feet and =said:
“York Township is interested only in
case the rcute runs west of Unionville.
If this route is not chosen the people
of York for the greater part will have
nothing to Jdo with the line.” .

Secretary Wilson of Markham said
that in Markham the ratepayers did
not care which way the cars ran as
long as it struck both Markham and
Toronto?

The question of obtaining a subsidy
from the government such as the
steam rvads receive was then brought
up by Mayor Lewis of Whitby, who
meved the (cllowing resolution: “That
the county councils ask the govern-
ment for the same subsidy as was
granted to the steam railways.” This
was carried unanimously.

DOLL COL COLLECHGN

National Museum at Wuhmg-
“ton Contains Many Gro— 2

In the National Musaum at -Wash-
ington there 8 a collection of some-
thing like 4,000 doils snugly tucked
away in great wooden drawers, speci-
ally built  for . their lodgment. ; They
are under. the: care of a superinten-
dent who devotes most of his timeto
their study.

These- dolls. explains The Wasmng-
ton Star, come from every couniry of
the globe. Most of. them, however,
come from the savage tribes of Am=
erican Indians and: Eskimos of the
West and North or the islands of the
Scuth Seas. .They were collected in
order that the government experts. in
ethnology might learn, thru the nature
of a tribe’s or nation’s playthings and
toys, something of the character and
precess. of the mental development of
the individualy comprising it.

So expert are some of these ‘learned
men that from the mere inspection of
the dolls of some new-found . :tribe
they can deduct the salient features
and characteristics of the people,’ just
ay a zoologist can reconstruct -an -en-
tire animal: from a ekull or th”lgh-
bone.

Some of the dolis are fearfully and
wonderfully ‘made.’ This is especially
true of those from some of the BEs-
kimo and South Sea Island tribes.
Their faces:are so hideous that ne-
thing short of a malign genius could
have fashioned them. Others ‘are
richly .adorned and one—a doll fr\m
a branch of the Sicux Indians—has a
dress covered with the milk teeth of
the elk, which is valued at: several
thousands of dollars.

They
esk that ten per «cent. of
the revenue of the federal govern-
ment derived from customs end ex-
cise, be distributed among the provin-
clal governments. This would mean
at present an increase in Pprovincial
subsidies of thirteen million dollars:

The arguments in support of this
proposition have been heard befors,
and no doubt will be.heard again, when|
the previncial Oliver Twists in the
near future ask for “more.” Whatever
principle would justify distributing
ten per ¢ent. of the customs dutles
among ‘the provinces oan be invoked
to support a twenty per cent. distri-
bution. If a well-to-do farmer ad-

mitted that he was in duty bound to}:

distribute ten per cent. of his income
yvearly 'among hie children, he would
find it hard to resiat an appeal for
twenty per cent,, as the cost of living
increased, and the number of cra.nd-
children multiplied,

It will be argued, however, that all
the money comes out of the people of
the provinces, after all, and should
be appled to their benefit if theyl\so
desire, thru provineial rather than thru
federal administration. Pushed to its
logical conclusion, this argument leads
to the proposition that all the money
arising from taxes of every kind should
g0 to the provincial treasuries, and
that the Dominion Government should
receive subsidies from 'the provinces
instead of the provincial governments
recelving subsidies from the Domin-
ion, Thus statéd, we are confrgnied
‘with ' an -assertion -of  provincial’ rights
in which few would acqgiiesce, and
which rtns counter to the’ spirit of
confederation, ;

The World believes that these fre-
quent réadjustments are not in“the
public interest, but they are inevitable
€0 long as'the Dominion collects thirty
or forty million dollars a year from. the
people over and above the cost of gov-
ernment, while the provinces are hard
pit to it to meet the pressing demands
upon them for the care of the aged and
mﬂrm the care and cure of the sick
in body and mind, the care of newly-
arrived immigrants, and the enforce-
ment of statutes enacted by the Do-
minion Parliament, including the ori-
minal code. It mightdo no great ;{u-m
for Finance Minister White to “glve
the visiting premiers a million dollars
apiece, or to every province a sum
equivalent to a dollar aplece for every
man, woman and child residing there.

That solution, in our opinion, is to
be found, first, by reducing federal
taxation, and thereby reducing the
revenue of the  Ottawa government,
and, second, by the federal govern-
ment assuming the burden of many
costly services now maintained by the
provinces.

The people of Canada are paying in
customs duties fifteen dollars per head,
or seventy-five dollars per family.

No other country taxes its
per capita more than one-fifth
as much in customs @duties, as does
the government of Canada. It may be
said that these duties are largely paid
by contractors importing machinery
and materials used in the construction
of great public works, and that the
money to pay these contractors is bor-
rowed in Bngland, That is true
enougly and in part explains why
there is less complaint from the peo-
ple. Our swollen customs reeeipts,
which we imagine constitute a surplus,
in reality are creamed from borrowed
money which in some way must be
pald back by the people of this ecoun-
try.

YUSHINSKY WAS

Experts of Opinion That Boy
Was Slowly Bled to
Death.

DR. PAULOFF DIFFERS

But All Agree That at Least
Two Persons Committed
Crime.

KIEV, Oegt. 29.—~(Can. Press.)—The
expert testimony of physicians occu-
pied most of the day at the trial of
Mendel. Belliss, charged. with having
killed the boy Yushinsky. The ex-
perts agreed that at least two persons
were implicated in the actual killing
of the boy, but were divided on the
quesiion as to whether the prime ob-
Ject of the murder was the obtaining
of as much blood as possible and the
inflicting of torture or not.

The imperial court surgeon, Dr.
Pavioff, combated the theory of blood |
getting, but admitted 'that the experts
had little on which to base their
theories because of the incompetent
manner in which the two post-mor-
tem examinations had been made and
the incomiplete reports. submitted re-
lative to these.

Dr. Tutanoff of Kiev University
testified that at least two-thirds of
the boy’'s blood had been drawn off.
Answering the twenty-three questions
given to them yesterday by the presi-
dent of the court, the experts were
divided on all points except as to the
number of assassins engaged in
crime, which they fixed at
than two, and the theory that the
murderers had no knowledge of ana-

tomy.
Slowly Tortured.

Prof. Kosoretoff ‘was  of the opinion
that all the wounds except the stab
thru the heart evere inflicted before
death supervened.
