Kennedy, Barrie,
centaine an accurûte perspective view
cf the churcb. The scats in both the
nave sud gailer>' are arranged ia the
forrascf a seoeî.oîrcle, snd wii scam
inodate about seven hundred people.
The sitar snd gallery' rails are maëter-
pieces of wcrkmanship and design.
The roof fa construoted cf bammner-
beamà traînes, beautifull>' pierced with
Gothia panals, whieh show nter the
ceiling. The ceiling cf the nave ia cf
wcod. The wlls are plastered iu
colored stuoco, neati>' blocked out se as
te represent brcwn atone. Over the
windows and chanicel arch are run
artiatio mouldinge, which terminate in
beautif «i bosses. The extreme end cf
the chanicel in octagon lu shape with
embossed cornice sud neat moulded
ribs. The sitars, fwhich.there are to
be three, are nt prenant in procesa cf
construction. The building, which
will cent about $14.000 vhen cern-
pleted, fa a mastorpiece both lu design,
aud workmnauhip, aud reflects great
credit on ail ccucerned. Thes contrac-
ter fa Mr. George BaIl, cf Barrie, and
the wcrk was sub.lEt as follcws.

An Anecdote et Ruskin.

Mm. Ritchie, daughter of the great
Thackeray, bas givon te the world, lu
a cloyer bock, many interestiég re-
miniscances cf famous people, and

among themi j thia charoeiug anecdote
ef Ruskin. For ita authenticity Mrs.
Ritchié does net vench ; but thia dees
net matter, as Ruskin bimséif tells
eubstsntially the sawse stery in bis
"Lettera té Working Men." Mme.
Ritchie'8 "beggar" wag, howévtr, a
Franciscan friar. From this incident
dated the enowned a4rt criti's régular
visita té Assisi, a placé hé bas nover
oeased te loe:

"-Thé legend begiue wlth a dreani,
ln which Ruskin dreamed binself a
Franciscars frism. Now, 1 arn told that
when hé was in Reine thèee as a b6g.
gar on thé staps of thé Pincié who
bogged cf 1Mr. Ruskin evémy day as hé
passaéd, and! whe always recéived soe
thing. On oeoccasion thé gratefui
beggar suddénly caught the ontatré: ch-
éd baud and kizeed it. Mr. Ruskin
atoppe! shbort, drew bisa bnd hastily
away, au! thon, '-ith a sudden impulse,
beuding fomwrd, kisséd the bcggar'a
cbeek.

duty. Tbese recreant New England-
arg Epend enly about an heur a week
in church if they go ta the mars-
ing service merely on sundp6y, yet kt
is seriausly discussed in Boston wheth-
er it la notof the nature cf an imposition
to ask tbem ta give up another heur
for the worship cf Ged.
