RUN YOUR OWN BUSES.

LS :

Editor World: Mr. P. H. Burton's let-
ter, proposing motor buses as a relief
from street car monopoly, suggests
another idea: why shoyld not the fac-
tory or shop run a bus of its own, to
carry its employes to and from their
work?

Here are some of the advantages:
There would be no need to organize a
company. No conductor would be ne-’
ceszary—no elaborate system of collect-
ing fares. If fares were charged, they
could be collected weekly from the
employes. In any event, asall the pas-
sengers would be known, there would
be no trouble under this head.

Every bus would be practically an
express. Going home the load would
be made up at once at the factory or
store. it would not be necessary to stop
to take on passengers, and not neces-
sary to stop and drop passengers until
the residential portions of the city were
reached. The driver would soon become
familiar with the homes of his pas-
sengers and could arrange his route
accordingly.
