gard it as a duty to carry out its be-
hegts, the people in the corporations

cannot deny‘that they got their agree-
ments for the most part without a pro-
per  understanding by the people of
what was involved In them. If they
had kept to the spirit of thelr bargains,
there would have been no quarrel over
the Ietter.t; But .as it is, the constant
encroachmeént on plain common sense
and justice and=reason in the interpre-
