PASS NEW ORDERS
RECARDING WHEAT

Restrict "Dealers in Grain to
Those Licensed by Wheat
Control Board.

Ottawa, Aug. 29.—An order-in-coun-
cil has been passed covering regula-
tipns which will govern the operations
of the wheat control board. Provision

is made for the holding of regular
meetings on the second Thursday of
the months of Septemyber and Novem-
per, 1919, and in the months of Janu-
ary, March, May, July-and September
and Novembér, 1920, at Winnipeg. Spe-
cial meetings of the board may be
held at any time and at any place at
the call of the chairman, assistant
chairman ot any three members of
the board.

It is provided that from the date,

of the establishment of the board, “no
person, or corporation other than
this board shall buy wheat, or operate
any elevator or- warehouse where

wheat is carried on commission or |

otherwise, unless licensed by this
board. Provided, howewver, that this
regulation shall not apply to registered
seed wheat, (b) wheat grown from
seed of recognized merit in respect
to purity of variély, subject to permit
being granted by the Canadian gov-
ernment seed purchasing commission;
(@ wheat bought by one farmer from
another for seed or feed purposes,
which has not gone thru an elevator,
or which has not been loaded on cars,
either thru 3n elevator or over the
platform.”
Will Provide Purchaser.
Another paragraph of the ordet.

council reads: ‘“When wheat purchas-
ed by a licensee of the board a es
in store at a public termina] elevator,
or any other point pursuant to the

\

regulations or directions of the board,
the board will purchase or provide a
purchaser of the same, and in .the
production of the proper documents of
title will pay or cause to be paid to
the holder of such documents of title
the cash payments fixed by other reg-
ulations of the board for the quantity
and grade of wheat represented by
such documents jof title.”

Provision is also made for the pay-
ment to each licensee of such carrying
charges as may be fixed by regula-
tions of the board upon all wheiait
purchased by the board, or for which
it shall provide a purchaser.

The order-in-council also covers de-
tailed regulations as ‘to participation
certificates issued by the board.

AIRPLANES MAY
LAND ON ROOF

Harbor Buildings to Be Built
With This Idea in

View.

n a letter to the mayor regarding
the establishment of an aeroplane
Tanding 4in the city, the engineer of
the harbor board says:

“We have in mind the development
of the inner harbor, over a period of
years, into what might be termed a
downtown or central district, and
which will be about one-third of a
mile from King and Yonge streets,
The buildings on this area will be re-
stricted to five or six storeys, and ulti-
mately there will be a landing field
m@de on the roofs of these buildings.
As far as streets and lanes between
these buildings are concerned, it will
be an easy matter to put iron or steel
grillage of open censtruction, in ofder
to permit air circulation and not\.to
restrict the light, dcross the streetﬂ or
lanes. Upon the completion of 20 or
30 acres of buildings designed in this
way, an ideal landing place for air-
planes would be provided. The air-
plane station on the roofs would be
served, in so fa# as passenger traffic
is concerned, by means of elevators.”

General
‘Currie then proceeded to pay ~ well-
merited praise to many of the generals,
colonels, captains and lieutenantg pre-
sent and absent at the gathering, all
of whom had 7 fought with Ontario
units. In praising the officers, he also
handed out equal praise to the men
who formed their commands. In refer-
ring to Brigadier-General Mitchell of
the Third Division, C.F.A., he said he
was known at the front as ‘“Mitch, the
gun shooter.” :

Tribute to Y.M.C.A.

In referring to the Y.M.C.A., he de-
clared he was prepared to stand on
any platform in Canada and testify to
their good work at the front—tuey
played a wonderful part in keeping up
the morale of the army. (Cheers).
He thanked Mayor Church for his
great interest in the soldiers and the
work he had done for them. (Cheers).
Referring to the soldier associations,
he said he deprecated too many of
them being formed. He advocated the
old regimental associations worked
with the machinery of the newer or-
ganizations. He asked the officers
present to associate themselves with
the G.W.V.A. He was not worrying
about the returned soldier if he re-
ceived fair treatment.

He thought the .story of the last hun-
dred days of the war should be in
every Canadian home. The general
then went on to refer to the reorgan-
ization of the Canadian militia and
said he wanted every officer present
to help him in his task and to join the
new force. He then asked quickly,
“Will you?”

Hogs on the Chicago market yes-
terday dropped down to $15 per hun-
dred weight, and we may expect to
see a sharp decline 2ot only in the
price of pork, but-in all meat prices.
Thus already the president of the

* United States is scoring in his battle
against the hoarder and the profiteer.

