bers present at a meeting specially 
called for the purpose.

The amending till (which came 
down from the senate, where it was 

‘ introduced, by the minister of labor) 
modifies that provision. When intro­
duced in the house the bill was inter­
preted as providing that application 
for a conciliation board must have 
approval of a majority of all the 
members of a union.

Simpson Gives Evidence.
James Simpson, the defendant,

He saw 
Davis of the Imperial Foundry Co., 
after the meeting of the employers’ 
association, and that gentleman sign­
ed an affidavit as to what took place 
at the meeting. He saw Redpath, who 
stated that the affidavit gave a very 
good account of what had transpired, 
and he (Redpath), signed an affidavit 
himself. Witness decided to bring the 
matter before the Trades’ Council. He 
typewrote a statement from the affi­
davits, had his statement printed, and 
had twelve copies run off.

He had no idea as to how far the 
news -had spread, but the meeting 
was a subject of conversation amongst 
the men. He knew of live who posi­
tively were aware of the meeting. He 
had a conference with the Metal 
Trades' Council, the executive in. 
charge of the strike, when he inform­
ed them how he had got his Infor, 
mation. At the Trades’ Council tha 
following ; night, he read the statement, 
and replièd to a question that his 
statement was In the nature of a 
charge. He’ had no personal quarrel 
with O'Leary, only differences of 
opinion. Witness’ sole idea was to 
prolbct labor interests, and he thought 
that two officials who held stock in 
one paper should not take steps in the 
formation of a competing paper. He 
did not know of any positions which 
O’Leary had lost thru the present 
charges being made.

Had No Personal Knowledge.
Replying to Mr. Ferguson, witness 

said he had no personal knowledge of 
the charges. He admitted he might 
have gone to more trouble to get 

. further confirmation. He told others 
that the charge would be made, 
and had seen O’Leary several 
times between July 17 and 
29, but did not mention the 
matter to him. That the gal­
leries were full when the charges 
were made was only an inci­
dental. He would not have made 
the charges unless he thought he was 
in the right.

Mr. Justice Middleton—“You were 
the one who knew that a serious 
charge against a brother officer was 
going to be made. Why did you do it 
in secret?”

Beatrice Liked ÿoth.

Mr. Curry, presenting the 
story, the truth of which has been 
absent from nearly all the daily news­
papers in tho province except The 
World, said that on proof that those 
to whom tfye mines belonged had not 
dealt justly with the country—they de­
liberately sold their products to those 
who were slaying Canadian boys with 
Canadian nickel—the mines ought to 
be confiscated, and used by the public 
for only public purposes.

It would have been thought that a 
drastic demand like this, made by a 
Liberal who, with others, succeeded in 
doing what had not been done In To­
ronto for many years—wresting the 
representation of half the city from 
tire Conservative party—would have 
been given some attention in the lead­
ing Liberal papers. But The Globe 
merely said Mr. Curry was severe on 
the late government. Mr. Swayze, the 
Labor member for Niagara Falls, also 
spoke strongly on the nickel question, 
but that part of hie speech tills just 
two lines In The Globe.

I - .The family were thec! CARRANZA IS INACTIVE •tyou i fWashington, May 4.—Oen. Pablo 
Gonzales, long regarded by Carranza 
as his staunchest supporter, has 
joined In the revolution, according to 
advices today thru official channels. 
He was a few miles cast of the Mexi­
can capital yesterday In command of 
two regiments of federal troops and 
had severed both railway lines ex­
tending to Vera Cruz,

Another report received here thru 
unofficial channels was that high mil­
itary officers whom Carranza sum­
moned in council a few days ago had 
supplemented their advice to him to 
resign, with an ultimatum fixing May- 
15 as the limit for his tenure of office.

