MR. NEWELL'S ADDRESS.

All persons go to hell when
they die; even Christ himself went there
when he died. It is written of Him, "“Thou
wilt not leave my soul in hell.” Peter
on the day of Pentecost said that David
intenwed the soul of Christ coming out of
hell r» mean the resurrection of Christ
Cbrist Himself said he would be three days
and three nights in the heart of the earth.
Now, this is what I gather from the word
of God. The resurrection is a bringing
to life again_ out of the place of death, and
hell is the place of death. I am borne out
in this opinion and conclusion by the
twentieth century vession, which renders
the passage, Acts 227, “For ,thou wilt
not abandon my soul to the place of death.”
In the 31st verse it reads (David), “Was
referring to the, resurrection of Christ when
he said that be had not been abandoned to
the place of death.”

To take the worst of the rub of pass-
ing ice the bow, the stern and the
water line have been heavily armored
with steel plates. The living spaces
will be comfortably but very simply
finished and the ship will be lighted
both by electricity and oil lamps.

An Ice Swmasher.

Some time in May the ship will come
to New York to take on supplies for the
cruise. Doubtiess, many persons will
be interested to see the first ship built
in America exclusively for polar explo-
jration. They will see a vessel that is
superior to the Fram or Guam as an
ice-breaker.

She has all the qualities of shape
which will insure her . lifting under
heavy ice pressures. She will have the
raking stem and ramming qualities of
the largest Scotch whalers and power
greater than the most powerful ocean-
going tug in New York harbor. Peary
believes he has the ablest ship ever
built for polar work.

The explorer does not expect a vessel
to visit North Greenland every year to
replenish his supplies. When he steawns
out of New York harbor his ship will
be loaded with full supplies of every
description for three years and they
will weigh, including coal, about 300
tons.

He does not expect to have any more
supplies or to need any niore excepting
the meat he will kill in Greenland. It
he does not succeed in reaching the
pole on his sledging trip in 196, he will
try again in 1907: and if the second
campaign fails he may try it again in
1908,

There are years when the conditions
up north are such that he could not
possibly succeed in making the trip to
the pole and back to his 1and bhase; but
the chances are that at least cne sea-
son in three will be favorable for the
repetition of one of his foruer bril-
1i sledge journeys; and if this op-
portunity come he is going to the pole
and back again.

When he begins his sledge trip next
February he expects to start from a
base several hundred miles nearer the
pole than ever before. The average uir
line distance from start to finish of
his four sledge journeys in the same
regions in the years 1892, 1895, i%00 and
1902, is a little greater than the air-
line distance of his proposed sledge
journey from his ship on the Lorthern
shore of Grant’ Larnd to the pole; the
air-line distance o6f his sledge journey
in the spring of 1900 is such that had
his starting point been where he now
preposes to have his ship it would have
cairied him beyond the pole and bpack
again.

Matt Henson will probably sail with
the explorer.

shal] rest with the individual charged with
the offence.

A Toronto boy how in London went
to see the Grand National this yeur.
Under date of April 4 he writes: “Well,
I saw the Grand National. It cost me
£3, but it was worth it. I got down 10
Liverpool very cheap, it was a third-
class excursion, 11s return. The crowd
on the train was as tough as you could
find. When I got down to the track I
found that there was only One bdlace
from which -one could see the race, on
top of the grand stand. This cost 25s,
but I thought it Wwas not any use com-
ing all that way and then not seeing
the race, se I gave up the 25s, The
track is an enormous one. There are
three main stands, each as big as the
one in Toronto. Then in the centre
field there is the place where all the
drags go. Huundreds of people see the
race from here, and unless you are on
a drag you see very little but the finisa.
The bookies have no special place. They
are scattered around in front of the
stand any old way- The system is sim-
ple; two men stand, one on a little box,
the other on the . The man on
the box has a big satchel of money hung
on him and he pays all bets. Your bet
is not marked on the ticket, only on the
sheet -opposite the number of your
ticket., The bookies generally dress in
a very loud fashion, white plug hats
and long white coats. I got to the track
in time to See the race before the big
one. It was run on an ordinary turf
course and was uninteresting. The
Grand National course is quite unlike
anything I have seen before. It is a
big triangular track with the jumps
across it, in fact it was more like a
hurdle race. Of course I knew nothing
of the horses, ‘so I decided to have a
patriotic 10s on Moifaa, the King's en-
try. He won last year while running
under other colors. There were about
25 starters, the finest lot I ever s=aw.
They all hag the banged tail and were
more like old Daryle at his best thaa’
any other horse I know of. They can-
teregl past the stand and then over a
preliminary hurdle. They jumped mas-
nificently. The boys all sit back and
down., more like a gentleman in the
hunting field than a jock- The starter
got them all off together. After the
start you see nothing of the race Lill
they come around down the other leg of
the triangle.

