‘THE POLITICAL SITUATION

It is Regarded as Serious While
Protepopeff is Dominant—Look-
‘ing to Lord Milner to Accom-
plish Semething

New York, Jan. 831—A cable to the
Tribune from London says: The confer-
ence of the allied delegates in Petrograd
i1s expected to result in great improve-
ment in the Russian situation, in both a
military and financial way and to help
to some extent in the economic re-organ-
ization which is going forward,

. The political situation is another ques-
Ipnn, Protopopoff remains the dominst-
| ing figure in Russia and so long as that
| is tl}e case the political outlook for the
| émpire must be considered most dubi-
ous.

Protopopofi’s reactionary tendencies
are, moreover, rapidly increasing the
complexity of the other problems with
which Russia has to deal, because of the
alienation of the Liberals, who are the
most vigorous and able of the Russjans.

The extreme delicacy of attempting
any influence on the internal affairs of
the empire doubtless will prevent any
open effort to relieve this situation, but
it is hoped, nevertheless that some
change can be brought about indirectly.

Lord Milner, the head of the British,
delegation, in the short time that he has
been a member of the British govern-
ment, has won the confidence and respect
of the French and Italians because of his
keen power of analysis. He is expected
to meet with similar success in Russia.
As a member of the British triumvirate
he has unlimited power to deal with the
perplexing questions he has to face, and
can decide on the spot the points that
arise.

Lord Revelstoke, another member of
the delegation, represents great financial
interests, and comes of a family which
for generations has had a part in all
Anglo-Russian financing.

General Wilson, the third member of
the British envoys, is considered one of
the brainiest of Britain's military lead-
ers. Wilson and General Castlenau, of
the French staff, who is also there to
explain the plans and views of the west-
ern allies, will be in a position to reach
a unity of military action with the Rus-
sian high command such as has hither-
to been impossible because of the de-
lays in communication. The effect of
this is expected to show as soon as the
spring fighting gets under way.

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HON. A. R. McCLELAN.

The McClelans, of whom the late Hon.
A. R. McClelan was a distinguished re-
presentative, came originally from Gal-
loway, Scotland, but the grandfather of
him who has now passed away lived in
Londonderry, Ireland, before coming to
Nova Scotia in the latter part of the
eighteenth century. The father of Hon.
A. R. McClelan was a man of parts and
of influence in his day, being a justice
of the court of common pleas. The son,
who was to become one of the fathers of
confederation and later the governor of
his native province, was born at Hope-
well, in Albert county, and educated
there and at Mount Allison. The abil-
ity of this young man was early recog-
nized, for in 1854, at the age of twenty-
three years, he was elected a member of
the provincial legislature, and remained
a member until 1867, when he was ap-
pointed a member of the Senate of the
new Dominion of Canada. After almost
thirty years in the senate he was made
lieutenant governor of New Brunswick,
and held office for about six years.
Some fifteen years have passed since ne
retired from public life, and now, at the
ripe age of eighty-isx years he has gone
to his rest. Practically all of his early
contemporaries in public life are gone.
Sixty-three years have passed since he
first entered the legislature. His life-
© time embraced the period of the struggle
for responsible government, the negotia-
tions which led up to confederation, and
almost half a century of
Dominion. His reminiscences, if he had
cared to write them, would have been a

rare addition to the history of a greatl

period in the history of the province
and th= Dominion. A successful busi-
ness man and large property owner, as
well as a populdr and able representa-
tive, Hon. A. R. McClelan had a strong
holdl cupon the affection of the people of
Albert county, and as a public man he
did much to advance their interests and
the interests of the province. A believer
in practical education, he was an able
advocate of reform in that direction. A
long, active, honorable and useful car-

eer has now closed, and the people of|

REFORMATORY INSTITUTIONS

A state reformatory for women has
been established at Skowhegan, Maine.
The buildings are not yet completed, but
the institution has been opened and sev-
eral women have been committed to its
care. An application has been made to
the state legislature for §75,000, of which

$43,000 is to complete the building and |

furnishings, and to purchase land. It is
estimated that it will cost $18,435 to
eonduct the institution this year and
§15,125 next year. The farm is expected
to yield $2,480 this year-and $3,200 next
year. The matron estimates that by the
end of the year the place will be filled to
its capacity of forty inmates. These
women are zenerally broken down physi-
cally and often diseased mentally. They
are committed under the indeterminate
sentence, and some remain longer than

others, but the matron says that at least

a year and a half would probably be re-
quired for the treatment of any of those
so committed.

