FIND SKELETONS OF
PREHISTORIC MEN

Discovery, Says Dispatch from
Colorado Springs, May Upset
All Scientists’ Theories .
Colorado Springs, Colo.,. Aug.: 19—In the

tou is the skull"of ‘a prelistogie-tian tHat,

the theoriés that have been advanced by
scientists as to the era of man on the
earth. Some scientists claim it may be the
means of eventually proving that man lived
13,000,000 ‘years before the gulf of Mexico
was formed. :

The skull, apparently that of an adult,
was found . recently .,by Captain Rogers,
when some excavations were being made
under his diréctions in San Antonio, Tex.
Under more than three feet of surface soil
was a layer of solid limestone fourteen feet
thick, and under this limestone in a crev-
i¢ in’' the substrata, were found-the ‘bodies
of three men who were in a sitting posture,
after the maner of the cliff dweller mum-
mies. Beside each lay. his stoiw hatchet,
his stone mug and a rude bone knife.

A light dust over the bony loins of the
skeletons showed where rude breech clouts
had once laid Other than this slight cov-
ering it is believed that the bodies were
buried stark naked.

Below the ‘men the limestone was more
than 100 feet thick, showing that the bod-
ies had been buried in a crevice and that
the upper crest of limestone had formed
afterward. Although the skulls of the men
were well shaped and resembled those of
an Indian of ‘the higher ‘type, their tools
and instruments of warfare denoted that
the men were of the stone age.

The limestone above their bodies, ac-
cording to authorities whom Capt. Rogers
interviewed on the matter, is formed from
the fossil remains of sea shellfish. The de-
posit was made when the shellfish died and
the calcium skeleton sinks to the bottom
of the ocean.

Since this is' so, the bodies must have
been buried before the gulf of Mexico as-
sumed its present boundaries, at a period
before all that part of the American contin-
ent was under the great bed of the ocean.
This, according to scientists, was as many
as 13,000,000 years ago.

Capt. Rogers is now preparing a mono-
graph giving complete measurements and
describing his discovery in detail for the
benefit of scientists, both in this country
and in Europe.

800,000 IN FIGHTING

Boston, Aug 20-+What women have done |
in the last four years in the campaign
against tuberculosis is discussed in an in-}
teresting report issued by the National as-
sociation for the study and prevention of
tuberculosis. .

Four years ago the omly active women |

were a little group of about 30 women’s
clubs. Today 80,000 women under the
health department of the general federa-
tion of women’s clubs in every state and
territory of the United States are banded '
together against this disease, and more!
est in the crusade. :

Not, less than $500,000 is raised annually
by them for tuberculosis work, besides mil-
lions that are secured through their efforts
in state and municipal appropriations.
Mrs. Rufus P. Williams is the chairman |
of the department that directs this work. |

In addition to the work of the general

health education committee of the Ameri-

of women physicians, has carried on an
educational campaign of lectures during the
past year in which thousands have been
reached. The mothers” congress, the
Young Women’s Christian association and
many unattached clubs bring the number
of women united in the tuberculosis war
to well over a million. There is not a
state in the union where some work has
not been done.

Through the activity of women, sana-
toria and hospitals for the treatment.of
tuberculosis have been erected; travelling
libraries have been circulated, posters, cir-
culars and other kinds of litemture have
been distributed to the number of millions
of pieces; thousands of lectures have been
given, large sums of money have been se-
cured; hundreds of needy cases have been
helped; tuberculosis work has been started
in many communities where no movement
had existed, and millions of women have
learned the dangers and methods of pre-
vention of tuberculesis.

The work of the women extends from
the drawing room of the rich to the homes
of the poor, and embraces all classes, in-
cluding the factory girl and millionaire.
During the coming year a special, cam-
paign of lectures to women will be carried
on in all parts of the United States.

