Laboratory’s Request For Bed- 

Bugs For Experiment Brings 
Flood.

(Canadian Press) ' 
Casper, Wyo., July 25.—With unof­

ficial estimates of the damage placed 
at nearly $1,500,000, the region west 
and northwest of here, extending as far 
as Thermopolis, is struggling to get its 
head above flood waters which deluged 
that section yesterday.

The damage to the Burlington rail­
road between Armington and Thermo- 
polis, a stretch of eighty miles, is esti­
mated at close to $760,000. Because 
wires are down most of the way be­
tween Armington, 35 miles northwest 
of here, and Thermopolis, It is diffi­
cult to ascertain the exact amount of 
damage. No loss of life Is reported 
thus far.

When it 
is remembered that the railroads had 
difficulty last year in securing even 
the 33,000 men they transported, it will 

i be appreciated that to secure the num- 
i ber required this year calls for unusual 
I efforts.

To this end the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, who this spring originated 
the Farm Help Bureau under the jur­
isdiction of its Department of Coloniza­
tion and Development, to bring neces­
sary and comjietent farm helpers from 
]■ uropean countries to fill applications 
received from Western farmers, and 
which plan was later taken up by the 
Canadian National, has brought for­
ward a plan which has received the en­
dorsement of the White Star and Cun- 
ard lines, whereby as many farm help- 

poss.i le are new being secured 
in Great Britain and will be transport­
ed to Canada at rates, approximately 
60 per cent, reduction over the ordin­
ary third class fare. As a matter of 
fact, the rate will be £12 from British 
ports to Winnipeg to male farm labor­
ers who agree to work at least one 
month in the harvest fields. Upon se­
curing a certificate from the farmer 
with whom he worked that he has 
worked the required 80 days, the help • 
ei will be entitled to a return rate of 
$20 to seaport and a 25 per cent, re­
duction ocean fare. The usual reduced 
rate of one-half cent per mile from 
Winnipeg to points West in the Prairie 
Provinces will apply. The plan is ef­
fective only for sailings from British 
ports to Quebec and between the dates 
August 1st and 15th.

The third 
type creates a hissing noise and fre­
quently occurs during a heavy snow 
storm. The lightning clicks and hissing 
static produce little interference with 
communication because they are gen­
erally local and last only a few hours. 
Static is generally at a minimum at 
1.30 a.m. and just after dawn. Its 
maximum strength is reached from 10 
p.m. to midnight.

Spain first adopted the “garrote” for 
the execution of criminals. This was 
a colter compressed by a screw, which 
caused death by piercing the spinal 
marrow. In London some years ago 
.footpads pursued a somewhat similar 
method, one nearly suffocating the vic­
tim while, the other ransacked his 
pockets. The popularity of this form 
of .criminality was obliterated by the 
infliction of the “cat” upon all rogues 
proved to have become garroters.

Recently at the Old Bailey, which

Radio Aerials vs. Lightning,
It is not necessary to dismantle a 

radio set during the summer weather 
because of the danger of lightning 
striking the aerial. The aerial is actu­
ally a protection against lightning, and 
the chances of a real bolt hitting such 
a small target are very remote. The 
aerial, if properly grounded, either 
through a switch or arrester, will serve 
to drain the electricity from the air in 
small amounts, thus preventing any 
really heavy discharges. Do not be 
afraid of lightning; its actual danger 
in the city is very small indeed, on 
account of the grounded steel frames 
of the buildings absorbing all the ener­
gy. The radio set may be used suc­
cessfully all summer with the excep­
tion of the time when a storm is in the 
immediate neighborhood.

P. Dennis, writing in the North Amer­
ican Review, points out some of the 
dangers that threaten a world still 
heavily armed. Leaving out Austria, 
Germany, Hungary and Bulgaria, he 
says, the men now actually serving in 
armies in Europe number 1,300,000 
more than were serving the year before 
the war, and y at, he adds, the last war 
was “the war to end wars 1” Have we 
forgotten, he asks, that “at the end of 
1918 Italian privates in barracks had 
little shrines where three or four candles 
burned before the poster portrait ' of 
President Wilson? Her^e daily rough 
privates of the line knelt 
President Wilson, as the one man 'In 
the world who might, would end all 
wars !”

