REMARKS AT CONFERENCE

“The Cry of Civil War” is' Phrase
Which Arouses Controversy—

(Canadian Press.)

London, July 22—A remarkable speech
of King George at yesterday’s confer-
ence in Buckingham Palace has pro-
voked bitter press polemics and seems
destined to revive the old controversy
about royal interference in political af-
fairs.

. The immediate question which comes
to the front, is whether the king pre-

Two cars on the Haymarket line east-
bound passed at 10.17 and 10.88 but only
one Haymarket car westbound passed in
forty minutes, at 10.56. The longest
time elapsing between cars on the dif-
ferent routes was as follows: King and
‘Britain northbound, twelve minutes;
King and Britain, southbound, eleven
minutes; Prince William southbound,
ten minutes; Prince William northbound,
twenty-two minutes; Haymarket square
twenty-one minutes.

It was said that eight cars only were
in operation in the city proper and twe
in Douglas avenue, while theré are usu-
ally between twenty-six and thirty cars
in operation in all lines in the city, mak-
ing about two-thirds of the service out
of commission.

Mr. Mosher in speaking to a Times re-
porter this morning said that all the
men were taking the situation coolly and
were confident of winning the day. The
men were gathered about the streets
early in the morning, in small knots,
surrounded at times by friends and at
others by portions of a curious public,
discussing the situation.

It was reported about the city this
morning that a request had been sent
to Montreal to send down fifty men to
assist in the operation of the service and
it was said they would arrive in the city
tomorrow.

There was some talk of the power
house being compelled to close down on
account of lack of hands. Mr. Mosher
said that the union had several members
in the power house and they were oul
with the other men, but there were
enough non-union workmen to operate
the power machinery.

The men are preparing for a demon-
stration this afternoon. They will march
about the city at four o’clock and will
then parade to the Union station to meet
Hon. W T. Crothers, minister of labor,
on his arrival from Halifax at 5.14
o’clock.

A member of the Brotherhood of Lo-
cotomotive Engineers said that they and
the firemen and other railroad organi-
zations were considering the question of
cutting out the electric light and gas
from their houses as an expression of
sympathy with the street railway men.

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MAKE SAINT JOHN ‘CAMPAIGN FOR “NEW BUILDING

DALHOUSIE UNIVERSITY

The Dalhousie students have just fin-
ished a whirlwind campaign in Halifax
for funds to build a union building. By
hard and unceasing labor they raised
about $15,000 in the eastern city. The
building is to cost $50,000, and they look
to the remaining cities and towns of the
maritime provinces to make up this
amount,

This building will fulfil a want that

has been felt ever since Dalhousie em-
erged from her infancy. A union build-
ing, which in other words might be call-
ed a friendship building, comprises a
gymnasium, swimming pool, debating
room, glee room, general lounging room,
etc.,, ete. There is also in connection a
sort of restaurant and kitchen. In fact
everything pertaining to the secondary
though o?ten the most important, side
;,fhcollege life is given a chance to flour-
sh.
Dalhousie, as she has been and still is,
has practically no communal life. Stu-
dents board all over the city. They never
come in contact socially. The class room
is the one place where they see each
other. Halifax is somewhat larger than
the other college towns in the maritime
provinces and thus the students, not be-
ing bound by the restrictions perforce
imposed by the small town have no
chance to meet on a common footing to
discuss the topics of the day and rub
shoulders as men should. It is these
considerations that have pressed home to
the student body and alumni the fact
that something must be done along this
line.

For four years the matter has been
under close constderation, and this
spring unable to wait longer the students

! THR PROPOSED NEW DALHOUSIE BUILDING

went to the board of governors and urg-
ed that some of the money raised by that
body two years ago should be used for
their purpose. The governors, while ex-
pressing their greatest ‘sympathy with
the scheme, were for financial reasons
unable to render their assistance. There
seemed nothing left for the studernts to
do but to raise the money themselves.
A mass meeting of: the student body
was held and it was decided to launch
a huge campaign in"the maritime prov-
inces. A secretary was appointed to
work out an organization. It was decid-
ed to publish g paper fortmightly
throughout the summer as an officia] or-
gan. The first shot was fired in Halifax
and there the business men, though still
staggering ‘under :the« obligations incur-
red to Dathousie in the last campaign,
responded most generously. -

Campaigners are now let loose in St.
John, They hope to meet with a liberal
response. Dalhousie educates many of St.
John’s sons. Dalhousie is the one insti-
tution east of Montreal with faculties
embracing drts, law, medicine, dentistry,
ete. and is known all over Canada for
its scholarship. A college course is not
complete, however, without that experi-
ence of meeting men which the students’
building must facilitate, Success in any
line depends on how a man can rub
with his fellows. The social side is al-
most as important as the mental. The
student building movement deserves to
nmeet with success. Dalhousie’s repre-
sentatives 'in this/ matter, Messrs. Gra-
ham anhd Leslie, arrived in the. city this
morning to inaugurate 'the campaign
here. Their task is a big ome and de-
serves suceess.

