'The main danger now
comes from bad administration. A large
section of the insured work-people are
greatly discontented, owing to difficulties
of procuring medical benefits, inadequate
services of doctors, inferior drugs being
compounded by chemists, sick pay being
delayed for weeks by over-officialism,
and similar troubles. Until the New-
market election the party organizers be-
lieved these complaints to be mere par-
tisan agitation against the act.

London, May 23—Amid scenes of
great enthusiasm, Lady Desborough per-
formed yesterday, at Hendon, the cere-
mony of naming the new Bleriot mono-
plane “Britannia,” which the Imperial
Air. Fleet committee presented to the
government of New Zealand. At the
close of the formalities, a maiden trip
was made by Gustav Hamel, who took
Sir Joseph Ward as a passenger.

Sir Joseph -Ward described the occa-
sion as historic. The men who formed
the Imperial Air Fleet Committee were
not acting for any sentimental reasons,
he said, but believed the future of this
country would depend in a considerable
measure upon our aeroplanes as accessor-
ies to our land and sea forces, and aerial
machines were in the near future to be
of the utmost importance to all coun-
tries that flew the British flag:

To Promote Cause of Christian

Toronto, May 23—With enthusiasm
which rose to a tremendous pitch, the
church unity league was organized under
Anglican auspices at the Church ofi the
Reedemer, last night. Meetings were
held-afternoon and evening and Rev Bri
Symond, of Montreal, was elected presi-
dent. ; :

It was the announced intention of tak-
ing such a step that called forth a pro-
test from the Bishops K of Eastern Can-
ada on April 24, The meeting in the
afternoon adopted a constitution defin-
ing the name as the church unity Jeagie
and explaining the objects of the society
as follows: \

“To. promote by all constitutional
means the cause of Christian unity.

. “To examine and set forth by meet-

ings, sermons and literature, the grounds

upon which our divisions rest and dis-
cover the lines of demarcation between
those things that are always and every-
where essential, and those which are ex-

pedient.” d

All members: of thc' Church of Eng-
land, male and female, above the age of
21 years, are to be eligible for member-
ship. ‘

There is to 'be an annual meeting, to
be held during the last week in May, or
as near thereto as possible. Other meet>
ings may be held at the discretion of the

request of 25 members. ; i

The executive committee is to encour-
age and aid in the formation of ‘branch
societies, wherever possible.

* CAMDUN CTES

Trade RepresenfaﬁveS in England
Could Arrange Establishment of
Many Branch Facteries ’

London, May.-28—“Each of the larger
cities of Canada and some of the small-
er ones of promise, too, ought to have a
representative in England,” said a Can-
adian today in discussing the develop-
ment ‘of the cities of Canada. *“This
proposal may seem unusual but so arve
conditions in Canada unusual. Most of
our cities have a publicity commission-
er or a board whose business it is to
secure industries for the city; but ex-
cept for the United States  little can
be dome. During the months I have
been in this country it has frequently oc-
curred to me that if such representa-
tion were established much would be
accomplished. It would be easily ascer-
tained what firms were trading with
Canada and it would not be difficult to
point out how much more advantageous-
ly the market could be served and the
volume of trade increased from a fac-
tory in Canada. Then, there are many
firms herec manufacturing wares which
we require, who 'do not trade with the
dominion. These would be encouraged
to consider the advisability of establish-
ing Canadian branches thereby securing
the trade which now goes to foreign
houses. With her increasing market,
wealth of raw material and motive pow-
er, Canada should be attracting the
British manufacturer far more than she
does.’

WHAT CAUSES SOCIAL VICE AND AILING CHILCREN?
“WOMEN’S SILLY DRESS!” SAYS DR. WALKER

By OLIVER P. NEWMAN

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Washington, D. C., May 20—“The
widespread immorality among men and
women, boys and girls, the horrible
menace of social disease, the physical
weakness of nearly all women and the
ills from which so many children suffer
are all directly traceable to one thing—
the immoral, unhealthy and ridiculpus
syle of women’s dress.”

That is what the most famous advo-
cate in women’s dress—Dr. Mary Walk-
er—told me when I asked her to give
me her opinion of the low-necked, short-
sléeved, tight-skirted, petticoatless cos-
tume of 1913.

It is no new theory with her. She
has been advocating it for a little mat-
tter of fifty-five years, having donned
trousers herself at the age .of eighteen
worn them constantly and preached for
male attire for women in season and out
of season ever since. Now, at the age
of seventy-three, still going about the
world in men’s trousers, frock coat,

and men’s shoes, she is more positive
than ever that the solution of nine-
tenths of society’s troubles is for women
to dress like men.

“No man can know the agony of the
ordinary costume worn by woman,” said
Dr. Walker, who is in Washington for a
few weeks delivering a series of lectures.
I could hardly realize I was not con-
versing with a man. Dr. Walker drew
her coat tails about her just like a man
as she sat down, threw one trousered
leg over the other like a man getting
ready to read his evening paper, put on
her gold-rimmed spectacles, folded her
hands in her lap and expounded her
views.

‘Every woman knows I am telling the
truth,” she continued. “Every woman
knows, and most of them will admit,
that I am right at least as to the un-
healthfulness of women’s dress. And
men are coming to know it, for men find
that their wives are weak and sickly,
that their children are not strong and
robust, and that they themselves some-
times suffer from ills due to the tight
cumbersome clothing of their mothers.

“To expect a woman ,to dress that
way and be healthy and to produce
healthy children must be admitted to
be absurd by any one who thinks &t all.

Dr. Walker is a little woman, not
over flve feet three and so slender as
to weigh probably not more than 100
pounds, but she is wiry, vigorous, quick
and sure in her movements and as
straight as a young hickory. Her well
poised head is covéred with wavy, gray-
brown hair, parted on one side and
falling just to the edge of her collar.

“I have spent my life since girlhood
preaching women’s dress reform,” said
Dr. Walker, “and I am still umalterably
convinced that it will have to come.

“l was the only woman surgeon in the
army during the civil war. I talked
dress reform while I treated wounded
soldiers then. -I am the only woman

who ever was voted a medal of honor
by congress. I have been arrested scores
of times, but I have never faltered and
I never shall.”
Dr. Walker was born in Oswego, N.
Y., and after a lifetime of activity as
a lecturer and physician all over the
United States, has returned to her birth-
place to spend the rest of her days.
Still as vigorous and as keen intellectu-
ally ‘as a person twenty years her jun-
ior, she spends about half of her time on
the lecture platform, having resolved to

Frogs Legs for Breakfast.

Washington, May 23—Frogs’ legs
may become as common a dish as bacon
and eggs if the United States Burcau of
Fisheries succeeds in the propagation
scheme with which it has startéd an ex-
periment.

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THE FIRE LOSSES

There are two statements in a page
devoted ‘to insurance im this week’s is-
4 sue of t,he Maritime Merchant which
7 set the reader thinking. One is:—“The
i current year bids fair to break all re-
cords for fire losses in the maritime
provinces;” and the other is: “If all the
owners of buildings were as careful as
‘they should be, the ;majority of present
day fires would never occur at all.”

In reviewing the situation the Merch-
ant finds that the underwriters have
had a prolonged streak of bad luck, be-
ginning with the Campbeliton fire, when
the loss amounted to a million dollars
over the combined premiums for the
year, and reaching the climax with a
series of bad fires in Halifax a little over
® year ago. Since then there have been
frequent fires, the latest being those. at
North Sydney and Moncton, with others
involving ,smaller loss in St. John, Hali-
fax and several other towns. There was
a time, the Merchant says, when these
provinces were regarded as a particul-
arly good section from the standpoint
of fire insurance profits, and in those
days the people felt they should have
specially favorable rates; but such a
plea cannot be made at the present time.

Discussing the causes of so many fires,
the Merchant finds that there are more
incendiary fires than in former years.
[ - At least this is the belief of fire insur-
. ance men, and proof has not been want-
3 iIng in recent times in St. John and Hali-
" fax, while it is thought that fires in

several other cities recently were of in-

cendiary origin. But there is another
i and it is one which could be remedied
?» under a proper system of building in-
‘ spection. A fire underwriter tells the
Merchant that many'ﬂm are’ traceable
to defective electric wiring.

The Merchant is surprised that there
are still people who do not carry insur-
ance, and points out that no going bus-
ness can afford to have a fire, even when
it is well insured; and hence, when there
i is no insurance at all, the result of a
.- “iefire cannot be other than disastrous.

¢ Not only should every man carry insur-

ance on his property, but he should spare
‘o effort to prevent fire. Of the wisdom

‘of such a course there is abundant evi-
‘dénce 'in every fire of large proportions
i " which occurs,
=~. The whole matter, as it is presented
by the Merchant, is o special interest
to business men; and shows that the
condijtions as they exist in the maritime
provinces today are not as satisfactory
as they should be, and that there is need
of greater vigilance if these provinces
are to continue to enjoy favorable rates
on insurance. It is a matter which is
‘of universal concern, for the man who
takes the greatest care to safeguard his
own has no guarantee that a fire care-
lessly or deliberately started in the
neighborhood may not sweep down and
wipe out his property. A succession of
serious fires involving heavy loss to the
insurance companies could not but have
the effect of making it harder to get in-
surance at favorable rates. In the cities
and towns specially it is not only neces-
sary to have good fire fighting appli-
snces, but to have a thorough and con-
stant inspection of premises and special
care in the inspection of the electric wir-
ing of all buildings.

