BOARD OF TRADE/
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Professor Barnes Due at Sydney 
in Few Days After Cruise in 
Straits of Belle Isle Looking For 
Icebergs Committee Reports on Alternative 

Plans—Public or Private Enter­
prise—Norton Griffiths Said to 
be Willing

Ottawa, Aug. 6—In a few days the scien­
tific world will know the result of the ex­
periments which Prof. Barnes has been 
making in the Straits of Belle Me with 
his invention for the detection of ice­
bergs by ocean going steamers. Ever since 
the announcement of the claim of Prof. 
Barnes the world has awaited expectantly 
the result of hie experiments.

For the past month Prof. Barnes has 
been cruising in the Straits of Belle Isle 
on board the government steamer Mont­
calm, which has been placed at his dis­
posal, and a message today received by 
Deputy Minister of farine and Fisheries 
conveys the information that several very 
successful tests have been made. The 
Montcalm will arrive at Sydney, N. S., in 
a few days and Prof. Barnes will submit 
a report to the government.

The report of the Board of Trade com­
mittee on the reclamation scheme was 
made to a meeting of the council of the 
board this morning. The report is quite ex­
tensive and manes three suggestions for 
taking up the proposition.

The first is that the city and dominion 
government could take it up together and 
the government as a result would have an 
additional wharf front of 1,500 feet,. add­
ing greatly to the port facilities in this re­
gard. The second proposition is that the 
city handle the scheme themselves and 
the third is to turn it over to private in­
terests.

It is understood that Norton Griffiths & 
Co. have intimated that, should the city 
decide not to carry out the project, they 
themselves would do so as a private enter­
prise.

The members of the committee having 
the matter in charge are W. F. Burditt, 
chairman; H. P. Robinson, W. E. Foster, 
J. Hunter White and Walter C. Allison.

It is understood that the engineers for 
the Norton Griffiths Co. have promised a 
more detailed estimate of the cost of the 
reclamation scheme and for this reason it 
was decided to refer the matter back to 
the committee for a further and more de­
tailed report.

Montreal, Aug. 6—For the first time in 
twenty years a portion of the Montread 
heavy brigade will proceed to Halifax, 
there to undergo training under the di­
rection of the officers of the Royal Cana­
dian Artillery. The section of the heavy 
force which will go east to the Halifax 
garrison is the Montreal Siege Company, 
which, up to the recenf change brought 
about in the heavy brigade, was known as 
company number 1. Practically the whole 
strength of the company, consisting of 57 
men, will take part in the training which 
Will be spread over a period of two weeks. 
The specialists attached to the company, 
however, will remain under instructions 
for three weeks and will be given every 
opportunity to brush up on the actual 
work of the instruments in practical field 
work.

The departure for Halifax will take 
place next Saturday and final instructions 
were issued to the men who had assemb­
led in the brigade quarters at the drill 
hall. A greet portion of the work to l>e 
done bv the brigade at Halifax will be 
with the six inch howitzer hundred 
pounders, the men using the guns which 
are at the garrison in the seaport city.

London, Aug. 6—Lady Gregory’s Irish 

players have just arranged for ' a tour in 
Canada and the United States.

Aside from the storm-tossed "Playboy 
of the Western World” and some of the 
other favorites, they will take with them 
a number of new plays that have been 
tried out in 'Dublin and London, and 
found to be up to the standard—which is 
high praise. One of them “Patriots,” by 
Lennox Robinson, is as fine a play as any­
thing Lady Gregory’s people have done, 
except Synge’s work. It tells the story 
of a fire eating Irish revolutionary who 
comes, out of pgÿon after twenty years 
for political crime, ana starts in on the 
old propaganda,’ with all the old zeal, only 
to find that hie old friends look upon him 
as a crank. The play is rich in humor, 
pathos and significance. William Boyle, 
whose “Mineral Workers” and “The 
Building Fund” were among the most 
popular jç. the Dublin repertory, has alio 
written a delicious new comedy “Family 
Failing.” W. B. Yeatè’s “Counteas Kath­
leen” will be given also, and probably one 
or two new plays by Lady Gregory. The 
tour will probably begin in Boston im­
mediately after Christmas, 
elude Montreal and Toronto.

