Secondly,— I he institutions of the Church claim acan* 
did and prayerful consideration, and a liberal support 
by your contributions. For without these they cannot be 
sustained. We never can consent to receive 'at the hand 
of the Civil Government, any endowment, drawn from 
the revenue of the state, fof the maintenance of our de­
nominational institutions. We believp it contravenes 
scriptural principle, and it is therefore, anti-christian, and 
inevitably tends to corrupt the Christian Church. It is 
incompatible with the distribution of equal and impartial 
justice, which belongs, alike, inalienably, to every citizen 
of the Commonwealth, tt cannot be reconciled with the 
principle of civil and religious liberty, and equality.
