New York, June 4.—Frank E. Young, 
known "on the turf as “Caesar” Young, 
bookmaker, horse owner and stockholder 
in Pacific coast race tracks, was shot and 
killed in a hansom cab to-day while on 
his way to the White Star line pier to 
join his wife, with whom he was to have 
sailed for Europe. Mrs. Young was 
waiting uf thé pier when news of her 
husband’s death reached her.

Chefoo, June 6.—1.30 a.m.—Two miles 
separated the Japanese and Russian 
armies on the Liao Tung peninsula cn 
June 2nd, according to Chinese who have 
«arrived here from Dalny. The Japanese 
army, reinforced by the men who land­
ed at Dalny, occupied Twing Ching and 
also San Chimpo, several miles west of 
Dalny. They then proceeded along the 
coast toward Port Arthur. On one side 
of the army are high mountains and on 
the other side is- the sea from which the 
Japanese gunboats are supporting the 

"flank of the army.
On June 2nd the Japanese forces were 

within seven miles of the outer forts of 
Port Arthur, only two miles from the 
Russian army, which is ready to: contest 
their advance further. The Chinese be­
lieved that there was a big battle at this 

'point. It is also stated by the Chinese 
that the Japanese have moved their base 

-to Dalny from Tolienwan. The larger 
fjapanese ships are anchored outside, and 
the smaller ones inside the harbor. 
Troops are being landed- from small ves­
sels, apparently coming from Pitsewo or 
-the Elliott islands.

The Chinese1 further reported that a 
number of Chinese have been shot while 
attempting to get around the Russian 

•lines.

artillery. They were pressing the Japan­
ese cavalry when the Japanese assembled 
their entire force and engaged the enemy. 
The Russians drew off -gradually, and at 
half-past five in the afternoon they re­
tired to Telishu. The 'Japanese.Suffered 
four men killed and four men wounded 
in this fighting.

A report has been received here from 
Gen. Kuroki saying that on Friday last 
a detachment was dispatched from Ai 
Yang Chen (Aiyangpienmen), to the east­
ward of Feng Huang Cheng, to make a 
reconnaissance toward Chaimatsi (Saim- 
atsza), 35 miles north of Feng Huang 
Cheng. This detachment encountered eG00 
Cossacks, and after a brisk engagement 
the Russians retreated. Gen. Kuroki re­
ports that the Russian loss ’ was heavy. 
The Japanese suffered only, one man kill­
ed; and three wounded.

1’ Championship Events at St. Louis Exposi­

Tokio, June 5.—4.30 p.m.—It is sus­

pected here that the Russians at Port 
Arthur are communicating with points 
on the Chinese coasts by means of wire­
less telegraphy. It was recorded that a 
wireless station had been erected secretly 
at the village at Peh Wang, on Takin 
island, one of the Miao Tao group, situ­
ated in-Pe Ohi Li strait, and the Japan­
ese cruiser Chitze visited the island yes­
terday to investigate. She did not, how­
ever, find anything. It is reported that 
another such station has been erected 
near Shan Hai Kwan, and the Japanese 
are ihvestigating this matter. Yesterday 
the Chitze steamed in close to Lita 
Chang promontory and discovered four 
masts and a watch house near the coast. 
One of these masts evidently was fitted 
for wireless telegraphy operations. The 
Chitze reports having heard a series of 
explosions at Port Arthur, and believes 
them to have resulted! from blastings pre­
paratory to the emplacing of new bat­
teries.

The Japanese torpedo boat destroyer 
Ikazuchi yesterday discovered and ex­
ploded a large mine off San Shan island, 
at the entrance.to Talienwan bay. The 
Japanese naval authorities. engaged in 
clearing out the mines in the vicinity uf 
Talienwan bay are employing Japanese 
shell divers from Ivus.hiu province for the 
purpose. These divers volunteered for 
this work, and are very expert. It is 
said that with their diving parapheruaila 
they can stay under water for half a day 
at a time. Hundreds of Japanese fisher­
men are volunteering to assist in clearing 
away Russian mines, and it is probable 
that some of them will be used for this 
work. These voluntary offers are taken 
to illustrate the unity of the Japanese 
people in the war.

