“Polite “‘Religion.”
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advcance.
Sir:—A writer ia the N. Y. Sun,
quoted in the Chatham World of Jan. 6:h
says, under the heading "A trial for
heresy.’
It is strange that this question of future

for the doctrine of hell has already been
pretty generally abandoned by Protest-
ants. ‘'We do not belicve that, as under-
stood by the founders of Andover, it is
presched in a single congregational church
of New England, or of the world: The
subject is tabooed, by t,
and the very word ‘hell’ has come to be
regarded as unfit for use in polite religious
circles. Itisa t rin which hus been even
expunged from the new version of the
Bigle and the gentle, and to most ears,
utterly meaningless ‘sheol, substituted.
If aay Congregationl or Presbyterian
minister of a fashionable church of Bostou,
or N. Y., shoull now thuuder forth
words of warning against hell-fire, he
would be looked up:n as a very unpolished
person, wholly unfitted to address a polite
audience.’

The writer of these words, either ignor-
antly, or koowingly and in either case,
culpably, affirms what is untrue. The
term ‘sheol’ has, in sevecal iustancas,
beeo substituted in the revis:d version of
the Old Testament for hell in the common
version, but the revised version has re-
tained the term hell in at least twetve
paseages in the Old Testament,see revised
version Ie. V. 14, Is. XIV 9 and etec.
Though ‘*hades” has beea substituted for
““hell” in certain passages of the New Testa-
ment,the term ‘‘hell” has been retained in
the following passages: Matt. V, 22 and 29
X. 28. XVIIL. 9. XXIIL 15. and 33. Mark
IX. 47. Luke XIL 5 James IIL 6. 2 Pet.
IL 4.

We cannot sse on what principle, cx:ept
an arbitrary one, the Hebrew word
SHEOL is symetimes deilt with in the re-
vised version. ‘In certain passagzes, we
belivve that che *‘h:il” of the common
version i3 the better translution. "In Ps.
EX. 17 which 18, in the revised version,
*‘t1.e wiched shall retuin to sbeol and &c.,”
we prefer the reading of the common ver-

sion and in this we have the support of
Dr. Eadie, who, in the Bible Cyclopedia,
says on this verse ““Will any one suppose
that this commination is so pointless as to
eontain no more than an assertion that
the wicked shall die! The awful state
meat threatens punishment to the wicked
and godless, even punishment in the re-
gion of despair.”

We believe that the sweeping assertion
affecting the oongrezational and Presty-~
terian ministers of the churches specified,
isa groes libel, but if it were correct,so much
the worse for these ministers a d their
congregations, who, to use the words of
the Englisk poet, deem ‘‘hell a word unfit
for ears polite”—According to the sevised
versipn, the Saviour warned those whom he
addressed agaiust ‘‘the hell of fire’” (see
Matt) V. 22) These minister:, as the

His words, which is veryv much the same
as being ashamed of Himself.

There is no wish, on my part, to enter
on a discussiea of the vature, and duration
of future punishmeat; we would only re
mark, in conclusion, that the proof of the
scripture doctrine of future retribution is
not dependent on the meaning and use of
the words sheol or hades or gehenna or
tartarus. The future punishmeut of the
wicked is reiterated, as every impoitant
Bible ductrine is, in varicus forms. Take,
as one instance, the solemn utteranc: of
Christ as given Matt XXV. 46.
