Januarius 
Cannavale, one of the leaders of a 
band whose members devoted them­
selves to bank frauds, was caught at 
Milam, station while on the way from 
Naples to preside at a secret meeting 
of the Cammorists at Lugano,

This elegantly dressed and bejeweled 
man, who made desperate efforts to 
escape, carried with him forged bank 
notes to the face value of $5,000. 
These were concealed most ingenious­
ly in a false sole to his boot and ln a 
closely fitting wig. As generally hap­
pens ln these cases, lawyers were sent 
up from Naples to defend the prison­
er, who, feigning madness, absolutely 
refused to appear in court.

His lawyers, failing to intimidate the 
judge, threw down their gowns and 
left the court. The presiding judge, in 
bidding them adieu, fined each of them 
$60 for contempt of court.

In his absence Cannavale was sen­
tenced to ten years’ imprisonment, 
with perpetual inability to hold civic 
offices.

The court ordered that the entire 
period be spent in solitary confine­
ment. Such a sentence means in Italy 
that the prisoner, besides being kept 
strictly isolated, is only allowed exer­
cise once a week, and then never in 
the open air, but in an inner corri­
dor. A large proportion of these pris­
oners go mad, commit suicide or other­
wise succumb before the term expires, 
Cannavale hit already made three at­
tempts to end his life since the passing 
of the sentence.

All these men have been accused —d 
Indicted as accessories before or after 
the fact to the murder of Governor 
Goebel.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 26—Con­
stantinople experienced last night the 
effects of the state of siege declared 
yesterday. The capital resembled a 
city of the dead. No one was allowed 
on the streets after 8 in the evening 
and the carrying of arms by civilians 
as well as the publication of news 
likely to create disquietude are strict­
ly prohibited.

The Committee of Union and Pro­
gress has issued a statement denying 
the allegations attributing the recent 
occurrence^ to centroversies between 
the political parties and saying that 
the march of the constitutionalists on 
the capital was undertaken under the 
Influence of the committee. The state­
ment sets forth that the tragic events 
of the past fbrtnight were provoked 
by “Wretches and vile personaiies who 
■yvbre injured by the proclamation of 
the constitution."

Soldiers were corrupted with money 
and Incited to commit acts of sav­
agery. The holy mission of the army is 
above personalities. The committee 
wishes to work for the general interest 
and serve the fatherland.

March 17th Dr. Louisa Hart, of the 
American -Mission Gosha Hospital a 
Vellore, daughter of Rev. T. D. Hart 
and Mrs. Hart, of Sackvllle, and well 
known In St. John and throughout the 
provinces, was presented with the 
Kalser-i-Hlnd-Medal of the Second 
Class for public service in India, by 
His Excellency, Sir Arthur Lawley, 
governor of the Presidency of Madras. 
Miss Hart was highly complimented by 
His Excellency after the presentation.

On the same evening, His Excel­
lency Invested the Prince of Arcot, a 
native ruler, with the order of Knight 
Commander of the Indian Empire; 
another native ruler and Hon. Dr. 
Gibbs with the order of Commander 
of the Indian Empire; and a third In­
dian ruler with the Badge of the Third 
Class of the Most -Exalted Order of 
the Star of India.

they carried, whilst the walls were 
dazzling In their brightness.’’ His Ex­
cellency was attended by his secretar­
ies and aide de-camps and by a guard 
ot honor from the Dorset Regiment as 
well as by his body guard.
