Ottawa, May 7—One of the Liberal 
newspapers which advertises its chag­
rin is the Toronto Globe. Some of 
its explanations merit notice.

Toronto Globe’s Complaints
"Mr. Crocket" it says, "largely 

abandoned the report and took refuge 
in four ponderous foolscap volumes 
of the complete evidence, from which 
he quoted snippets of testimony, and 
as he, was the only man in the house 
who was so favored he found it all 
his own way.

Then it goes on to say, "Mr. Croth- 
ers was put up to read a document 
that was already in every member’s 
hand. This, of course compelled Dr. 
Pugsley to base his reply wholly on 
the report. Mr. Crocket then takes 
the floor to assail him with the evi­
dence when Dr. Pugsley has been un­
able to read, and then, having had his 
say, he is unable, under the rules of 
the house to make any reply."

And finally it attacks Judge Landry; 
"The only other phase of Mr. Croc­
ket’s speech that calls for comment 
was his attempt to defend the person­
nel of the commission. All that need 
be said about his efforts in that re­
spect is that in loooking for a judge to 
preside it was unfortunate that they 
should have selected the one occupant 
of the bench in that province who is 
known never to have abandoned his 
craving to re-enter the political field 
and that if they desired to gain respect 
for the finding of such a body they 
should not have made up its member­
ship ol three Tory partisans with a 
notorious party man like H. A. Poweil 
to act as counsel.”

Pugsley Had the Evidence.
With regard to the foregoing, it 

may first be stated that the assertion 
about Mr. Pugsley not having the evi­
dence is an untruth. The evidence 
makes two volumes of type-written 
matter, and MR. PUGSLEY MEN­
TIONED THAT HE HAD BOTH OF 
THESE. Mr. Crocket had before him 
three other volumes, but they contain­
ed copies of orders in council, docu­
ments, etc. Mr. Pugsley had the evi­
dence and did not use it.

Another point comes up for notice 
in this connection. The Globe takes 
pains to show that Mr. Pugsley was 
out-witted. By pre-arrangement Mr. 
Crothers took the stand on the report 
alone. Mr. Pusley thought that the 
Conservatives were going to steer 
clear of the evidence. He accordingly 
talked a good deal about it, but NO­
TICEABLY ABSTAINED FROM 
QUOTING IT. THERE WAS ABSO­
LUTELY NOTHING TO PREVENT

Exchequer Affaire.

Another Problem.
Senator Choquette said his neigh­

bor had asked what would happen 
if the substitute judge could not 
speak English. He would answer that 
he was certain his English friends 
would not tolerate that for a minute. 
He was willing to enlarge his amend­
ment making it apply to the wholq Do­
minion and providing that if a Judge 
does not speak French, he shell be re­
seated by a judge who understands 
both languages, and if he does not 
speak English he should be replaced 
by a judge that did.

Senator Poirier declared that the 
position of a litigant appearing be­
fore a judge unable to understand the 
language of the principal witnesses 
was a serious one and conducive to 
anything but justice. He favored the 
amendment applying to both langu­
ages that French litigants might have 
their cases heard by judges who un­
derstood French, and English litigants 
by judges who understood English. In 
New Brunswick where a fifth of the 
population was French, there had 
been cases similar to that Instanced 
by Senator Choquette. He thought 
there would be no difficulty in carry­
ing out the proposal as he knew that 
in New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Que­
bec and in Ontario there were Judges 
who understood both languages.

Ottawa, May 7.—Mr. Vervllle, mem­

ber for Maisonneuve, who is one of 
the lndepeddents who never by chance 
annoy the Government, has a steady 
job of introducing eight hour bills 
which die young.

Annapolis, N. S.. May 7.—The death 

occurred at his home today of the 
Hon. Wm. Hallet Ray, M.L.C., one of 
the best known men in Npva Scotia. 
Colonel Ray had been in ill-health 
for years, and his death, though 
sudden, was not unexpected. Born at 
Clementsport. Annapolis County, in 
1826, he went to New York at an ear­
ly age and there studied medicine. 
Before he had finished his course ill- 
health compelled him to return home 
to Nova Scotia. He then engaged in 
a mercantile career In which he was 
eminently successful. He was a life­
long Liberal; in 1860 he first entered 
the political arena, and ran for the 
Local House, but was defeated by the 
late Judge Johnstone. At the election 
in 1864 he was successful and was 
elected to the House of Assembly as 
member for Annapolis County. In 
1867 he entered federal politics, and 
was elected to tne House of Commons 
where he continued to sit until defeat­
ed by J. B. Mills, in 1886. He was 
then appointed to the Legislative 
Council, and up to the last year was 
one of the most active members of 
that house.

