.Moncton, Jan. 6.—Unless a general 

act is promoted by the Provincial 
Beard of Health, the city council of 
Moncton will apply at the next ses­
sion of the Legislature for a special 
act to prevent expectoration on the 
sidewalks and other public places in 
this city. Notice of such legislation 
is being given.

During last year the city of Monc­
ton sold 4 per cent, bonds to the 
amount of $151.000, bringing a pre­
mium of from 2 7-8 to 3.91. Of this 
amount $51,500 was required to retire 
maturing bonds aud the balance was 
spent on extensions of and additions 
to water, light, sewers and new en­
gine house.

The city Is now face to face with 
the problem of providing a larger and 
better water supply, the estimated 
cost of which is placed by the city en­
gineer at $213.000. This would In­
clude the building of a new reservoir, 
with a capacity of 248,000,000 gal­
lons, and a high level reservoir with 
a capacity of 32,000,000. The capac­
ity of the present reservoir is 220,- 
000,000 gallons, and the new reser­
voirs would give the city a capacity 
of 500,000,000 gallons, equal to the 
consumption of a city of 20,000 peo­
ple for 312 days, at an average of 80 
gallons a head.

It is necessary to carry out this 
scheme the city engineer says, in or­
der to get a better as well as a larg­
er supply. To get the present sup­
ply it was necessary to raise the dam 
at the reservoir and flood a large 
area of heavy swamp and stump 
timber land. The decaying vegetable 
matter over this area has had a bad 
effect on the water in the summer sea­
son and the engineer sees no hope of 
improving this unless the water can 
be lowered and the surface cleared. 
It would be unsafe to do this 
the present supply, hence the neces­
sity, of new reservoirs. The city owns 
practically all the brook privileges in 
the vicinity, so that there will be no 
difficulty on this account.

Germany is the latest country to rec­
ognise their value and that nation's 
position is thus given in a Berlin 
newspaper article translated by the 
Army and Navy Register: —

“The new German naval budget pro­
vides for an appropriation of $3,500.- 
000 for submarine boats. It is to be 
hoped that this will mark a new era 
in the development of this effective 
means of naval warfare, 
hitherto advanced only at a very 
slow pace in Germany. For many 
years past it has been depreciated in 
our country, being erroneously consid­
ered an “expensive hobby" of the 
French naval administration, while 
foreign countries, and more especially 

Britain, viewed it from 
11 rely different standpoint. The Brit 
ish submarine boats of classes B and 
P, which at high speed can make only 
five hundred nautical miles, but will 
cover a distance of thirteen hundred 
nautical miles at a speed of from eight 
to nine nautical miles, are not to be 
considered merely as functionary, like 
submarine mines. In case of war 
they will blockade our battle fleet. The 
boats were recently proven to possess 
good seagoing qualities. At the pres­
ent time it appears inconceivable that 
naval warfare could be carried on in 
Kuropeau waters without, having flo­
tillas of submarine boats play an Im­
portant part in the same.

Almost two days overdue, owing to 
the recent gales that swept the Bay 
of Fundy, the South African Line 
steamer Melville, Captain Davis, from 
Durban -and South African ports, ar­
rived in port yesterday and docked at 
the I. C. R. pier.

Speaking with a Standard reporter 
Captain Davis said that they had 
made the passage from Durban In thir­
ty-eight days. The trip was unevent­
ful, and until last Tuesday, the wea­
ther was exceptionally fine. 
Christmas Day the heat was intense, 
and the officers and crew were all at­
tired in white cotton suits. On Tues­
day morning, however, when off the 
Lurcher, they had encountered a 
blinding snowstorm, followed by a 
succession of gales, and the steamer 
being only in ballast, and consequent­
ly light, was blown considerably out 
of her course to the open sea.

Owing to the labor strike in the 
coal regions of Australia, and the con­
sequent shortage of the supply from 
that source, the collieries at Durban 
which were chiefly operated by Brit­
ish Interests, were reaping a harvest. 
Large steamships which formerly were 
supplied at Australia, were now stop­
ping at Durban to take in their* coal, 
and large shipments were being sent 
to Sydney and other points.
