London, Sept. 11, 5 p.m.—The Board
of Trade summarizes the result of its
inquiry as to the effect of the war on
employment as follows:

“The general conclusion is that
there is at the moment a contraction
of employment. This has been met
to a very marked extent by a reduc-
tion of hours instead of a reduction
of staffs, Ninety-three per cent. of the
working people, engaged in produc-
ing are still wholly or partially em-
ployed.

“The returns show that of the con-
traction of seven per cent. in the num-
ber employed, at least two-thirds rep-
resent men who have left for military
service. Thus the percentage of work-
tng people wholly employed, including
women, has been increased by war by
a little more than two. per cent.”

The Real Fight between Vitre Le
Francols and Sezarme

In their retirement Gemerals Von
Kluck and Von Buelow had at their
heels the Fremch army which they
went south to fight, and which, when
the Germans started to fall back,
quickly advanced and took the offen-
sive. While this fighting must have
been severe, the real hard blows of
the battle appear to have been be-
tween Vitre Le Francois and Sezanne.

Here the French were drawn up on
a road over which they could move
rapidly. They were repeatedly at-
tacked by Von Buelow’s right Saxon
army and the Prince of ‘Wuertemberg's
right. These attacks. which contin-
ued until Thursday night, were of a
most violent character, according to
the French report, and were stopped
only when General Pau got in posses-
sion of the hills north of Sezanue,
from which his artillery could com-
mand the valley down which the
Germans would have to advance on
their way from Chalons,

It was for the possession of these
hills that the French .fought hard
early in the battle, and it was here
that daily a fight ocourred which first
went in favor of one side and then
the other. It is believed here that
this retirement into the hills west of
Vitry Le Francols was made to enable
General Von Moltke and the German
general staff to plan some other meaus
or way of breaking the French lines.

Although the Germans have had to
gend some of their best troops back
to Prussia to meet the Russian ad-
vange, it i8 not for a moment thought
here that there will be any long pause
in their efforts to beat the French.

Paris,. France, September 11.—The

holding its own. There are excellent
prospects that the immediate German
objective junction of the retreating ar-
my with that of the Crown Prince
may be thwarted. The situation in the
opinion of the French military critics
is most reassuring for the communica-

Valuable Time Lost.

The enemy has lost valuable time,
and time lost is not readily gained,
especially when the -other side has
strong, fresh reinforcements upon
which to draw between Montmirall
and Fertzous Jourre.

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COSSACKS RENDER VALUABLE
ND AGAINST THE AUSTRIANS

(BY FRANCIS McCULLAGH)

(Special cable to The Standard thro’
International News Service)

Petrograd, Sept. 11—A brilliant aid
in the rear of the Austrians retreat-
ing from Lublin has been effected by
the Cossacks who penetrated forty
miles inside the enemy’s zone to
Frampola where they captured a large
quantity. of baggage, seventeen offi-
cers, nearly 500 men, as well as nu-
merous cattle and horses. The Cos-
sacks have proved extremely useful
throughoui the Galician campaign
against Austria. Great numbers of
troops are marching through
the streets of ~ Petrograd head-
ed by military music to a place of
concentration whence the armieg are
dispatched ‘to the front. These new
contingents are fully the equal in their
magnificent physique and morale of
the earlier troops.

The Russian public’s general cofi-
fidence in the future is strikingly {i-
justrated by transactions in Russian
government gecurities -which . today

were bought at nine points higher
than at the outbreak of the war.

The northern Austrian army which
has now been reinforced by the Ger-
mans from Silesia on the lower bor-
der of the Lublin province has been
attacked in the rear by the Russians
who captured a quantity of prisoners,
ammunition and stores. Life at Lem-
berg is already normal. The tram-
ways and shops are busy and the in-
habitants are for the most part quite
friendly. The steamship service
across the Gulf of Finland is now be-
ing conducted by Swedish, not Fin-
nigh« vessels. All horses , at Petro-
grad belonging to German and Aus-
trian subjects have been taken for the
Russian army.

Copenhagen, Sept. 11—It ig report-
ed here from Berlin that Germany's
direct war expenses are 50,000,000
Reichmarks daily, and her economic
foss 46,000,000 daily. These corre-
spond nearly to calculations made in
peace time.

The National Geographical Socicty
has prepared the following facts con-
cerning places that are figuring prom-
inently in the news of the military
operations in the European war:

Amien—A city of northern France,
capital of the department of Somme,
on the left bank of the Somma, eight-
one miles north of Paris by rail and
thirty-five miles from the Euglizh
Channel. Its population is approxi-
mately 85,000, The city once was a
place of great strength, but boule-
vards, bordered by handsome resl-
dences have relaced the ramparts
which surrounded it. The famous
treaty between Great Britain, France,
Spain and Holland, which took its
name from Amiens, was sjgned there
on March 26, 1802. In the war be-
tween France and Germany, Amieas,
after an important action, fell intd
the hands of Prussians on November
28. 1870. Textile industries, for which
Amiens has been celebrated since the
Middle Ages, include manufactures of
velvet, cotton, wool, silk, hemp and
flax spinning, and the weaving of ho-
sfery and a variety of mixed fabries.

