Washington, Aug. 13.—By the nar-
row margin of five votes the house
today passed the wool tariff revision
bill over President Taft's veto. The
vote, 174 to 80, was made possible on-
ly by the defection of twenty-one re-
publicans who voted with the demo-
crats.

The announcement of the democra-
tic success, created wild scene in the
house and amid great confusion the
republican leaders protested that
Bpeaker Clark must count as voting
ten members who answered “present”
to their names, a ruling whichi would
have defeated the democrat program
by overcoming the five vote margin
and making impossible the recording
of the necessary two third vote of tho
house. This, the speaker declined to
do

STOLE PASSES FAOM
TRANSCRIPT OFFICE

Editor of Moncton Grit Pub-
lication on Stand at Investi-
gation — Blames Ferguson
& Vye.

inquiry was resumed here this morn-
ing before Commissioner Adair. Ralph
St.J. Freeze again appeared for the
railway department, and with him in
the investigation for the first time
here, was George W. Fowler, who
took up the questioning when John T.
Hawke was called as a witness. At
the opening of the inquiry James Ed-
wards, of the Transcontinental office,
was called, and said he went to Camp-
bellton on a curling trip, but travelied
on his own pass, Detective Skeffing-
ton testified to notifying Dr. Murray
that he had an opportunity of testify-
ing today, but Dr, Murray said his
lawyer was out of town and he pre
ferred that other witnesses be called
today,

John T. Hawke, editor and proprie-
tor of the Transcript, was the next
witness. He said that his office had
been robbed of 1. C. R, passes during
the summer of 1909, while in the pro-
cess of printing. In August of that
yvear he first suspected something was
wrong. Some one told him people were
offering passes for sale at rates lower
than the regular fare. He took the
matter up with Messrs. Tiffin and
Evans and Officer Tingley of the I. C.
R. Witness saild at that time he had
no idea he had been robbed, but sub-
sequently when Officer Tingley re-
ceived a letter from his son in Bos-
ton, stating that a pass was obtained
from Ray Vye, suspicion fell on El
mer  Ferguson, an employe of wit-
ness, who was Vye's companion, Fer-
guson denied knowing about the mat-
ter at first, but later confessed, say-
ing that Vye and he were in the
Transcript office  one Sunday after
noon, Ferguson having a key to the
side door. Ferguson told witness that
Vye went down to the basement and
brought up passes off the press.

They looked so “nice” it was de-
cided to get more. Seventy passes
were taken and later they went to
the Transcript bindery and tried to
number them on the machine, getting
ink over their clothes, spoiling many
passes and making a “mess” of it
Ferguson seemed penitent when mak-
ing his statement, Ferguson said
subsequently that a rubber stamp was
ordered in Montreal through Dr. Mur-
ray. Witness said tipt afterwards
he told Murray he did not think he
had acted fairly in not telling him
about the matter, and Murray said
he had not the slightest knowledge
that the passes were stolen. Fergu

son said it was their intention at
first to give the passes to their
friends, but later the idea of making
a dollar struck them. Vye left town
on November 15th of that year. Wit-
ness told Officer Tingley of Ferguson's

confession. Mr. Hawke told of I
vestigator Bell coming down from
Ottawa and holding an enquiry. Wit-

ness emphatically contradicted the
inference left by Ferguson that ques-
tions were asked and answered by
Hawke. Witness said Ferguson was
keeping things back and not telling
the investigator all he had told him.
Dr. Murray was called and made a
statement to the investigator.

Later when the matter came up in
Parliament Mr. Alward came from
Ottawa and held an enquiry. Asked
as to the circumstances under which
Vye left town, witness said he knew
nothing e\cupt street rumor.
