Myiustruetions were to purchase goods
at the places where we could get them at
the most reasonable. prices:. Fhere:was
no hmitntlou imposed- on my discretion
in buying; I could buy just where I
pleased, only that I was generally in-
structed to make my purchases within
the limits of the Province for which the
tu:pies were required. I made large

purchases from Fraser, Reynolds & Co.
'l‘hey had practically 2 monopoly in Hali-
fax of furnishing the supplies.

Q. On whit grounds did yon ghe Fra-
ser, Reynolds & Co., particularly, a mon-
opoly of the purchases in Halifax? :

A Brass Foundry Burned.

A fire broke out in the brass foundry
of Messrs. Wales & Green, Portland
Bridge, shortly before 12 o'clock last
night, and though the city engines, in-
cluding No. 3, which had been taken to
Portland, worked well, the flames soon
‘ran” t.hru,ugh the upper stories of the
bulldih,, damagiag both machinery and
stock.

They
are insured for $1200 in the Imperial,
London.

The origin of the fire is unknown, bat
as it started near the padttern shop in the
upper story, apparently between the two
buildings, many believe it to have been
accidental.

Messrs. Wales & Green have the sym-
pathy of the community, as they have
gone to much expeuse in their business.
They are Dot discouraged, however, and
will partially resume operations to-
morrow; at the old foundry, Paradise
Row.
