Denial Is Made
of “Muddle’ in

Army Records

Officials Say That Newspaper
Item Created a Wrong
Impression,

OTTAWA, Dec. 9.—There no
“muddle” in the records of the militia
department, according to responsible
officials who were shown a newspaper
item which stated that it was im-
possible to find out the actual number
of Canadian soldiers who served in
France because the records were in-
correct. ‘“‘You might as well say that
the affairs of any large business or-
ganization were in a muddle because
there was an error of twenty-five cents
in a balance sheet,” remarked one of
the officials.

It was explained that, by agreement
with the British Government, Canada
is assessed a certain figure for pay-
ment of the maintenance of her soldiers
who served in France. 'While these
soldiers were serving in France the
cost of their upkeep was paid by the
imperial government, but now. in the
general adjustment of accounts, Can-
ada is trying to discover the exact
amount which she owes to the imperial
government for the maintenance of
these men. In order to do this, a
small statistical section has been for
some time at work overseas and has
lately been brought to Ottawa. During
the early days of the war, when
organization was not as perfect as it
afterwards grew, records were not as
complete, and therefore a certain
amount of difficulty is experienced in
arriving at the exact figures. The cost
is figured on per capita per diem basis,
and naturally when men were moving
so swiftly and in such large numbers
it was difficult always to determine tl]o.

Robert Henry Halbert Beats
Neil D. McKinnon, the
Unionist Candidate.

CANNINGTON, Dec. 9 —President
Robert Henry Halbert of the TUnited
Farmers of Ontario, won the federal
by-election in North Ontario today
after a hard fight against Neil D. Mec-
Kinnon, the Unionist candidate. Mr.
Halbert's majority, with one polling
subdivision to be heard from, was 130,
and his election was conceded tonight
by the supporters of Mr. McKinnon.
It was stated that the one poll to be
heard from would net materially after
the result. i

Mr. McKinnon, who is a miller and
resides in Cannington, polled a big

vote in the towns, but lost out in the
townships. In Cannington his majority
was 351, in Uxbridge 230, in Beaverton
132, and in Sunderland 251. Mr. Hal-
bert made a strong run in Mara and
Rama Townships, where his majorities
were over 500. Scott Township gave
him a majority of 218, and Uxbridge
Township 173.
Mr. Halbert is a retired farmer and
resides in Uxbridge. The vacancy In
the federal! seat in North Ontario was
caused by the death of Colonel Sam
Sharpe, M. P. The by-election was
originally set for Monday, Oct. 27, but
was postponed on account of the sud-
den death of the Unionist candidate.
W. J. Cowan, at Cannington, on Oct.
21" The U. ¥ O. cindidaste, B. H.
Halbert, remained in the field, and
Mr. Cowan was succeeded by Neil D,
McKinnon as the Unionist candidate.
In the general election in 1917 ‘the
late Colonel Sharpe was elected over
Frederick Hogg, of Toronto, Liberal
candidate, by over 1,500 majority.

Says U.S. Navy
Should Egqual
Any by 1925

Navy General Board Submits
Recommendations For
Building Program.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 9. — Recom-
mendations of the navy general board
for the building program for 1921 in-
clude two Dbattleships, one Dbattle
cruiser, ten scout cruisers, five de-
stroyers, flotilla leaders and six sub-
marines.

The navy of the United  States
should ultimately be equal to the most
powerful maintained by any other
nation of the world not later than 1925,
says the report, which was made pub-
lic today at the navy department. The
board urged a policy of navai expan-
sion that would guarantee protection
of the coast lines and the rapidly ex-
panding merchant marine against any
naval power in the world.

The board further asserted that the
war having demonstrated that posses-
sion of a fleet powerful enough to pro-
tect its sea borne comerce is vital to
any nation in time of hostilities, the
maintenance of such a navy by the
United States would be ‘‘a great pre-
ventive of war, for no other nation
would lightly provoke hostilities, when
her own commerce would thereby be
imperilled.””

For further development and con-
struction of aircraft during the year
the board recommended an appropria-
tion of $27,000,000, with $6,000,000 to be
used for experimental construction,

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STREET RAILWAY PURCHASE.

Most thinking citizens of London will agree
with Alderman Holmes and others that there is
po hurry about voting on purchase of the street
railway. As Ald. Holmes said, London can
have a special vote later, when full information
has been secured, if thought advisable.

HOW JELLICOE PLAYED THE GAME.
[Toronto Telegram.]
A great sailor is the honored guest of Torontc
today. This afternoon Admiral Lord Jellicoe, upon
whose judgment depended the outcome of the war,

has been addressing the people of this city, From
the lips which framed the orders to that mighty
lorce known as the British navy, Torontonians have
been hearing the story of Britain’s triumph. Jellicoe
was 60 years old yesterday, but he scarcely looks
his age.

