iSCRAPPlNG RULES MADE
Brief Preamhle Explains Pur-

poses of Five Contracting
Governments.

Washington, ¥eb., 1—The draft
treaty for limitation of naval arma-

ment submitted today to the plenary
session of the Washington conference
contains only the following preamble
in explanation of the purposes of the
five contracting governments in
reaching the agreements set forth:

“Desiring to contribute to the main-
tenance of the general peace, and to
reduce the burdens of competition in
armaments;

“Have resolved, with a view to ac-
complishing these purposes, to con-
clude a treaty to limit their respec-
tive naval armament, and to that
end ha appointed as their plenipo-
tentiarie

The treaty is divided into three
chapters. s«Chapter one contains the
general language of the agreements,
{covered in twenty separate articles.
Chapter two contains the detailed,

specific agreements on naval mat-
ters, many of them in complicated
tabular form, which amplify and
cemplete the meaning of the general
agreements of chapter one.

Chapter three is devoted to “mis-
cellaneous provisions” and contains

four additional articles of the treaty.

Chapter one is headed: “General
Provision Relating to the Limitation
of Naval Armament.”

Article one thercunder is merely the
agreement to limit naval armament
as provided in the treaty.

EFECTIVE drailn-
age and ventilation
of the upper air
passages in the
nose is one of the
factors causing
colds.

The normal
healthy nasal pass-
ages should be
large enough to al-
low free entrance
of all the air re-
e —wwwawed Quired by a person
in breathing, whether at rest or dur-
ing exertion. In the latter case,
fortunately, the tissues have the
power of contracting and thus mak-
ing the passages larger.

The inner wall of each nasal pas-
sage is the septum or partition and
is made of bone and cartilage. From
the outer wall of each passage pro-
ject two prominent, bony, curved
bodies, the turbinates.

These turbinate bodies are irregu-
lar in size and shape. They add a
great deal to the surface over which
the air passes. In them are partly
located the nerves of smell.

The ventilation or free passage of
alr through the nose and in and out
of its cavities may be diminished or
destroyed by twists, curvatures, and
folding of the septum or by bony
or cartilaginous growths pmjectlné
into these cavities, or by overgrowth
of the adenoids or tumors or mem-
branous thickness of some sort.

Such obstructions in nasal ventil-
ation prevent proper evaporation of
the mucus. Consequently this ac-
cumulates in masses and drops into
the throat or is blown out by the
person frequently.

These conditions produce all the
symptoms of a chronic cold and they
invite the onset of more acute ail-
ments from various infections, since
germs are apt to grow rapidly in
such spaces full of abnormal secret-
ation.

If the cardinal accepts, and in
whatever words he accepts, the
master of ceremonies then claps his
hands, and at the sound all the
canopies are lowered, save that over
the seat of the new pope. as the
symbol of his now sole sovereignty.
The sub-deacon then asks: “By
whose name do you wish to be
called?”

The new pope then tells him. He
is then, after a short prayer before
the altar, taken behind it, where he
is divested of his cardinalitial robes
and clad in the traditional white
vestments of the pope.

Meanwhile, a portable throne—the
Sedia Gestatoria—has beenr brought s
to the altar steps. The Pope ad-
vances from behind the altar and
takes his pfce on the throne. The
sub-dean then removes from the
Pope’s finger the sapphire ring of the
cardinal and replaces it by the
fisherman’s ring of the Vicar of
Christ. There are other brief cere-'
monies, which have varied at differ-
ent conclaves, and then the senior’
cardinal deacon asks the Pope's per-
mission to announce the result of the
election to the outside world. But as
no smoke had poured from the chapel
window, the crowd below already
knew that an election had taken
place. There is breathless silence
there, when suddenly there appears
on the exterior loggzia of St. Peter’s |
the Papal Cross, with acolytes, mace-
bearers, followed by the senior car-
dinal deacon. More silence, and then
he begins the official announcement:

“I proci#im to you tidings of great
joy,” etc.

When all this has been done the
ecardinals advance in due order to
the altar steps and pronounce the
oath:

“Testor Christum Dominum qui me
judicaturus est me elegere quem,
secundum deum Judico eligi debere !
et quod idem in accessu praestabo.”
That is to say: “I call Christ our
Lord, who will judge me, to witness
that I elect the person who I think
before God should be elected, and}
whom I shall support in his suc-
cession.”

