d CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

Aao.r. ONTiARIO.
A report comes from the Muskoka dis

trcct that there has been a lberal fit osnosv, as inuch as nine loches an soir.qdistricts. Should this snow.fall prove tcbe havebeen general throughout the northern district of Ontario, it will cause lum
r bermen to take a more hopeful view of theoutlook for logging operations. It isdoubtful, however, whether the total quan.

tity of logs reckoned on can nlow bebanked. Elsewhere an estimate as givenof the contemplated production of pine
loRs in the province this winter. Weil-informed persons predict that this estimate
will fot be "eached owing the dlfrlcultyof hauling the logs in the wvoods. Thefuture snow.fall will not only bear an im-portant relation to logging operations, butwill also determine to a large extent thecourse which prces for lumber will take.With an abundance of snow for the bal-ance of the winter season, prices of pineand hardwood lumber vill be likely nweaken towards the spring, but if the failof snow should be lhght and insufficient

for expeditious logging, we would enot be
surprised if still higher prices should rue.
The present movement of lumber is ofsatisfactory volume. Wholesale priccs atToronto remain unchanged, but at Oitawa
shippng cul srips have advanced about
$1 50 per 'housand, the prce now beng
$a .to $13.5o. L-ath is also higher, No. i
selbng at from $3 to $3.25, and No. 2 atf o 2.50 to $2.75.

QURtEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Reports to hand from the logging dis-tracts of Quebec and the Maritime prov-incesare more encouraging than they were
last eek. In some sections the conwinued

MANITOBA AND BRITISI COLUMIBIA.
The demand for lumber in Manitoba

and British Columbia during the pastmonth lias been stuch as to augur well foran active season. Building operations are
openng up favorably, and architects report
a large atnount of prospective nvork. It iselieved that lu ber prices in the sprngwill be little if any lower than they are at
the present time. The price lists issued

show some important changes. No. i
laî. is now selling in Winnipeg at $4.50per thousand retail, as against $2.75 oneyear ago. The best quality of shngles
brngs $3.25. The planing mills are so
busy that an advanre in the price of sashesand doors is looked for early in the
sp ring.

UNITED STATES.

Owing to higher freight rates, pineprces have been advanced by Minne-
apolis wholesalers about -5 cents perthousand. This is about the only changewhich has taken place in the pine market,aalthough im respect to hiemlock a con-siderable advance has been nade. AtNew York the base price of henilock isnow $2o and at Buffalo $z6, with everyprospect of a further rase before long. Thereport from wholesale market- is thateastern retailers and consumers have beenholding off and demanding lower prices,but there is now evidence that the east is

preparing to buy az such prices as it can ob-tain. The situation thus far this winter is
opposed ta any break in prices,while there

is a possbîliy that hey may go still
higher. At Buffalo shop lumber is selling-t $39-50, and 'ai Boston pine uppers areworth $6o to $6z for one inch and $62 to$65 for aiX, i ý and 2 inch. Lath and
shingles are an strong demand. No iwhite pne lath is sellang in the Buffaloand Tonawanda markets at $3.75, and is
very scarce a Ithis figure. Extra white
pane shingles brin $3 and second quality$2.25.

The hardwood demand is fully equal
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o the visible supply, and prices are more

likely to advance than weaken. Quarter-
ed oak has been marked higlerat Boston,
ash is scarce and moving steadily, and
tie supply of dry maple is almost con-
pletely exhausted. Eitm noves more
slowly than the other hardwoods, and
there does not secm to be any prospect
of an immediate revival of demand.

FORIGN.
The British timber market remains firm,

witih a tendency towards higher prces. It
is predicted that there will be an advance
of to per cent. on the better quaalities of
pine deals, and 25 per cent. on the lower
qualities. Quebec first pine now sells in
the Liverpool market at £20 to £24 per
standard, second quaity at £5 ros. to
£16 os., and third quaitiy at £9 is.to £î0.
Quebec spruce brings about 47 15s., and
New Brunswick spruce from £7 to £7 5s.
The quotations for waney board pine are
2S. 6d. to 29. iod. per cubic foot for large
average, and is. 8d. to 2s. 2d. for second-
class wood. Square pine is quoted at
2S. 6d. to 2S. 8d. for first quality,- and is.
8d. to 2S. for second-class. Birch timber
is scarce and selis readily at is. 9d. to 2s.
for 15 to 17 inch average, and is. 6d. to
is. 8d. for 13 tO 14 inch average. The
demand for elm is also good at 2S. iod.
and 2S. 2d. respectively for first and sec-
ond class timber.

