An Act to arnend the Act respecting the Provincial
Duty on Tavern Licenses.

W H EREAS it is, expedient to make the law uniform Premme.
throughout this Province, vith respect to the issuing

of Licenses on which a Provincial Dîuty is payable under
chapter twenty of the Consolidated Statutes of ' Canada,

unless he bas a license issued in the manner prescribed in this
Act ; and the penalty imposed by any Act or By-law on
persons selling spirituous liquors to bc drunk upon the premises,
in any hotel, tavern, bouse, vessel or place, without being duly
licensed, shall be incurred by any person so selling spirituous 25
liquors without having a license issued under this Act.

Repeal oi 6. So much of the Act cited in the preamble to this Act, or
encar<itent of any other Act, as vests the power of granting Tavern Licenses

in any Municipal Council or municipal authority, or as
excepts the City of St. Hyacinth from the general law of
Lower Canada, with respect to Tavern Licenses, or as makes 35

.any provision inconsistent with this Act, or any provision
which, by the passing of this Act, will become unnecessary, or
inapplicable, is hereby repealed.
