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WIRE BOUND WOODEN PIPE
Success has been attained in the manu­

facture of water pipe from wood. A few 
words by way of description of the 
method of manufacture as witnessed at

oughly kiln dried stock and are composed 
of three staves securely joined by a 
patent perfect double V joint.

The slaves are concaved and the 
joint formed at one operation of a ma­

inspections, viz., first, at the mill ; second 
when received, and third after the staves 
are made and before being placed in the 
banding machine.

The accompanying sectional view shows 
the paleiy double V joint uniting the 
staves and forming a joint so perfect that 
when the segments are put together, it 
appears to be a cylinder witli a solid shell.

The machine which bands with wire the 
outside of the pipe, is much like a screw 
cutting lathe with a tension over which 
the wire passes to the pipe. The wire is 
heavily galvanized, extia pliable steel 
wire ranging from 8 to 2 gauge. It is put 
on the pipe at a tension of from % to 
The banding machine can be so adjusted 
as to space the wire any desired distance 
to lay solid on the pipe, the spacing being 
made to vary according to the specifica­
tion of pressure required. All spacing is 
based on a factor of safety of 5.

The pipe next go to a heading machine 
where the ends are fitted either with 
tenons for inserted joint or wood sleeve 
coupling. From the factory they go to a 
tarring shed where they are rolled through 
a boiling mixture of tar and asphaltum, 
the wood taking a very heavy coating.
