Ver. 1. Gudarenes Whether it
should be Gadarenes, Gergesenes, or

Gerasenes, has been,a much disputed
point. The Revised  Version bas
Gerasenes bere and 1n Luke, but Gad-
arenes 1nstead of Gergesenes 1n Mat-
thew; so that the Revisers bave not
done muco to settle the matter. [tis
clear that the mncident cannot bave
taken place either at Gadara or Gerasa
which were both situated 5.

Hence
Mark and Luke take notice only of the
one. Itisevident from this that Mark
was no mere copyist and epitomizer of
Matthew.”

The education of our people in pro-
per educational views is not to be ac-
complished in a day.

The report i in itself a study, but a
few of the more important poirts may
here be indicated. A new and import-
ant feature is the ‘‘ Course of Instruc-
tion.” For lack of such a guide the
early years of many hundreds of child-
ren have been largely wasted. The
best teacher may find it difficult to
mark out a judicious plan and adhere to
it steadily, especially when trustees are
inclined to carry the itinerant idea to
so great an extent. Next in import-
ance to a proper provision for their
mental training is the necessity for some
enactment which shall ‘‘ secure a better
attendance and rescue from illiteracy
thousands of innoceut children, the vic-
tims of parental ignerance or indiffer-
ence.” It is to be hoped that those
members of our Legielature who this
session voted to pestpime the measure on
CompulsoryEducation for a year, meant
just what they ~aid whes naming a cer-
tain period. The total expenditure of
last year for Public Schools amounted
to 8563.379. When a province thus
pays over half a million dollars it has a
right to expect that such a use of it shall
be made as shall notinvolve a repetition
of any part of the sum in the shape of
jail expenses. A proper outlay of our
Provincial grants for education can never
be made until attendance, under wise
restrictions, is compulsory. A contem-
porary says that ‘‘compulsory ”’ is a
“hard word.” 8o it is, but often hard
words only conceal blessings.

We must deal briefly with statistics—
not because statistics are dry. Here
they are full of meaning, as is every
thing relating to the training ot our

coming men and women, The number

of schools in operation during the sum-
mer and winter terms was greater than
in the previons year ; and the attend-
ance at these—93,184—was nearly 4500
in advance of the previous year. Dif-
ferent causes, in particular, perhaps, the
prevalence of epidemic diseases, have
led the average daily attendance to be
much smaller than it should have been.
Let parents, wherever possible, keep
their children rezularly at school. Ir-
regular attendance means discourage-
ment to the teacher and sid loss to the
pupil. Advance is yet needed in salaries
of teachers. Tuae bhatter class of men,
those possessed of energy and tact, will
not remain in a profession waich needs
the worthiest qualities of heart and
mind, while elsewhere they can receive
a support which school sections grudge
them. If the 87 Normal School students
who received professional certiticates
during the year have gone forth to make
their profession a mzans to an end their
worth as teache~s will be lessened.
*“ This one thing [ do,”—we make the
quotation reverently—should be a wm:t0
for the teacher as well as the preacher.
The work of one borders on that of the
other. That of the teacher is not limit-
ed by time ; that of the preacher is not
confined only to eternity.

NOTICE TO QUIT.

The republication of Professor Proc-

tor's ‘“ Familiar Science Studies” may,

re-awaken in sums minds the anxiety
that was latsly lallel by the failuce
of some well-known and silly prophecies.
The article, ‘“A Menacing Comet,”’
found in Mec. has
calied forth a somewhat startling arti-

Proctor’s volume,

cle in the London Spectator, under the
suggestive heading, *“ The Astronomical
Notice to Quit.” With some others,
Mr. Proctor thinks the comet of 1880
identical with that of 1843 and 1663,
and looks uprn it as liksly to return
about 1897, when its possible fall into
the mass of the sun would cause heat
suffi siently great to bure up the animal
and vegetable life of the solar system,
that of the earth not excepted. It is
pleasant to rem:mber, amid the *¢ifs”
and ‘“ psrhapses” of sciene,that scien-
'tific man have male great mistakes in
 predictions respsciing the enl of the
, world. In this they must share in some
degree with the less honored class of
star-gazers—the astrologsrs—the blame
of much of the terror and suffering
with which some in every age "ive
awaited the end of all things.