Prices of other commodities will soon

decline, and the fall of priceg in the

United States is bound to react upon

the Canadian market. The American
‘consumer, thanks to his government,

will soon see the cost of living re-
duced. The Canadian consumer will
to some extent wehare in his good
fortune, but can anyone honestly say
that it will be due to anything done
by the Canadian government? Our
people have just been loyally singing
*God bless the Prince of Wales”;
ought they not also sing “God bless
the president (of the United States)"?

The manager of a Toronto packing
house told us the other day that
President Wilson’s assault upon - the
hoarders and profiteers would cause a
rise in the price of meat, and he pro-
ceeded to demonstrate that by mark-
ing up prices in his show window.
But, the proof of the pudding is in
the eating. If the local packers can
biy hogs 25 per cent. &heaper than
formerly, we take it for granted they
will mark down the ptice of pork.
At any rate we have no doubt as to
what the butchers and packers will do
in the United States, because if they
attempt to further hold up the people
the hand of the ‘president will fall
heavily upon them.

Under_ the food control act the
president is given sweeping power to
fix prices and regulate the operations
of the packing houses and other pro-
ducers. If, in his opinion, any* pro-
ducer is disobeying the regulations or
improperly .conducting his tusiness,
then the president is “authorized and
empowered in every such case to re-
quisition and take over the plant, busi-
ness, and all appurtenances thereof
belonging to- such producer or dealer
as a going concern, and to operate or
cause the same to be operated in
such manner and thru such agency
as he may direct.” :

There 18 federal law in the United
States to deal with the hoarders and
profiteers, and there ' is federal en-
forcement of federal law. The attor-
ney-general of the United States has
an arfmy of officials responsible to
him for the enforcement of the laws,
They include district attorneys, mar-
shals and deputy marshals, accoun-
tants and exmerts and agents of every
kind. They are uncovering hoarded
food and they are bringing the pro-
fleers to justice. Not only that, but
they are co-operating with the state
and municipal authorities everywhere,
Fer example, in a recent issue of The
ghx:istian Sclence Monitor we note a

“That Hydro Request for Rebate.
"The London = Advertiser, which
ought to know better, says that The
Hamilton Times pertinently inquires
why the Hydro-Eleetric Commission
asks $2,500,000 from the Dominion gov-
ernment as a reimbursement for extra
expense incurred in providing Hydro
power for war orders, instead of in-
cluding this in the charge for current
when it was sold.

The question is asked, of course, by
an enemy of public ownership and a
friend of the corporations. Hydro
power is supplied at cost, and the extra
cost was incurred because the power
controller ordered the extra expense
to 'be incurred and was in control of
the rates. Some of the rates he did
not fix and some are the subject of
dispute 4nd even litigation at the
present time. Part ¢f the expense was
duty paid on parts imported, which
could not be had in Canada, and this
claim is made because .the duty was
remitted in various cases for private
firms. !

Thé Hydro power consumers of On-
tario had to bear all these extra
charges. The people of Canad?. got
the benefit of what the Hydro Com-
mission d.d at the order of the power
controller. There is nothing unfair in
asking the people of Canada as a
whole to share the extra expense to
which the people of Ontario were“put
at the order of the federal officer.’

Ontario has done a great deal more
than her share in the war, and  if any
private concern had been dealt with
as the Hydro was we do not believe
any complaint would have been raised
by either The Times or The *Tiser had
it been proposed to recoup its loss. Sir
Adam Beck and the Hydro have never
been favorites with the extreme Lib-
eral press, and it has been one of the
chief weaknesses of the party with the
people in consequence.

The U.F.O. and the Parties.

“The U. F. O, will satisfy the people of
Ontario that they are not playing, and
will not consent in.any: future ‘develop-
ment of political conditions  in Ontario
to play, any party game,' said J. J. Mor-
rison, secretary bf the U. F, O., to The
World, yesterday. . .