The ' reported determination of the 
military group to force him out of 
office would go far, officials here be­
lieve, to account for the failure that 
has been met by Carranza in getting 
under way any offensive campaign. 
To date the revolution has moved 
forward without a battle, and the re­
port mentioning the ultimatum, added 
that his military advisers were de­
termined not to follow a course that 
would inevitably involve the country 
in a long struggle filled with danger 
of foreign complications.

On to Puebla.
When Gonzales disappeared 

Mexico City 
there are said to have professed ig­
norance as to his whereabouts, but 
all secrecy tie to his movements was 
removed when he joined Manuel Gon­
zales, commanding a federuJ tore* 
near Los Reyes. This meeting 
followed by- the Immediate utilization 
of the force as a revolting unit. After 
cutting the railroads Gonzales and his 
force are said to have moved towards 
the state of Puebla, where a strong 
force of rurales recently announced 
their support of the rebellion.

Gonzales, who was the leading op­
ponent of Obregon for the presidency, 
until Ambassador Bonillas entered as 
a candidate, conferred with Obregon 
just before Obregon fled from the 
capital, where he was being held as 
an important witness in a case 
brought against General Cejudjo for 
sedition. Prior to that a conference 
had been held between Obregon, Gon­
zales and Bonillas, at which it was 
announced Bonillas had been urged 
by both Obregon and Gonzales to Join 
them In withdrawing their three can­
didacies in the interest of harmony, 
Bonillas' refusal was followed by the 
revolt in Sonora and the flight of 
Obregon.

W. F. Maclean (South York) said 

the government was about to embark 
upon the creation of a great oceanic 
marine merger, into which It was put­
ting hundreds of millions, and would 
put Hundreds of millions more.

Ernest Lapointe (Quebec East): 
“Are you in favor of public owner­
ship of water transportation?”

"Certainly, and we are into it now," 
replied Mr. Maclean with emphasis.

Mr. Maclean said he wished to pro­
test against the transportation facili­
ties of the country being mixed up 
with a steel and coal merger. It was 
a menace to the national marine which 
was being launched by this govern­
ment at great public expense. The 
new corporation embarked on a con­
trol of inland shipping, would not rest 
until it had secured control of the 
national marine of ocean-going ships. 
He asked the government not to grant 
the charter for the new corporation, 
except bÿ an act of parliament, which 
could be freely discussed In the house. 

King Says People Have Power. 
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King said at­

tention ought to be drawn to the fact 
tliat under the combines investigation 
act of 1910, not only the government, 
but the people themselves, could de­
mand an investigation Into the pur­
poses and methods of such a merger 
as tho one projected. The men who 
were back of that merger ought to be 
reminded of what they will be up 
against if they are tempted to exceed 
what Is right and in the public inter­
est In the conduct of their corporation, 
and the people should be reminded 
that they already , had a weapon in 
that act against the possible baleful 
influences which might arise from such 
a trade combination.

Col. Currie Defends Scheme.
Col. .J. A. Currie (Slmcoe) defended 

the proposed combination in a vigor­
ous speech. In the first place, he said, 
the house should understand that If 
the federal government refused to 
grant, this charter, the companies 
could get a charter from any one of 
the provinces of the Dominion on bet­
ter terms. As a Dominion charter, it 
would bring $100.000 to the public 
treasury. They could also get a private 
bill thru the house of commons and 
save money, or they could go to Eng­
land and get an imperial charter, 
which would be valid In Canada:

In closing, Mr. Nesbitt advised the 
government to investigate the mer­
ger carefully to see that there was no 
water mixed with the stock.

On the other hand 
there were great possibilities in the 
merger.

Thomas A. Vien (Lotbinie’re), sup­
ported the merger, which, he said, 
would enable Great Britain to com­
pete with the United States. Canada 
had all the necessary constituents to 
make the Industry a success. We had 
coal and steel here, and might build 
up a big industry if >vv would.