Tokio, April 15.—(7 p.m.)—The fol-

Says Mr. Coady: “Last year the
amount raised was 3,794,463. The vev-
enue other than taxation was $1,109,-
915, and tlie sum raised by taxation
$2,684,548, ‘but this did not suffice by
amount equal to about one mill of |
the assessment. .

The council is to be congratulated
on a rate of 19 mills on the dollar bhe-
ing submitted to it. no
small moment in this connection is
that a uniformity of the rate from year
to year is appreciated by manufactur-
ers wishing to settle in the city from
outside localities, and by others who
desire to invest in real estate.

Annual Revenue,

The city's assets and revenues are
treated of as follows: .

“In considering the city debt, the
value of, the property and other as-
sets possessed by the city should not
be overlooked, The estimated value of
this property is over $15,000.000, and a
large amount of it is revenue-produc-
ing. This valuation is exclusive of all
the public works and services of the
cily, which have been provided. at
heavy! cost to the taxpayers, and, tho
not available as assets, are required
for public use and convenience, The
water lots owned by the city,the walks
and gardens and other leasehold pro-
perty, with the market block, yield an
annual revenue of about $106,000, which
will increase from year to year, as the
leases mature and are renewed. The
total revenue from the city properties,
exclusive of the waterworks, is about
$106.000, and at 3 1-2 per cent, repre-
sents a capital of over $3,000000. In
addition, the city derives a revenue
from i police court fines, cattle
market and weigh-house fees. and the
Street Railway service (exclusive of
that derived from the waterworks), of
about $482.000. The estimated revenue
this year from the waterworks is $450,-
000. These, with“other revenues, bring
the annual revenue of the city to up-
wards of $1,269.734, exclusive of the
amount raised by taxation.”

In a general review of the city s’pro-
gress, the treasurer, after allusion to
the full tide of prosperity, remarks:

“In the civic® arena, the past year
furnishes a record of which there is
every reason to be proud. Carefuf
husbanding of our resources has gone
hand in hand with efficiency in
public service, embfdcing the great
tgmnicipal utilities coincident with the
life of a great incorporated com-
munity.”

Outieok is Prominsing.

The business outlook is described as
promising, and reference is made to

ergy,” Mr. Coady says:

“A steady improvement has taken
place in the streets. Pavements and
sidewalks have been laid down, con-
structed as a rule of asphailt' and con-
crete, by which splendid roadways have
been obtained and the city greatly
beautified. The general cleanliness of
these fine streets is a matter of re-
mark.” .

What ihe Province Owen.

Mr. Coady takes up his former sug-
gestion -of a subvention from the legis-
lature in these words:

“It i§ not necessary to point
what the city owes to the govermment
of Ontario and what the government
owes to the city. It will be conceded
that their interests are mutual, yet the
burden is not mutually borne. The
city does not derive money from the
government by taxation on its property
as it does from other owners of pro-
perty in the city, notwithstanding that
the same advantages of protection, etc.,
are accorded to govermment property
as to other property upon which taxes
are imposed. An equitable view of this
subject would inevitably result in an
arrangement by which the government
would show an example of fair play
to the municipality for which it is the

Jlaw giver and ought to be the éxem-

plar. The late government made a tar-
dy admission of the principle :nvoived,
by making a small contribution to the
cost of improvements on streets abut-
ting on government property on West
King-street, but the broad guestion of
glot'!ernment exemption remains uuset-
tled.”

The report concludes with the advo-
cacy of a cautious eivic policy, with the
following in justification:

“The city debt will grow with the
expansion and progress of the city, but
the balance of a fair proportion should
be firmly held. When times are good,
money is, as a rule, dear, and corpora-
tions such as ours can afford to so re-
gulate their great public works as to
bring them on when the fluctuations of
business place money within reach at

Intelligence, I
repeat, and temperamental qualities
also count. FLastly, I am convinced
that, in order to interpret, as they
should be interpreted, the emotions and
thé passions of the characters he as-
sumes, the singer should have had en-
ough experience of life, love and pas-
sion to enable him to understand, and
in a measure to sympathize with, his
characters. There have been sopranos
iwhom I could name, and some of them
.Americans, whose voices, beautiful tho
they were, remained always cold, pas-
sionless and virginal.”

“And now, Mr. Saleza,” said the in-
Iterviewer. “one final question. Do you
think that operatic artists should be
!tragedians and comedians; that they
.8hould be actors in the same sehse as
ithe artists who interpret comedy and
drama without music?”