Maine has also a state school for girls.
It is located at Hallowell. On Jan. 26
there were 123 inmates and 15 were be-
ing boarded out. The matron estimated
that 20 of the girls last year were self-
supporting. - It cost $30,500 to maintain
the institution last year, and $85,200 is
asked for this year, and $37,200 for 1918.
In addition $30,000 is asked this year and
$35,000 in 1918, to erect a new central
building for the institution.

But Maine has also a state school for
boys, located at South Portland. Its
maintenance last year cost $41,897, and
an appropriation of $47,100 is asked for
this year. The school ‘raises $10,000
worth of produce each year on the farm,

- and sells about $2,000 worth. .

The State of Maine has other very
valuable institutions for the care of the
delinquent and otherwise unfit. To any
who may have got the idea that after
prohibition is adopted there will be no
need of social service work the &xperi-
ence of the neighboring state is a con-
clusive answer. The element of human
nature must still be reckoned with, and
there must still be institutions for the
care of the neglected, the feeble-minded,
the destitute, the delinquent and the
criminal elements in the community at
large; while the material conditions
which accentuate evils of various kinds
will still require to be overcome or very
greatly improved. >

ally failed. For the past few days it was
known that the end was near. On Sat-
urday he was able to transact some busi-
ness with his solicitors but since then he
sank quite rapidly.

Hon.  Abner Reid McClelan was born
at Hopewell, Albert county, January 4,
1831. He was a son of the late Peter
McClelan. - His grandfather, Peter Mc-
Clelan, emigrated to Nova Scotia from
Londonderry, -Ireland, towards the..close
of the éighteenth century. Hon, Mr. Mc-
| Clelan was educated at Hopewell Acad-
| emy and at Mount Allison Academy and
j University. In 1898, Mount Allison con-
ferred upon him the honorary degree of
D.CL, and in 1900 he was given the
bonorary degree of LL.D. by the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick.. He was
married in 1876 to Anna B., daughter
of the late William J. Reid, collector of
customs for Harvey, Albert county, and
his ' wife survives him. They had no
children.

The former lieutenant-governor was
long in_ successful mercantile life at
Hopewell and occupied many positions
of importance. He was a director of the
New Brunswick Publishing Company,
land a director of the New Brunswick
Petroleum Company. He was one of
the promoters of the New Brunswick
Steamship Company in 1882, and was
prominent in founding the MecClelan
iSchool of Applied Science at Mount
| Allison University, to which college he
was a very generous contributor.

A Liberal in politics, he was a local
{member for Albert county from 1854
i to 1867 and was commissioner of public
i works for New Brunswick from 1866 to
1867. He was called to the senate by
royal proclamation in 1867 and remained
in the senate until December 6, 1896,
when he was made lieutenant-governor
of New Brunswick, a position he held
until 1902.

Mr. McClelan was a strong advocate of
reforms in educational work and of
manual training in the technical and
practical lines. He was not closely con-

production on uniform and systematic
ines, production of better goods and, in
a nutshell, the attainment of that stand-
ard of production which will enable Ca-
nadian producers to take advantage of
the changes caused by war in the world’s
trade map, was the doctrine preached at
the three sessions of the Farmers’ and
Dairymen’s convention in session here
today.

THE GROCERY MARKET

The following comment on the market
situation in regard to foodstuffs ap-
peared in Canadian Grocer last week:

A decline of 10c a hundred was re-
corded in the price of Canadian sugars
during the week. Larger supplies of
new crop raw sugars are reaching the
market. There are some,indications that
sugar might be lower within the next
month or six weeks. Flour held steady

during the week, but at the time of
writing there is an inclination toward
weakness, owing to the easier prices for
wheat. Charcoal has advanced in T'o-
ronto and will in all probability be in-
creased to the country districts as well.

There is a scarcity of molasses, with
a good demand. Difficulty in getting
shipments forward is causing a tempor-
ary shortage in this product. Prices
have been named on new season Cali-
fornia figs which are ten per cent higher
than last year. Teas were firmer in the
primary market by one cent a pound. |
Locally the prices in teas held steady.
Shippers of shelled walnuts in France |
have withdrawn quotations for later
shipment than February. Japan and
Patna rice have been advanced 10c a
hundred by one of the ‘large import
milling concerns. There have been no
advances as yet on rice by wholesalers,
but firmness in the primary market has
made local prices firm. f

Potatoes are in firm market. Fish is
also slightly higher in some lines, ow-
ing to the bigger demand for the pro-
duct. Live hogs made a considerable
advance during the week and pork pro-
ducts were firmer as a result, advances
being registered in some lines. Chew-
ing gums have advanced from 5 to 10
per cent. Brown wrapping paper has
shown a further advance. Costs of
containers and parcel wrapping mater-
ials have advanced in cost so rapidly
that they are seriously affecting gro-
cers’ profits,