'BUILD AIRSHIPS
IN SECTIONS

' For Military Purposes, Edch Part
tc be Detachable from the Rest

Berlin, Aug. 20—Count Frederic von
Moltke, nephew of the great field marshal
and eldest of the Moltke family, has form-
ed a company to ‘construct a fleet of air-
ships on the Rhine speciaily designed for
military purposes. The vessels will be
capable of carrying light gune and a guant-
ity of explosives. The type chosen is a
peculiar triple Zorn. balloon, which, with-
in a single framework of Canpadian fir,
contains really three motor balloons, each
with its own motor, and each detachable
in two minutes, together with its own
share of the framework. Thus, on arrival
over the enemy, the front balloon can be
quickly detached to take back to head-
quarters any dispatches, photographs, snd
so forth. The rear balloon can follow with
later news, ‘while the middle part remains
to take part. in the fight and drop bombs
on the enemy.  All three parts can be put
together again rapidly. ;

The whole construetion is 360 feet long.
The net effective lifting power is. 11,000
Ibs. The entire framework can. be quick-
ly dismounted in sections. --Each.part of
the triple balloon can.also be anchored
separately. The government has promis-
ed its assistance as soon as the balloon
is- finished.. The constructor is a Cologne
engineer named Lukomski. The idea of
using Canadian fir has been borrowed from
Rettig. The works are at Grefrath, near
Crefield.

A WORD OF CHEER
Agricultural progress in Nova Scotia is

the subject of & cheering article by Prin-
cipal Cumming of the College of Agricul-

ture in that province. He states emphatic-|

ally that agriculture is making progress,
and submits the proof. This will give en-
couragement, to farmers in New Brunswick
and should arouse in them a healthy spirit
of emulation. It is another evidence that
there is a “spirit of the east,” that is
making itself felt.

Principal Cumming notes as the first
evidence of progress the fact that young
men are paying more attention to farm-
ing as an occupation, and taking greater
paing to acquire the knowledge which
nfkkes for success. During the past year
350 young men attended classes at the agri-
cultural college at Truro, compared with
40 six yearsago. :

Taking up the subject of dairying, which
Principal Cumming regards as an industry
for which Nova Scotia affords better faciii-
ties than for some other lines, he points
out that whereas five years ago there \were

...very few demands for dairy bulls_bred on

the college farm, they cannot now supply

" the demand, and last winter were compell-

ed to import a large number. He tells of
several new buiter factories, and of one
locality where in the past two years three
new pure-bred dairy herds have been ‘estab-
lished, while the demahd for improved
stock is steadily growing.

Principal Cumming next treats of hog-
raising and points out that every breeder
could have sold last spring two or three
times as many young pigs as hé had
to offer. Sheep-raising is holding its own.
In horse-raising greater attention is being
paid to draft horses, with over 40 draft
stallions in the province,

Dealing with efforts to improve the me-
thods of crop raising, Principal Cumming
points out that the provincial department
of agriculture offers prizes for the best

' three-acre fields of oats for seed purposes;

while in Pictou, Cumberland and Antigon-

. ish private citizens have offered prizes for
! the best fields of turnips.

“About 200 years ago the Dutch of Hol-
land made marbles much like the most ex-
pensive kind we use today. From Holland
the’ marbles were sent 'to England. Later
the . early settlers of America brought
some of these toys over to the new land
from Europe. Now many of our marbles
are manufactured in Saxony, India or Chi-
na and brought to the United States.
These agates or “reals” are made by ma-
chinery in much quicker time than the
pebble marbles of long ago. Now, instead
of waiting for frosts, hammers break off
small squares of rock, About 2,000 of these
are placed on a large round millstone with
circular grooves in it.

Over this a large.round block of oak is
put and kept turning all the time, while
water pours over the millstone. Gradually
the small stones work around through the
grooves until they ‘are worn smooth and
round. Then they are taken out and glaz-
ed. In this way the factory, which has
many’ millstones, can turn out thousands
of real agates every day. .