Professor Edwin M. Borchard has an 
article in the. same issue of the Nortii 
American Review in which he declares 
that the nations are still wedded to 
force. “If I judge correctly the temper 
of the world,” Professor Borcliard says, 
“there is less disposition now to adopt 
the civilized methods of adjusting con­
flicting interests than there has been 
for generations. Few people realize or 
are willing to contemplate the facts 
that six years of devastating war and 
disintegrating peace have undermined 
the moral foundations of many densely 
populated areas of the world, and that 
there is more faith in the efficacy of 
force—accompanied by a growing con­
tempt for tew—as a solution for inter­
national differences, than there has been 
since the days of Napoleon.” A care­
ful analysis of world conditions haa 
convinced this writer that there is still 
a tendency on the part of many nations 
to enforce their Will by physical power 
rather than to call upon the impartial 
award of a disinterested tribunal.

Mr. Dennis believes that Europe is 
not disarmed today largely because 
there exists an inevitable fear due to 
the failure of the peace of Versailles 
to provide for a moral as well as a 
physical release from war. He is un­
doubtedly right in his opinion, but he 
might have gone further and stated that 
the League of Nations is endeavoring 
to provide that moral release from war 
which he finds lacking in the peace 
treaty. Had the United States joined 
hands with the other great nations as­
sociated in the League and thrown its 
moral weight in the balance, the situ­
ation in Europe today undoubtedly 
would have been much more encourag-

New York, July 25.—The use of food 
preservatives is being condemned in 
England on the ground that all of them 
are drugs, the majority of which are 
limited to prescriptions, 
these preservatives was obtained, to­
gether with the kinds of food in which 
they were to be found.

The London correspondent of The 
Journal of the American Medical As­
sociation says that Dr. Reginald Dud-

-justifiable parricide.” For years he 
has been examining the archives of 
the Cenci family at Naples and those 
ill the Vatican covering the late six­
teenth and early seventeenth centuries, 
and although his researches do not 

to have- changed the legendary 
evil character of her father, they ex­
plain the Papal sentence on 
ground, and make out Beatrice, if not 
a congenital criminal, at least a victim 
of a criminal environment.

It seems that her famous defense 
was merely a desperate expedient re­
sorted to by her counsel, Farinaccio, 
when he saw that the case was going 
against his clients. It was known to 
be untrue at the time, but its intro­
duction made such a bad impression on 
the judges and the Pope that the form­
er quickly sentenced her and the latter, 
in disgust, confirmed the sentence.

The documents examined by Profes­
sor Ricci also were said to have made 
it clear that Beatrice had been living 
for some time with an elderly man- 
at-arms of the Colonna family, named 
Olimpio Calvetti, who was responsible 
for actually carrying out the murder 
of Francesco Cenci, and was then slain 
hv the Cenci themselves as one possess­
ing evidence which might lead to their 
conviction.

There is a codicil to Beatrice’s will, 
dated Sept. .8, 1599, which provides that 
a certain Caterina de Sanctis should 

the yield of a prescribed sum “in 
sustenare un povero fanciullo pupillo, 
come li ho conferito a bocca” (“to 
maintain a poor orphan child, as I 
have explained to her by word of 
mouth”). This was her own child by 
Olimpio Calvetti, the actual murderer 
of her father, it is said.

Nor is there any doubt of the guilt 
of Beatrice’s stepmother, Lucrezia, and 
of her own brothers, Giacoma and 
Bernardo, of plotting Francesco’s 
death, which was actually carried out 
by Beatrice’s lover, aided by some

New York, July 25—Corrado Ricci, 
who from 1906 to 1919, was Director 
General of the Fine Art A of Italy and 
is now President of the National In­
stitute of Archaeology and Fine Arts, 
has dissipated the Beatrice Cenci le­
gend, which already had been punctur­
ed by the Jesuit Fathers Faria ana 
Kinieri and Bertolotti in his “Fran- 
resso Cenci e la sua famiglia.”