McLeod Was Not Refainer

Says Payment To Provincial Secretary Was To
Secure Contract — Frantic Efforts To Discredit
Story—)J. S. Scott, C. Fred. Chestnut and F. B.

Edgecombe Witnesses
Railway Inquiry

. John S. Scott, who swears that he had
to pay $1,600 to Hon. H. F. McLeod,
then a member of the New Brunswick
government, before he could get his con-
tract was on the stand again yesterday
afternoon. A determined effort was
made by the counsel for the defendants
to break down his story and to dis-
credit his evidence. In reply to a ques-
tion by T. J. Carter Mr. Scott swore
positively that he did not pay the
amount for legal services nor as a re-
tainer.

:C. Fred Chestnut and F. B. Edge-
combe, directors of the St. John and
Quebec Railway Company, were the
other witnesses at the afternoon session.

C. Fred. Chestnut was on the stand
when the commission resumed for the
afternoon session. To Mr. Carvell he
said that he personally was quite willing
that “all the books of the St. John &
Quebec Railway Company should be
brought into court and he promised to
do what he could to have them brought.

Witness said that he did not kmow
that while he was a director, he bad
been named by counsel for the company
as the third member of the board of
arbitrators on right-of-wav ' cases. :
.~--He described at length the steps whic!

led to the construction of the Valley

Railway and made the statement that he
believed a construction company was
necessary as he had been told that a
company which receives a charter to
build a railway cannot do the work, but
has to give the contract to another com-
pany. Mr. Carvell suggested that the
necessity might be to provide means for
concealing profits and operations when
the witness said that it might have been
A. R. Gould who bad given him this in-
formation.

F. B. Edgecombe told of becoming a
director of the company at the request
of A. R. Gould, who gave him enough
stock to qualify. The witness did not
know who was the treasurer of the
company, who handled the funds or
much else about the company. He
promised to do what he could to secure
the books from New York for the in-
quiry.

John Scott was then recalled and was
examined by Mr. Carvell.

Q.—Did you make or lose money by
this contract?

A.—Lose.

Q.—Are you able to pay your debts
in full? ; i

The question was objected to by Mr.
Teed, who thought it was not necessary
to go into the personal affairs of the
witness. A long argument ensued in
which Mr. Carvell contended that any
guestion of money owing to the sub-
contractors or debts to the men who
were on the job came within the act
passed in the last session of the legis-
lature providing for the assumption of
those debts by the government of the
province.

Com. Fisher—Are there any amounts
held back from your account on the
progress estimates? Under some of the
progress estimates there was 10 per cent.
held over and I want to know if the
railway company are indebted to. him
for the amount.

Witness then stated in a lengthy
answer that he had not made the charge
which had been referred to by Mr. Car-
vell in the morning and he added that
he could make an affidavit that he had
made no charge against Hon. H. F. Mc-
leod. As to Mr. Dugal, he would not
know him if he saw him in court. In
the matter of the contract he said they
expected Hon. H. F. McLeod to stand
behind them, and he had been given to
understand at the time the contract was
made that it would be so in case of
difficulties with the engineers. Mr. Mec-
Leod had told him, “I am the provincial
secretary and the only man who can
sign the bonds.” But every estimate
that was put in was “killed down.” He
then gave an instance of November,
1912, wher the figures were made out to
show that only two and four-fifths of a
yard a day had been done. He took
that matter before the premier and
others of the party and pointed out that
he had not been properly treated. He
protested that he had never made the
alleged statement about Mr. McLeod. On
Aug. 16, 1913, Mr. McLeod endorsed a
note for 3500 until the 256th, the same
month, and then refused to do so fur-
ther. Witness then got the money from
his brother. “But we were only paid
$50,000 out of $112,000. The ten per
cent. has been held back and the force
account also, although it was passed by
the engineers and, approved by Ross
Thompson.

Coming to rail-
road matters he said that he went to
Hon. H. F. McLeod rather than to sub-
contractors to secure his contract. He
was frequently in conversation with Hon.
H. F. McLeod, but he did not know what
the other contractors did. He then gave
details of the repayments and the pay-
ments of interests on the bill for $500
ranged in sums of from $5 up to $170.

NEW BRUNSWICK CROPS

Conditions Have Improved in Last
TwoWeeks, Says Secretary For
Agriculture

Improved industrial and business con-
ditions in New Brunswick are being ac-
companied by a marked improvement in
crop conditions throughout ‘the prov-
ince. This is made very plain by the
following report of the crops which the
secretary of the board of trade has re-
ceived from J. A. Daggett, secretary for
agriculture:—

“Re crop conditions in the province.
There has been a marked improvement
during the last fortnight. Up to that
time the unusually cold weather and
cold rains made vegetation very slow,
with the result that the outlook was that
the crop would be very short. The un-
usually heavy frost in the early part of
June did considerable damage, but not
nearly so much as was anticipated. For
the last fortnight we have had warm
showers over a large area of the prov-
ince, followed by warm weather, with
the result that there has been splendid
growth.