‘ THE TORIES LAUGHED

When Mr. F. B. Carvell declared in
the house of commons yesterday that
there should be a substantial increase. in
the British preference, the Conservatives
t indulged in laughter. Their Imperialism
~does not go the length of giving betfer
‘terms to the English manufacturer or
the Canadian consumer. Mr.
made a strong argument in favor of a
f_mduction in the tariff, and pointed out
 that a check should be given to the
irapid growth of the trusts and com-
bines in this country. He also directed
i‘attention very forcibly to the fact that
the Canadian consumer is compelled to
pay duty on food stuffs from the Unifed
,States which are imported at a time
‘when the Canadian farmer is not pro-
;duc!ng them, and therefore does not
suffer from the competition. The condi-
tions will be all the more unfair when
food stuffs from Canada are given free
sentry to the American market, while
fhe Canadian consumer will not derive
the compensating benefit which would
have been his under reciprocity. Since
reciprocity has been rejected the next
step is to bring about a reduction of
the Canadian tariff, and that is the pol-
icy of the Liberal party.
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TREATMENT OF. TRUANTS

The question of truancy of boys at
#chool is the subject of an interesting
discussion in Amherst. The News says
that at a meeting of the school board
it was decided to enforce the law against
truancy, and that a committee was ap-
pointed to secure rooms which might
be used as “cells’ for truants. The News
and several correspondents of that paper
take the ground that it would be much
better to provide special school arrange-
ments for truants than to lock them
up. The News contends that truants
as a general rule are lads who are from
two to four years behind the classes to
which they rightly belong. They may
be in that position because they were

|

compelled to work when they should
have been at school, or because of men-
tal or physical defects, or poor environ-
ment, or poor health. Naturally such
boys would not take kindly to class
work among others very much younger
than themselves. They also have a
tendency to demoralize the classes in
which they are placed. But placing them
in jail would not improve them or“golve
the problem. Therefore the News and
some of its correspondents plead for
special school provisions for such boys,
and for individual teaching. There is
a deal of force in the following blunt
statement made by the News:—

“If the school erd has money to
spare to rent rooms fof truant cells, to
pay for a keeper, to provide meals, it
surely can provide means to establish
and maintain a miscellaneous school for
backward pupils. Such a school should
be provided before jail is ever men-
tioned and the boys given a chance. With
such a school and with a truant officer
to #isit the homes and breathe a little of
the fear df the Lord into the parents,
the truant problem could be practically
solved. It has been done in other towns
and it can be done in Amherst” .

Six Pounders -Found There, Lecturer
Tells Royal Colonial Institute Audi-
ence—A Journey Dewn the Tana
River Described bv W. McGregor
Ross.

usually associates trout fishing with
meadows and valleys, but in this Fast
Africa country, Mr. Ross expldins, some
of the finest fishing in the world is to
be had high up in the mountains. H
goes on to explain that the streams h
refers to were stocked years ago by cer~
tain government and non-governnfent
residents in that country.

The magazine prints several pictures
of these streams, some of which closely
resemble many of our own Mfshing
streams.

Following is the report of Mr. Ross’
address:

The Tana river in its highest reaches
is a glacier-fed stream, being ‘derived
from the melting of eleven out of the
thirteen glaciers upon Mount Kenia.
This feature (in reality a short moun-
tain range) lies precisely upon the Equa-
tor and rises to an altitude of 17,040 feet,
being the second highest mountain in
Africa. The lower extremities of the
glaciers are at an altitude of about 14,-
500 feet. The feeder streams which
leave these glaciers rapidly increase in
volume as they traverse the very wet
valleys lying between the ice-clad .region
above and the upper limit of Kenia’s
forest girdle below. Many of these val-
leys exhibit’ very clear indications of
/previous - glaciation’ and show that the
ice formerly extended over a much
larger area than is at present the case.
After descending to an altitude of 12,000
feet the streams enter the broad girdle
of forest which almost completely en-
circles the mountain. The total forest
area is 620 square miles, of which at
least one-third may be considered to be
unmixed bamboo. The bamboos attain
a height of sixty feet. Still lower, at
eleven thousand
feet, the forest proper is reached. Over
a considerable area, a soft and durable
timber, locally known. as “camphor-
wood” (Ocotea usambariensis) grows in
magnificent style. Trees ranging from
four to ten feet in diameter grow as
thickly as forty to the acre. “Yellow-
wood (Podocarpus) and - junipers grow
in profusion, samples of the latter being
found with a diameter of over twelve
feet. Emerging from these dense forests
the streams traverse heavily .cultivated
country, which forms a portion of the
Kikuyu native reserve, and is densely
populated. The enormous fan of streams
pouring off the mountain collects as a
strong river which is called by the ma-
tives the Sagana, and, farther down, the
Kiluluma, and which we know as the
Tana.

33,000 Feet High,

A further contribution reaches the river
from the Aberdare range, a long stretch
of mountainous country lying some fifty
miles to the west or Mount Kenia, and
easily reached from the station of Nai-
vasha on the Ughnda railway. This
range rises to a height of only slightly
more than 18,000 feet, 4nd is not ice-
clad. One of the mountains in this
range, named Nandarua, which rises to
a height of 12,920 feet, is of interest in-
asmuch as its streams provide excellent

trout fishing. They were stocked some
years ago by the private efforts of cer-
tain government and non-government
residents in the country. The result is
that the visitor of today, who lands at
the port of Mombasa, may, after spend-
ing one night in the train, one in a hotel
at Naivasha, and one under canvas, find
himself among streams which yield rain-
bow trout running up to 6% pounds in
weight. Streams rising on this moun-
tain traverse first a wide stretch of
boggy moorland, then belts of bamboo
and forest somewhat inferior to those
on Mount Kenia, and finally emerge into
cultivated country below.

The streams flowing eastward from
the Aberdeen range meet those flowing
from Mount Kenia in the vicinity of the
government stations of Fort Hall and
Nyeri. From this district the course of
the Tana river may be roughly described
as a long reach running in a northerly
direction for a distance of some 200
miles, then a neasterly reach for a dis-
tance of some 150 miles, and then a
southerly reach leading down to the In-
dian Ocean and of a length of some 220
miles, measured, in all cases, by the
river. The northerly reach is practical-
ly one long succession of rapids. The
easterly reach is partly obstructed by
rapids and partly navigable. The south-
erly reach is navigable for canoes and
|launhes of light draught right down to
the sea.

The occasion of the journey described
was an instruction by His Excellency
Mr. Jackson, the acting governor of the
protectorate (now Sir Frederick' Jack-
son, K. C. M. G, C. B, governor of the
Uganda protectorate), to the lecturer
and to E. Battiscombe, who is now con-
servator of forests in East Africa, to
travel down the river and report on its
availibility for logging timber from
PMount Kenia down to the sea. . It was
a further instruction to Mr. Battiscombe
that he should report on certain “dense
forests” which were shown on the maps
of previous travelers as existing on the
easterly reach of the river. The expedi-
tion started from Nairobi, the capital
of the protectorate. It lies 827 miles in-
land from the coast and is reached from
the port of Kilindini by the Uganda
railway. It must be explained that this
railway lies entirely in the East Africa
protectorate and is a railway to Uganda,

The line
of march was northward from Nairiobi,
through Fort Hall to Nyeri, where the
river was met with. From this point
its right bank was . closely followed
down to the ses, a distance of 596 miles.
The men chiefly employed as potrters
were Akikuyu, a hardy race of hillmen
from the region stretching from Nairobi
to the Aberdare Range and Mount Ken-
ia. These were supplemented by a body
of some gixty or eighty ‘“professional”
porters engaged  in Nairobi. These

wahili and Wanyamwezi. As it was
feared that some of the tributaries com-
ing down from the Aberdare Range
might be unfordable, a canvas boat, col-
lapsible and portable, was made at Ny-
eri and carried until all' the tributaries
had been crossed. It was not expected
that any food supplies would be obtain-
able en route. Large tracts of the coun-
try to be traversed were quite unin-
habited, and even in the regions occu-
pied by riverside tribes, food supplies
were known to be very scarce. In some
parts, indeed, the natives were at that
time faced with famine conditions.

So when the caravan finally started
down the river from - the suspension
bridge across the Tana, on the Fort’
Hall-Embu road, ‘it consisted of 862
men of whom some 280 were carrying
loads of food. After passing through a
short stretch of park-like country, the
caravan entered dense thorn-bush, where
every step of the day’s march had to
be cleared through bush, as also had
the camp site at the.end of the march.
Game had previously been’ plentiful, but
there was little less than rhinoceroses,
while reptiles were restricted to snakes,
scorpions, and spiders—many of the lat-
ter being ‘exceedingly fine specimens.
After fifteen days’ march from the sus-
pension bridge, a
was sent back in charge of four askaris
(native policemen). These. were men
who had been carrying joads of food
which had been consumed en route,
The caravan then went forward with
seventy-seven Akikuyu porters and
some sixty or seventy “professionals”
of mixed tribes.

On reaching the Mamoni Hills, which
the river traverses in an exceedingly
straight, rocky channel, the width was
found to be in some places as little as
twenty-five feet. Up to this point the
river had been one long succession of
cascades, but now short, placid reaches
began to appear, some of them closely
studded with islands and shoals. When
nineteen days out from the suspension
bridge, the country of the Wathaka was
etnered, and good views were obtained
of the so-called “Grand Falls” where
the river begins.its long reach in an
easterly direction. Another long stretch
of uninhabited country was then trav-

“The general fea-
tures of this portion of the country were
a level plain of rich soil, bearing a thin
growth of trees and bushes of a
drought-resisting type, and a narrow
belt of dense and luxuriant vegetation
in which native villages were scattered
close alongside the water's edge. This
narrow belt is maintained solely by
soakage from the river. An extraordi-
nary transformation might be effected
in the country which lies just outside
the inhabited narrow belt of jungle by
irr‘gation from the river. Literally
hundreds of square miles of territory
are awaiting development by anyone
able to meet the capital expenditure
necessary for pumping water through a
height of twelve feet on to the land.
The fact that the river is ordinarily at
5 depth of some twelve feet below this
country would be of value in allowing
of easy drainage of any area brought
under irrigation. It is probable that
fibre and cotton would thrive admir-
ably“in this region. The outlying wilder-
ness country away from the river is at
present used by nomad tribes of Galla
descent who wander over it from one
pasture to another with their flocks of
goats.

When thirty-five days out the cara-
van reached the little stockaded govern-
ment station of Sankuri, and was met
by the acting district commissioner,
Mr. Crisford. He had with him at the
time a half-company of the 8rd Bat-
talion of the King’s African Rifles, un-
der Captain Eyre and Lieut. Booth, as
there had been an unusual incursion of
some thousands of Somalis to the bank
of the river, with their flocks and herds,
from the dry country. No trouble with
the local natives had occurred, and a
few .days before the caravan’s arrival,
the Somalis had disappeared again to
the north. Captain Eyre was away
from the station with his salf-company
on a reconnaissance behind the depart-
ing Somalis. From here, the usual daily
marches took the caravan into hotter
and wetter country. The time of heav-
jest flood on the river had been
deliberately chosen for the journey,
and at such time the river overflows
its banks in the lower reaches, in
some Yyears inundating a tract

of country of upwards of 600 square
miles in extent. It came as a surnrisa

to the travelers to come upon one or
two small settlements of German inis-
sionaries of the New Church Mission.