The Irish players have just closed the 
most successful London season they 
had, and the faithful band of their admir­
ers, who have been going to see them 
every ÿear regularly, found themeelves sud­
denly crowded by dukes and duchesses and 
cabinet ministers. As soon as the season 
here at the Court Theatre closed, the 
players moved on to the Coliseum for a 
music hall engagement M Lady Gregory’s 
comedies, and here again they have been 
highly successful. Apparently their ship 
has come in at last. A significant result is 
that they are receiving plays from 
Irish playwrights, many of which are sur­
prisingly good. Maybe Ireland is the home 
of the drama of the future.1

It looks now as if Anthony Wharton’s 
play “At the Barn,” with which Marie 
Tempest has had a highly successful 
son, would run through to the autumn. 
Wharton, meanwhile, has written another 
play as far removed as possible from “At 
the Barn,” with _ a big part in it for a 

I understand the 
title is “The Ledbetter Case.” Wharton 
himself is a mystery, and probably not 
more than a ecore of persons in London 
know what his real name is, or who he is.

MANGANESE AND ARSENIC.
(Kentville Chronicle).

Word comes from New Ross that the 
Manganase mine at that place is proving 
richer and more valuable as development 
proceeds. Several mining experts, who. 
have had experience with manganese at 
the chief plates where it is found on this ; 
continent, say that there is no more 
promising outlook anywhere. This com­
pany has now constructed a good road for 
three miles from the mine to New Ross 
Corner. At the present time they are 
pushing operations in the construction of j 
a first class road from New Ross Corner 
to the head of the Avon river, at the site 
of the Benjamin Mills. This is a distance 
of eleven miles and will shorten- the dis­
tance between New Ross and Windsor, by 
at least ten miles.

wood cut on crown lands in this province, 
which is now. law, is expected to have 
considerable effect in stimulating the 
manufacture of pulp and paper in New 
Brunswick. A recent publication by the 

Forestry Branch at Ottawa says:-*
“It ia interesting to note to what ex­

tent provincial industry would have been 
increased if the pulp wood exported to the 
United States had been converted into 
wood-pulp on Canadian soil. The 636,136 
cords exported from. Quebec would have 
supplied matdkial for a year to forty-five 
pulp mills of the average size operating in 
Quebec. In Ontario six mills of the aver­
age size could have been kept running with 
the pulp logs exported from that prov­
ince. The 122,698 cords shipped from the 
ports of New Brunswick would have sup- 

' plied ten mills of the average size, if the 
high production of 1909 be taken as the 
normal capacity of the mills of the prov­
ince. More ■ than twice the number of 
mills operating in the Dominion might 
now be at work if Canadians had been 
fareJking enough to manufacture their

That there should be a Canadian repre­

sentative on the privy council is the feel­
ing now in England, said Walter H. True­
man, formerly of this city but now a lead­
ing barrister of Winnipeg, to The Tele­
graph last night. Mr. Trueman has just 
teturned from a visit to the old country, 
having gone there in connection with an 
appeal to the judicial committee of tile 
privy council regarding a title to a piece 
of land in the city of Winnipeg.

Mr. Trueman arrived in New York on 
the Lusitania Saturday and is spending a 
few days in this city visiting his father, 
T. P. Trueman, 183 Princess street, and 
expects to return to his Lome 
peg on Wednesday or Thursday.