Date Royalty Has Been Paid on

Chefoo. June 6.—11 a.m.—A Japanese 
correspondent from Dalny confirms the

The Japanese 
army is advancing along both sides of the

on Jane 3rd. The result of the battle 
«has not yet been learned-.

A jank which lay off Port Arthur on 
June 4th, because of lack of wind, heard 
desultory firing on the morning of the 
4th, and saw five Japanese torpedo 

’destroyers as they disappeared below the 
horizon. Afterwards a tremendous ex­
plosion was heard, and; it was thought by 
those on the junk that possibly one of 
the destroyers had struck,a mine. On 
the night of June 3rd immense columns 
of flame and smoke were seen from the 
"junk in the direction of Dalny.

Kansas City, June 4.-»Further rains 
have" fallen in Southern Kansas within 
the- ]jast twelve hours, and, the flood con­
ditions in the valley of the Neeosho and - 
Cottonwood rivers continue to grow 
worse. These streams are higher than 
at any previous time in twenty years, not! 
excepting the rise ,ef a year ago, and ■ 
they are stiH; rising. The KaW, which 
caused the real damage from Kansas 
City west to Manhattan in the flood of 
1903, continues to come up slowly at; 
Topeka, Lawrence and Kansas "City, but 
as yet no alarm is felt over the result of' 
the flood along this stream. Although 4, 
the Missouri river at Kansas City is 
high and rising slowly, it is believed it 
will be able to carry off the great amount 
of Water coming this way from the west 
through the Kaw.

As the streams which are the highest 
are those of the Kaw watershed and 
drain into rivers south of Kansas City, 
whatever damage is done must affect 
Southern Kansas territory, and will not 
do material damage at Kansas CXty, 
Lawrence and North Topeka, which 
towns suffered the brunt of last year’s 
flood.

Oklahama and the Indian Territories 
etieams are also high, and in some in­
stances have already overflowed their 
banks, inundating valuable farm lends 
and doing more or less damage in the 
vicinity of Lawton, Oklahama City, 
Guthrey and Shawnee, Oklahama and 

Muskogee and Sa-pulpait. The 
greatest damage wrought is in the great 
oil fields of Southern Kansas around 
Ohanute and at Ioia, Florence, Emporia, 
Fort Scott and further west along the 
Arkansas at Wichita and other points.
At Chanute, the.Neeosho is miles wide, 
and the water is higher than since 1885. 
Dykes built in that vieinit’y were all 
washed out by flood a. few weeks ago, 
and as a result practically all the oil 
country is under from two to fifteen feet 
of water. Scores of oil lakes filled with 
oil and many derricks and rigs have been 
swept away. Railroad traffic on all lines 
in that section have been abandoned.

The number of 
members runs up to nearly a quarter of 
a million, an increase during the year of 
20,000. The report of the committee on 
the aged and infirm ministers’ fund 
very gratifying, no better year having 
been seen in the history of the' church. 
The home mission meeting in the evening 
attracted a larg*e audience. Dr. Mac­
laren, Dr. Carmichael and Dr. Herdmttn 
covered the work of missions from Que­
bec to British Columbia. Rev. Dr.' Gor­
don, of Femie, also spoke of the en­
couraging work in British Columbia, and 
Mr. Pringle of the work In the Yukon.

He simply per­
formed his duty, taking the steamer to a 
safe haven, anchoring his own vessel in 
Esquimault, and on -coming ashore im­
mediately communicated with his own­
ers. The question of salvage, he stated, 
would rest entirely with the owners. He 
could not give any idea of the amount 
likely to be claimed, although in view of 
the large amount of property in jeopardy, 
as also the number of people on board 
the Pleiades, the sum is liable to be a 
pretty large one.

The tow to port was a big undertaking, 
and speaks much for the manner in 
which the Nicomedir was handled.