Colonel Ray was a man of sterling 
character, honored and respected by 
a wide circle of friends of both politi­
cal parties, and his deata will be 
greatly regretted. In religion he 
a Methodist.

In 11848 Mr. Ray married Henrietta 
Ditmas, daughter of the late Isaac Dlt- 
mas of Clementsport. She died about 
seventeen years ago.

The deceased Is survived by one 
daughter, Mrs. George Corey, of 
Clementsport, and three sons, Otis 
vvlllet, of Sydney; James L., of Clem­
entsport, and Charles F., of Salem, 
Mass, z brother, James, of Deep- 
brook, and a sister, Mrs. Lockhart, of 
Mennessa New Hampshire, also sur­
vive. The funeral will ue held on 
Sunday afternoon and will be con­
ducted by the Annapolis Royal Lodge, 
A. F. & A. M., of which the deceased 
was a prominent member.

Ottawa, May 7.—The Citizen says:— 
Was “Baron Ott” Archduke John, of 
Austria? Evidently he was not.

It will be recalled that some weeks 
ago a certain mysterious traveller 
dropped into Ottawa and registered at 
one of the leading hotels as “Baron 
Ott." The stranger’s arrival created 
little beyond a passing notice at the 
moment until a day or so later when 
It was whispered about in social cir­
cles that he was none other than 
Archduke John, the long missing heir 
to the throne of Austria, the story 
of whose sensational career and 
strange disappearance some nineteen 
years ago Is comparatively well 
known and often chronicled. News 
of his presence In Ottawa finally came 
out openly and the “baron” It was 
noted, took no steps to correct the 
Impression—as a matter of fact he 
accepted the title and gave the pub­
lic to believe that he was none other 
than the Austrian nobleman travel­
ling Incog.

And “Baron Ott" during his brief 
sojourn In the Capital, moved In some 
of the best society—but not for long.- 
He attended the theatre and 
talned at a number of little func­
tions. Even Cabinet Ministers receiv­
ed him In their homes. In short the 
baron was quite a social lion 
—yet strange to say Government 
House failed to recognize the fact that 
this noted son of the House of Haps- 
burg was “in our midst." This set 
society thinking, very soon some of 
the leaders became suspicious suspi­
cion ripened into wisdom and and 
“Baron Ott" was suddenly dropped so­
cially. Later he left for New York, 
ostensibly to sail for Austria, and 
until a day or so ago nothing further 
had been heard of him.

The “The Baron’s Mission.
But “Baron Ott" had claimed to 

have a mission in Ottawa. A short 
time after his arrival he was Joined 
by two British gentlemen and tire 
three opened negotiations witn Can­
adian interests, through a local firm, 
it is said, for the purchase of the 
charter of the railway to Hudson Bay. 
So far as the British gentlemen were

Boston, May 6.—Four diseased stow­
aways from Italy were captured yes 
terday aboard the Canopic as they 
were leaving the ship.

In May the 
petitioner and his wife sailed for 
England, and the “Baron" came by 
the same ship, saying that he was 
going to Montevideo. He, however, did 
not land there, and his conduct on 
board caused such a scandal that 
when the ship arrived at Cherbourg 
the passengers invited the baron to 
land, intimating that unless he did 
so force would be useu. The baron 
accordingly landed, and the pe­
titioner and respondent pro­
ceeded to Southampton. The peti­
tioner spoke very seriously to her as to 
her conduct with the baron and beg­
ged her to give him up; but she de­
clined to do so and proceeded to Lon­
don, where she was joined by the 
baron, as soon as he could find a boat 
to take him out of Cherbourg. The 
respondent and co-respondent had 
since lived at Drayton Court, South 
Kensington, at the Hotel Russell and 
at Belgrave Mansions, Grosvenor Gar­
dens, passing as ‘Baron and Baroness 
Ott/ Soon after his arrival in England 
the petitioner had received the follow­
ing letter

" *21,
14, 1907.