When the Emperor of = Germany
started out to ch » the map of Eu
ie one or two little mis-

are likely to cost him his
Empire, if not his throne and liberty
fn the first place, he held the idea
that Great [ n would remain neu
tral, and per Germany and Austria
to fight it out with France and Rus-
sia. Britain, however, did not remain
out of the fight but, after exhausting
every effort for peace, informed the
government at Berlin that, in conse-
quence of the outrages perpetrated in
Belgium, it would be necessary to take
& hand in straightening out the tangle.
Then the Kaiser deluded himself
with the idea that even if Britain did
enter the lists, she would receive lit-
tle or no support from the Overseas
Dominions. Possibly he had been in-
fluenced in this belief by events of a
couple of years ago in Canada or by
statements made since, but at any
rate his intellect played him false.
Hardly was war declared before Cana-
da was arranging for a contingent of
trained soldiers larger than ever as-
gembled in this country and in the
days to come the men of the Dominion
will be found bearing their part val-
~orously in whatever task they af® cal-
"led upon to perform.

Belgium’s Only Colony

Belgian Congo {s Belgium's only
colony. It is the legacy left by King
Leopold. Originally it was known as
the Congo Free State and Leopold
was titular ruler of the region. With
the advance of the European nations
in Africa its peculiar position became
untenable and the king was compell-
ed to choose between deeding it to
his country or selling it elsewhere,
Legal difficulties made the former the
only reasonable plan and valuable
concessions were left to him. In this
way Belgium became the possessor
of a valuable prize. While as yet
Belgium has not done much in Ge-
veloping it, operations are being coa-
ducted in the rubber fields and in
other sections of the great tract.
Some of them, it will be remembered,
created a feeling of outrage throughout
civilization. but recently 3,000 Belgi-
ans in the colony have been caution-
ed to obey the dictates of justice in
dealing with the natives.

A Brave Man. ?

General von Rennenkampf, who
leads the Russian First Army of in-
vasion, won his reputation for bravery
and cooln in the face of danger
in the Russ apanese war.

There he was in charge of several
Cossack divisions and his work won
him recognition from all the corres-
pondents and military commentators
on tife war. He was wounded several

times but refused to leave his post/

until a more serious wound finally
forced him to go to a hospital for a
short time. He is an unusually fine
horseman even for the commander of
Cossacks. A correspondent tells this in-
cident of him during the Russo-Japa-
nese war:

1 remember seeing Rennenkampf
on our left wing during the battle of
Vafangow. | was sent to him with
an order from General Kuropatkin.
and after passing under the terrible
rain of shrapnel shells, I found the
general in the front line, walking
along the entrenched troops and
cheering up the soldiers.

He calmly opened the envelope out
put some questions to me, and started
to write a report,, siting on a boulder.

At that moment a shell burst just
over our heads.

Honolulu, Sept. 1l--The Oceanic
Steamship Company’s liner Ventura,
which arrived here today, gave new
particulars of the occupation of the
South Sea Island of Upolu, on August
29, by 1,500 New Zealond troopers. The
capture was affected without the firing
of a shot.
Apia, the capital of German Samoa,
is situated on Upolu.
Governor Schultz and one hundred
other government officials were made
prisoners of war and taken to the Fiji
islands.
All government and private funds
previously had been carried in safety
to Pago, American Samoa. Frederick
Heintz, operator of the newly install
ed wireless station, refused an offer
of $10,000 to tell where he had hidden
the apparatus.

Operatives Respond to War Call,

Reports from the Lancashire dis-
trict state that the call for troops has
drawn heavily on the already reduc
ed working. forces in the English cot-
ton mills. While only the regular
troops have thus far been sent to the
front, the English War Department has
{ssued calls ofr the training of hun-
dreds of thousands of men. The cot-
ton mills for fully half a year prior
to the war had been operating with
reduced working forces, due to the
prevailing worldwide depression, 80
that the unemployed quickly seized
the opportunity to take up arms for
the Government, while the workers
who were employed, inspired by patri-
otic motives, have left their looms
to answer the call of the Govern-
ment.
This loss in operatives portends re-
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statement of

duced production that will ultimately
force those countries hitherto depen+
dent on England to purchase their cot-
ton piece goods in this country.
The next factor of importance is
England's ability to buy cotton from
(he United States. The Southern
States have been exerting powerful
efforts to secure Government aid to
finance the present cotton crop, and
unless the mills in England can indi-
cate their ability to pay for cotton
within a reasonable time it is not
considered likely that growers here
will sell their crop for the sake of
simply disposing of the cotton, but
will hold their cotton in warehouses,
using the funds advanced by the Unit-
ed States on warehouse certificates.
One of the main difficulties that in
the past has barred American cotton
manufacturers from actively compet-
ng with England and Germany in the
markets of South America, Africa and
the Orient has been the inability, or
the aisinclination, to extend the long-
time credits given to forelgn buyers
by both England and Germany. The
latter two countries have sold cotton
goods as well as other merchandise
on credit terms ranging from six to

The unemployed in
Rotterdam alone numbering fifty
thousand and in ofher cites the con-
ditions are similar., It is estimated
that a total of 180,000 wage earners
have beem affected, but so far the sit-
udtion is not desperate. The Dutch
naturally are a thrifty race.

But the question is how ‘long will
their savings last? Holland under
normal cpuditions does a tremendous
business with Germany, whose ex-
port trade keeps much of the Dutch
canal, river and oversea shipping em-
ployed. Now there is none of this, and
the burghers are discovering what the
crippling. of their neighbor means.