It is hard to imagine that he was a midshipman
when Admiral Beatty, his successor, was yet a
baby in long clothes. A lifetime on the ocean, a
iifetime of storm and sunshine in the salt winds ot
the Seven Seas, has weathered Jellicoe's face and
filled with vigor the frame of this man who at 55
was called upon to take command of the British
fieet, to hold the destiny of the world in his keeping,

For two and a half long, anxious years" Jellicoe
was at the helm, sometimes at Scapa Flow buffeting
the gales from Icelund in the freezing darkness o
winter, sometimes patrolling the stormy North Sea
ikeeping with his British sailors ceaseless watch
and ward.

No general's task could quite compare with that
of the commander of the fleet. The awful responsi-
bility in naval warfare devolves mainly on one
man. The risks of a move are greater far than in
land warfare. The consequences of a mistake are
more terrible. For an army consists of man
individuals capable of separate action, and not
liable to a sudden blotting out.

e R A T

But a fieet is made up of only a few units. One
torpedo, one well-placed shot, will destroy the
greatest warship and her crew of a thousand men
in a moment—did do so in this war. An error of
Judgment leading into a U-boat trap could wipe out
a line of Dreadnoughts in a few minutes. Think
what that would have meant to Britain.

Time has amply vindicated Jellicoe’s action at
the Battle of Jutland. Jellicoe did not risk the
battleship squadrons until such risk was amply
warranted and necessary. But he arrived in time
to help Beatty, who commanded the lighter, swifter
battle-cruisers, and to drive the German high sea
fleet back into port, from which it never again
emerged until the day of shameful surrender.

Destruction of the British fleet in the Jutland
battle wouli have meant everything to the Germans
—freedom of the seas, the wiping out of allied
shipping, ‘the end of the war.  But destruction of
the German fleet held no such advantage for
Britain. Jellicoe’'s job was to keep the German
fleet bottled up and useless, to use smaller craft
and to hold the battleships in reserve for an emer-
gency. Britain's naval game was a waliting one,
and Jellicoe played it consummately.

Many Canadians on leave climbed the ladder to
the Iron Duke to shake hands with Jellicoe. Soldier
men who visited the admiral and his sailors went
back to Krance cheered with the power of the
sister service. Jellicoe has met the kaiser. In
pre-war days the German war lord presented him
with the Order of the Red Eagle—a decoration long
absent from the admiral’s beribboned breast. How
Wilhelm must have smiled inwardly when with
simulated friendship for Britain he gave her sailor
chief this honor. How Wilhelm must have laughed
over it and the ghastly surprise he had in store
when “The Day"—Germany's day to strike—should
dawn and ““Germany's future on the water” com-
mence., But gone are the kaiser's dreams of con-
quest, gone the vaunted high seas fleet, due largely
to Jellicoe, whom Wilhelm underrated.

WHAT MAKES THE COLORS OF THE SUNSET?
[From the Book of Wonders, Published and Copy-
righted by the Bureau of Industrial Educa-
tion, Inc., Wiashington, D.C.]

The direction of the sun’s rays when they meet
these large and small particles in the air has a
great deal to do with the combination of colors
that result as these objects absorb part of ¢he rays
and throw off others. The sky is the most heautifu!
blue when the sun is high in the sky. But when
the sun is setting the light has a greater distance
to travel through the belt of air which surrounds tne
earth than when it is high up over our heads. You
know that if you stick the pin into an orange along
the edge it will go through a great deal more of
the peel than the other way. That is the way it
is with the sunset colors. The peel of the orange
is a good representation of the belt of air which
surrounds the earth. At sunset the light, instead
of coming straight down through the belt of air,
thus meeting the eye through the shortest possible
amount of air, strikes the air on a slant, and
therefore, travels through a great deal more air
and closer to the earth to reach it, with the result
that it meets a great many of these little specks,
besides all the other things that hang in the air
near the ground, and we thus get many more
colors, because some of the things in the air absorb
some of the rays and others absorb very different
rays when the light comes in this slanting way, and
that is what makes the different colors in the
sunset. For this reason sunsets are often richer
and more beautiful in color when the air is not so
pure, but has much dirt and other matter floating
about in it.

Will Meet Again Today To
Continue Consideration
of Proposal.