The elector then ascends the altar
steps and lays the folded ballot on
the paten, from which it drops into
the urn or chalice.

All the ballots having been thus
' deposited, the three scrutineers
ascend to the altar. One takes the
urn, covers it with the paten, and
 shakes it. A second scrutineer then
passes the ballots one by one into
another urn, counting them as he
does so. If this number does not
agree with the number of electors the
vote is void, the ballots are burned,
and the balloting must be repeated.
If the number be correct, the
scrutineers take the second urn to a
large table in the center of the
chapel well within sight of all the
electors. As each ballot is drawn
from the urn, each scrutineer in
turn as he receives it reads aloud
the name upon it. As the names are
thus read out each of the electors,
who has a list of all the cardinals
before him, makes a mark opposite
the name he hears thrice read.
When all the marked names have
been verified, and if no name has
received the necessary two-thirds
vote, the ballots are burned in a little

In the Sistine Chapel, glorified by |
the “Last Judgment” of Michel
Angelo, under which is the altar
where the urn to receive the votes
has been placed, sixty screens have
been erected on both sides, and in
front of these screens are the seats
for the cardinals, every one of which
bears a number. Before each seat is
a small table with writing material.
The canopy over each seat signifies
sovereignty—sixty sovereigns now
equal in power and right.

A number of lmuicll numbeu were'
interpersed wtih the speeches.

Gordon Philip, secretary of the
Chamber of Commerce, spoke first.
He expldined that his work was
really the advertising of London.
“There is in London a tendency on
the part of some individuals to com-
plain of the tax rate,” said Mr.
Philip, and proceeded to show to the
club members, in graphic form, the
status of London in assessment and
tax rate, as compared with other
cities of the Dominion. Two large
graphs were brought out by Mr.
Philip, which he said he had re-
ceived from E. V. Buchanan of the
Public Utilities Commission. They
showed by comparison with other
cities of the Dominion, that from
1911 to 1921, London had had the
lowest assessment rate of any city
in Canada with the exception of St.
John. The assessment rate dealt
with was the per capita rate.

A really low tax rate per capita
was shown during the same peripd
by the second graph. Mr. Philip also
read the percentage increase in pop-
ulation, inland revenue returns and
bank cleari :gs during the ten years
in London, to prove that London had
not been governed by a “spend-
thrift administration as some of the
calamity howlers would have people’
believe.” The complaints came “from
a class that make themselves heard
a great deal more than their im-
portance and- numbers justify.”

The Rev. T. S. Roy spoke of the
attitude towards advertising of the
church today, “The main thing about
advertising is to ereate a desire
for something.” At present the
need of the church was advertising
which would create a desire to go to
church in the people who didn’'t go.

Mr. Roy declared it was his con-
viction that “the man who is a
church-going man is an asset for
every merchant in the ecity. The
first thing that happens when a man
straightens up morally is that he be-
comes an asset to the community.”

“When a man’s moral life is toned
up, his whole life is also toned up,”
declared the speaker, and went on
to point out that merchants failed to
realize the busness that missionary
endeavor stimulated, by the crea-
tion of desires in the natives of
heathen lands, desires for the es-
sentials of a more advanced civiliz-
ation. The demands for the products
from the newly-converted natives
stimulated business.

Mr. Roy thought that it would be
good business policy if the retail ad-
vertisers would advertise the church
in a small way in some of their
ads.

The speaker lauded the slogan of
the Advertising Club, namely truth.
Truth is the heart of everything even
of the earth itself, said Mr. Roy, and
by the slogan of truth could the ad-
vertisers change the cynic and make
him a believer not only in their busi-
ness but in every man’s business.

George Clark, who presided at the
meeting after a vote of thanks was
tendered to Mr. Roy, on behalf of
the club extended to Mr. Roy the
wish that he would have unbounded
success in his new charge, and paid
tribute to the speaker as a man who
had been loved and admired during
his stay in London.

The choir of the Hill Strédet Baptist
Church gave several choruses and
songs, following the conclusion of
the speech of the Rev. Mr. Roy,
which wegre greatly appreciated.