THE ONTARIO LOG PRODUCTION.
From information gathered from various

sources we are enabled to place before our
readers a fairly accurate estimate of the con-
templiated production of logs in Ontario this
winter. The reader wili bear in mind, how-
ever, that the quantity of logs which wili reach
the milîs may be considerably less tihan tbat cut
owing to uinfavorable logging conditions and
the probability of lowv water in the streams.
The figures would seemu to indicate that the
cut of pine on Crown lands in Ontario will he in
the neighborhood of 8ooooo,oco feet, which is
a considerable increase on last year's operations.

Taking. fusst, the north.western section of the
province, we find that the cut of pine timber
an the Rainy River district will probably reach
40,000,0oo fect. There will also be taken out

about goo,ooo lies for the Canadian Pacific
Railway ad 500,000 ties for the Rainy River
Railway, in addition to a considerable quantity
of telegraph poles and cedar posts. It is
learned that tht demiand for cedar is increasing
in the west.

In the Thunder Bay district the cut in the
woods will be in the vicinity oi 25,coo,000 ree,
the chic operator in this district being Alger,
Smitha & CO., whose intention at the beginning
of the season was to gel out i5,ooo,ooo feet ;
but it is understood that this quantity imay be
curtailed owing to a scarcity of labor.

In the western Algona district the production
of pine will hein the neiglhborhtood ofßo,coo,ooo
feet, of hiardwoods froum 3,000,0oo to 5,0oo,ooo
feet, of spruce pullp wood 5o,ooo cords, and of
railroad lies probably So,ooo. According to
a correspondent of the Toronto Globe, the cut af
Eine logs in the eastern division of Algoia will

e about roo,ooo,ooo feet, coipared with
30,000,000 feet last year, iaking a total of
18o,ooo,ooo feet for the Algomia district.

The most important disttict in Western
Ontario is that of Parry Sound and Muskoka,
in which the cut of pine timiber will be approxi.
mately 200.000,000 feet. In this district the
Ilolland & Emiery Co., of Byng Inlet, the
Parry Sound Lunber Co., Wn. Peter, of Parry
Sound, the Arthur IIill Lumber Co., and the
Bank of Toronto, working tie Turner & Fisher
limits, are the largest operators. The pioduc.
tion of these five firns will probably reach
125,000,000 feet. The Parry Sound Lumber
Co. are understood ta be taking out a quantity
of board pine.

The output in the Peterboro district is likely
ta be in the neighborhood of scoooo,ooo feet.
The Rathbun Co., of Deseronto, and Gilmour
& Co., of Trenton, are the largest operators.
Michle, Dynent & Son are reported go bc
taking out about 100,000 cubic feet of board
tinber.

Coming to the Ottawa valley, a reliable
estimate tould seen to place the output on
the Ontario side at 175,ooo,c00 feet of pine.
0 this about 75,000.000 feet will be taken out
in the district between the Petawawa and
AMississippi rivers, and the balance in Nipissing
and the district adjacent to the Mattawa river.

There will probably be taken out in districts
not covered by the above ieview in the neigh-
borhood Of 75,0wo,000 feet, which brings the
total pine production of the province up to
795,oo0,C00 feet. This estimate, of course,
only includes the timber cut on Crown lands.

Throughout the province the production of
railway ties, cedar posts and telegraph poles is
being increased, but there seems to be a
diminution in ti1: production of board timber.

The probable production of lumber in the
Ottawa valley in the coming season is a matter
ofsome inierest. Should atl the logs cut reach
the mills, it is probable that the miill output
will be about 20 per cent. larger than last
season. 0f this increase a per cent. will be
attributable to an incieased Cut of logs and go
per cent. to the fact that a quantity of last
season's logs did not reach the mills, owing to
lowv water in many of the smailler streams
tributary to the Ottawa, and are now a reserve
for the sawing season of 1900.

STOCKS AND PRICES.
A timber limit at Riverside, on Nine Mile

River, N.S., has been purchased by James
G. Kerr, of Guysboro.

The Southampton Lumber Co. are sup-
plying the timber for the harbor improve-
ments at Port Elgin, Ont.

The steamer Victorias is loading lumber
at Chemainus, B.C., for (the Fiji Islands.
She vill take r,5oo,ooo feet.

The Sheet Harbor Lumber Company,
of Sheet Harbor,N.S., expects to cut about
6,ooo,ooo feet of deals during the coming
season.