In spaaking of tha p)ssible results of
the conversion of the momentous mass
of a larze comet's head and nucleus into
heat, a result which he dsems quite pos-
sible throush the incrersad diminuation
of its distance from the sun at each re-
turn, Mr. Proctor states his opinion that
the outburst of the so-called *‘ new star ”
in the Northarn Ccowe in 1836 is attrib-
utable to the action of some large comet.
In reference to such action upon the
earth, he says: “It might well be that
the effocts thus prodaced would be but
transient. In a few weeks, possibly in
a few days, or even hours, the sun, ex-
cited for a while to intense heat and
splendor, would resame his usual tem-
perature, his usual lustre. Such, indeed,
was the nature of the change which
affected the so-called ‘‘ new star” in
the Northern Crown. For a day or two
it shone out with several hundred times
its usual heat. Then graduelly its fires
cooled, its lustre diminishec, and after
a few weeks had passed it ehone, as it
had shone before for hundreds of years,
with the lustre of a ninth magnitude
star only. But it is certain that, if there
are planets circling around thet remote
eun, and if the ordinary light and heat
of that orb suffized for the requirements
of the inhabitants of those orbs, the ab-
 normal light and heat during the out-
' burst in 1866 must have destreyed all
'living creatures from the face of each
| one.of these worlds.”

One cannot thoughtlessly dismiss some
' further remarks of Mr. Proctor, called
forth by the same supposed catastrophe :
‘“ Witheut saying that I consider there
is absolute danger of a similar outburst
in the ease of our own sun when the
comet of 1843 shall be absorbed by him
(a result which will, in my opinion, most
certainly take place), I will go so far as
to express my belief that if ever the day
is to come when ‘‘the heavens shall
dissolve in fervent heat,” the cause of
the catastrophe will be the downfall of
some great comet on the sun.’’

‘*“ Who knows,” says a contemporary,
*‘ to what extent science may become a
revelation of the power and ultimate
purpose of the Almighty? The scien-
tists of the day are now absorbed in in-
vestigation. But surely this process is
to lead to something. We are not to
confounl the process with the ultimate
result. Such an article as that of Mr.
Proctor’s sends us to the last chapter of
the Second Epistle of 8t. Peter,”

ST. JOHN AND THE SCOTT ACT.

On Saturday morning the Sheriff of
St. John made public the offi zial retur n
of the vote of the previous Thursday
on the Canada Temperance Act. The
numbers,as previously state1,stood 1,074
in favor of the Act, and 1,074 against it ;
the result therefore, in the absence of
any scrutiny, would be a tie, or defeat
of the Aci, which must be carried by a
majority of the votes cast. We under-
stand that the Executive of the Citizens’
Committee for the promotion of the
adoption of the Act has decided to de-
mand a scrutiny of the ballot papers be-
fore the Julge of the County Court, as
provided by law, aad has already en-
gaged legal assistance,

Whether, as now seems probable, a
legal contest may result in victory for
the friends of right and freedom, or
whether such issue shallbe delayed, the
temperance workers of St. John
may be most heartily congratulated
on the vote polled. Their fellow-
workers at Yarmouth in their con-
gratulatory telegram only gave expres-
sion to the feelings with which temper-
ance men throughout the Dominion
have watched the struggle. With some
former temperance workers arrayed
against them, witha money power which
everywhere wields potent sway brought
to bear against their unselfish purposes,
and in a tizht azainst men whose own
existence seems only to be maintained
through the ruin of others, the advo-
cates of the destruztion of the liquor
traffic have performed wonders. We
are glad that they are giving increased
attention to their Reform Clubs, for
after all a victory at th: polls, unless
wonwithoverwielminz numhoers, will do
little if the strong moral sense of the
cominunity is not arrayed against a par-
ty who have every motive to prompt
them to a continuance of a great evil.