Mr, Morrison was interested in ' the
statement made by H. H. Dewart at the
Liberal convention in Fergus coficerning
U. F. 0. politics, 'He conceded the truth
of Mr. Dewart’s statement that the reso-
lutions of 1914 and 1918, in which the Lib-
erals in the legislature demanded a com-
mission to investigate the causes of the
declining rural population, were in line
with U. F. O, policy of the present hour
on that question. “But,” he added, ‘‘the
fact that the government side-tracked
the demand coming from the opposité
political party surely vindicates the stand
now taken by the farmers’ party that
they themselves must press such ques-
tions as this and must know the reason
why if attention is again refused them.
If the Liberal party has failed to bring
on an investigation and correct the
causes of the deplorable condition that
Joseph Flavelle and The World, endors-
ing the Liberal demands, failed to bring
to a head, it is up to the farmers them-
selves to take it in hand.” :

Mr, Morrison also conceded the truth
of an impression Mr, Dewart's remarks
were likely to produce, viz,, that the
farmers’ are nominating a larger num-
ber of candidates than was contemplated
in the early stage of their demand -for
representation, and are thus bringing
about three-corner contests in a nume-
ber of constituencies some of which have
not a predominant rural Ppopulation,

May Hold Balance.

“Probably Mr, Dewart,” he said, ‘4s
not the first to whom the idea has
occurred that —this. enlargement of the
area of U. F. 0. political activity may
result in the farmers holding the balance
of powetr in the next legislature, I will
not discuss this matter any further than
to say emphatically that the U. F. 0. will
fully satisfy the preople of Ontario -that
never thru acceptance of office by its
candidates or officials or by any other
influence of emolument from government,
will the U. F. O. allow ‘itself to be lured
into. a position that would secure the
continuance in office of a government or
political party disapproved by the popu-
lar democratic verdiet.

Mr. Morrison, when asked to interpret
this statement, gave an interesting ex-
planation of present political conditions,

‘The World,” he said, “was first
among the public journals of Canada to
fix attention wupon political unrest, one
of which is the farmers’
movement. The attitude of The World is
greatly to be commended, and it has done
a whole Iot. of good. Up to the present,
however, we have only the evidences of
political unrest to guide us, The farm-
ers, the workingmen, a«nd the two old
political parties (or are there now three?)

Sir George Foster's Trade Films
Surprise Even Canadian-
Born.

‘With the aid of the moving picture
film the trade and commerce depart-
ment at Ottawa is making it possible
for every Canadian to become better
acquainted with his Canada. Long
before the conclusion of the war the
Hon. Sir George Foster, minister of
trade and commerce, began to prepare
for the reconstruction period, and to-
" this end had{an exhibit and publicity
hureau and motion picture laboratory
establ.shed. » i
" The pictures ' from this splendid
laboratory, depicting Canada scenical-
ly and industrially, are being exhibited
in the large tent next t& the industrial
building at the Canadian National Ex-
hibition. Mr. D, W. Johnson, director
of publicity for the trade and com-
merce, department, is the lecturer.

Over a hundred thousand feet of
moving picture film, featuring Cana-
.da's natural beauty, her resources and
her industries, has been taken and is"

being shown abroad as-well ‘as in the
Dominion. Hence at the present mo-
ment millions of eyes are gazing upon
the wonders and glories of Canada. As
the observer gazeB upon these pictures
the film says to him in words stronger
than man, “See Canada first” and
“Play-in your own playgrounds.”
Inspire Observer.

The glories of Canada’s park lands
inspire the observer and fill him with
the love of nature as he sees quiet
lakes at the foot of giant snow-capped
peaks, reflecting all their glories in her
placid waters. There are lakes -whose
waters have twenty shades of Zreen
and never one of blue, boulders, won-
derful glaciers and ravines. The bheau-
tiful Muskoka Lakes, Algonquin Park,
Niagara and others = depict another
phase of Canada’s scenic wares. Thus,
these pictures not only induce Cana-
dians to our natural parke, but they
bring tourists to our shore and become
a factor in the economic wealth of the
country.

The industrial ° films deal with
Canada’s natural products such as
salmon, trout and ‘mackerel fishing in
their respective waters; maple sugar
making, sheep, cattle and horse ranch-
ing.

will accept $17 a cwt, rather than hold
and run the risk of getting only §i5. If
they only keep their nerve and also their
stock for 30 days 1 believe the situation
will right itself.- IL.et me tell you that
the peopie who are rocking the boat, and
I include many newspapers with them,
are indulging in a very dangerous pas-
time. While the consumer will benefit
temporarily from a collapse of prices, he
' will pay for it later,”

Take the panic of 1907. That was a
finarncial panic, but the farmers got the
notion that the warld was coming to an
end and they sent their stock into the
markets, with the result that prices went
to pieces. Convinced that the era of low
|prices was upon them, farmers marketed
{their brood sows as well. In the follow-
|ing year the shortage was serious and
|the consumer paid higher than ever for
his meat. That is the history of the
panics of 1892 and also 1876, when hogs
touched 2¢ a pound in Kansas City.