Mr. Richardson referred to the 

board of commerce as the one or­
ganisation which might have been 
looked to prevent such mergers, but 
he said this seemed "an impotent 
body.” Its Jurisdiction had been 
challenged, and the matter was now 
before the supreme court. There had 
been a private onslaught against this 
body which must be made virile if 
the Canadian people were to look for 
any help from it. It was the duty of 
the government, said Mr. Richardson, 
to look Into this merger fully.

Dr. Michael Clark asked what Mr. 
Richardson would have the govern­
ment do about it? The member for 
Springfield replied that parliament 
was all-powerful. If this bill came 
before the house in the form of a 
private bill to incorporate such a 
merger, he was sure it would not get 
thru at a cost of $50,000,000.

Bristol Favors Merger.
E. Bristol (Toronto), quoted from 

an article in The Toronto Star, includ­
ing facts and figures given by Col. 
Grant Morden and Lloyd Harris, to 
show that this merger was really a 
good thing for Canadian industry. 
Lloyd Harris had claimed a certain 
amount of the credit for bringing the 
British and. Canadian steel men to­
gether. Big combinations were neces­
sary to fight big combinations, and 
this was the chance to build up a 
strong corporation within the British 
Empire. He was glad to know that 
$100,000,000 was being Invested in the 
industries of Canada.

Dr. Clark Opposes Plan.
Dr. Michael Clark said he would 

remind Mr. Richardson that parlia­
ment was only all-powerful to a cer­
tain extent. He quoted from circu­
lars to show that men behind mer­
gers such as this were in tho habit 
of giving prospective investors de­
tails as to the tariff to be enjoyed 
In countries they would deal with. 
This had the effect of giving their 
stock a fictitious sort of Value.

Dr. Clark spoke of the formation 
of the United States Steel Corpora­
tion," quoting evidence given by An­
drew Carnegie that when he retired 
lie had forty-three partners and each 
of them was a millionaire. It Was 
such a condition of affairs which bad 
induced the United States to cut its 
tariff; and. amid much laughter, Dr.

She was confused later with Anne, 
the companion sister of Dido, whose 
tragic end is rgporded by Virgil In 
the "Aeneid.’' According to Roman 
tradition, Anna pursued the faithless 
Aeneas to Italy after the suicide of 
Dido, and there drowned herself in 
the river Numiclus, where she be­
came a presiding deity.

The Irish have a similar legend to 
account for their Anna. The daughter 
of the chief of the Firbolg 
drowned herself in the river Life and 
since the Irish word for river is Am- 
haln, the two words became, on Eng­
lish tongues, Anna Liflfey, and were 
supposed to form the unfortunate 
lady's name.

There was also a St. Anna in By­
zantium for whom the Emperor Jus­
tinian built a church in 650.
Anna became a popular name among 
Greek damsels, and a daughter of 
Emperor Basil married Vladimir, 
Grand Prince of Muscovy.

Aocordlng to the new geological map 

of West tihintng Tree, the country 
rock thruout the township of Fawcett 
is composed of pillow andesite and 
basalt, diabase, agglomerate, carbon­
ate, chlorite, hornblende and serlcite 
schist. The formation is very com­
plex, and indicates much igneous ac­
tivity and metamorphism. The Atlas, 
White Rock, Wesf Tree and Wasaplka 
are all In this formation In the north­
west corner of the township. On the 
Atlas the map shows an Intrusion of 
quartz porphyry and two dykes of 
diabase. One of these dykes bears to 
the northwest, and the other north­
east, and the porphyry lies between. 
In addition to the Evelyn and other 
veins, the map shows the Seville, or 
White Rock vein, on the southwest 
corner of the Atlas, This le one of 
the great north and south veins of 
the camp, cutting thru three adjoining 
properties—the Atlas, White Rock and 
West Tree — and having a known 
length of nearly 6000 feet.

Besides the two dlabaslc flows on 
the Atlas, the map shows a third con­
tinuing thru both White Rock and 
West Tree.