“lI am glad you asked me that.” re-
plied the tenor. “When I began my
career I was firmly of the opinion that
singers should also be actors, like their
sisters and brothers of the non-lyric
stage. So sure was I of this that at
lone period of my life I went night af-
ter night to the Theatre Francais 10
study Mounet-§ully, Coquelin, Worms
and the rest of them. When I appear-
ed as Matho in ‘Salammbo’ I labored
strenuously to make myself a trage-
dian. And I was told that I succeeded.
But, if I succeéded, I did so at a tre-
mendous cost. To my exertions and
the fatigue that followed I attribute
the flinass which, for a time, did me
much harm professionally, and from
which I recovered only lately. Coque-
lin, after seeing and hearing me as
Matho, said to me one day, ‘Mon petit,
if you don’t mind, you will do for your-
self.’ He was right.

“No singer, unless he have the extra-
ordinary physical strength of a ‘Ta-
magno, should attempt the almost im-
possible feat of being. in the full sense
of the words, both an actor and a sing-
er. In opera, if he does not wish to
become a wreck, he should sacrifice
a little of his acting to the exigencies
of vocalism. He should act, of course,
with enough art to produce an illusion.
But he should 'not act strenuously, or
he will do so, in the end, at the ex-
pense of his health and of the music
which he interprets. Ovpera is in its
very essence more conventional than
drama. And acting in opera should—
nay, must—be largely simplified. If to
refute my assertion, you mentioned
this or that grand opéra artist whose
histrionism has delighted you, I will
answer that what was gained in his-
trionism was, almost invariably, lost in
maging.”

. KANEKO ON THE WAR,

Effects on the Nations,

The Ethical Culture Society of New
York was addressed by Baron Keniaro
Kaneko, of Japan, on the Russo-Japan-
ese war. Baron Kaneko first discussed
the effect of the war on the relations of

country would occupy a greater posi-
tion as a nation after having declared
war against Russia, the nation which
was looked on by the nations of the
world as the most powerful.

“No nation would declare war
against Russia except tiny little Japan,
but we have been' making preparations
for it for ten years, and no one can tell
now the outcome of this terrible strug-
gle.” He continued:

“We are not only fighting against the
Russian army and navy, but are fight-
ing a racial and religious war besides.
“®irst. Russia is performing a duty
toward the white race by fighting us—
the yellow peril. The religious war—the
Russian army on a crusade to crush
the heathen Jap. '

“To meet tihese attacks we appointed
two professors on international law, it
being our desire to conduct this war in
accordance with the principles of Chris-
tian humanity against a pagan nation.
“I can stand here before this larse
audience in the greatest metropolis of
the greatest nation and truthfully say
that we have not violated one point in
international law., We have supplied
3500 doctors and nurses to the Red
Cross of Japan, and we have cared for
the wounded of our enemy as we have
for our own. The following moral pre-
cepts are read to the men of our army
and navy every night and morning:
First—To be sincere’ and loyal and
guard against untruthfulness.
Second—To respect  superiors and
kee rue to comrades, and guard
against lawlessness and insolence.
Third—To obey the command of sup-
ervisors, irrespective of its nature, and
never to resist or disregard it.
Fourth—To prize bravery and courage
and be diligent in the performance of

and timidity.

Fifth—To boast not of brutal courage,
and neither quarrel with nor insult
others, which will incite general hatred.
Sixth--To cultivate virtue and prac-
tice frugality, and guard against ex-
travagance and effeminacy.
Seventh>To prize reputation . and
honor, and guard against vulgarity and
greed.

“A special point in our military
training is humanity. Bravery by mere
force is animal brutality and not brav-
ery. Our aim in life is to do right and
no wrong to others. It is our hope to
build up our nation by Anglo-Saxon
civilization, individual right, religious
freedom and political liberty.
“Subjectively, we are fully developed,
but objectively, we are behind Europe
and America. .So we began an educa-
tional system to come into the intellect-
ual community, ‘to encourage agricul-
ture, industry and commerce (natural),
army and navy (might), self govern-
ment (political) and at last religious
freedom.

“To acquire power (might) we try
particularly to be peaceful and cordial,
not arrogant and overbearing. We
stand to our old principle to do our
duty. This is a special point in our ed-
ucation. Imperial rescript of 1890:

1t is our desire that you, our sub-
jects, be filial to your parents, kind to
your brothers and sisters. Let husband
and wife live together harmoniously;
let friends be mutually trustworthy.
Impose upon yourselves self-restraint
and rectitude of behavior. Extend to
the multitudes philanthropy. Advance

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BRITISH PRISONS BEST
VIEN OF TRAMP WO KAONS

Ned Kishman Has Been Incarcerated
in 57 Different Countries and
1400 Prisons.

Chicago, April 3—Ned Kishman,
alias Texas Ed, alias Brake Rod, alias
Cinders, alias Globe Trotting Ted, a
tramp, who has been arresied in more
countries than any other man on earth,
is back in Chicago.