The alleys called chanas, plasters or pot-
teries are made of a kind of clay which is
baked in wooden moulds, then dried and
painted. Marbles called crystals glimmers
of, glass and agates are very pretty when
they are new, but as they are made of
glass, they soon become chipped. These
alleys are made by melting glass and then
pouring it in polished moulds. Each mold

|| holds but half a marble, but the halves

are put together so carefully that the
seams cannot be found. The tiny alleys
are called (peawees, while the large ones
are called bumboes.

When grease is spilled on the kitchen

The Useful Sunflower

Sunflowers grown in, America usually go

to waste, but in Russia the seeds of the

plant are quite useful.
the &eeds afe eaten in’ imniehse 'quanti-

ties. They are sometimes eaten raw, and
often roasted in much the same manner
as our peanuts. :

One of the important articles of diet is
the oil squeezed from the sunflower. It
is claimed that the oil from the sunflower
is a great deal like olive oil, and on ac-
count of the great number of religious
fast days in Russia the seeds take the
place of meat on the tables. The stalks
and ledves of the sunflower are highly
being a substitute for
wood. An acre of sunflowers. will give
many cords of good fuel.

At one time purified sunflower oil was
used to quite an extent in adulterating
oilive oil. It is a pale yellowish color and
highly palatable. In the crude state it is
used by painters to some extent, but it
is inferior to linseed oil.

In China the fibre from the sunflower
stalks is woven into beautiful fabries, and
it is thought that with the use of the
proper machinery sunflowers might be
grown in this country at a profit.

NEW DIAMORD FIELDS
Germans De;;:l;};;a& to ‘Mon-
opolize Qutput

- (New York Sun.}

Maiden Lane importers have received de-
finite reports on the new diamond fields
in the German colonies of South Africa,
about which there have been conflicting
statements. Henry W. Diederich, the
American consul-general at = Antwerp,
where most of the diamonds from the new
fields are being cut, prepared the report
especially. :

Mr. Diederick says that in the last year
the German government has established
law ‘and order and that the German peo-
ple after sacrificing many lives now have
a chance of getting back at Jleast the
money which: they have expended in the
development of the: colony, an -amount ex-
ceeding $50,000,000° . The consul general
writes that the Germans are determined
to monopolize the output of the new

entire diamond industry of their own,
from the delivery, of rough stones to sup-
lying the finished product to the mar-
et.

At first a eyndicate composed of the
leading banks in Berlin took charge of the}
output, but the temporary arrangement
soon gave way to a contract with the
German government madc with the new
syndicate, Kryn, Coetermans & Walk, who
are Germans, .but- have ‘their cutting fac-
tories in Antwerp and New York. To this
syndicate the government granted a mon-
opoly of the new diamond fields and in re-
turn/is to get 80 per cent. of the profits.

Special attention is given in the, report
to the question as to the.average' size of
the diamonds found in the German col-
onies, because this has been the most
doubtful factor as to the new diamond
fields. While a few Jlarge stones have been
found ranging in weight from five to-sev-
enteen carats, Mr, Diederich says the
average weight thus far seems to be about
one-third of a carat. Stones of one carat,
he adds, are not rare.

BIG INGREASE IN
WORLD'S SHIPPING

and Remarkable Decrease in
Sailing Tonnage in Past 25
Years

The statistical tables published in  the
new edition of Lloyd’s Register Book fur-
nish much interesting matter. it appears
from these tables that the total tonnage
now owned in the world, excluding vessels
of less than 100 tons (gross for steam and
net for sail) amounts to 41,915,000 tons.
This being the twenty-fifth year of publica-
tion of these tables, it may be interesting
to compare the present position of ihe
shipping industry with that which it oc-
cupied in 1886, when the tables were first
compiled.

The following figures, which have been
extracted by the Shipping Gazette from
the various tables in the 1886, 1900 and 1910
editions of Lloyd’s Register Book, show in
a graphic way the great changes which
have occurred during the last quarter of
a century.

The first table, for instance, shows the
great increase in steam tonnage and the
decrease in sailing tonnage which has taken
place in the period referred to:

The foregoing table includes all vessels
of 100 tons and above recorded in the re-
gister boolk. - It appears from the figures
which: it gives that'the tonnage of United
Kingdom steamers in 1910 is 172" per cent.
greater than in 1886 and that the sailing
tonnage has been reduced since that time
by 77 per cent. Similarly, the total steam
tonnage owned in the British colonies and
foreign countries has increased by no less
than 397 per cent, while the sailing ton-
nage has been reduced by 51 per cent.

These percentages, however, do not re-
present quite correctly the relative increase
in the carrying power of the fleets of the
world. A comparison of potential tonnage
of the United Kingdom with that of the
rest of the world shows a somewhat dif-
ferent result, as will' be seen in the fol-
lowing:

Conference Clergy—n;an"fumishes
Good Story — Premier Léaves
Victoria for Prince Rupert

Victoria, B. C., Aug. 19.—An interesting
incident is related concerning a visiting
‘Methodist " clergyman, of the prairie. prov-
inces who attended a garden party to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier at the residence of the
lieutenant governor this afternoon. Ap-
proaching a gentleman standing in a group
the clerical extended his hand. ‘I have
long wanted to meet you, Sir Wilfrid,”
he observed. The recipient smiled and
shook his head, “You will find the Cana-
dian premier yonder,” he replied, indica-
ting a figure acros sthe lawn, - “My name
is McBride.”

The warm interchange of courtesies be-
tween the Canadian and provinical prem-
jer is almost the sole topic of conversa-
tion. In response to an expression of the
visiting newspaper men, who were enter-
tained by the legislature in the press gal-
lery at parliament buildings, Premier Mec-
Bride said: “British Columbia regards it
as a great privilege and a pleasure to greet
the, greatest Canadian. We put big things
before small things. We are Canadians
before politicians.” :

The premier reiterated the position
taken at Vancouver concerning the prob-
Jem of Asiatic immigration and labor, and
spoke of Canada’s naval policy as the first
step in the nationhood of Canadians with-
in the empire,

Referring to a published statement of
the local Conservative member that in
1800 he had declared that not a man or
gun should go to South Africa, Sir Wil-
frid declared, amid a scene of wild en-
thusiasm: “My career is an open book.
In no page can Barnard find any such
words as he stated.” On the contrary, the
premier said he had gone to his compa-
triots in Quebec and urged them to do
for gratitude what their fellow British
subjects did for enthusiasm.

More Aid for Campbeliton Sut-:

ferers

(Ottawa: Free Press). |

Campbellton ig still in sore need of aid
from  the people of the Dominion.

Iét the' people of Canadian towns,and
cities iwho have sent cheques for a nig-|
gardy few hundreds of dollars to the
blackened ruins which are all that remains
of a flourishing town—let- these people
consider for a moment th& appalling ex-
tent of Campbellton’s “loss.

Of the  town not one’ brick was left
upon another. * The total loss was $6,000,-|
000, while the insurance was $1,500,000,
leaving a net loss of $4,500,000.

Campbellton is, or rather was, a town
of 3,500 people. The per’ capita loss, there-
fore, is $1,300.

The unparalleled prodigality of Toronto,
a wealthy city of 300,000 people, in send-|
ing a cheque for one thausond dollars|
($1,000), to the fire-stricken town, will|
put ten:thirteenths of one of Campbell-
ton’s 3,500 people ‘'or his or her feet. Ot-
tawa’s unsparing hand, which likewise
signed a $1,000 ‘cheque, will do the same.

But the princely benefaction of Hamil-
ton, §500, will' recoup ‘only two-fifths of
one Campbellton denizen, leaving 3,499 3-
5 of them unprovided for.

Why municipalities will persist in send-
ing cents where they should send dollars
in such cases as these, is hard to under-
stand.

These relief grants are not “lost money™
even from the selfish standpoint of the
town or city which made them. They
are a sound investment; they are part of
that ecity’s fire insurance premium.

Toronto and Hamilton know not when
they will be in dire need of relief from
small towns to which they sent $1,000 and
$500 respectively to ‘alleviate the distress
of iis five-million-dollar loss.

From the viewpoint of business and self-
interest, if from no other viewpoint, a
city's relief grants should be respectably
large in order that it may be able to ‘ex-
pect, with good grace, corresponding re-
lief in its hour of need.

In Ottawa’s case it is a debt pure and
simple. This eity received hundreds of
thousands of dollars after the disastrous
fire of a decade ago. Here and now is
an opportunity to repay part of this debt.

Let Ottawa multiply its paltry $1,000
by five or even tem. Let Toronto and
Hamilten add a cipher to their $1,000 and
$500.

The Dominion government will, in all
probability rfestore Campbellton’s civie
works. It is for the mills and the factos-
ies of this miniature San Francisco, in or-
der that the courageous people of Camp-
bellton may be in a position to help them-
selves.

RAILWAY WAGES 1N GANADA

They Are Increasing Toofast

(London Financial News.) i

‘Labor in Canada, as m - the United
States, is not backward in- pressing its
claims on the state. A strong agitation
has for some fime been in progress for an
inerease in the wages of the railwaymen
of the Dominion and the question has re-
cently been submitted to the body known
as the Board.of Conciliation, which recom-
mended a substantial. increase.  The rail-
ways contend that if this were granted
it would raise the percentage of gross earn-
ings paid to labor from 43.58 per cent to
5147 per cent. The railways maintain with
much show of reason, that such a burden
would be unbearable, if the lines are to be
maintained at their present pitch of .ef-
ficiency and if shareholders are to receive
a reasonable return on their capital.. The
only' alternative would be to raise both
passenger and ‘transport rates, which, in a
country like Canada, avould be little
short of a national calamity, because the
vast majority of the population absolute;
ly depend on cheap freights for the mar-
keting of their produce. The managers, of
the trunk lines contend that as;things are
they are paying out of gross earnings near-

the railway men or indirectly for coal; oil,
and other material. In America the per-
centage of gross earnings paid to the train-
men is only 41 per cent.) But American

any Canadian line, as they serve a popula-

of traffic is necessarily much larger. Near-
ly all American trunk lines have better
access to coal-fields than their Canadian
competitors, while, on the average, the
working day is longer in the United States
and to that extent gives the railway bet-
ter value for the wages it pays out.
must not be forgotten that in the twelve
years from 1898 to 1910, the cost of labor
on the railways of the Dominion has in-
creased by 30 per cent., and that of sup-
plies, material and equipment, exclusive
of timber, by 44 per cent., while the cost
of timber has increased by 65 per cent.
During this time the companies have sunk
a great deal of capital on track improve-
ment and grade reduction, on replacing
flimsy by strong bridges and also in in-
creasing and improving their rolling stock.
The hauling power and freight capacity of
the Canadian trans-continental trains have
been about doubled in the past twenty
vears. At the same time freight charges
have been slightly, but sensibly reduced.
It really seems very doubtful whether the
railways can, under existing conditions,
grant any further concessions in respect
of wages without loss of efficiency as
freight carriers, the only alternative would
be a reduction of the fair remuneration of
the capital which has rendered their exist-
| ence possible.

Being
nervous of seeing his ‘death so near his
strength. failed him, and he began slipping
down the line, the rope left his hands and
his last ‘effort was to,cross his hands on
his breast to try and grip the line.

It was all over
with poor Cohoon, he slipped down the
line and fell 70 feet on a flat rock and rol-
led out into the sea; he was instantly kil-
led. His companion had his body dressed,
coffined, and sent home for burial to his
friend’s in the United States—Newfound-
land Correspondence.

There were
two men on the roller and they could net
manage it at all, but I gave no such or-
ders, I assure you.”