There probably has been no more 
mournfully appealing heroine in history 
than Beatrice Cenci, whose features 
were preserved in thousands of copies 
of “The Beautiful Parricide,” a por­
trait attributed to Guida Reni, that has 
hung for three centuries or so in the 
Barberini Palace, Rome.

The Mikado, a 
pheasant only recently established in 
captivity, seems to have been lost 
again. There are none of the forms of 
the Soemmerring to be had. Many 
kinds of the ringneck group, such as 
the Prince of Wales and the Fo 
have disappeared from the market. 
The Japanese or versicolor, once plen­
tiful, has been reduced to a very few 
birds, though these, fortunately, are 
of very good quality.

“The plain fact is that unless Amer­
ican breeders make a really serious ef­
fort to build up the remnant of our 
stocks of aviary pheasants, we shall 
lose them entirely. Importations from 
Europe have been practically negligible 
for some years, and I am told on goof! 
authority, and am aware from my own 
observations, that we can no longer de­
pend on that source of supply. The 
scarcity of many species in the wild 
state and the difficulties that stand in 
the way of capturing and transporting 
them are great; we may therefore ex­
pect few birds from this source. More­
over, newly-imported, wild-caught 
pheasants breed with great reluctance, 
and years must pass before a prolific 
breeding strain can be developed from 
them. A large number of^wild, pure 
golden pheasants, mostly cocks, were 
imported during the year. These birds 
should prove a great boon to breeders.”

It is ifiterestlng to read the names 
of the men who were the officers of 
tlie St. John Early Closing Associa­
tion that Was formed in September,, 
1856. They were as follows:—Presi­
dent, Hon. S. L. Tilley; vice-presidents, 
W. G. Lawton, R. Jardine, J. A. Mor­
rison, T. W. Daniel, W. H. Adams 
and J. W. Beard ; treasurer, A. Ever­
ett ; secretary,* F. Palmer ; hoard of 
management -J ohn Boyd, chairman, 
Messrs. Roberts, McLaughlin, Cliff, 
Mackenzie, Shanks, Vickery, Hampson, 
Butler, Humphries, Foster and Mc­
Afee. Of these officers, Hon. Mr. Til­
ley later became one of the Fathers of 
Confederation and Canada’s first Fl- 

■ uence Minister ; and John Boyd became 
a Senator and afterward Lieutenant- 
Governor of New Brunswick,

The objects.of the Early Closing As­
sociation of 1856 were thus set forth:

“An abridgement of the hours of la­
bor in the business establishments of 
this city, and supplying means of im­
provement to the young men engaged 
in these establishments.”

The young women had not at that 
time broken into commercial life to 
any marked extent. ThiS was a later 
development, which made early closing 
even more necessary than before. That 
the young men of 1856 might be the 
better of “means of improvement” will 
be inferred by some at least from the 
fact that in 1857 there were in St. John 
thirty-one wholesale and 204 retail es­
tablishments selling liquor.

The association was formed in Sep­
tember, 1856, but does not appear to 
have grown with startling rapidity, as 
in the next year there were but sixty- 
two members. These met every Wed­
nesday evening in the Mechanics In­
stitute, discussed matters of interest, 
and held social intercourse.

The early closing of stores was by 
agreement, and presumably was not 
universal ; even in 1923 we have not 
attained that goal. Those who en­
tered into the agreement in 1856 clos-

M ed their stores at seven o’clock in Sep-
W tomber, October, November, March 

and April; at six o’clock in December,
— January and February; and at eight 

o’clock in May, June, July and August.
—- On Saturdays and the eve of public
■ holidays nine o’clock was the closing
■ hour. As there was then no daylight
■ time or standard time, and, as there
■ were no suburban trains to catch, the
■ whole matter of opening and closing
■ and being on time was very simple.
■ But there were stiff-necked employers
■ then as now, and we read in one of 
H the chronicles of the time-—

"In some cases this agreement was 
misunderstood, or not acted upon, and 
irregularity in the hours of closing had 
nearly led to a return of the late hour 
system of former years;- when with the