“In the southern part of the province
the hay crops is very short, but in the

northern counties it is up to the aver-

age. All grains are looking well and the
roots exceptionally well.

“It is too early to judge the potato
crop. The acreage is as large as’ last
year. I have personally, during the last
ten days visited the large section of our
potate growing district in Carleton
County, and as a whole they are looking
well, but the danger period has not yet
been reached. Generally early in August
is a critical time with potatoes, as it
is then that they are likely to be strick-
en with late blight. We are using every
effort to persuade the farmers to use the
Bordeaux Mixture, which has been prov-
en to be a wonderful preventive of this
disease.

“There is an excellent set of fruit. The
officials of the horticultural department
are very busy urging upon the fruit
growers the necessity of proper spray-
ing, that the fruit may be in good con-
dition. In some localities the frost in
June did very much damage, but on the
whole the crop will be, I think, above
the average.

“At present the outlook is for a good
harvest in all crops.”

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MERRY WAR OVER AN UMBRELLA

The possession of a much used and
dilapidated umbrella was the cause of
a lively dispute between two very re-
spectable business men of the city on
the Sussex suburban train on the way
to the city this morning. Each refused
to relinquish his hold on the preciots
weather shield, and the argument con-
tinued until they arrived in Mill street,
when Policeman Dykeman was called
in to act the Solomon.

It appeared from what was gathered
in the' very heated dispute that a man
doing business in Princess street borrow-
ed the umbrella from a fellow business
man who is in the next office to him.
He was bringing it in this morning to
return it. On the train, however, a
young man espied it and said he identi-
fled it as his, and immediately under-
took to take possession of it. He was
sure it was his, he said, because it had
thread tied around the handle so it
would be ‘known and distinguished in
the great world of umbrellas.

The Princess street business man de-
clined to give it up. He did not doubt

that it belonged to the young man, but
he insisted that he would return it to
the person from whom he borrowed it.
The younger man was not satisfied.

They walked out through the railway
station, each tugging at one end of the
umbrella. As they walked into Mill
street the policeman was attracted to
the scene, and the matter was laid be-|
fore him very impressively. He threat-:
ened to take the umbrella if an amic-
able settlement could not be reached,
but each of the disputants refused to
allow this,

With Solomon-like sagacity, Dykeman
told the younger man, who claimed the
“implement” to accompeny the other to
his office until the umbrella should be
returned to the person from whom he
borrowed it. Among the three of them
he thought it could be decided who
really: owned it. After  considerable ex-
change of uncomplimentary remarks
gnd tempered opinions of one another,
this was agreed upon, but on the way up
the street the two men were still dis-
puting the question.

Does the Fredericton Gleaner Ex-;

press Views of Goverament?

An Extraordinary Attitude in Regard
To W. H. Berry and the Inquiry—
Says Gevernment [Has No Responsi-
bility

(Fredericton Gleaner)

So far as the evidence and cross-ex-
amination go, Monday did not add any-
thing of interest to the proceedings of
the royal commission; and the only fea-
ture for comment in all that was said
or done is Commissioner Fisher’s inti-
mation that in his opinion the govern-
ment should make some effort to secure
, the attendance of Berry before the com-
mission, and that the attorney general
might, at least, write a letter to Berry
asking him to return to give evidence.
The commissioner’s notion is unique,
and we are afraid that among thought-
ful men the expression of such a view
will materially weaken his usefulness as
one of the commission of enquiry. First,
Berry is in the United States, not charg-
ed with an extraditable offence. The
government cannot, therefore, interfere,
and for Mr. Clarke to attempt under
such circumstances to use the influence
of the position of office of attorney gen-
eral on whatever pretext to induce or
to influence Berry to return, against his
own will or judgment, could very well
be accepted and treated as an abuse of
the authority of office, and as establish-
ing a precedent that might lead to dan-
gerous results. And Mr. Clarke, no mat-
ter what his personal ' inclinations or
wishes might be, could not in such a
case divest himself of the authority of
his office in anything he might do. There
is no authority by which Berry can be
forced to return; and clearly he some
time ago determined that he would not
return, and Mr: Fisher must surely know
this. What purpose, therefore, could the
attorney genera] serve other than to es-
tablish somewhat of a precedent in dan-
gerous practices; and the temper of the
public just now will not sanction any-
thing of this kind. Second, the govern-
ment have absolutely no responsibility,
in so far as this commission of enquiry
is concerned. The commission is the
creation of the lientenant-governor him-
self, under the authority of the statute
Its personnel was selected by His Honor,
and the commission was charged to in-
vestigate and to find out, if possible,
what there was, if anything, of truth in
the charges preferred against Hon..J. K.
Flemming by Mr. Dugal, of Madawaska.
The members of the government, as
-such, have no more to do with this en-
quiry than the general public have, and
as a government have no authority
whatever over individuals not in their
employ. If, as a layman, Commissioner
Fisher would abstain from expressing
opinions on purely legal questions and
would accept those of his brother com-
issioners, who are qualified to give
such opinions, his position would com-
mand more og