No allegation could certainly be made
against them of having chosen one of
the attractive portions of the country
for the scene of their labors. At this
time of the year the swamps near the
lower reaches of the Tana are probably
the most mosquito-infested portion of
the protectorate. Even the natives, the
Wapokomo, on these lower reaches of
the river showed up badly in comparison
with the more alert and cheerful Wa-
korokoro on the healthier upper reaches
above’ Sankuri. At last an old channel
of the Tana, now abandoned by the
river, was crossed close to the coast, and

hills, arrived at the beach and walked
along it to the present mouth of the
Tana. The journey down from the sus-
pension bridge had involved fifty days’
marching without a break.

Here, at Kipeni, the caravan divided.
Mr. Battiscombe went northward to in-
spect the forests near Witu, and the

miles southward down the coast to
Mombasa. The journey from Mombasa
to Nairobi—a distance of 3827 miles—
was completed by train in one night.
That from Nairobi. to Mombasa had
taken seventy-eight nights and run to a
length of 820 miles. The Akikuyu por-
ters were paid thein wages—at the rate
of 6s. 8d. a month-—and dispersed from
Nairobi to their villages.

The lecture was illustrated by more
than eighty lantern slides.

The. chairman then invited remarks or
questions, and Mr. D. E. Hutchins, for-
merly Chief Conservator of Forests in
East Africa, alluded to the value of the
forests on Mount Kenia, among which
he had at one time' traveled with the
lecturer for a period of two months. It
was a matter of regret that the occur-
rence of rapids, reefs, islands, narrows,
and shoals along a stretch of some ihree
hundred miles on the river rendered im:-
possible the transmission, by water, of
this valuable timber to the sea.

Sir Percy Girouard, K. C. M. G,, in
proposing a vote of thanks to the lec-
turer, mentioned that one result of the
journey had been to dispel the rumors
of valuable: forests along the upper
reaches of the Tana. From the reports
of Mr. Battiscombe it appeared that
these amounted only to rich tropical
jungle with occasional schattered trees of
some commercial value. Still, the total
number of such trees was considerable,
and at the present time a concession-
naire was engaged in felling these and
transporting them down the navigable
reaches to the sea. Numerous references
had been made to the big game in this
very interesting region, which he him-
self had also visited on one occasion. In
that connection he only wished to say
that he thought the Game Laws of Brit-
ish Fast Africa were unsurpassed any-
where in the world for complete sanity.
They tended to preserve rare and inter-
esting types in portions of the country
where their presence could not reason-
ably be objected to, while making ade-
quate allowance for the spread of de-
velopment and occupation in the settled
districts. The Somali incursion from the
north, which the lecturer had referred to,
was an isolated incident, though an un-
expected one. The presence of the Som-
alig there led to no unrest or disturbance
at the time, and the visit had not since
been repeated. He could endorse the
lecturer’s statements as to the valuable
potentialities of this most interesting re-
gion.

With a vote of thanks to the chairman,
proposed by Sir Godfrey Lagden, K. C.
M. G., the meeting terminated. .

Vienna, May 28—Since milder meas-
ures have proved ineffectual against the
dangerously long unprotected hat-pin,
the Austrian imperial and local author-
ities have decided to take more vigorous
action.

The ministry of railways has issued

an order that women wearing such un-
protected hat-pins shall not be permit-
ted to ride on the Austrian state rail-
ways until they hayve removed the peril-
ous pin. The management of the Vien-
na municipal tramways has gone even
further in directing tramecar conductors
to compel suclr offenders to leave the car
immediately.

chancellor of the exchequer.. Mr. Lloyd
George was .asking the house to agree
les a resolution for guaranteeing the in-
terest on a loun of $15,000,000- to that
country. Briefly, the proposal is that
the British government shall guarantee
the interest at 3!, per cent. on a loan,
which is not to be raised all at once,
and is to be devoted to improving and
developing the railways in the Soudan,
and to irrigating and growing cotton
upon certain large tracts of country,
especially- in the Ghazireh Plain and
near Tokar. The experts say that finer
cotton can be produced in these re-
wsions than anywhere in the whole world,
that it is superior to the best Egyptian
and that it is exactly the sort of cotton
wi.ich Lancashire requires for the finest
counts of varn. There has been a mark-
ed falling off recently in the quality of
Fgyptian cotton, owing to the inferior
secd supplied to the smaller growers,
and lancashire would: gladly take the
whole crop that the Soudan can produce.
Lloyd George said that Lord Kitchen-
. er wa- cxceedingly sanguine as to the
prospects of the scheme, and he then
. gave remarkable figures showing how
rupidly the Soudan was recovering ' its
«Id jepulation: how the nomadic peo-
ples werc seitiing down to industry,
:nd bow il revenue had grown from
$635,000 in 1899 to $7,120,000 last year,
while the exports had increased from
$1.525,000 in 1906 to $7,000,000 in 1911
The guarantee of this Soudan loan is
a new experiment, and there was a cer-
tain amount of criticism—some of it
based on the ground that it was a meas-
urc of protection. But Lancashire mem-
bers of both political parties gave it
their hearty support, and the resolu-
tion was agreed to without a division.

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DOGS OF WAR THAT
SAVED AN ARMY

Some of Them To
Guard Duty At
Gibralter

Major Richardsen Gives Interest-
ing Talk on Development of
This Phase of War With
Stories Frem Accounts of

Battles

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, May 15—That British fort-
ress already famous for. its strength,—
the Rock of Gibraltar—is about to be
made stronger still by means of dogs
trained to act as sentries. “Dogs of war”
which, it seems, were a lot more than
& mere figure of speech even when

Shakespeare coined the famous- phrase
about letting them “slip” have played
an important part in recent military
campaigns, and the British admiralty is
merely following the lead of the Brit-
ish war office, as weil as of all the great
European powers, in deciding to employ
dogs as sentinels at Gibraltar.

The animals to be used, a mixed breed
of Airedales, are to be supplied by Ma-
Jor E. H. Richardson, a retired British
officer, who fought with the Bulgarians
in 1885 and later was instructor to Ab-
dul Hamid's bodyguard in Constanti-
nople, and who already is well known
as a trainer of police dogs which he has
supplied to nearly every country on
earth, as well as to a lot of crowned
heads.

A lot has been written about these
“dogs of peace,” twenty-five of which
are the terror of evil-doers as far at the
other end of creation as the Malay
States; but of the “dogs of war” which
receive their training from Major Rich-
ardson and their accomplishments in ac-
tual battle, little or nothing has yet
found its way into print, despite the
fact that the services performed by Ma-
Jor Richardson’s dogs in the Manchuri-
an and Moroccan campaigns brought
their trainer decorations from both the
Czar of Russia and the King of Spain,
and that, in the recent Turco-Italian
war, the alerthess’of one of these canine
sentries saved the. Ttalian army from a
surprise night attdck’ and was respon-
sible for the emgagement of hetween
!_lt,OOO and 4,000 men on terms of equal-
ity.

Recently the major made mention of
the part which dogs supplied y him
had played in the 'T'ripoli campaign, as
well as in the recent punitive expedition
sent by the Indian government against
the, warlike Abors, a tribe of savages
who had murdered two English officers,
and the details of these performances
seemed likely to prove so interesting
that the writer recently sought out the
major at his Thome at Harrow-on-the-
Hill, close to' the famous school, which
he calls Grove End and after scrupu-
lously obeying several notice boards
which bid one to “Beware of the Blood-
hounds,” asked him if it were true that
the admiralty had ordered dogs from
him for use at ¥Gib.”

‘Many Years a Trainer

Major Richardson, who is a
gaunt man, aged fifty, with a tiny mous-
tache, carefully waxed at the ends, and
who, when seen by the writer, was at-
tired in riding costume, has been, it
proves, training dogs for use in war for
close on twenty. years. He was led to
begin doing so, he confesses quite can-
didly, by accidentally discoyering  that
Germany—whichk now is in ‘a position
to put more than 5,000 animals into the
fleld and  has a “carefully worked out
scheme for mobilizing them—was buy-
ing up dogs in Scotland for the pur-
pose. The Fatherland, in its turn, it
seems, had come to realize the value of
dogs in war through American experi-
ence in the civil war, the animals which
“fought” for the North and South ap-
parently having done yeoman service,
though none of them had been speci-
ally trained for war.

“It was in 1894 or 1895, said Major
Richardson, as we talked in his office,
a room whose walls are hidden behind
photographs of dogs of war and peace,
and decorated with the major’s many
trophies, “that 1 was shooting over
a friend's estate in Strathodel, near
Blairgowrie, when I discovered that a
German was in the neighborhood, buy-
ing sheep-dogs from the shepherds. On
making inquiries I learned that the was
an agent of the German government,
which now, by the way, has ceased to
rely on this country for its supply of
dogs, but uses animals born under the
Double Eagle and which are brought by
training to a high state of perfection.

In Many British Regiments

“Up to this time,” added Major Rich-
ardson, “while intensely interested in
dogs, I had bred a few only for show
purposes, but I now began a systematic
study of the training of dogs for use
with our soldiers and police. At the
present time dogs trained by me
are with the most of the large British
regiments—such as the Scottish Rifles,
the Gordon Highlanders, the Seafords
and the Gurkhas, as well as at certain
points on the coast, and now, as you have
heard, the admiralty is about to make
vse of them at Gibraltar.

“I am not at liberty to tell you how
many dogs have been ordered for this
purpose, but I may say that they are
& cross breed and probably would tear
to pieces any person attempting to pass
them, They are to be stationed at night
with sentries at ‘the more vulnerable
points at.‘Gib’ and, as they can hear
at least 400 yards farther than men, they
will add considerably to the safety of
our famous old rock. It is the case, too,
of course, that while the senses of men
become dull at night, the senses of dogs
grow more alert.

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REAL REFORMS
- FOR TURKEY

To Emulate Japan's Modein
Ways

FOREIGN  ABVISERS

Government Determined to Re-
organize the Country — Plan
Progress and Peace for the People
—To Act as Well as Talk

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Constantinople, May 6—As incidents
in Syria and Armenia bring the ques-
tion of reforms in ‘' Turkey prominent-

ly forward a correspondent went to the
g’;nnd vizier, Marshal Mahmud Shefket
Pasha ,to ask for an interview on this
subject. Slight and as trim in his khaki
dolman as a young lieutenant, the mar-
shal received-the newspaper man with
his usual smiling affability.

“Your Highness,” said the correspond-
ent, “will you be good enough to make
to me some important declarations on
the subject of a very complete scheme
of reforms which you intended to .n-
troduce. From several sides I have re-
ceived information to the effect that io-
day this scheme has been abandoned,
under the influence of a section of the
Party of Union and Progress, which
seems to be hostile to the modernization
of the empire, and the ideas of which
are said to be exactly represented by
articles in certain Stamboul journals,
which have excited much comment in
the diplomatic world, and in which it
is declared that the innovating ideas of
Sultan Medjid and the era of reforms,
or Tanzimat, began the misfortunes of
Turkey.”

Mahmud Shefket Pasha broke into
laughter.

“I can assure you,” he replied, “that
all these assertions are incorrect. Those
may be the ideas of certain journalists,
but they are not by any means the ideas
af the political party by which my cab-
inet is supported. You have followed
#ffairs in ‘Turkey sufficiently long nnd
with ~ sufficient closeness to know that
from the very beginning the ideal of the
Party of Union and Progresss is to do
for Turkey what the Japanese have had
the glory and good fortune to'do for
their country—namely, rennaisance by
modernization with the aid of foreign
collaboration. :

“If this ideal has not been realized up
to the present, it is because all our best
efforts have been paralyzed by intern-
nl intrigues or external complications.
T'oday, in complete accord with our ex-
cellent and venerated sovereign and our
highly intelligent and extremely patri-
otic crown prince, we are thoroughly de-
cided to take in hand again the pursnit
of our old ideal, and in the realization
of this work of salvation we shall not
allow ourselves to. be hindered by any
obstacle.

Foreign Advisers

“And in order to prove to you,” Mar-
shal Mahmud Shefket continued, smil-
ing, “that this time it is really a ques-
tion of a scheme for execution, and not
a list of intentions such as I announced
three months ago, I will give you the
first intimation of a piece of news. Yes-
terday, at the council of ministers, we
began deliberations upon the nomina-
tion of foreign advisers for the minis-
tries. ' Observe that I say ‘deliberations’
and not ‘on the principle,” for we have
been in agreement on the principle for
some time, but as regards the execution
and the choice of persons I cannot say
any more at present.”

“Now, Your Highness,”
Syria and Armenia?”

“My ideas,” the grand vizer replied,
“have not changed in the least. 'The
new law of the vilayets has been pro-
mulggted. It is a good law, I think but
all its value consists in the manner in
which it is applied. I persist in believ-
ing that the Jaw can be well applied in
the several regions of the empire; which
are so different in language, customs,
and traditions, only on condition that
the empire be divided into great zones
of civil inspection and gendarmerie, in
which with the collaboration of for-
eign civil advisers and gendarmerie, a
carefully recruited body of inspectors
will watch over the strict maintenance
of public order and security, and an
administration adapted to the language,
customs, and traditions of each zone. In
particular, one zone of inspection will
comprise the Arab vilayets of Syria,
and another, those of Irak. I may add
that the elected provincial councils will
find their powers wide enough to give
ample satisfaction to all strictly local
needs.

A New Era

“In the same spirit the whole of Ana-
tolia will be divided into four great
zones of inspection, and it is my firm
opinion that the organization of the
eastern zone of inspection, which com-
prises the vilayets inhabited by the Ar-
menians, will be of such a naturc as
absolutely to prevent a repetition of
the deplorable events which for the last
twenty years have periodically desolat-
ed these regions. -

“Furthermore, as I believe much more
in details than in principles, we ure
very carefully studying the reorganiza-
tion of that first cell, so to speak, of
the administrative organism which is
called the commune. With a good com-

RS READING Or IRISH BILL WITHOUT
DEBATE IN THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT

Revolgtionary Change in Procedue in Connection With
Home Rule is Announced by Lloyd George—
T. P. O’Connor Explains It

(By T. P. OCONNOR, M. P.)

London, May 22—Even old members
looked surprised when Lloyd George,
speaking for Mr. Asquith, announced
that the first reading of the home rule
bill would be taken before the Whit-
suntide holidays and that it would be
taken without any debate, for this
means a contrast so revolutionary with
the older forms of the conflict that it
might well make the enemies of the
bill aghast with horrer and the friends
of the bill exultant with pride. It is
necessary to explain the rules of the
House of Commons for the introduetion
of bills to realize what exactly the
government has/decided to do.

In olden days whenever a bill was in-
troduced the proposer had to go
through nearly the same lengthy and
ceremonial performances as if the meas-
ure were of first class importance. The
member had to describe the provisions
of the bill, to make his case for its ne-
¢essity and when he had done all this,
he had to submit the bill to a division
if anybody called for it. If he were
lucky -enough to get‘a majority in fav-
or of the first reading, he was then ask-
ed by the speaker who were going to
introduce the bill; the member then
rolled out the names of the members
who were ready to assist: him and
when he’ had done this, he left his seat,
walked down the floor of the house ta
what is called the bar of the house,
then his name was called by the speak-
er and, with ‘his bill in his hand, the
member walked up the floor of the
house, bowing solemnly three times to
the speaker and then handed his bill to
one of the clerks at the table.

This performance has something of |
the comic and the quaint, like to many |
of the old ceremonies and has been -
made often the occasion of a demonstra-
tion, either of mockery or applause.
When the bill in question was one of
great importance and one wjich excit-
ed strong party passion, the minister
responsible for the bill, walked up the
floor of the house amid volleys of
cheers from his supporters, and, some-
times even, when passion ran very
high, members have got up to their
feet and waved handkerchiefs by way
of relieving their feelings. But when
it was an humble member of the rank
and file, introducing a harmless and !
non-contentious bill and especially if |
he happened to be either a grotesque or
popular figure, there were loud chers as
he solemrly made his three obeisances,
but there was a little mockery in the
cheers.

|

Less Formality Now

In recent years the whole tendency of
the House of Commons has been to get
rid of unnecessary formality and to cur
tail debate within such proportions as
would enable the house to make some
progress with that terrible congestion
of business which is the result of the
ridiculous concentration of all the local
work of England and Scotland, Wales
and Ireland and of the British Empire
in one legislative chamber. And one
of the reforms made has been the disap-
pearance of a great deal of the form-
ality which used to accompany the in-
troduction and the first reading of
every bill.

There are now, accordingly, several
different methods of dealing with that
stage of a bill. If it be a great and
contentious measure, the old system is
adopted. Theé minister in charge of the
bill, introduces it in a speech of some
length, he makes his case and then he
describes its provisions. Often has this
been one of the most dramatic and one
of the most exciting stages of the whole
controversy. It was certainly so when
Gladstone introduced his filrst home
rule bill.in 1886, Never will any who
took. part in it forget that memorable
and unprecedented scene.

Gladstone’s *Bill of 1886

Everybody .in = the house was, of

It was
Justified, but it“put an-additional strain
on Gladstone, who, instead of finding
the usual empty space in front of him
when he got up to make his tremendous
specch, had these gentlemen almost up
to his very nose.. But it added immense
picturesqueness 8o the chamber .and to
the scene.

Other home rule bills have been in-
troduced with léss pomp 'and circum-
stance, but still there have been the usu-
al stages and as on previous occasions,
the prime ministér, ‘who -was proposing

,the bill, had to. make his great and

lengthy oration, ‘there —was: the same
crowded house, the same electrical at-
mosphere, the same sense 'that  people
were looking at a scene which marked
one of the turning pdints in many cen-
turies of histery. In addition to. this,
there was, of course, on-the part of the
opposition that spirit of flerce and de-
termined hostility to the measure which
meant that they .would oppose it at any
and at every stage and as long and as
obstructively as the rules of the house
would permit,

And though there have been many im-
portant bills, which have been allowed
to pass through'the first reading stage
without much ‘discussion, that being re-
garded as a formal stage and as a nec-
essary preliminary, for the bill cannot
|be printed until‘it has passed the sec-
yond reading. the first reading of the
(home rule bill has never been so treat-
'ed, the first stage has been as fiercely
{opposed and’ ‘as lengthily debated. as
any other stage.

Other Methods

l The second .way of introducing the
first reading of ‘a bill I8 under what is
called the ten minutes.¥ule. This rule
|makes no mention of ten minutes, but
|that has come to be regarded as the le-
gitimate length tp ‘which the speech
should go and usually the proposer re-
| mains within these narrow limits, There
{is sometimes, though not always, a di-
vision; the bill is regarded as'a bit of
harmless eccentricity or faddy philan-
ithropy and nohody takes the trouble to
{bother about it and the member is giv-
len his first reading, and duly walks up
ithe floor of the house with his three
ibows and an ironical cheer. This may
be described as the medium stage be-
jtween the gregt and the small bill.

But there is still a further method,
|and this is of quite modern, origin. Un-
|der this scheme the member goes quietly
Ito the clerk at the table, he hands in his
bill without a word, nobody else says
{a word; the bill is thereupon through
its first reading; there is no walk up
ithe floor of the house; there is no divis-
{ion as there has been no speech; the
{whole thing passes off automatically
and in the course of a few seconds. It
.is scarcely necessary to say that this
process is employed usually only in pet-
ty and non-contentious bills to which
nobody can make much objection and
that very often the bill gets no stage
further; there are too many members in
the house who determinedly obstruct
every new proposal.

It will be seen then all the profound
significance of the 'announcement of
Lloyd George, simple and casual as it
seemed to be, that the home rule bill
would be introduced under this last, this
easiest, this most formal and this most
rapid way. It reduced the bill at once
to the same significance so far as this
stage was concerned, of a little bill to

Without a word, Mr. Asquith or Mr.
Birrell or Mr. Lloyd George will hand
in the bill to the clerk at the table;

ing will be taken on such and such a
day, and then the whole thing is over.
It will be seen what a startling new de-
parture this is, how it differs from such
scenes as that on the first reading of the
first home rule bill of 1886 ,and then
the reader will realize the gulf that sep-
arates the different epochs in this pro-
longed struggle.

What Will Happen

The second reading of the bill- which
will come almost immediately after the
close of the Whitsuntide holidays, that
is to say, on Monday, June 2, , O
course, be debated, but here again the
debate will not be prolonged. One of
the peculiay results of the Parliament
Act is that a bill must go through the
House of Commons the second and the
third time precisely as it left the House
of Commons’ the first time; no.amepd-
ment can be made except in dates, and
as to the other things, all parties must
agree—the ‘opposition as well as the
ministry and the House of Lords as well
as the House of Commons. /

That, of course, justifies a govern-
ment in curtailing debate enormously.
There is no necessity for a’ committee
stage because no amendments can be
accepted; there is no necessity for the
report stage, for ne report stage takes
place on any bill unless. some amend-
ments have been made in committee, and
thus in.a thrice the house will find it-
self face to face with the third reading.
Altogether the process is expected to

JEWS RETURN
10 PALESTINE

N\ationql/ Fund to Assist The
Sattlers

~ FROM YEMEN

Downtrodden People See, in
Modem Palestine, the Promised
Land of Old — Their Escape

From Oppression

(Times’ 8pecial Gorrespondence)

London, May 18—The Jewish corres-
pondent of the London Standard writes
to that paper was follows:—

A graphic story is unfolded in a
pahphlet just issued by the Jewish Na-
tional Fund of Cologne. The object of
the fund is the purchase of land in Pal-
estine for settlement by Jews. Three
quarters of its assets—over $780,000—

are invested in Palestine ,and the Jews
of the whole world have rallied to the
support of a project which =xervises
so strong, an: appeal to its sentiment.

The object of the pamphlet is io
bring prominently before the public the
remarkable position of the Jews of Ye-
men in Southern Arabia, and by that
means to encourage the emigration to
Palestine of large numbers of these in-
digent children of Israel.

Yemen is referred to by Jeremiah and
many legends cluster around the be-
ginnings of the Yemenite Jews. When
they first settled in South Arabia is siill
open to question, but, according to local
tradition, their settlement 'dates back
forty-two years before the destruction
of the First Temple. Ezra, “as he was
about to build the Second Temple, sent
a message to the Jews of Yemen call-
ing upon them to return to Palestine,
but they declined the invitation on the
ground -that the final salvation had yet
to come.”

Ezra, in his anger, prophesied that
they would never enjoy permancnt
peace in Yemen, and that ‘their wealth
would riot endure. The prophecy was
fulfilled. For 2,000 years they have re-
mained in exile. Generations have come
and gone, yet their poverty remains ex-
treme. A recent census places the num-
ber of Jews in Yemen at 8,000 families
—about 80,000 souls—scattered over a
few hundred places. The largest com-
munities are in Aden and Sanaa. A
few years ago. Sanaa had 10,000 Jews;
today there are fewer than 2,700.

"A regent investigator observes that
the material position of the Yemenites
in general is very bad. Centuries of war
gnd " revolts, hunger and cholera, have
impoverished the land and laid it waste.
“There is a lack of industrial laborers.
One may journey for days and see fine
soil lying uncultivated on either side.
If one enters a dwelling one is at once
struck by the poverty. There is a com-
plete lack of furniture, crockery, bed-
ding, food and clothing.”

Moslems Need Them

The Moslems, it seems, cannot do
without the Jews as they alone are
hand-workers. They provide the peas-
ants with the manufacturers they need,
repair their ploughs and weapons, sad
weave their shirts. “They are repaid
for this,” says the writer already quot-
ed. “after the harvest, if all goes well,
with a portion of the harvest durrah.
This is the case if there is a good har-
vest. But what happens if the harvest
is a failure?” The fellah will find him-
self with a sufficiency of corn to sus-
tain himself throughout the year, out
the Jew finds the reward of his labor
denied him.

Three-fourths are artisans—tailors,
shoemakers, weavers, goldsmiths, pot-
ters, masons. They are frugal in' the
extreme. Even a “rich Yemenite has
no more than one course at his week-day
meal. Yet, despite their modest require-
ments, they are unable to earn the mini-
mum for their existence, “and hunger is
a frequent.guest.”” For uncounted yea:s
the Yemenite Jews have been the vic-
tims of fanatical persecution, unable,
from their sheer lack of numbers, to 1e-
taliate. “The Jew is officially called in
the legal terminology, ‘the common fel-
low” A number of the laws aimed at
them can easily be explained as the out-
come of religious fanaticism. Besides
a population which is on a low level
of culture, which has no intellectual cc-
cupgtion and distraction, and which has
an #Mundance of leisure at its disposal,
is easily moved by brutal instincts,
which find an outlet in tormenting the
weak minority and treating them as
pariahs. :

Some OId Laws

This would explain a number of ri-
diculous but insulting regulations, par-
ticularly in regard to clothing and so-
cial intercourse, which have their origin
in this circumstance. If a Jew meets a
Moslem of any class whatsoever he
must greet him and address him as his
master. If he does not do this he is
beaten without mercy. “A Jew is not
allowed to ride upon a donkey, still less
upon a camel.” He must make his jour-
neys on foot—there are no vehicles in
Yemen—though the distance be great.
“The rich Jews must also appear poor,
so that they may not provoke envy cnd
expose themselves to plunder. “A Jew
may not pass on the right side of a
Moslem, but must always keep on his
left.”? .

It is hardly to be wondered at, in the
light of the social and economic disabili-
ties experienced by the Yemenite Jews,
that “every Jew sells his belongings as
well as he can and emigrates to Pales-
tine. In cases in which the non-Jews

How Internationalism
Makes Rapid
Strides

TENNYSON'S DREAM TRUE?-

World Even Now.Governed By
78 Treaties Regulating Many
of the Affairs of 52 Different
States—Some Outstanding Ex-
amples

(Times’ 8pecial Correspondence)
Berne, May 6—“Internationalism” is
conquering the world. When five mifior
states are at war and six great powers
are on the brink of war, this statement
is risky. But the conflicts, revolutions,
and perturbations which shake Europe
are only one side of the picture. Ex-
aggerated nationalism seems to domin-
ate modern politics merely because it is
the noisiest feature; and while the "
world fights and threatens to fight inter-
nationalism is making such progress that
the very conception of the independent

sovereign states is being destroyed.

Treaties of the World

The world is partly governed by arm-
aments and diplomatic intrigues but it

s governed still more by seventy-eight
|world treaties which regulate in a paci-

fist spirit the affairs of fifty-two differ-
ent states. Under these treaties there
today flourish twenty-nine genuinely in-
ternational organizations, to which the
proudest states and the meanest have
alike surrendered a fraction of their sov-
ereign independence. In Berne, in Brus-
sels, in the Hague, exist miniature inter-
national governments which contain the
germs and nuclei of the universal world-
state of the future.

And the wars and quarrels, though
they fill the papers, are as insignificant
compared with this internationalism ‘as,

is a fight between drunken sailors com-"

pared with the vast commerce which is
peacefully carried in ships.

Austria’s able pacifist, Alfred Fried,
the most competent and politic figure
in the visionary peace ecircles,
finds that this mixture of war and peace
lies in the very nature of evolution. He
says that here are expressed the Spen-
cerian doctrines of parallel differentia-
tion and' integration. - Things -are be-
coming more unlike one.another;: but
they are likewise marching towards a
community. With growing nationalism
goes the trend towards internationalism.
The national states are cherishing .their
governments, customs and prejudices.
They are even exaggerating these. That
is differentiation. But at the same tirg.
they are combining for the furthering
of common interests. That is integha-
tion. oy

The New Internationalism

That explains the contradictions we
see today. On one hand prohibitive tar-
iffs and flerce commercial competition;
on the other hand international agree-
ments for the regulation of industry and
trade. On one hand wars, on the other
hand international agreements humaniz-
ing wars and restricting their sphere.
This is the new internationalism. It dif-
fers markedly from the old which pr¥-
supposed that all national differences
would be abandoned and that a single
perfect civilization would spread over
the world.

The new internationalism aims at
leaving the nations their political or-
ganizations and their mational idiosyn-
crasies, but joining them together in a
higher unity. ;

The new internationalism differs from
that of the past in other respects. The
old internationalism was Ppolitical and
military. Its treaties exclusively con-
cerned dynasties, wars, frontiers. This
stage is dead. The new internationalism
deals with social and economical life.
The modern type of treaty is also of a
changed type. It does not regulate the
interests of a couple of states; it deais
with world-questions, and in it all states
are invited to join. Instead of a “prag-
matic sanction” we have no wa “Gen-
eva convention.” But the most vital fea-
ture of the new internationalism is that
it has not been content with clauses and
paper regulations. It has begun to cre-
ate executive organizations and to en-
sure that the provisions agreed upon
shall really come into life.

‘goods behind them and put their trust
in God.”

This immigration into Palestine has
made new men of them and it has, more-
over, been greeted with profound satis-
faction by those who recognize in their
coming a new factor in the development
of the Holy Land. “Though Palestine
may not by any means have reached
that high level of development in agri-
culture and industry which it can ate
tain by reason of its natural conditions,
it can, nevertheless, easily provide a
place of refuge for 1,000 to 1,200 oppress=
ed Yemenites each year, even in the
present circumstances.” Added to this,
the coming of the Yemenites will lo
much to counteract the scartity of la-
borers and the ruinous increase in teems
dictated by the fellaheen. The creation
of a Jewish labor element in the Jew=
ish colonies of Palestine will render the
agriculturists gradually independent of
the surrounding Arab population.

Such is the love of the Yemenite for
Palestine that “he will often travel on
foot for months with his wife and child
to reach the port where he can embark
on a ship that will bring him to the
Holy Land” He has brought new life
into Palestine ,and placed himself on the
high road to the recovery of his self-
respect and the independence so long
denied him. There still remains the vital
question. of building a sufficiency of
houses to accommodate the pilgrims.
Already the national fund has devoted
a considerable amount for this purpose,

but the undertaking is a heavy oms.

“These are only two respects in which
dogs are valuable auxiliaries to men for
night sentry duty, the major went on.

“Unlike men, there is no danger of their
#oing to sleep, no matter how exhaust-~
ing the previous day has been, nor do
they suffer from timidity, a  quality
which, in man, is increased by the con-
sciousness of being alone in the! dark-
ness. A human sentry, too, is apt to be
deceived by harmless noises such as wind
which the dog interprets at their true
value, and in cases of attack in fog or in
rain, the dog is simply invaluable. Most
of the attacks on Scutari, by the bye,
have made under cover of fog.

“It is as sentries and scouts that dogs
are especially useful in war,” the major
added, “though’ they also can be train-
ed to carry messages and convey am-
munition into the firing line as well as
to assist the ambulance corps—and
never have they given better proof of
their utility in these first two respects
than in the recent war in Tripoli. Barly
in the campaign I went out there and at
once saw the immense advantages to
be gained by having the trenches and
outposts guarded by dogs at night. I
'h'l.!y mention that it was' the habit of
the Turks to attack twice during a
single night—not a single assault hav-
ing, in fact, been made by day—once at
about eleven and again about three, and
coming up cautiously over, the soft sand
they nearly always had suceeded in sur-
prising the Italian troops.

“Returning to Rome, I made respe-
sentations to the war office, with the
result that, in a few weeks’ time, pe-
tween 500 and 600 dogs were serving
with the troops, this great number be-
ing required because the area of attack
was so long. They were used with the
odvalry as scouts for tracking out hid-
den Arabs in the oasis, and as aids to
the nocturnal guards, 500 to 600 metres
beyond the trenches and by the barbed
wire entanglements, and the infan.try
also found them useful for discovering
hidden ammunition. : :

‘The Italian - army had no trained
dogs, But fortunately they were able to
obtain those belonging to the customs
house officers, which were kepf. to pre-
vent smuggling on the Austrmn‘fron-
tier. These dogs were of the Ristone
or Spinone breed with a ‘good deal of
cross in them, of black or brown color,
and with excellent noses, and they one
and all did good service.

“Later in the march, too, when word
had been received that a stockade might
be met with, and the Gurkha scouts,
who had my dogs with them, were or-
dered to keep a sharp look out, the dogs
again proved of use, as they gave warn-
ing to the outposts of the presence of
the enemy’s scouts before they were seen’
by the Naga coolies. Here, too, is a
private letter written me by Major Wil-
son, under whose supervision the dogs
were, and who says:

“‘My dogs never once failed to give
‘notice of ‘an enemy on the path, with

«the result that the advance guard and
main body were never ambuscaded.

“These,” said Major Richardson, “are,
of course, merely the doings of my own
‘dogs of war, and simply items in the
long list of uses to which canines have
been put in recent campaigns. The Jap-
anese, when fighting the Russians, often
used dogs as scouts on long leads, and in
the same war the entire trads-Siberian
raildad was guarded by dogs, and to
this' may be greatly ascribed the reasons
that it was never cut. The dogs of my
own which were used by the Russians
in this campaign, by the way, were spec-

= {ally trained for ambulance work, and it
was in recognition of the good work
they did in finding the wounded that I
received the watch you see there from
the Czar and the order of merit from
the Empress Marie. These four-footed
Manchurian veterans, by the bye, are
now kept, and made much of, at the
Riding School in St. Petersburg.

Were Used in the Balkans

“In the present war in the Balkans,
dogs have been used by all the allied
troops, and during the transportation of
Greek troops into Turkish territory, can-
ine sentine's were used, for want of men,
to guard the railway lines, The results
were excellent. At Larissa, especially,
the entire railroad line was guarded by
dogs.”

“Then it seems,” said the writer, “that
Shakespeare was unconsciously proph-
esying a bit when he wrote, in ‘Julius
Caesar,’ ‘Cry havoc and let slip the dogs
of war.

“As a matter of fact,” answered the
Major, “Shakespeare was not prophesy-
ing at all. either consciously or uncon-
sciously, for Caesar actually used dogs
to guard his camps, and so did Freder-
ick the Great and other famous gener-
als of the past. Napoleon himself wrote
to Marmont, in June, 1799, ‘They ought
to have with them in Alexandria a large
number of dogs, which should be fasten-
ed a short distance from the walls’ In
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the Civil War in America, too, dogs
seem to have been used by the North-
ern and Southern troops, both as sen-
tries and for tracking work, and also
the Russo-Turkish war of 1878.

“It is. only in recent years, however,

of warfare,” Major Richardson went on,
“that the subject of training dogs sys-
tematically for use in the field has had
scientific attention. Germany used them
to some extent in her war with France
in 187@ and since that time, with her
usual &omughnes& has made the can-
ine arm of her service a big and might-
ily effiient one. She has watch-dogs
in all her fortresses, as. well as in her
dock-yards and, counting her splendidly
trained  police dogs, has a force of at
least 5, for use in war.

“By#& scheme perfect to-the last de-
tail, tHey can be mobilized in short or-
deft. France they are paying great
attention to the training of dogs, there
being a special training establishment at
Fontainebleu, built by the French gov-
ernment. Dogs are used with the Chas-
seurs and Alpine regiments, and are a
great success out in Algeria and Tunis.
“Both the Germans and the French,
by the way, believe in dogs as messen-
gers and ammunition carriers, and a cor-
respondent who'was with the Boxer ex-
pedition ‘ wrote of the dogs which ac-
companied the German artillery that it
was always delightful and interesting to
watch their movements. Once, when it
was necessary to shell a Chinese patrol,
the orders were brought by a dog five
miles in a few minutes, but though such
incidents are picturesque, I, personally,
have little belief in the dog as a depend-
able messenger in actual war ,where Le
ts away from ‘his native environment,
not to mention the fact that in an actual
confliet, regiments become scattered and
hopelessly mixed.

“In ‘the ‘Belgian army, dogs are used
as sentries, and for dragging machine
guns,” while Austria, Holland, Sweden
and Russia, also make extensive use of
canines both as scouts and sentries and
for ambulance work.

Urges Britain

“Compared with the continental arm-
ies,” said the Major, in finishing his
talk, “our British forces have hardly any
war dogs worth speaking of, and I am
continually trying to impress on our
War Office the vital necessity of having
an adequate supply ' of these animals
specially trained. For the striking fact
in connection with the use of dogs in
war is that preliminary training is
everything. Where dogs have failed, as
for instance, in German South-West
Africa, the mistake has been made of
hurriedly collecting large numbers of
them at the last moment and sending
them with the troops.” ]

Major Richardson’s career is as inter-
esting as his wide experience as a train-
er of dogs, and what he has to tell about
them. His initials stand for the impres-

he first opened. his eyes upon this world
in Ireland in 1868. He studied at Sand-
hurst, and in 1882 joined the 45th Regi-
ment, the Sherwood Foresters. Anxious
to see some real fighting, when the trou-
ble broke out in the Balkans, in ’88, Ma-
jor Richardson threw in  his lot with
the Bulgarians, and fought throughout
the campaign, emerging with two decor-
ations. When, in 1898, he first took up
the study of dogs for war purposes, he
was a member of the West York' militia,
being afterward attached, with ambu-
lance’dogs, to the Royal Army Military
Corps.

It was Major Richardson’s dogs which
first brought him te the notice of Abdul
Hamid, the late Sultan of Turkey. The
latter ' ‘decided, one .day, that -two
trained watch-dogs would add to_his
safety at Yildiz, so he ordered two-from
Major Richardson, a bloodhound and a
collie, which the major delivered in per-

“I found the late Sultan a delightful
employer,’-said Major Richardson to me,

of dogs that ever I met, and intensely
interested in every detail of their train-
ing, so we had this common interest.

“Whatever Abdul Hamid’s failings
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were,” Major Richardson went on, “he
inspired loyalty, which the new regime
in Turkey has failed to do, and therein
lies the weakness of the Turkish Empire
today. Things have changed a lot in
Constantinople,” © he added, musingly.
“In my day there, the stranger who at-
tempted fo enter the royal palace would
have been shot on sight; now anybody
can get in for a shilling.”
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HONGARIAN NOBLES
BLED BY SHYLOLKS

Declared Bankrupt—Lest Many
Millions

Berlin, May 22—An explanation of the
financial difficulties in which Countess
Szechenyi, formerly Gladys Vanderbilt,

and her husband are involved, and
which are believed to have caused them
to leave Budapest and take up their
residence  in London, is looked for in
the bankruptcy . proceedings brought in
the Austro-Hungarian eourt against
three of the ‘most prominent members
of the Hungarian' nobility, whose for-
tunes: have been swalloweéd up in enter-
prises similar to those which have caus-
ed Connt’ Szechenyi to lose several mil-
lion dollars.

' The three nobles, against’ whom the
suits have been brought, it was was
Jearned 'here 'today, -are Count Paul
Szapary, who, besides ‘being immensely
wealthy, married one of the richest Pol-
tish countesses, who hdd a dowry of $1,-
000,000; 'Count Karacsonyi, who owned
the finest mansion. in Budapest, where
he entertained the Emperor Francis
Joseph and the King and Queen of
Spain and was.Count Szechenyi’s keen-
est rival in the magnificence of his en-
tertaining, and Count Emmerich Degen-
feld, the owner of a famous racing stable
of Hunpgary, the bulk of whose fortune
has been swallowed up in speculative
enterprises.

These three nobles are regarded as
among the wealthiest magnates of Hun-
gary, and rumor connects their failure
with the loss of Szechenyi millions, but
no' confirmation can be obtained of the
report that it was due to the enterprises
in which Count Szechenyi invested the
bulk” of his wife’s fortune. The three
men finally got into the hands of Shy-
locks, who got the remnants of the capi-
tal left over after they had been taken
in by visionary schemes.

SAYS WOMEN ARE
RESPONSIBLE FOR
BRAINLESS PLAYS

(Chicago Tribune)

Marcel Prevost, the French play-
wright in a lecture has given it as his
opinion that women are responsible for
most of the empty and brainless plays,
or parts of plays, which are scen on the
Paris stage.

He had often remarked, he said, when
he found himself near ladies at a “first
night,” that their remarks %had gener-
ally nothing to do with the piece itself.
What he heard were such remarks as
“That dress of Brande's is ideal,” or
“The light spoils that blue pastel” or
“0 do look at that cloak which Dorziat
has . . .  Women were thus respon-
sible for most of the useless feminine
roles in modern pieces, and for the num-
ber of empty acts in which the scene was
laid at a ball or at the seaside, simply
to furnish an excuse for a great display
of dresses. They were equally respon-
sible for the poor welcome which greet-
ed plays rich in interest but poor in toi-
lettes. .

M. Prevost described how he once had
the idea of presenting a simple bourgeois
piece. At the final rehearsals he discov-
ered that the producer had had the act-
resses clothed in £50 dresses, with hats
and fans on a similar scale. He had
them all sent back and made the com-
pany wear simple middle class clothing.
The result was that the piece ran for
exactly twelve nights. It was immediate-
ly said that “Prevost’s show has no
dresses in it,” and was cons¢geutly ig-
nored.

One of the most curious characteristics
of the contemporary stage, in the fa-
mous dramatist’s opinior, is its concep-
tion of age. People nowadays, he says,
refuse to grow old, and cited Balsac’s
“old man” of forty-four and George
Sand’s aged lover of thirty. He pro-
phesies a change, however, and even re-
action. At the end of the twentieth
century, he concluded, we shall have an-
other Balzac writing a drama of pas-
sionate love, entitled “The Woman of
Seventy-Five.”

Managers Discover a New Way
te Advertise Their Shews—

London, May 10—I suppose you have
heard the outlines of the latest of the

of the Gaiety. -

“The Typhoon,” the Japanese play
which, because it was laid in the Far
East, was looked upon as more or less
of a rival of “The Yellow Jacket,” has
just about blown itself out despite the
fine acting of Laurence Irving and the
universal praise of everyone who has
seen the show. It will be succeeded by
“Within the Law,” which is being done
under the personal supervision of Sir
Herbert Tree. Evidently it takes many
cooks to boil the theatrical pot nowa-
days, for in addition to Tree there are
concerned in the production no fewer
than four others. There is P. Michael
Faraday, a London land valuer who se-
cured the English rights and who is
now running musical comedy at the
Lytic; then there are Frederick Fenn
and Arthur Wimperis, the adapters,
who have taken some tall liberties with
the original manuscript; and finally
there is Frederick Harrison, who con-
trols the Haymarket theatre at which
the play is to make its London bow.

But if the play is overburdened with
producers and tinkers it will not have
the advantage of any big names in the
cast to assist it on its difficult road to
success. Outside of that of Frederick
Ross, who is a sound actor, there is
hardly a name familiar to any but the
mogt’ invetérate theatre-goers.

A new method of advertising & com-
ing show has been discovered by the
London managers. It is a large ques-
tion if the means attain the end intend-
eéd. The dodge is to postpone produc-
tion as many times as the public pat-
ience will gpermit. Heretofore a post-
ponement was looked upon as approach-
ing & calamity but evidently all that
is now changed, at any rate in the case
of ‘revues. “All the Winners’ at the
Empire was twice postponed before it
was finally produced, “Come Over
Here” had to skip a week from the
first day announced and now the new
Alhambra Revue “8d. Per Mile,”
which George Grossmith hopes to win
back his threatened laurels as the best
revue writer in London, was postponed
twice before it made its bow.

The financial affairs of His Majesty’s
Theatre, over the destinies of which Sir
Herbert Tree presides, have always
been more or less of a closed book, es-
pecially to the gemeral public. In some
way known -only to himself, Sir Her-
bert has seemed for years to be'largely
independent of his box office.

It has always been understood that
his chief backers were members of the
enormously rich Rothschild family, but
it came to me from a trustworthy
source yesterday that many of the gold-
en sovereigns that have gone to ease Sir
Herbert’s mind of financial worries
come from the well-lined pocket of
Waldorf Astor. Mr. Astor is one of the
most reticent men alive and although
he spends a large part of his immense
income every year he does so in a quiet
unostentatious way. He is greatly in-
terested in the theatre, especially in
anything approaching art with a capit-
al A, and the writer remembers his
surprise when calling for a chat over a
cup of tea with Maud Allan, the orig-
inal Salome dancer, to discover in the
tiny sitting room of her Bloomsbury
at an immense floral offering from

Mr. Rainey, Prof. Heller, of the Smith-
sonian Institute, and several other scien-
tists met Mr. Allen Black of Australia
and later added Dr. William Johnston as
physician. and surgeon. At Mombassa
the “safari” or journey was arranged.
Tribesmen were easily lured away from
their husbandry with the promise of 11
cents a day and the big hunt started.
There were hardships, of course, and
many of them, and often times the dan-
ger was a bit too much for comfort.
And the: expedition cost Mr. Rainey
$250,000. But all in all it proved to be
well worth all risks taken. The pic-
tures taken have thrown new light on
mooted questions of natural history and
secondly, they have supplied entertain-
ment for thousands of persons. Some
idea of the popularity and attractive-
ness of the entertainment may be had
by the fact that the subject was shown
for twelve consecutive months in New
York, twenty weeks in Boston and has
had proportionate long runs in the cities
of England and America.

UNION JACK IN PICTURE
DRAMAS FOR CANADIAN
PATRONS OF THE MOVIES

in New York

News of Another Big ‘Combination of
English Capital for Investment in Sil-
ent Drama—A Big Exposition in July

For some time in Canada and Great
Britain there has been strong opposition
to the American flag being so prominent-
ly displayed in motion picture produc-
tions, but if the news contained in a
cable to the Billboard, an American the-
atrical journal, is correct, before long
picture followers here and elsewhere
will see the good old Union Jack stead-
ily replacing ‘the Stars and Stripes in
the popular war dramas. The cable
says:—There is a strong rumor that the
Vitagraph Co. is contemplating the es-
tablishment of a motion picture plant at
Hastings, Eng. Coupled with this
mor are reports of another big combin-
ation of English capital for investments
in a moving picture plant for taking, de-
veloping and producing films of an all-
British manufacture.

This cablegram furnishes the nucleus
for a very interesting story. It will be
remembered that Miss, Florence Turner,
leading lady of the Vitagraph Company
for a long time, sailed for London on
April 29, accompanied by her manager,
Lawrence Trimble. Previous to sailing
for London, Miss Turner played a num-
ber of vaudeville engagements.

Miss Turner, before sailing, announced
that she would be at the head of a film
company in England, to be known as the
Turner Company. Miss Turner, during
her engagement at Music Hall in Cincin-
nati, was interviewed by a Billboard re-
presentative, and stated that all arrange-
ments for taking pictures had been com-
pleted, and that a fully equipped studio
was awaiting her in London.

If the persistent rumor is true that
the Vitagraph Company will establish
a plant in London, the question arises
as to whether or not Miss Turner will
again become affiliated with Vitagraph,
with which concern she was not on friend-
ly terms at the time she was in Cin-
cinnati. The Billboard has it.on good
authority that the Vitagraph Company
film is’more popular in England than it
is in America, and while it is said they
are seling 50 reels (or more) per week
in America, they are disposing of 100
reels in England.

There can be no doubt but that the
success attained by the Vitagraph Com-
pany is in a measure due to the popu-
larity of Florence Turner, and if she is
not to be affiliated with the Vitagraph
Company in London and will work at
the head of her own company, there is
great likelihood of the Vitagraph Com-
Fm:iy losing some of its business in Eng-
and.

Mr. Trimble was at one time a direc-
tor in the Vitagraph Company and also
acted as manager for John Bunny dur-

ing the comedian’s stay in England.

Weather conditions in the British Isles
are decidedly against the practicability
of successfully producing films, but the
temptation of supposedly large returns
from business, of course, is so great, that
capitalists have been willing to take a
chance.

A already complicated situation in
the trade will be further agitated in the
event of an all-British movement in the
manufacturing of films. The American
firms are well established, their system
of importing negatives and manufacturing
their output in Enrope making them as
great a factor in English competition as
are their nearer neighbors on the contin-
ent. Essanay, Edison, Selig and Vita-"
graph are films as frequently seen in
London as, in proportien, they are in
America; this in spite of active competi-
tion in an open market.

Several maritime province picture the-
atre managers are expected to be present
in July at the exposition to be held in
New York. An exchange says of it:

“General .interest in the exposition to
be held in the New Grand Central Pal-
ace in July was to be expected, but up
to the present time the response of
manufacturers, exhibitors and, in fact,
all concerned in the motion picture busi-
ness has exceeded the most optimistic
expectations of the committee in charge.
More than two months before the date
of opening practically all of the floor
space was rented, and no branch of the
industry will be without a fair repre-
sentation. The exposition will be na-
tional in scope; even more than that, for

Central Palace, and the display under
one roof promises to be of a magnitude
and importance never before approach-

ed.”

The en-
tire company, including William Norris,
Miss Pickford, Ernest Truex, Ernest
Lawford, Edward Connelly and the
others are busily engaged every day at
the studio of the Famous Players Film
Company, and the results so far have
exceeded the fondest hopes of all con-
cerned.

A Good Little Devil is peculiarly
adapted to motion pictures, offering un-
equaled opportunities for illusions, vis-
jons and other camera effeccts. While
the actual players in the actual produc-
tion are appearing in the large cities, the
same players in motion pictures will be
seen im the smaller cities, which either
could not be booked next season or
whose stages were inadequate to hoju
the production. 3

He is a general in
the Swedish army and a fleld marshal
of the Italian army, and he is the pos-
sessor of almost as many foreign decor-
ations as the king himself.

" Among the most famous of these are
the Black Fagle of Prussia, the Legion
of Honor of France, the Golden Fleece
of Spain, the St. Andrew of Russia, the
Elephant of Denmark, the Seraphim of
Sweden, the Annunziata of Italy, the
Tower and Sword of Portugal, and the
Chrysanthemum of Japan. .

° <~ Among the many distinctions held by

the duke is that of being the second
oldest member of the privy council, the’
exalted body which is supposed to ad-
vise the king, and which once really
did so, but which has been superseded,
to all intents and purposes, by the cab-
inet.

“But if Canada owes such a debt to
Great Britain the _government should
blush. Who ever heurd of paying a debt
with a loan? This, said Sir Wilfrid,
“was not a gift, but a loan, with the
government looking east and west, try-
ing to please the Imperialists and placate
the Nationalists, and in the end deceiv-
ing them all.”

life. That may or may not be so. But
what do they propose to do with all the

religions that are extant today Would
they mergerize them, to the annoyance of
the votary who believes that the religion
he has selected for ! is moral and épiritual
guidance, or which has been_ selected for
him, is the best of all religions, and must,
therefore, on no account be superceded?
This is the problem which Bahaism- has
set iteelf to solve, outside of all idea of
mergerizing the churches.

Christ had in His divine mind the found-
ing of one religion for the one humanity—
at least one”church for all adopting the
name of Christians.' And we all know what
has happened to this one religion He
founded, with ite present day thousand-and-
one divisions and rivalries derogatory to
the divine dignity of His forethought as
the greatest philanthropist: that has
been. Nor ig there one of the many re-
ligions of the world that has not been
checked in their universalization in the
same way. And who is there to say why
this has ail been? Is there any solution of
the gruesome problem? Is there any one
temerous enough to hope against hope
that the world is ever likely to accept a
religion common to all? Is there any
chance that Bahaism may ever be suffered
to take rank as a universal religion? Can
it even become a means to an end, in.
which the means will not become twisted
out of ail shape by 'the pagan instincts of
mankind?

There are so-called Christian organiza-
tions in the land today that would turn a
cold shoulder upom the man Chrigt-fesus
as a prospective member of their com-
munion, wefe He to appear on tHe ‘earth
as He once was—s man and a teacher of
humble presence. ‘And well may we ask.
what is going to happen to Bahaism should
it be developed as a new religion among
80 many old ones, when once man’s pagan
instincts get at it to throw it out of all
shape, to the loss of. dignity to its origin-
ators’ forethought?:

The saving. /of Bahaism lies in the an-
nouncement ‘that it does not profess to.be
a new religion: Not only this, but it pro-
poses to keep at arm’s length all pagan
iongings for a showy ritual or elaborate
churchism. S¢éeking to effect a change in
the convert’s inner being by asking him to
superintend the development of his indi-
viduality from within, it would promote
the unifying of all races: and religions in
,one brotherhood. It encourages no side at-
tractions of the formal or the fetish. The
assembling of the members for prayer and
the exchange of religious sympathies. is.as
primitive as can be. No seclusiveness of
gect is fostered—no epirit of denomindtion-
aiiem is cultivated—mo outward institu-
tions or barriers to diflerentiate or to
eeparate its members from other people
encouraged. ’

In fact; the main object of Bahaism is
to promote. religious unity and loving kind-
ness within its inner courts and all around
them. It would not’ have its membeis
segregate themselves from other people
who are not of their belief nor denounce
or antagonize those holding views which
are not of their own. Love and service to
their feilow-men is the main object in a
sincere Bahai’s life, harshness to be ecoun-
teracted by gentleness, and hatred ‘ostra-
cized by love, the common interest to be
fostered more than eelf-interest. In other
words, this new eastern propaganda has
for its fundamental object the advance-
ment of some such a kingdom of truth and
righteousness on the earth as was in the
mind of Jesus 3,000 years ago. d

The . great recommendation Bahaism
brings to us on this side of the Atlanti¢ in
its favor is that it may be taken as a
renaigsance of the religion of love that was

{ réligion that-ever has been.  Some: pedple

looking for an objection may assure us‘that

" Railway Bill * ool

Ottawa, May 22—The highways bill
was amended by the senate’ today and
stands for a third reading tomorrow
morning. ~-After the bill was amended
tonight Hon. Mr. Lougheed, government
leader, asserted he had no motion to|
make for a third réading. Sir George
Ross, opposition leader, thereupon moved
the third reading. =

Hon. Mr. Lougheed raised the point of
order that the government bill could not
be taken charge of by anyone who did

not represent the government.

Speaker Landry asked time in which
to consider the point and the matter was
deferred until tomorrow morning.
Senator Bostock asked a series of ques-
tions concerning the Rainbow and was
given answers by the government leader,
Hon. Mr. Lougheed.

He inquired: “Have instructions been
given to abandon the Rainbow as an
active unit on the Pacific coast?”

The reply was, “No.” The same an-
swer covered the questions: “Are the
men paid off? Are the ammunition and
stores to be received from the ship? Are
the guns to be dismounted? Is it the in-
tention of the government to sell the
Rainbow ?”

Amended Money Bill,

The bill amending the railway act by
increasing the salary of the chief of the
railway corc_nission and providing com-
pensation where railway terminals are
moved was slightly amended in commit-
tee by Hon. Mr. Lougheed.

Senator Cloran raised the point that
that was a money bill, which <ould not
be amended in the senate.

The point was not sustained and the
bill was put through (ommittec. :
The bill amending thé conservation’aét
and the bill creating ‘the National gal-
lery of Canada were put through com-
mittee and given third reading. °

In committee on the highways bill,
Sir George Ross said the senate had not
rejected the bill but had amended it
only. Senator Dainel had hardly quoted
him sufficiently to be altogether fair. Sir
George said that he had not stateqd that
this bill would be used for corrupt pur-
poses. However, as 'presented to' the
senate, it seemed capable of being so
used and the government should thank
the senate for amending it so as to re-
move temptation from its way. The bill
contained a baited hook and he did not
want to give the government the oppor-
tunity or the temptation of going fish-
ing with this kind of bait.

Not Blind Partizans, «

Sir George said that the Liberals in
the senate did not blindly follow their
party.” He, himself, when the late gov-
ernment was in power, had moved the
rejection of a government bill for co-
operative banks fathered by Hon. Mr.
Lemieux and that bill had been rejécted
by the senate. The opposition in the
senate would not act in a partizan way
in making a proper amendment to this
highways bill.

Senator Kerr offered as an amend-
ment to the highways bill a sub-section
providing that: “The sum of money
voted in any year to be expended under
this act shall be apportioped among sev-
eral provinces of the dominion in pro-
portion to the population of such prov-
inces respectively as shown by the pre-
ceding census.”

He said that this was practacilly the
same amendment which had been made
by the senate last year, and which the
government had failed to accept, al-
though it admitted then, as it did now,
that the principle was a proper one.

MORNING LOCALS

The annual meeting of the Y. M. C.
A. which was called for last night was
again postboned to assemble at the call
of the chair. It is expected that the
next session will take place in two
weeks when the mew secretary, Mr.
Watt, will be present. Last evening the
reports of the Women’s. Auxiliary and
the boys’ secretary were read.

The Folkething consists of 144 members,
and the new house i8 made up as fol-
lows:—Leftists or Government party,
44; Radicals, 81; Socialists, 82; Conser-
vatives, 7.

The former house consisted of 56
Leftists, 20 Radicals,” 24 Socialists and
14 Conservatives.

Saulte Ste Marie, Ont, May 28—The
city council voted $36,000 for a new
four-room public sehool in the Italian
quarter. .

M. P. Preposes to Tax Male
Emigrants aad Use Fund to
Ship Women to the Colonies

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, May 14—Mr. Page Croft, M.
P, who put & novel gquestion on emigra-
tion in the house the other night, is not
the first who is convinced that the set-
tlement of the suffragist guestion in
England will be greatly aided by reduc-
ing the number of women here, and
thereby bringing about an equality in
the number of the sexes. His proposal
to place a $25 tax on Britishers who em-
igrate outside of the Empire, and apply
this money to the payment of the pas-
sages of our surplus women to the do-
minions, had a novelty which fastened
public attention upon it. That it would
not be sound in practice, is, however, the
general opinfon. Britishers would not
stand to be penalised in their emigra-
tion and the barest chance of the crea-
tion of such & tax would immediately
rouse a strong protest in Ireland, from
which county the largest number of emi-
grants to countries other than those of
the' empire proceed. The number of
people going from Ireland to the United
States, is, of course, much in excess of
that going to any other country. Fur-
ther enguiry into Mr. Page Croft’s ques-
tion would have ventilated that subject,
in fact there is @ wide opinion it bad
that object.

Members of the Natural History So-
ciety met in their rooms last night to
arrange for a local committee to enter-
tain the members of the International
Geological. Congress on ‘their visit to this
city on July 380.

More than one hundred visitors to the
congress are expected to arrive on the
special train which will earry the party
on its tour of the maritime provinces.
The visitors for the- most part have a
world-wide fame as scientists and en-
gineers, and their visit to Canada is con-
sidered one of the noteworthy events of
the year. They will come from sll parts
of the world, and after meeting at'a cen-
tral point will break up into parties to
examine the conditions and resources of
the dominion.

The object of the congress is the ad-
vancement of knowledge concerning the
earth both in the field of pure geological
science ,and in its application to the arts
and industries thruogh the associations
and co-operation of leading geologists
and engineers of all nations.

At the meeting last evening W. F.
Burditt and T. H. Estabrooks were ap-
pointed as the committee on arrange-
ments. Dr. Matthew and William Mec-
Intosh were appointed as a committee to
publish a souvenir booklet in which the
visit of the party will be described in
detail. :

The officers and executive of the ladies’
association will take charge of the .re-
ception which will be held in the Na-
tural History rooms in the evening. The
members of the council of the society
and the president of the ladies’ associa-
tion will form the reception committee.
A transportation committeg was ap-
pointed to look after the movements of
the visitors. R. B. Emerson and William
Mclntosh were chosen. As soon as the
consent of several others is obtained the
number of members will be increased on
this committee.

The train bearing the scientists will
arrive here on the evening of July 29.
On the morning of Tuesday the mem-
bers will make an excursion to Rock-
wood Park where they will examine the
rocks and the fossil beds there. On'the
afternoon the entire party will be taken
around the city, and shown the various
points of interest. They will visit the
Falls, and crossing the suspension brid-
ge will visit Seaside Park where the re-
markable fossil beds will be inspected.
In the evening a reception will be given
and the members of the Natural History
Society will have the opportunity of
meeting the distinguished visitors.

Special exhibits are being arranged at
the museum of the society for the bene-
fit of the scientiests.

THAT $350,000 FOR ACADIA

In June 1910 J. D. Rockefeller, of New
York, made an offer to Acadia which
was as follows: If Acadia would secure
pledges for $150,000 before June 1, 1911,
Mr. Rockefeller would.- give $50,000 in
proportionate installments as this money
was paid in by the others, the whole
amount, however, to be paid by June
1, 1918. The generous friends of Acadia
responded nobly and the pledges were
secured. Much of the money has beere
paid and Mr. Rockefeller has sent his
proportion as the amounts were an-
nounced to him quarterly. .

Page, a wealthy English linen merchant,

convicted in Washington a year ago for
libelling members of congress. At that
time he was sentenced to five years’ im-
prisonment and fined $1,000, but was re-
lcased under suspended sentence.

The order for re-arrest, it is under-
stood, was issued on the ground that he
had violated the terms under which sen-
tence was suspended by writing of uis
grievances to the president attacking the
department of justice,

Page’s conviction followed his circu-
lation of pamphlets calling' congressinen
“crooks.” He believed that the courts
had treated him unfairly in giving his
wife the custody of their three children,
after granting her a separation. He meni-
orialized congress asking for the im-
peachment of certain New York judge,
and when the house judiciary committee,
to which his petition was referred, gave
him no satisfaction, he printed and mail-
ed to members of both houses pamph-

lets containing a lurid attack on various
congressmen.