To it Telegraph reporter he talked most 
interestingly of his visit to the old country. 
“It is planned, so it is rumored,” said he, 
“to change the constitution of the judicial 
committee and to have a Canadian repre­
sentative permanently added tp its mem­
bership. Lord Haidane was known to be 
sounding prominent Canadians to" ascer­
tain their views as to what steps could be 
taken to make the committee acceptable 
to Canadian» and to overcome any disposi­
tion there might be to abolish Canadian 
appeals to the committee. During, the re­
cent sittings Sir Charles Fitzpatrick, chief 
justice of the Supreme Court of Canada, 
has frequently been in attendance, 
connection with the cases that have been 
taken before the judicial committee some 
comment has been aroused by the fact that 
out of fourteen cases thirteen were from 
provincial courts of appeal and that the 
ordinary course of appealing to the su­
preme .court had not been followed.

“By way of diversion, I might also say 
here,” said Mr. Trueman, “that there is 
a feeling among Canadians that judicial 
appointments in Canada should be from 
the beet available men and that party 
lines should be disregarded in making ap­
pointments. The English judiciary is made 
up of men of the highest talent who are 
selected because of their fitness and not 
for their payty services, and the public 
of Canada should insist that this principle 
be adopted.”

At the sitting at which he appeared be­
fore the judicial committee of the privy 
council, he said, there were present Lord 
Haldane, the lord chancellor, Earl of 
Halsbury, the former lord chancellor, and 
Lords McNaughton, Atchinson and Shaw. 
The board meets at Whitehall in Down­
ing street and the proceedings are very in­
formal. The law lords stt at a table and 
are not robed.

Three Lawyers Appear for Ac­
cused Lieutenaat-CrooksThrong 
Court-Room—Police “Afraid to 
Leave Beats" to Arrest Suspects

■
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New York, Aug. 5—A police fund of 
$50,000 is being raised for the defence of, 
Chas. Becker, the police lieutenant,charged 
with instigating the murder of H 
Rosenthal, according: to the information in 
the hands of District-Attorney Whitman 
tonight.

The information came to the prosecutor 
today irr connection with the arraignment 
of Becker to answer the indictment against 
him. During five hours of legal procedure, 
which included the withdrawal by Becker 
of his plea of “not guilty” for the pur­
pose of offering motions to invalidate the 
indictment.

The prisoner was represented by three 
lawyers, one of whom entered the case and 
mysteriously withdrew, when the status 
of the other two seemed doubtful in their 
own minds when the proceedings were 
over.

It was said that the lawyers engaged by 
Becker were not satisfactory to the col­
lectors of the defense fund, who, the dis­
trict-attorney heard, have practically 
gaged a prominent criminal lawyer to de­
fend the lieutenant, superseding the pris­
oner’s own personal choice.

John W. Hart, who has thus far repre­
sented Becker, was the lawyer who con­
ducted the public part of today’s legal pro­
ceedings. After withdrawing his client’s 
plea of “not guilty” he made one motion 
to dismiss the indictment on the ground 
that it was irregular and another to re­
view the grand jury minutes and take evi­
dence to show whethev .tie ground for the 
indictment was sufficient. Judge Mul- 
queen refused to hear argumenta on the 
motion today and set the case over until 
Wednesday.

Hart, in his application to inspect the 
jury minutes, held that the evidence pro­
duced was not legal m that it was testi­
mony of accomplices in the alleged crime, 
namely “Jack Ro»»,’t “Bridgie” Webber 
and Harry Valon.

The fact that Webber was to appear 
for arraignment attracted an immense 
crowd to the criminal courts building in 
the hope of getting a glimpse of the man 
who is the central figure in New York’s 
greatest police scandal. Among them were 
recognized many gamblers and characters 
of the underworld, and plain clothes men 
and policemen circulated through the build­
ing and guarded the entrance of the court 

ready to forestall possible violence.
The crowd eventually became so dense 

that corridors were cleared and only per- 
having business were admitted to the 

court. Becker, looking somewhat pale 
from his week of prison life, walked from 
the tombs across the Bridge of Sighs to 
be court room with a firm step and main­
lined a self-possessed but grave demeanor 

during the proceedings.
While the police are searching the Cats­

kills for “Gyp the Blood” and “Leftie 
Louis,” two of the alleged real murderers 
of Rosenthal, private detectives employed 
by the district-attorney are looking for 
them in Boston. Mr. Whitman on his visit 
there on Saturday was told by his men 
that “Leftie Louie” had been seen there 
recently and that they hoped to capture 
him soon.

The district-attorney had a voluntary 
witness before him today who accused two 
police officers of failing to arrest the two 
missing men when he pointed them out 
to the officers of West 42nd' street, two 
days ago. The man said he knew them 
both but that the policemen refused to 
leave their fixed posts to arrest the men. 
Both policemen, McMahon and Philbin, 
admitted that the witness had pointed two 
men out to them as “Gyp the Blood” and 
"Leftie Louie,” but declared that they 
did not dare to leave their fixed posts for 
fear of being fined.

Temporary Chairman at Progressive Convention and Man Who Will Make

Chicago, Aug. 5—The first session of the 
first convention of the new national Pro-

nomination of presidential and vice-preei- 
dential candidates will come Wednesday, 
followed by adjournment that evening.

The contesting negro delegations from 
Florida and Mississippi were barred from 
the Progressive convention today by the 
national committee.

Col. Theodore Roosevelt arrived at 8.53 
a m. He was given an enthusiastic wel­
come and hurried to headquarters in the 
Congress Hotel. The crowd cheered as the 
colonel stepped from the train. He was 
received by a delegation of progressives 
headed by George W. Perkins and Gover­
nor Johnson of California.

One form of demonstrative approval 
adopted by the delegates today was an 
imitation of the call of the bull moose— 
a long “moo.” The head of a bull moose 
was a prominent decoration in the hall 
and many of the delegates’ songs were in 
praise of the moose. The red bandana had 
its prominent place in the day’s proceed­
ings too. Almost all of the delegates were 
equipped with theih and when they were 
waved the floor was a sea of red.

Soon after the committee met tonight 
the draft of a tentative platform was pre­
sented by a group of leaders in the new 
movement who had met several times to 
discuss them. The draft was said to ex­
press the combined ideas of Dean Lewis, 
of the Law School of the University of 
Pennsylvania; Dean Kirchway, of the Law 
School of Columbia University; Gifford 
Pinchot, Chester Rowell, of California; 
Charles McCarthy, of the Legislative Refer­
endum Bureau at the University of Wis­
consin ; Medjll McCormick, of Chicago; 
James R. Garfield, of Ohio, and other close 
personal friends of Colonel Roosevelt.

It had been announced that these men 
had drafted a scholarly platform which 
was a programme of genuine social and 
inlustrial justice and which would mark 
a new era in this connection in the 
United States.

It required an hour and a half to read 
this tentative platform and immediately 
a dozen members of the committee at­
tacked it with vigor.

Although green hands were supposed to 
be at the helm, the machinery of the con­
vention worked smoothly and efficiently. 
There was no roll call of delegates, but 
the delegate section of the floor arranged 
in the same manner as at the Republican 
national convention a few weeks ago, and 
accommodating nearly 1,100 people was en­
tirely filled. The alternate section also 
had its full quota.

There was a great cheer as Senator Jos. 
M. Dixon, national chairman of the party, 
rapped for order. This was repeated later 
when the call for the convention was read 
and there was even greater enthusiasm 
when former Senator Albert J. Beveridge, 
of Indiana, was presented as the choice 
of the national committee for temporary 
chairman.

The formality of electing Senator Beve­
ridge was not necessary and amid renewed 
acclaim he was escorted to a place on the 
stage, decorated with a gold badge and 
handed the convention gavel.

Senator Beveridge then delivered his 
keynote speech. He spoke for more than 
an hour and a half, expressing some of 
the advanced ideas of the government 
adopted by the new party and paving the 
way for the even more progressive pro­
posals to be made to the convention by 
Colonel Roosevelt tomorrow.