The Pleiades, said Capt. Wagner this 
morning, was showing the 
signals “N. C.” when sighted, 
hauling down and raising her flag to at­
tract attention, and was blowing her 
whistle. On Wednesday afternoon the 
weather was fine, but next day a strong 
southeaster was encountered. Then a 
dense fog was run into, and last night 
another very heavy blow was expert 
enced. By working slowly and cautious­
ly, however, the hawser was never once 
parted.

The Nicomedir is a vessel of 2,80S 
tons, while her tow has a gross tonnage 
of 3,753 tons. The latter is one of the 
largest steamers which comes to this 
port.

The Pleiades is a comparatively a new 
vessel, having entered upon. the trans­
pacific trade about a year ago, since 
which time she has been operated be­
tween Manila, Hongkong, Chinese and 
Japanese ports, Victoria and Seattle. On 
her present trip she has not a full cargo.
She carries no saloon passengers, bur. in 
the steerage are 99 Japanese.

The salmon industry in British Colum­

bia shows a splendid increase from 1895 
to 1901, which was regarded as an ex­
ceptionally good year. Between (he two 
dates there was an ’ncreas : of 18 can­
neries, representing $560,000 in value. 
Instead of 28,847,101 cans as in 1895, 
there was 59.866,176 cans in 1901, show­
ing increased vaines from $2,884,710 in 
1895 to $5,986,617 in 1901.

In other branches of the fishing in­
dustry there has*been a marked increase. 
There has been a steady growth in the 
number of fishery licensee issued. 1 

In British Columbia the increase has 
been from 1,801 licenses in 1895 to 
4,166 in 1901; in the Northwest it in­
creased in the same time from 174 to 
697, and in Manitoba from 322 to 506, 
making a total increase in the West of 
3,062 licenses. In the maritime prov­
inces of the East the Increase has been 
3,183 licenses.

In 1895 there were only fourteen fish 
hatcheries, from which was distributed 
about two hundred million "fry, while in 
1903, there were twenty-one such estab­
lishments, and the distribution of fry 
was increased' fifty per cent, over that 
of 1896, viz.; about three hundred mil­
lions. These hatcheries are located as 
follows: In Quuebec, in New Brunswick, 
in Ontario, in Nova Scotia, in British 
Columbia, in Manitoba, in Prince Ed­
ward Island.

The department is giving a great deal 
of attention to the curing and packing of 
herring for shipment from Canada. With 
this object in view Canadian herring is 
being put up according to the methods in 
vogue in Scotland and other European 
fish curing centres. In order to carry 
out a scheme for. the improvement of 
catching and curing herring in the Dom­
inion, a Scotch expert has been employ­
ed to visit the different fishing localities 
in Quebec and (he Maritime Provinces, 
to report upon the feasibility of adopting 
a practical method of effectively teach­
ing our fishing population how to pro­
duce a superior article of pickled herring. 
The introduction of the system of giving 
practical instruction and information, 
will be carried on by a staff of Scotch 
and Canadian fishermen^ fish Qureip and 
coopers. Canso, N.,S., has t>«to selected' 
as the station from which to act 
centre, being convenient for fishermen in 
the lower provinces who fish on the At­
lantic coast, Gulf of St Lawrence and 
Northumberland Strait. It is intended 
to employ a .steamer to collect herring 
from the traps and'weirs and to carry 
on deep fishing by drift netting. If the 
experience is successful it is < probable 
that other stations will be established 
for the purpose of extending the im­
proved, method of catching and pickling 
fish to several districts in the Dominion.

In a recent issue of the New York 
Fishing Gazette, Canadian pickled her­
ring in New York market are quoted 
from $4.25 to $6 per barrel, while in the 
same market Scotch, English, Irish, Nor­
wegian and Dutch herring are quoted 
from $11 to $12.50 per barrel and are 
smaller fish than the Canadian herring 
and not any finer in flavor. In a letter 
recently written to a Halifax gentleman 
by a dealer in Chicago .it is stated that 
25,000 barrels of Dutch and Norwegian, 
cured herring are annually imported into 
Chicago. The dealer referred t'o is of the 
opinion that all or nearly all of Chicago’s 
needs in cured herring might be supplied 
by Canada. It is' proposed to ship 1,000 
or 1,200 barrels of herring cured in Can­
ada by the Scotch method to New York, 
Chicago and Germany as an experiment.

The protection, of the fisheries is being 
well looked after by vessels for that pur­
pose. In 1895 this was confined to the 
Acadia, La Canadienne, Curlew, Con­
stance, Vigilant, Kingfisher, Petrel 
Dolphin. In addition to these the Stanley 
and' Aberdeen Were used when consider­
ed necessary. The Quadra in these waters, 
was also used now and then.

In the year 1903, the following vessels 
formed the fisheries protection fleet:

Acadia, La Canadienne, Outiew, King­
fisher, Osprey, Brant and Constance on 
the Atlantic coast, Kestrel on the Bri­
tish Columbia coast and Petrel on the 
Great Lakes.

In addition to these there are four 
large steam sea-going patrol boats which 
are mainly used in looking after our own 
lobster fishing. -The officers and crews 
amounted to about 260.

In addition to the above, provision has 
been made for building two 16-knot 
cruisers, one for service on the Great 
Lakes and the other on the Atlantic 
coast. This will increase the number of 
officers and crew to about 360.

The expenditure---under the fishery 
branch has been increased to meet the 
needs‘of this great industry.

This increase has taken place notwith­
standing that since 1899 this expenditure 
in the province of Ontario has decreased 
by over 80 per cent., and in Quebec by 
nearly 50 per cent., owing to the with­
drawing of our local staff of officers in 
these provinces.

In the year 1895-6 the expenditure for 
fisheries proper was $96,961. In 1901-2 
it had reached the sum of $104,880.

Fish breeding cost $38,050 in 1895-6; 
in 1901-2 it reached the sum of $79,891. 
In the fisheries protection service the ex­
penditure was $102,021 in 1895-6; in 
1901-2 the government spènt" $152,825 in 
this important branch. The fishing 
bounty was "reduced by the present gov­
ernment from $163,567 in 1895-6 to 
$155,942 in 1901-2. The miscellaneous 
expenditure, which in 1895-6 was $20,203 
had reached $56,131 in 1901-5.

The total amount paid for the ad­
vancement of the industry was $549,670 
in 1901-2, or an increase of $128,865 over 
the years 1895-6.

They have passed, like Europeans, 
through a lengthened feudal period, and 
feudalism breeds at least courage and 
the habit of obedience to accepted lead­
ers. They have developed an art of 
their own, a folk-lore of their own, a 
habit of political thinking widely distinct 
In kind from that of any other Asiatic 
people. What they exactly are is still in 
many respects a mystery to European 
observers; but it is quite possiBlc that the 
broad generalizations by which we de­
scribe continents do not fully apply to 
them—that they have become in the pro­
cess of the centuries during which they 
have remained in a seclusion without- a 
parallel a distinctly separate people, de­
riving their strength and their weakness 
from original sources, and no more Asi­
atic than they are European.

. There has been, it will be seen, a yery 
large increase in the expenditure for 
ocean and river service and for light­
house and coast service.’ The additions 
and improvements in the services were 
the result of the most careful .consider­
ation from year to year. Inr 1903 in 
keeping with the progressive policy 
adopted by the present administration 
there was a very large addition in the 
lighthouses and fog alarms installed.
Since the year 1896 one hundred and 
fifty-six towers and enclosed lighthouses 
haye been built, and fifty pole light’s 
•erected, making in all one hundred and 
six new lights put in operation. The 
effect of this canpot be overestimated in. 
its bearing upoti shipping. In this work 
British Columbia has not been overlook­
ed. On the' Contrary this province has 
had twenty lighthouses and four pole 
lights installed, while another lighthouse 
is now under construction.

Since 1896 there has been expended 
$53,000 on the construction Of steel 
buoys made by contract. The coasLsteel 
buoys numbered 170 in 1896, and in 1903 
reached the number of 250, showing an 
increase of SO steel buoys on the British 
Columbia and eastern coasts. There are 
now 330 liprbors and districts buoyed, an 
increase since 1896 df 50 districts.

, There has been a great increase since 
1896 of sten mers utilized in the service 
of the department. Among the thirteen 
is the Kestrel, built in 1901 for thv :Lh- 
ery protection service in British Colum­
bia, and the Georgia of the same year 
and utilized in the same service. .

Navigation schools where mariners 
may. receive instruction in navigation are 
being established. Schools of this nature 
have not been in existence in Canada,

Recognizing that the fisheries of Can­
ada were the most extensive in the 
world the present’ administration has ex­
ercised the greatest care in. advancing 
the interests of the industry.

In 1S95 the aggregate yield of the fish­
eries of the Dominion was valued at 
$20.199,338.00. In 1901, the last pub­
lished statistics, they yielded $25,737,- 
153.00. Tne industry is therefore show­
ing improvement, and is being, pût on a 
healthy and permanent basis.

In 1S05 the fishing fleet comprised 
1.221 vessels, valued at $2,318,290.00,

THE CATERPILLAR NUISANCE.

!
Spray Devised Which Is Said to Be ‘an 

Effective Remedy.

Although, the festive caterpillar : has 
made its undersirable appearance here, 
according to reports, it is doubtful if 
the invasion is yet so formidable as that 
which' necessitates an organised cam­
paign in the state of Washington. Or- 
chardiâta must be prepared to cope with 
the destructive enemy in considerable 
force, and armed with the spray devised 
under the direction of R. M. Palmer 
should be able to dispose of the invaders 
by the wholesale. One fruit grower has 
been experimenting with the spray, and 
finds that "’it works satisfactorily. A 
single drop of the stuff dropped upon the 
head and" back of a big, woolly caterpil-’ 
lar, killed the insect instantly; so quick­
ly, in fact, that he could not believe the 
beast was .dead until minute examina­
tion proved that it had departed this life 
with au^azing celerity.

C. _Ç, Revans, a well known fruit 
grower, suggests the following remedy:

Wrap some newspaper, say, half an 
inch thick, round the end of a light pole, 
and bind it on with a few turns of fine 
wire; then soak the paper in coal oil, 
light it and hold it about a foot below 
the nest of caterpillars; these wiU fall, 
off more or less burnt. The greater 
number will die within a few minutes. 
It is a good plan to beat the ground 
where they have fallen with the back 
of a spade, which finishes those few 
which may have escaped the flash of 
fire. The lighted end being held a foot 
below the nest saves the tree from 
harm.

The Seattle Post-Intelligencer in its 
account of the campaign against the 
pest, humorously says:

“The defeated caterpillar army of 
Queen Anne hill embarked, on transports 
at an early hour this morning for Vic­
toria. After the battle of last night the 
army was completely demoralized. A 
few regiments escaped the general 
slaughter and at once embarked for 
Canadian shores. No attempt was made 
to hinder their embarkation by Gen. 
Brown, as his army is badly in need of 
a rest after last night’s battle.

“Gen. Brown this afttemoon 
bled the forces and joined by reinforce­
ments of several regiments of city park 
employees waged a guerilla warfare on 
the foe in the various parks and orchards 
of the city. Large numbers of the enemy 
were destroyed, and aided by patriotic 
volunteers, Gen. Brown 
correspondent that the safety of the city 
is possible, provided prompt action is 
taken.

“There are still large numbers of the 
foe encamped in the varions suburbs of 
Seattle, and it is rumored that to-mor­
row the enemy will break camp and 
make a concerted advance upon Seattle. 
To prevent this attack Gen. Brown is 
mobilizing his troops.”

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GOING TO OTTAWA.

Provincial Secretary and Fishery Com­
missioner Will Leave on Monday 

For Conference.

(From Friday’s Daily.)
Hon. F. J. Fulton, provincial secretary, 

and J. P. Babcock, fishery copimissioner, 
will leave on Monday for Ottawa for 
the purpose of conferring with the Do­
minion government with respect to the 
settlement of questions relating to the 
fisheries which exist between the Federal 
and provincial authorities.

The province of British Columbia has 
had a number of questions before the 
Federal government.for many years, and 
it has become quite the fashion to de­
tail one or two ministers to make a trip 
to Ottawa at intervals of a few months.

Hon. Mr. Fulton will this time confine 
himself exclusively to the fisheries ques­
tion. Under this heading there are a 
number of involved questions which it 
is hoped may be solved by means of this 
conference.

In January (Sir Wilfrid Laurier wrote 
that the minister of marine and fisheries 
would at as early a date as possible visit 
the province with the view of gaining a 
better understanding by actual inspec­
tion of the peculiar conditions alleged in 
support of the claim of the province.

With the stress of business at Ottawa, 
it has been considered better to arrange 
fo'r this conference, and the provincial 
representatives will accordingly leave on 
Monday.

Hon. F. J. Fulton will, on the conclu­
sion of the conference, proceed to Elng- 
land, where he will visit his former 
home.

ARRIVED* SAFELY.

EFFECT OF ITE1SFishermen Reach St. Johns In Herring 
Catcher Which They Found, Adrift.

St. Johns, Nfld., Jane 2.^-The American 
herring catcher A. il. Nicholson, of Bucks- 
pert, Me., adrift In an Ice flow afl winter, 
sailed safely Into Bonne bay yesterday. The 
Nicholson’s crew abandoned her on January 
2Pth, and made their way over’ the ice to 
the mainland near the Bay of St. George. 
Five Newfoundland fishermen boarded the 
vessel on April 5th forty miles from Bonne 
bay, and, after a trying experience of 57 
days, four of the fishermen brought her 'nto 
port. The fifth had grown weary of the 
close conflneihent and left the vessel on 
May 29th and walked across the Ice to­
wards Portland creek. He has not been 
heard of since.

The fishermen had very little to eat. They 
lived most of the time on bread and water 
and flour bpiled in a ventilator cover, the 
only thing left on board that/could be util­
ized for cooking. They arrived in Bonne 
bay weak and exhausted.

War Eagle and Centre Star 

Mines.

Rossland, Jane 2.—A genuine sensa­
tion was sprang in the community this 
morning when the Rossland Miner an- 
bioimced that preliminary negotiations 
looking toward an amalgamation of the 
Le Roi, War Eagle and. Centre Star 
mines was under way. The combined 
capitalization of the three companies is 
$10,000,500, and if completed the amal­
gamation will be the greatest deal in 
the appals of Canadian mining. The 
first intimation locally was in a London 
cablegram to the Miner newspaper.

Upon receipt of the cable a representa- 
[tive of the Miner sought interviews with 
[T. G. Blackstoek, of the War Eagle and 
[Centre Star Companies, and Managing 
Director McMillan, of the Le Roi.

Mr. Blackstoek has for the past day 
or two been in the camp, bnt until yes­
terday no one seemed to know the real 
object of his visit. He expressed Mm- 

[self surprised when informed of the nu­
rture of the information solicited. It 
seems that the news of the proposed 
amalgamation was a profound secret, 
known only to the principals on each 

[side. Mr. Blackstoek admitted that there 
were substantial grounds for the report 

[concerning the amalgamation. 'He re­
marked that the question had only been 
[ opened in a preliminary way, and that 
nothing definite could be announced 
now. Th ire will be an examination of 
all three properties by an eminent ex­
pert, end this will be undertaken in the 
near future, but he declined for the pres­
ent to reveal the identity of the engineer.

“It is probably unnecessary for me to 
say that I am a consistent and loyal 
friend to Rossland,” said- Mr. Blackstoek, 
“and I and my associates stand ready to

To illustrate just how general the In­
clination is to do away with all military 
feature®, which have not eome important 
use in case of war,- it might be pointed 
out in this connection that an agitation 
is on foot in the Old Country threatening 
thé extinction of military bands. Such 
a step, of course, is meeting with vigor­
ous opposition. Referring to this matter 
the Pall Mall Gazette says:

“the threatened extinction of military 
bands—in the present form, at any rate 
—is to be deplored, if only for the reason 
that the big drum ie the best recruiting- 
agent that the army possesses. It is un­
doubtedly the case that the inspiring 
crash of brass and shrill whistling of the 
fifes accompanying a regiment on the 
march have done more to arouse martial 
enthusiasm in the hearts of prospective 
soldiers than all the government placards 
put together. The average aspirant for 
military glory reads the well-known 
‘Free Kit’ and remains calm; to holdout 
against the roll of the drum, however, is. 
quite another thing.

‘'For a long time past Pall Mall has 
looked with "disfavor on military bands. 
This has now culminated in the decision 
of the war office to issue a new set of 
rules under Which they are to be main­
tained in future. These have occasion­
ed' consternation broadcast, for when 
they come into effect—somewhere about 
the end of July—it will be found quite 
impossible to carry on the bands in any­
thing like their present state of effi­
ciency. The principal reason for this is, 
first,, because the numerical strength ia 
to be cut down to a mere twenty-one in 
each instance, and, secondly, because the 
financial support hitherto accorded to a 
baud by the commissioned ranks is to be 
withdrawn altogether. Accordingly, a 
regimental band will have to exist as 
best it may on its government subsidy 
of £160 per annum. When it is remem­
bered that this works out at less than £4 
a week, the futility of the proceeding 
needs no further laboring.”

♦ * *

Act of last' session will be subjected to 
a test now that the provincial govern­
ment has accepted applications under it 
for crown grants to lands. The circum­
stances connected with the two claim­
ants differ considerably, -and they will 
constitute different types of the matter 
which goes to the courts for decision. 
David Hoggan’s block of 160 acres is that 
from which he was evicted as having no 
rights. Geo. McGregor was given the 
surface rights to Ms 160 acres, but was 
deprived of all undersurface rights.

The crown grant to be issued under 
the àct of last session would convey to 
both these claimants the full title both to 
the surface and under surface rights.

The granting of these titles to their 
land has been: the pet scheme of J. H. 
Hawthornthwaite since he entered the 
provincial House. Indefatigably he has 
worked in that cause for about four 
years. 'He made a thorough study of the 
subject, and is well informed upon it. Iri 
1902 he made a telling speech, in favor 
of the settlement, recounting the whole 
history of it. To him is due the credit 
for bringing it to its present position. 
Whether or not it will prove effectual in 
giving to the claimants what they de­
mand remains to be seen, as the issuing 
Of the ÇÇÇ>wn grants is the simplest part 
of the work.
b The weak condition ol the McBride 
'government upon meeting the House last 
session put it within Mr. Hawthorn- 
thwaite's power to demand the settlement 
of this question along the lines proposed 
by him. The Premier and his following 
who had the year before come out against 
such a measure were ready converts 
when power was assured in return. 
With no compunctions, therefore, the 
Premier introduced the bill seÇtingjforth 
in its preamble the following as the 
reason for the act, whereas certain of the 
settlers within the Esquimalt & Nanaimo 
railway land belt were evicted in 1865 at 
the instance of the Esquimalt & Na­
naimo Railway Company on decision of 
the courts that the land was not open for 
settlement; and whereas all of said set­
tlers are entitled to peaceable and abso­
lute possession of said land occupied by 
them and title thereto in fee simple in 
accordance with the statutes of British 
Columbia at the time existing governing 
the disposal of public lands.”

The E. & N. Railway Company, it is 
said, has made representations to the 
Dominion government for the purpose of 
having the act disallowed. James Duns- 
muir expects that this course will be fol­
lowed. He looks only Co the Dominion 
government in the matter, as it is from 
them he received the grant of the lands.

The provincial government has not yet 
issued the crown grants, but it is said 
that they are ready to be proceeded with, 
awaiting only the final signatures. It is 
not announced whether or not a reason­
able time will be allowed in which to per­
mit of the Dominion government coming 
to a decision as to the act being ultra 
vires. It is reported that this will be 
done.

Mr. Dunsmnir has not stated just 
what course he will take if the act is not 
disallowed. It is more than likely that 
he will fight the granting of the titles in 
the courts. This was expected when the 
act was passed, and provision was made 
that the expense involved in defending 
the settlers’ claims should be borne by 
the crown. For this reason few 
grants were prepared in the first in­
stance, these affording a test upon which 
thé remaining ones may be. considered. 
There are about one hundred and fifty 
claims in all involved in the belt.