“ ‘Sir,—-We have been consulted by 
Baron Ott with regard to certain writ­
ten and verbal allegations made by 
you against him, Imputing amongst 
other things that he was turned out of 
the Hurllngham club, and was turned 
out of a club at Rio de Janeiro for 
cheating at cards on board the R.M.S. 
The Thames. We now write to de­
mand, on Baron Ott’s behalf, an 
qualified retraction of the serious 
charges which you have made against 
him and an apology in a form 
approved by us, falling which we are 
to commence proceedings against you. 
We must request that this be done on 
or before Monday next, failing which 
we must proceed without further no­
tice.

ation» for War, at the Constitutional 
Club. The Dreadnought was a battle- 
ship of such strength and power and 
speed that she might be aptly de­
scribed as a Tricon among 
What the opposition very rightly al­
leged was that the government from 
the moment that they came into of­
fice interfered In the most outrage 
ous manner with the Oawdor pro­
gramme. That programme provided 
for four Dreadnoughts to be laid 
down every year, and was statesman­
like and satisfactory, 
year of their coming into office, the 
government reduced the four to three 
and the next year they did the same. 
In 1908-9 they reduced the number 
to two. The result was that we had 
to-day built, or were building, but 12 
Dreadnoughts against Germany’s 13.

Referring to gun mountings, Sir 
George Armstrong said he challeng­
ed Mr. McKenna to deny that at a 
meeting of the committee of the 
cabinet In February last, the great 
makers, or at least one of the great 
makers, Informed the committee that 
the output of Germany in regard to 
the 12 in. gun mountings for the 
Dreadnought class amounted to over 
50—he believed It was 54 mountings 
per annum. If they took five mount­
ings per ship, they would find that 
meànt nearly eleven ships per year. 
Now, what was our output? Until 
quite recently It had been thirty to 
forty mountings per year, and in 
spite of that fact Mr. McKenna 
told them that the German output 
was not equal to ours. The construc­
tion of a great vessel like the Dread­
nought was limited by the capabili­
ties of output for her armament. Sir 
Edward Grey a few days ago said we 
had already made arrangements with 
the manufacturers to provide for an 
increase of plant which would in the 
course of months give us an advan­
tage In that respect, and when Mr. 
Balfour expressed surprise, Mr. As­
quith said that as a matter of fact, 
orders were given as long ago as 
January.

“Now, what Is the truth?" proceed­
ed Sir George. "It is perfectly true 
that as long ago as last November 
or December the Admiralty pointed 
out to the great makers the neces­
sity of Increasing their capabilities 
of output. They did so, and It was 
in January last that those Instruc­
tions and suggestions took à definite 
form. What Mr. Asquith did not tell 
the House was that it was not until 
the meeting of the cabinet on Feb. 
17 or 18 that the great makers were 
asked for the first time by the gov­
ernment and by the committee of 
the cabinet how much it would cost 
to increase their plant so that they 
could have an outpqt commensurate 
wilth the needs of the moment 
I say it is not commensurate unless 
they turn out at least ten Dread­
noughts per year. Therefore, when 
Mr. Asquith said that they had given 
orders In January he was In a re­
spect correct, but, if I may say so 
without" being offensive, he did not 
tell the House what was the whole 
truth."

With regard to preparation for war, 
the speaker said it might be a reve­
lation to many of them to know Üiat 
under our present system the organ­
ized arrangements for war were in­
vested In one man alone—the first 
sea lord. Those were duties which It 
was humanly impossible for one man 
to carry out. Then, too. ever since 
this system of autocracy was Insti­
tuted at the Admiralty a system of 
favoritism and cliquism had entered 
the navy which never existed before, 
and there had sprung up a system of 
espionage among the officers them­
selves. He held in his hand an offi­
cial document which was issued by 
the Admiralty, or a department of 
the Admiralty, nearly three years ago 
—soon after Sir John Fisher came 
Into power. That document was mark­
ed "private and secret," and it had 
remained private and secret till that 
night, so far as the outside world was 
concerned. It was a letter written 
by an officer—at that time a captain 
in the navy of less than six years' 
seniority—to Sir John Fisher, in 
which the writer gave his opinions of 
various officers who were his seniors 
and commanding officers, and his im­
pressions of and conversations with 
various officers. The letter finished 
up with a reference to a conversa­
tion the writer had with certain very 
prominent personages, who, the writ­
er informed the first sea lord, “are 
much disturbed by the service agita­
tion, headed by Lord Charles Beres- 
ford and Admiral Lambton."

A v The Career Of Archduke John.

likable
In this connection a brief synopsis 

of the career of the real Baron Ott, or 
Archduke John of Austria, his proper 
title will be of interest. Archduke John, 
of the House of Hapsburg, was prom­
inent in the military affairs of Austria, 
being noted as well as a poet and wri­
ter. His criticisms of the military ser­
vice of the country finally led to the 
suspension of his rank of general and 
affairs finally led up to a climax in 
1889, when he renounced all rights to 
the throne and, threw away his title, 
much" the same course as recently tak­
en by the crown prince of Servia.

Orth given up as lost, when the courts 
granted an order for the winding up 
of his estates. Since 1896, however, 
there have been frequent rumors that 
John Orth is still alive. He is said by 
some to have been recognized at Los 
Angeles, Cal. There was a story that 
he figured prominently In the Russo- 
Japanese war, that in fact, he and 
Admiral Yamagata were one and the 
same. John Orth has been credited 
with other adventures though none 
of the stories have been verified. 
Among other things it was stated 
that he had lived on a ranch in Ar­
gentine.

ening her maritime supremacy, was 
emphasized at the annual meeting of 
the British Empire League held in 
St. George’s Hall last evening, when 
able speeches on the question of naval 
defence were contributed by Lieut. 
Colonel Denison, Sir Mortimer Clark. 
Sir James Whitney, Mr. Alexander 
McNeill, ex-M. P„ and Mr. W. K. 
George. It was pointed out that for 
years British statesmen had contend­
ed that It was essential that the naval 
force of Britain should be equal to 
the combined strength of any two 
powers, but at the present time the 
energies of the

In moving the adoption of the re­
port, Sir Mortimer Clark, first vice- 
president of the league, said that short­
ly before his death, Count Cavour said 
that the first duty of Qermauy was the 
humiliation of France, and the second 
the destruction of the maritime supre­
macy of Great Britain. The first had 
been accomplished, and now Germany 
had entered upon the other, and he 
was sure that in ten or fifteen years, 
unless immediate steps were taken, 
she would have a navy greater than 
that of Great Britain. As a nation, 
Germany was the equal of Great Brit­
ain in intelligence and other direc­
tions, and in addition, was more popu­
lous. The Germany were also show­
ing great adaptability in naval matters. 
Germany openly boasted that she 
would wrest the supremacy of the sea 
from Britain, and It was the bounden 
duty of Canada to support the Mother 
Country in the impending struggle. 
He felt that they should cast in their 
lot heart and soul with the Imperial 
Government.

Sir James Whitney Speaks.
Sir James Whitney moved the fol­

lowing resolution: —
“The British Empire League in Can­

ada wishes to express its gratification 
that the Canadian Parliament has un­
animously declared It to be the duty 
of Canada to assist the Empire In na­
val defence, and hopes that steps will 
speedily be taken to give effect to such 
declaration.”

The Prime Minister read from the 
resolution passed in the Dominion Par- 
Lament, and said while as individuals 
they might view the subject from dif­
ferent aspects, they could all welcome 
the fact that the Dominion of Canada 
had spoken out as one man,
It was the paramount duty of 
try to assist the Motherland in any 
crisis that might arise. They were 
prepared to a man to endorse and de­
fend the resolution of the Dominion 
Parliament. It had been evident for 
some time that changes were immin­
ent in the relations between the 
Motherland and her dominions be­
yond the sea. It was felt that a speedy 
rearrangement must be brought about. 
It had dawned on the British states­
men that the day of colonies had gone 
by—the day of dependencies past, 
and that all groups where the British 
flag waved should come forward and 
become Integral and component parts 
of the British Empire, with all that 
that may Imply. How- to bring this 
about was the question, and It had 
been suggested that the different 
groups should meet in conference, and 
arrange as to what sacrifices should be 
made, so that the general welfare 
would be secured all around the world. 
The most important matter before the 
British dominions over the seas was 
the participation by them in the bur­
dens of naval defence. So far as Can­
ada was concerned, the opportunity 
had come, and the next step was to 
Implement the resolution passed in 
Parliament. In concluding he said: 
“We are all determined that Brit­
ish Institutions should be maintained 
on this Continent of North America, 
and ready for our share of the allot­
ment of the burden, and when It comes 
to bear it more as a privilege than a 
burden.”
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augHtan The President's Address.
There was a good attendance of 

ladies and gentlemen, and the ad­
dresses were followed with the deep­
est interest, 
very able report the president, Lieut. 
Col. Denison said that during the last 
two or three years this league, so far 
as Canada is concerned, has been ob­
liged to play a waiting game. 
Imperial questions there has been 
practically no difference of opinion in 
the country, for both political parties 
have given their adherence to the 
general principles which this league 
was formed to advocate Imperial 
preferences have been granted with 
the support and approval of a united 
Parliament. Unfortunately, Great 
Britain has not adopted our policy, 
and the only thing to be- done is to 
wait patiently until the people of the 
Mother Country have been educated to 
the fiscal views which obtain among 
all other civilized nations.

One of the objects of this league as 
laid down In the «constitution Is, “to 
devise a more perfect co-operation of 
the military and naval defences of 
the Empire with a special view to the 
due protection of the trade routes.”

Mr. Alex. McNeill's Views.
The resolution was seconded by Mr. 

Alex. McNeill, ex-M. P., and vice-presi­
dent of the league, who declared there 
was no exaggeration in the disquieting 
news that had come from Britain. It 
had been laid down for years as es­
sential that the strength of the British 
navy should be equal to the combined 
strength of any two powers. It was 
now feared that at the present pro­
gress it would challenge the resources 
of Britain to keep pace with Germany 
alone. The question was not as to 
immediate danger, but as to Immediate 
action. The speaker quoted the words 
of British statesmen to show the grav­
ity of the situation. He asked what 
was Canada going to do in the matter. 
He hoped God would prosper and bless 
little New Zealand, who knew what 
to do at the proper time—and out of 
her small store had proffered 
Dreadnought. On the face of it Can­
ada had been forced to play a small, 
pitiable part.

Mr. W. K. George said, when at one 
time he had heard it suggested that 
Canada should hide herself behind the 
Munroe doctrine, he could hardly find 
words lurid enough to express his 
views. He felt that Canada had long 
enough occupied her present Indefen­
sible position and should now contrib 
ute to the naval defence of the Empire. 
He was fully impressed of the gravity 
of the crisis facing the Empire, aud he 
felt that Canada should demonstrate 
immediately her willingness to pay her 
share in the naval defence of the Em 
pire.

Cost of Navy Upkeep.
Our safety as a people depends 

upon the strength of Britain’s navy, 
and it is not only our duty, but our 
keenest Interest, to assist to the ut­
most of our power. Few know liow 
much we should have to pay for de­
fence If we were in any other coun­
try. In Great Britain the people (of 
whom one-third are almost starving) 
pay for defence no less than |6.G5 
per head per annum. In the United 
States for all kinds of military and 
naval expenses .they pay per head 
35.90 per annum. In Canada we 
pay about 75. cents per head. If we 
were annexed to the United States, 
as one writer suggested the other day. 
as the only escape from paying for 
a navy, our share of the military and 
naval expenses of the United States, 
which would automatically fall upon 
us, would be the enormous sum of 
about $35,000,000 per annum. If we 
paid per head as the British people 
pay it would cost us about $39.000,000 
per annum. Is there any reason 
why we should not be able to expend 
very much more than the $6,000,000 
per annum which we pay now?

Suggestions have been made that 
we should have two small fleets to 
defend our coasts. A small one on 
the Atlantic and one on the Pacific. 
This would be a useless waste of 
money. The decisive fight, when It 
does come, will be decided by the 
great battleships, and it will be de­
cided where the great battle takes 
place.

“A narrow sea-level canal at Pan­

ama will cost, by the latest estimates 
Including Interest during construction. 
$281,000,000 more than a lock canal, 
It would require an additional six 
years to made the sea-level canal 
available for use. The lock canal will 
be safer for ships passing through 
It. and will have a larger capacity for 
traffic than the sea-level canal.”

These assurances were given last 
night In Lorlmer Hall by Frederick P. 
Stearns, a member of the board of 
engineers appointed to accompany 
President Taft on his visit to the 
Panama canal Just before his lnaugu- 
uratlon. Mr. Stearns had as a fellow- 
speaker Allen Hazen, who was one of 
his colleagues on the visiting board. 
Both are members of the Boston So­
ciety of Civil Engineers, and it was-at 
a special meeting of the organization 
that Mr. Stearns discussed the work 
at Panama.

"A sea-level canal,"
Stearns, “would make a very great 
and unnecessary drain upon the na­
tional treasury, and before Its com­
pletion would not only exhaust the pa­
tience of the American people and of 
Congress, but would defer too far into 
the future the time for the passing of 
our navy and the commerce of all 
nations from one sea to the other. 
Every commission charged with a 
consideration of the type of canal has 
put aside any such Impracticable sug­
gestion as a wide sea-level canal with­
out a lock.

“Whereas the seventh congress of 
Chambers of Commerce of the Empire 
is in hearty con cold with the resolu­
tions adopted at the fourth and fifth 
Congresses, which expressed the opin­
ion that the bonds of the British Em­
pire would be materially strengthened 
by a mutually beneficial commercial 
policy, and that It Is In the Interests 
of the Empire that steps should be 
taken towards consummating such an 
arrangement,—

“Therefore Resolved: That on im­
ports and exports of produce and mer­
chandize, the component parts of the 
British Empire should protect them­
selves against the producers of foreign 
countries, and that with this end in 
view the Governments of Great Bri­
tain and the Colonies should grant 
to one another a substantial prefer­
ence In duties, and that In so far as 
their respective revenues will permit, 
the principle of free trade within the 
Empire should prevail.—

“And further: That each organiza­
tion represented In this Congress here­
by pledges itself to press Its Gov­
ernment to take such action at the 
next Imperial Conference as will give 
effect to the principles 
the resolution."

In moving the adoption of this re­
solution, Mr. Maighen pointed out that 
the Canadian west was being populat­
ed by a heterogeneous race, and that 
there was a strong tendency In the 
trade of the Canadian west to be di­
verted south into the United States. 
To strengthen Canada’s commercial 
position. Mr. Meighen stated that her 
commercial ties with the Mother Coun­
try and with other component parts 
of the Empire should be made more 
secure. The farmer was the dominant 
factor in this country, and his inter­
ests should be guarded. This year 6,- 
000,000 acres were under cultivation 
to produce 300.000,000 bushels of 
wheat. In the United States 51,000.000 
acres were under cultivation, produc­
ing 800,000.000 bushels of wheat.Great 
Britain was Canada’s great consuming 
market and Mr. Meighen thought it 
was essential that Canada’s access to 
that market be made as profitable as 
possible.

SCHEME TO 
BOOM LAND 

VALUATION?
Prince Rupert, B. C.. May 7—Mr. 

C. D. Rand, the Government Sales 
Agent of lots in the townsite of 
Prince Rupert, has been around here 
to place a value on the 2,400 lots that 
are to be offered at the sale that is 
to take place in Vancouver, beginning 
on May 25 and lasting five days. 
There are people who are skeptical 
as to Mr. Rand’s mission for they be­
lieve the price of lots in Prince Ru­
pert was fixed months ago, along 
about the time the waterfront blocks 
were fixed.

Mr. Rand announces that in all 
likelihood the Grand Trunk Pacific 
will hold a sale in the East, probably 
in Montreal, some time In June. When 
asked if he would care to mention 
any figure touching the value of a 
lot at the corner of Second Avenue 
and McBride St., he said $5,000. A 
lot between Sixth and Eighth Avenues 
In the neighborhood of Fulton street 
ought to bring $500. But pending the 
completion of his work here, these 
valuations might be considered more 
or less off-hand.

This statement called forth a sharp 
rebuke from The Evening Bulletin, 
which says editorially:—“C. D. Rand 
might just as well pack up his traps 
and hie himself back to Vancouver, 
for he can't throw dust In the eyes 
of the people of Prince Rupert, who 
can see for themselves that he has 
no authority to place fair values on 
lots in the townsite of Prince Rupert. 
The value of the lots was fixed 
months ago. He is in Prince Rupert 
masquerading. But masqueraders do 
not build towns. That is a work that 
must be carried out by men and wo­
men in their working clothes. Go back 
to Vancouver, Mr. Rand, and stay 
there until you become a free agent. 
If you should then return to Prince 
Rupert within a year, instead of see­
ing a town with 7,000 population, you 
will find a townsite of 7,000 vacant 
lots, owned by non-residents, who will 
be holding them for a raise that will 
be long in coming.’

The Empire says :—“Prince Rupert 
will be a great city, notwithstanding 
the handicaps that have been placed 
on It In its infancy, 
young giant reaching out for trade 
from the empire that is behind it and 
from the ocean that is in front of it 
years after the men who attempted 
to strangle It In its young days will 
have passed away and their names 
forgotten.

"At present, no lot In Prince Rupert 
is worth $100 a front foot, and $10 
would be a good price for most of 
them.”