EXPECTS SETTLEMENT.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Dec. 9.—
Settlement of the strike of coal
miners tomorrow confidently was
predicted late tonight by a high
official of the United Mine Work-
ers of America. It was declared
that the conservative element was
in the majority and that an
agreement on the president’s pro-
posal for termination of the con-
troversy was only a question of
how long it would take to hear
the arguments of all representa-
. tives who wished to speak.
! it also was learned that four
{ extended caucuses, In which_so-
| called radicals of Indiana, Ohio,
. lllinoigs and Wisconsin participated,
were held tonight. Except that
plans were made for continuing
the fight against adopticn of the
strike settlement plan, nothing
could be learned of the proceedings.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Dec. 9.—The
general committee of the United Mine
| Workers of America, meeting here to
consider President Wilson's proposal;
for ending the strike of bituminous
coal miners, adjourned tonight a 6:30
o'clock without reaching an agree-
ment. The committee will meet again
tomorrow morning at 9:30.

; The miners had been in continuous
session since 2 o’clock this afternoon,
i at which time John L. Lewis, acting
president of the mine workers organi-
zation, presented the proposal of
President Wilson to end the strike,
which began more than five weeks ago.

“I have nothing to say,” said acting
President Lewis after the adjourn-
ment, ‘‘except that we still have the
matter under consideration and will
meet again at 9:30 tomorrow morning.”

The general committee of the miners
is composed of eighty-four international
and district officials and members of
the organization’s executive board and
scale committee,

A Big Factor.

After the miners adjourned this
evening it was reported that a big
factor in the opposition to acceptance
of the president’s proposal was the be-
lief on the part of many miners that
it would require another session of the
general convention of the United Mine
Workers to make valid an agreement
to end the strike.

I+ was pointed out that the last gen-
eral conventicn, held in Cleveland
formulated the demands to be pre-
sented to the operators and voted
that in the event that they were re-
i fused a strike should be called. The
plan approved by the general conven-
tion also provided that in case of a
strike and subsequent proposals for a
settiemient another general session
{ would nave to approve any action
taken looking to an end of the tie-up.

During the day Acting President
Lewis received a telegram from Secre-
tary of Labor Wilson, urging the

Attorney-General Palmer this after-
noon expressed confidence that the
miners would accept the president’s
proposal, and that work would be
resumed in the mines immediately.

Mr. Palmer gave out a memorandum
and also copies of the president’s pro-
posal, both of which were agreed to by
Acting President Lewis and Secretary-
Treasurer Green of the mine workers
on Saturday night.

Mr. ’Palmer's statement, given out at
2:30 o'clock, follows:

The president Saturday was about
to .issue a statement to the country
reciting the facts in relation to the
strike situation and making an appeal
to the miners to go back to work.

Mr. Lewis and Mr. Green called on
me that day and I showed them the
president’s statement. They finally
agreed to its terms as far as thev
were concerned and called a meeting
of their official boards to consider it,
at which time they agreed to urge its
acceptance.

“A memorandum was prepared, its
form being agreed to by Mr. Lewis and
myself, embodying in brief the presi-
dent's proposal and the action which
had been taken by the miners.”

The memorandum referred to by Mr.
Palmer follows:

“In accordance with the request of
the president, as con‘ained in his
statement of December 6, the miners
will immediately return to work with
the fourteen per cent inc'ease in wages
which is already in effect. Immedi-
ately upon a general resumption of
operations, which shall be in all dis-
tricts, except as to wages, unon the
basis which obtained on October 31,
1919, the president will appoint a com-
mission of three persons, one of whom
shall be & practical miner, and one
of whom shall be a mine owner or
operator in active hnsiness, which com-
mission shall consider further aques-
tions of wages and working conditions
as well as profits of onerators and
proper prices for coal, rendiusting both
warges and prices if it shall so decide
Inclnding  differentials and internal
conditions within and hetween districts.

HUNS’ DEMANDS
REFUSED WITH
ONE EXCEPTION

Text of Supreme Council’s
Notes Made Public at
Washington.

EVASION IS IN VAIN

Only Concession Is Promise To
Take Economic Situation
Into Consideration.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—The state
department today made public the text
of the supreme council’'s notes dealing
with the peace treaty, which were de-
lived at Paris yesterday to Baron von
Lersner, head of the German delega-
tion, and a summary of which was con-
tained in press dispatches last night
irom Paris.

In denying the German demands for
modification of the treaty clause deal-
ing with the surrender of Germans
charged with crimes against interna-
tional warfare and the return of pris-
oners In compensation for the absence
of American delegations on the com-
missions until the ratification of the
treaty by the United States, the coun-
gll in its first note warned Germany
‘for the last time'’ that until the
treaty came into force a denunciation
of the armistice would be sufficent for |
the Allies to have recourse to military
measures against Germany.

‘Before making their demand
allied and associated powers examined
this gquestion. They do not share the
apprehensions of the German Govern-
ment as regards the economic effect
upon German ports. They maintain
the protocol as it has been drafted.