This journal
rsistently advocated many useful po-
Ezical reforms, and contributed its full
ghare to the discussion of the Clergy
Reserves question  In 1833 Mr. Ryer-
son was appointed a delegate to Eng-
Jand and attended the British Confer-
ence of the Wesleyan Methodist Church
there with a view to the projected union
with that Conference of the Methodist
Episcopal body in Canada, which he
was larzely instrumental in accomplish-
ing. In 1835 he again visited the Mo-
ther country, with the object of obtain-
ing a charter for the Upper Canada
Acacemy as a seat of Methodist educa-
tion, and also with a view to procuring
subscriptions in aid of the project from
the English Wesleyans. He was suc-
eessful 1n accomplishing both these ob-
jects, and the academy which ultimate-
fy developed into Victoria College, was
established in Coburg. During Mr.
Ryerson’s stay in London he contrib
uted a series of letters on Canadian af-
fairs to the Times, in order to counter-
act the influence of William Lyon Me-
Kenzie, who, backed by Hume and Roe-
buck in England, had created a good
deal of feeling in favor of political re-
forin in Canada. Mr. Ryerson, believ-
ing thet these efforts looked toward
tho establishment of a Canadian repub-
- le, strenously combatted them, and his
Jetters which attracted much attention
were republished in pamphlet form and
distributed among members of Parlia-
ment. In this country they exercised
a considerable influence upon the elec-
tionsoi 1836. On theoccasionof a noted
speech in the Commons by Mr. Joseph
Hume in support of a petition presented
by Dr. Charles Duncombe, setting forth
the grievances of the people of Canaca,
Mr. Gladstone, who was desirous of re-
plyiug to him, put himself in communi-
cation with Mr. Ryerson who was pre-
sent in the g¢allery, and from the mate-
nials furmished oy the la.ter made a
speech which sealed the fate of the pe-
tition.

The rebellion broke out in 1837, a
few months after Mr. Ryerson’s return.
Though, as has been shown, he had no
sympathy with the revolutionists, he
was opposed to the employment of harsh
measures azainst Mackenzie's followers,
and succeeded in procuring the release
of several of them from nnprisonment.
He stroonzly championed the cause of
the former Speaker of the House of
Asscinbly, Marshall Spring  Brdwell,
wrongfully accused of participation in
the rising, and during the controversy
which ensued attacked the course of
Attorney-General Hagerman in a very
vigorous and pointed letter, in which
the establishinent of constitutional free-
dom wis alvocated for the first time
since the restoration of order. During
Lord Durham's memorable mission to
tiis couatry he had frequent interviews
with Mr. Ryerson, who furnished nuiner-
ous data for the celebrated report of
that nobleman. In 1840 Mr. Ryerson
again attended the English Contercuce
as a delegate from Caunada. Upon the
mncorporation of the University ot Vic-
toria College in 1341 Mr. Ryerson was
moanmously chosen President of the
institucion, and the same yecar saw the
desree of Doctor of Divinity conterred
upon hin by the Wesleyan Uuiversity
of Middletown, Conn. ,

During Sir Charles Mutcalf's,adminis-
tracion of atfairs in Canada, Dr. Ryer-
son warmly espoused his part in lus
eontest wich tie Reform party.  I'ne
question at issue was the right of the
Govecnor to make appointinents irre-
spective of the advice or his Muinistry,
andd 1n adition to numerous letters and
articles 1n the newspaper press, Dr.
Ryerson wrote and published an elab-
orate ** Derence’’ of Sir Charles, which
was published separately in pamphlet
form, in which all that could be urged
in favor of the untenable position of the
Governor was strongly presented. In
1844 Dr. Ryerson received the ap};nint-
ment of Superintendent of Pablic
Scaools for Upper Canada. He accept-
ed his post and at once devoted huuself
to tne task of remodelling the education-
al system of the Province, making an
extensive tour in the United Srates,
Eiraal, and Continental Europe to
X1 iarize hinself with the most modern
educational systems. The results of his
tour were embodied in an elaboriie re-
por. published in 1843,  tlis ideas,
thouzn strongly opposed by sowme,
eommended themselves to a majority of
the wmembers of the Legislature, and a
School Act drafted by him became law.
It remained in force about three years,
when a new Education Act, making
many radical changes in his system, was
passed under the Baldwin-Lofontaine
Munistry. Owing to the representations
of Dr. Ryerson, however, the Governor-
General suspended its operation, and
Mr. Baldwin and Dr. Ryerson prepared
an Act retaining many of the character-
istics of the Act of 1846, and adding
pmew features necessitated by the pro-
gress of the country. This new
measure was sanctioned in 1850, and
forns the basis of our present educa-
tional system.

‘_~ Despite his activity in other depart-

ments, Dr. Ryerson's life-~ork by
which he will principally be remember-
ed was essentially educational. From
the time of his appointment until 1876,
aperiod of 32 years, he continued to
administer the school affairs of this
Province with zeal, eneryy, and efficien-
cy. He has left an sbidmg' mark upon
our scholastic system, and his work won
hizh encomiums from public men and
those interested in educational matters
abroad. 1n 1853, chiefly in consequence
ot Dr. Ryerson's strong representations,
the Leoslature caused the Grammar
8chool Law to be thorvughly re'f.med,
further nnprovements made 11 1865 be-
inyg also traceable to his influence. In
1355, with the aid of Col. Letroy, he es-
tablished several meteorological stations
in connection with the C.unty Gram-
mar Schools, the number of which was
afterwards increased. In 1857 the duc-
tor again set out for a comprehensive

educational tour in Europe, visiting the
principal seats of art, where he procured
on behalf of his department a series of
copies of paintings by the old masters in
Dutch, Flemish, and Italian art. These
were placed in the Educational Museum
in this city. On his return he began
advocating a system of Government
| grants to outlying Universities, and
, drafted the Educational Bill of 1860,
| which etfected some improvements in
| our school system. In 1861 he received
' from Victorna College the honorary de-
gree of LL. . In 1874 Dr. Ryerson was
elected President of the first General
Conference of the Methodist Church
held 1n this city. He held this office
for four years, when he was succeeded
by Rev. Dr. Douglas, of Montreal. Dr.
Ryerson was elected for the third time
to represent the Canadian Conference in
Great Britamn in 1876.  He was received
by the British Conference with every
possible mark of respect and affec-
tion, reference being made to his appear-
ance in the same capacity forty-three
years previously.
In 1876, owing to the infirmities of
his advanced years, Dr. Ryerson, at his
, own request, was relieved from the ar-
duous dutics of Chief Superintendent of
Education, the office was abolished, and
its functions vested in the Minister of
Education. Dr. Ryerson retired on full
salary after thirty-two years' incessant
' service. He has since lived in retire-
| ment, tinding occupation in the prepar-
(ation of his *‘ History of the United
 Empire Loyalists,” a voluminous work
which throws a good deal of light upon
the early history of Canada.

' wonderful degree of mental activity and
physical vitality, and to the last preserv-
ed a keen interest in public aftairs. His
death will be deeply regretted by many
outside of any sectarian limits.

| Ryerson was twice married, first in 1828
to Miss Aikman, daughter of the late
John Aikman, of Barton township, who
died four years afterward, and in 1833
to Miss Armstrong, daughter of the late
J. R. Armstrong, of Toronto, who with
two children survives hun.

MORALS IN FRANCE,

The Rev. James Hocart gives a sad
yet stunulating account of the “found-
lings,” &c., of France. These accord-
Ing to a statement in the Paris Pair,
are becominy *‘day by day more numer-
ous.”” They are more than 3,200 a-year
831 being the offspring of domestic ser-
vants, and 2,317 of professional or non-
protessionil single women. It results
trom public statistics in the Ministries
of Agriculture and Commerce, &c,
that the population of France m 1879
was neariy tirey-seven millions.  The
married men of eighteen years old and
upwards were three milhons and three
fourths ; the widows under a milhion ;
the aggregate of unmarried men 4,744,-
371; the unmarried temales of marriage-
ble age 3,999,876: and of widows not
re-married 2,021,065; making a total of
unmarried women of more than six mil-
lions ! ['here were then 1n France
10,755,041 adults of the two sexes not
married, and but 15,166,170 married.
“Wihat,” asks M, Hocart, ‘‘is to be
done ! The urst thing 1s to collect and
bring up the orphans and toundlings :
otherwise this ahnormal state of thinys
will be tatally perpetuated.  For from
the ranks ot forsaken childhood is the
army of vice and crime 1n chief part re-
cruited. But that were not enough.
There must be formed in all the large
towns of FKrance Cowmmittees of Public
Morality, which, by conferences and
publications shall act upon the cunsci-
ences and hearts of young men, recal-
ling them to the sacred duty of marriage
and iuspiring them with the love of
tawily end a taste for the pure joys of
the home and hearth. 'The Paris Com-
mittee in favour of Public Morality has
just met to prepare for its winter cam-

paign. We wish it a wide activity, and
hosts of imitators in every Department.

A recent number of the WESLEYAN
contained a notice of the deatb of vthis
aged saint, who for many years was
well known by all who have been asso-
ciated with Methodism in this place ;

by thousands, through the devoted
ministry of two of her soms, the
Revs.