Newspaper files show that on Nov. 22,
1907, choice heavy shipping hogs sold on
the Chicago market at from $4.65 to $4.75
per cwt,; on Nov. 23, 1908, at $6.10 to

| Preach Production,

“It is up to the newspapers to preach
production if you want cheaper food,’
continued the packers’ spokesman. “There
are more cattle in Texas than in all Can-
ada, more hogs in Iowa and more sheep
in Montana than in all Canada, yet you
call this an agricultural country, En-
coyrage the farmer to produce more, and
the only way to do that is to give him
a fair price. He can't raise hogs for $12
a cwt. with wages and other essentials
at present levels.”

“Do you think the agitation against the
high cost of living is responsible for the
slump of hogs in United States markets?”’
The World enauired.

“It may be slightly due to that,” he
replied, ‘‘but the principal reason is that
the British government has suddenly
ceased to buy. There was a good deal
of competitive buying in the States a few
weeks ago and it later developed that
the outside huying was done by agents
{of the British government. The Brittah
|are doing no buying in Canada’ just at
|pr_esent. but they are commandeering
|some of the shipments that we are send-
ing over and will pay what they consider
a fair price for it. Until things settle
down and we know what we are goin:
{to get we will not encourage the farmers
to send their stuff to market. Our men
have been instructed to go easy on buy-
ing for a while.” he said.

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Decline in Live Hog Prices Forces

Follows.

Chicago, Aug, 29.-—~Another decline in
live hog. prices, making in round numbers
a $3 decrease on the hoof since Tuesday,
caused grain and provision prices to go
down at the opening of today's market.
The bearish sentiment was accentuated
by the Washington campaign against the
high cost of living. The drop was short
lived in the market for future delivery,
and shorts seeking to cover found few
offerings available. Corn prices, after
having touched a new low record point
for December and May, advanced to
about three cents above yesterday’s final
figures. Oats and provisions moved up
with corn, impelled by the buying desire
of the short element.

Corn closed strong at near -the high
points, 15 to 3% cents net higher, all
deliveries sharing in the increase. Clos-
ing prices were Sept. 178% to 179 and
December 1383 to 139. /

Oats finished % to 1% cents higher,
and provisions closed strong at nearly
the top, with pork $1.256 to $2 higher, lard
40 cents to 45 cents higher and ribs at
an advance of from 25 to 77 cents.

While corn prices were on the up-grade,
traders received a report that the Kan-
sas corn crop would fall short of expec-:
tations. - This tended to strengthen the
market in spite of the bearish live hog
prices, and the general belief that high
costs were bheing undermined.

Publish in Cobalt Papers —

Claim Injustice in Rob-
ertson’s Attitude.

Cobalt, Aug. 29.—The local papers are
to publish tomorrow a lengthy statement
giving the position’ taken by the mine
managers of the camp in the present in-
dustrial- dispute here. - In it the trouble
is blamed upon the “agitating minority”
of the Miners’ Union, and it 1s emphati-
cally stated that there will be no recog-
nition of the present representatives of
organized labor till at least the “laws of
Canada are o amended as o make such
recognition obligatory.” The issue is be-

ing narrowed down to this question of
recognition, this being declared ‘to be the
statement of Senator Robertson. The
minister of labor comes in for some hard
knocks from the managers, who have
reason to believe that the report pre-
sented to him by his representative, Mr.
Quirk, who was sent here by the de-
partment of labor to investigate condi-
tions, bore out the managers’ position in
the dispute, and, it is added, “we believe
that if Senator Robertson had taken an
entirely neutral position in the rcontro-
versy that report would have been pub-
lished.” The managers state that the
reason they refused to go to Ottawa when
asked was that they felt the invitation
was only a trap to entice them into a dis-
cussion with W, H. McQuire of the union,
who was then in the capital, “No, mine
manager ever  refused to discusk any
question with either his men individually
or with a committee of his own employes
elected by his own men,” the report
states. Any request of this nature has
always been granted, wnd it is claimed
that on this basis the criticism appar-
ently emanating from ' the “agitating
minority,” that the managers would not
meet- their own, falls of its own weight.
The strike, if is said, developed in the
wake of the industrial relations commig-
sion, and the same minority created a
manufactured situation in Cobalt by tak-