Kishman has carved his name on
railway stations all over the world, and
has established a record of being in-
carcerated for vagrancy in the jails of
forty-seven different countries. He has

n arrested, but declares he has
?iaswggemore than fourteen hundred
pritons from the viewpoint of the man
inside. He has looked thru the bars
upon the cities of the world, and cla.ims
a record of traveling 223,485 miles with-
out paying a cent of raiiway fare,

He boasts that the only railroad fare
he ever paid was from Hot Springs,
Ark.,, to Malvern Junction, approxi-
mately thirty-five miles, when he wasl
too ill to attempt to beat the road, He,
figures that, had he paid first-class H
fare for all the riding he has done, he
would have spent $572,858. :
The man who has kept half a million
dollars out of the pockets of share-
holders in railways is a small, bronzed
man, probably forty-three years of age.
He was born in Clinton County, Ohio,
and ran away from home at the age of
fifteen. He has visited practically ev-
ery country on the globe and every dis-
trict of the United States since then,
and once came within three miles of
his home, which he saw thru a blur of
cinders while riding on the rods of a
thru express. i
During his career of twenty-eight
years Texas EC has never yet been
convicied of a crime, and has only
twice been charged with crimes, and
these only because he was gathered in
by the police dragnets after some x_'ob—
bery or murder when all suspicious
characters were apprehended. He is
worth $80,000 and owns a tract of farm
land near Highland, Clinton county,
Ohio, which was left him by relatives
who died. He could be independently
wealthy if he chose to go home, but he
refuses, and declares that he will die
on the road.

Kishman's word on jails is of inter-
est. He declares the best pitison sys-
tem and the ideal prison from all
points is a new municipal prison at
Bangkok, Siam, where he spent three
weeks against his will

He declares the United States po-

sesses, as a class, the best and the

worst prisons in the world. He/cites the

4Cook county (IlL.) jail as a model in

the United States, and the municipal
prison at Frankfort, Ky., and the cala-
booses at Hillsboro, Ohio, and at
Leseur, Minn,, and Waycross, Ga,, as
among the worst in which he has been
locked up. .

His comments on the lack of system,
brutality and political contro! of Amer-
ican prisons are scathing.

British System is Beat.

“The British system,” says the cham-
pion tramp, “is one of the best in the
world, and the prison administration is
undoubtedly the best. The public
works system means hard and healthy
labor. The cell system exists, but most-
ly the men 'work together, in' brick
yards, on forts, or other public works.
I had the honor (and Great Britain the
benefit) of serving two months at
Dover, helping build a line of forts to
protect England as a result of having
beén accused of cadging. It was there
that I learned quarrying and stone cut-
ting, which added one more trade to
the twenty-three that I have learned in
prisons. The men get credit for exact-
ly what they do—they are paid, really,
in lessening of sentences, and I earned
thirty days off out of ninety day sen-
tence by working hard. .

“Perhaps the worst and most wicked
jail system in the world—taken as a
whole—I found in Portugal. Like any
self-respecting tramp I hate to beg. In
most of the countries of the world the
beggar is locked up to protect the pub-
lic from him. I have, of course, se-
cured tens of thousands of meals with-
out working for them, but I am not a
beggar. In Portugal the system of im-
prisonment makes beggars. The pris-
oners, no matter what the charge
against them, are thrown into the com-
mon room, usually facing the market
place. I was in jail in Oporto, Bragas
and Setabul, and in each prison we
faced the crowded market place, stand-
ing behind the bars and visible to the
entire population. We stood at the
bars and begged for food from the
marketers, else we should have
starved, for the prison keepers furnish
nothing in the way of food . for those
awaiting trial. The Portuguese system
makes beggars of all prisoners, besides
hardening all prisoners and manufact-
uring criminals rapidly.

“Mexico has advanced wonderfully in
the last fifteen years. When I-first vis-
ited Mexico I had the honor to be ar-
rested in Mexico City and thrown into
a dirty, overcrowded, disease ridden
hole, where all prisoners, most of them
in irons, were kept. Three years ago 1
was again arrested in Mexico City and
was” pleased to note a vast improve-
ment. The cellular system has been
adopted and the trades ave taught. At
Jalisco, where I served fifty-two days,
a beautiful and humanitarian prison
has been built.”

Perhaps the strangest adventure of
Kishman’'s prison career took place in
Spain. He was arrested, charged with
vagrancy, while stealing a ride out of
Madrid, trying to reach the Mediter-
ranean coast. At that time he had
nearly $800 in gold and silver with him,
picked up in beating a race at Paris in
which an American jockey was riding.
He backed the American’s mount and
won nearly a thousand dollars, whlg:
